The Body as a Social Construct: from Proto-Sociology
to Classical Theories of Social Interaction

Abstract

Relevance. The issue of the social construction of the body and corporeality in the modern sociocultural environment is
becoming increasingly relevant in the context of scientific research, as society creates and regulates attitudes towards the human
body through mechanisms of control, coercion, and regulation, which change depending on historical and cultural conditions. The
sociological study of corporeality encompasses various eras and models of disciplinary influence, from religious paradigms to
postmodern approaches, making this issue extremely important for understanding the interaction between individuals and society,
especially within the framework of contemporary consumer and cultural processes.

The purpose of the article is to carry out a complex systematization and analysis of conceptual models of the body, which
consider it as an object of social control, coercion and regulation, with an emphasis on the evolution of these approaches, starting
with religious and military paradigms and ending with modern consumerist and cybernetic ideas about the body. Particular attention
is given to the mechanisms of social construction of the body, which have changed over different historical periods, reflecting
sociocultural dynamics and influencing modern perceptions of corporeality.

Results. The research identified and systematized the main models of social control over the body, including religious, military,
sports, and consumerist models. Each of these models offers a unique approach to controlling and utilizing the body in different
sociocultural contexts: the religious model emphasizes the subjugation of the body to spiritual norms, while military and sports
models focus on discipline and external or internal coercion. The consumerist model views the body as a commodity or capital
subject to manipulation to achieve economic and social goals.

Conclusions. It has been found that the processes of control and regulation of corporeality in society are constantly evolving,
reflecting changes in the value systems and social practices. The influence of modern consumer culture, which turns the body into
an object of manipulation and capitalization, has been assessed, requiring further comprehensive study, considering the impact of
digital and biotechnological processes on these transformations.
