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Sociological institutionalism as a direction of the new institutionalism of political
science: methodology and its implementation in Ukrainian political science
research

The relevance of this study is explained by the need to find out the heuristic parameters of one of the
segments of the institutional analysis of Ukrainian political science - sociological institutionalism. At the
present stage of world development of institutional research in politics, it is no longer enough to turn to
the formalized aspects of the essence of political institutions, which is still a fairly common approach
- in contrast to the general theory of the new institutionalism. Also, there is a widespread view that the
latest models of research strategies can be offered only by foreign political science and it is among its
developments that the necessary analytical tools should be sought. Due to certain historical aspects of the
political development of our country, political science research has not been able to develop synchronously
with global trends for a long time, but it is possible to assume that today this situation is gradually changing.
Therefore, the purpose of our study was to concretize in domestic political science the analytical field of
such research areas of the new institutionalism as sociological institutionalism and systematize the main
parameters of its research strategy.

As a result of the study, it was found that the provisions of sociological institutionalism of political
science are based on more normative-formalized approaches compared to other types of institutionalism
because its formation was significantly influenced by the theory of organizations. Most Ukrainian scholars
use the methodological tools of this area of institutionalism for a comprehensive analysis of the nature of
the political institution as a research unit, which is close in its characteristics to the latest world examples
and requires an appropriate research methodology. The group of specific issues considered by domestic
scholars on the basis of the provisions of sociological institutionalism is opened by the normative aspects
of the functioning of international politics (for example, humanization), which in this dimension is in the
center of attention of foreign scholars as well. A more interesting area of research is the peculiarities of the
process of European integration, the analysis of which also begins in the works of foreign scholars, but we
are interested in this question given Ukraine's European ambitions - whether its regulatory Europeanization
will have appropriate prospects. Another important aspect of research using the methodology of this area
of institutional analysis, and again - important for our country, are the socio-political processes in transition
societies, where democratization has begun, but the achievements in this way are difficult to call sustainable.

Trade missions in the system of Ukrainian economic diplomacy

The article is devoted to the study of trade missions as a tool of economic diplomacy. The purpose of
the article is to study the Ukrainian practice of using the mechanism of trade missions abroad and to develop
proposals for improving the system of trade and economic representation of the country abroad.

The paper presents global examples of the implementation of economic diplomacy, as well as models
that can be borrowed from Ukraine. The authors give examples not only of forms of trade representations,
but also of coordination methods of activity of such foreign bodies of foreign relations. The relevance of the
study is due to a number of reasons, including: increased competition from global markets, as well as the
need to expand opportunities of Ukrainian exports after the forced abandonment of the Russian market in
2013-2014. Trade offices are an effective form of trade presence in foreign markets thus ensuring not only
the development of the national economy, but also protecting the interests of business entities. Given that
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currently the institution of trade missions in Ukraine does not have a mechanism that would meet modern
needs, there is a need to explore appropriate models of developed countries to adapt the system of public
administration in Ukraine to the challenges of international economic relations.

Particular attention was paid to the evolution of the system of trade and economic missions (TEM) of
Ukraine. The authors assessed the consequences of the liquidation of TEM in 2010 and the introduction of
new forms of representations of Ukraine abroad to ensure national economic interests and the implementation
of economic diplomacy, as well as the feasibility of such changes. It is established that the Ukrainian model
of economic diplomacy needs significant reforms in order to effectively ensure the function of representation
in the economic sphere outside the country. Having studied the similar experience of foreign countries, the
authors offer a number of successful cases for borrowing these approaches in Ukrainian practice.

Evolution of historical policy in Poland after Il World War in the context of
treatment of Germany

The research dedicated to the analysis of the evolution of historical policy in Poland after the
World War II. The crucial part of the article is the role of Germany in this process. On the current stage
of mutual Polish-German relations, where a remarkable point of political ties is historical conflict
over the aftermath of the World War II. The evolution process of the historical process in Poland is
complicated and complexed. Furthermore, the evolution of the historical narrative goes in a shadow
of the ideological struggle between two blocks, which had been established after the war. It is need
to point the international aspect of historical policy establishing in Poland had one point of view. On
the other hand, internarial factors played the crucial role, which were attached at that time for Polish
society.

The aim of the research is an analysis of the process of historical policy establishing in the Polish
People’s Republic and research of main elements in this process.
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The context of the last events in Polish-German relations is heightening the role of conflict in the sphere
of political history over the aftermath of the World War II. It arises the necessity to analyze more deeply the
process of historical policy establishing in Poland.

Ithad been established that the historical policy in the Polish People’s Republic was used as the instrument
of internal policy and propaganda. The historical policy played two main functions is the integration and the
stabilization. The function of integration is used to unite Polish society on the background of the stereotype
“Germans — enemy”’ and for confirmation of new western territories (Ziem odzyskanych). At the same time,
the historical policy led to the approval of a new sociopolitical order in Poland at that time.

It is noted that historical policy in Poland has few approaches dedicated to periodization and mostly it
depends on the area of research. Social researchers divide historical policy after the World War II into two
periods. In contrast to social science, representatives of Political Science divide into three periods.

Historico-philosophical interpretation of the archetypes of personality as
symbolic images of the collective unconscious in the receptive field of
psychoanalytic views of Carl Gustav Jung

The purpose of the study is a historico-philosophical interpretation of the archetypes of personality as symbolic
images of the collective unconscious in the receptive field of psychoanalytic views of Carl Gustav Jung. The
methodological basis of the study is the such general scientific principles: interdisciplinary approach, the principle of
objectivity, the principle of integrity and general philosophical methods: psychoanalytic method; phenomenological
method; hermeneutic method. Scientific novelty of the study consists in the fact that within the Jungian analytical
psychology to the author managed to carry out historico-philosophical reconstruction of ideas about the archetypes
of personality, as myth-making constructs that fill the gaps between conscious and unconscious instance and reveal
the symbolic meaning of archetypal figures, which are translators of generic information. In the course of the study
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were obtained the following conclusions: (1) determined that the collective unconscious is a fraction that consists of
structural components-archetypes, which are able to establish the internal relationship between the individual and
the world around him and directly influence his worldview and behavior, which is accompanied by radical mood
swings (emotional lability); (2) emphasized that the individual, as a conscious subject in order to reach maturity on
a psychological level must go beyond «comfort zoney, that is go through the «path of the hero» and to win their
inner demons, overcoming their own fears, phobias and complexes; (3) substantiated that the archetypes are archaic
images, which breaks through the «defense» of consciousness and affects the fate and life activities of human; (4)
emphasized that the predominance in the collective unconscious of animal archetypes and instincts can negatively
affect the human psyche and lead to the decentration of the subject (according to P-M. Foucault), that is to the
splitting of the personality; (5) analyzed the specificity of archetypes as integrated images of own «Ego», which are
reduced to universal mythologies (lat. summa summarum) and are common to the cultures of different peoples of
the world; (6) found that the transcendental function is a link between conscious and unconscious structure, which
in their collide is able to «painlessly» neutralize the effects of internal conflict.

Research program "history of concepts": heuristic possibilities in the
interpretation of privacy semantics

Olena Khodus, Oles Honchar Dnipro National University

The article implements the reception of the original research perspective of the "history of concepts"
in order to conceptualize the phenomenon of privacy. The heuristic expediency of this particular analytical
optics is substantiated. It makes possible to comprehend in a new way the private reality, which, as it turned
out, is devoid of substantiality (today the private can be everywhere) and universality (in the sense that
the word "private" can mean a lot of things and these meanings. in representative culture, embedded in
the latent structures of power dispositions). It has been proved that the analytical apparatus of the "history
of concepts" can be useful as a methodological tool for overcoming the theoretical insufficiency of the
classical type of social cognition with its conceptual imperatives of "natural" certainty, rigid orderliness,
abstract rationality, "value neutrality", universality, and general applicability to any realities. The "history
of concepts" approach, on the other hand, suggests taking into account reflexivity, contextual involvement,
double hermeneutics, revealing the origin of the phenomena of human existence, "captured" in a
representative linguistic order — concepts, categories, metaphors articulated in linguistic communications.
The application of the epistemological principles of the "history of concepts" to the conceptualization of
privacy made it possible, therefore, to expand the traditional ideas about this concept and to establish under
what conditions this conceptual form: a) is filled with normative meanings; b) acquires a special value status
in the actual conceptual vocabulary involved in the everyday interpretive strategies of the "personal I"; c)
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it is supplemented with new semantic connotations ("linguistic innovations" in R. Kosellek's terminology)
in the structure of thinking similar to "publishing the private", "privatizing the public", which brings to the
fore the issue of reflection on the specific contextuality that guides the work of the language.

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History of weaving in Azerbaijan

One of the interesting part of craftsmanship is weaving and its’ history is very ancient. The article was dedicated
to history of weaving in Azerbaijan. Archaeological materials which concern to weaving were unearthed during the
excavations last decade are very significant for the history of craftsmanship. From Neolothic to Medieval period
weaving had been developed and catched its’ industrial high. Archaeological materials give us an opportunity to
describe a life of weavers in ancient times in Azerbaijan. According to weaving, abundance of raw material reserves
in Azerbaijan territories have rich development since ancient times.First of all, there are included wild technical
plants as well as lagh, linen, hemp mallow, nettle and etc. Along with this, development of cattle-breeding especially
weaving and existence of main raw material reserves,wool should be emphasized. According to researches, early
step of weaving was connected with simple technical habits in weaving field. Archaeologists suppose that bone tools
with sharp edge which were found at “Firuz” camp in Qobustan of the Mesolithic period are related to elementary
weaving. So that, actually we can’t deny the fact of appearance of initial habits in weaving field before the Neolithic
period.Afterwards, habits obtained in weaving stimulated formation of weaving in the Neolithic period.In the
Neolithic period and in the Eneolithic period that had replaced it, weaving became one of the significant fields for
home craftsmen. As is known, at that time fields as home craftsmen’s stoneprocessing, boneprocessing, ceramics
production, leather and peltprocessing, metalprocessing were spread widely. Actually, development of weaving was
closely connected with most of above said fields of craftsmanship.There was defined existance of traces of mattings
made from clay and reed at Kultepe I near to Nakhchivan city and Alikomektepesi monument in Mugan. There are
remains of textile and matting on sceletons and on surface of clay pots in opened ground graves. In addition, there
are found remains of mattings on clay floors of buildings of Alikomektepesi settlement.

Introduction:

n human history invention of weaving

has it’s special place among significant

achievements that people have obtained.
According to common provision, formation of
weaving is connected to the Neolithic period. As
is known, significant innovations that happened
in the Neolithic period and also formation of
economic production(formation of agriculture
and cattle-breeding) created weaving alongside
starting ceramics production.Prominent english
scientist Gordon Child called these significant
innovations as  neolithic  "revolution".
Appearance and development of weaving
were related to objective demand of society’s
life. Formation of this field of art had taken
important part in existance of local raw material
base alongside that demand.
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According to weaving, abundance of raw
material reserves in Azerbaijan territories have
rich development since ancient times.First of
all, there are included wild technical plants as
well as lagh, linen, hemp mallow, nettle and etc.
Along with this, development of cattle-breeding
especially weaving and existence of main raw
material reserves,wool should be emphasized.

According to researches, early step of
weaving was connected with simple technical
habits in weaving field. Archaeologists
suppose that bone tools with sharp edge which
were found at "Firuz" camp in Qobustan of the
Mesolithic period are related to elementary
weaving. So that, actually we can’t deny the fact
of appearance of initial habits in weaving field
before the Neolithic period.Afterwards, habits
obtained in weaving stimulated formation of
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weaving in the Neolithic period.

In the Neolithic period and in the
Eneolithic period that had replaced it, weaving
became one of the significant fields for
home craftsmen. As is known, at that time
fields as home craftsmen’s stoneprocessing,
boneprocessing, ceramics production, leather
and peltprocessing, metalprocessing were
spread widely. Actually, development of
weaving was closely connected with most of
above said fields of craftsmanship.

There were found many tools of weaving in
most of monuments of the Eneolithic period in
Azerbaijan. We meet plenty of conical spindle
tips from clay in monuments at Babadarvish,
Ilanli tepe, Kultepe of the Eneolithic period
and we meet them at Haji Firuz settlement in
Southen Azerbaijan. Spindle tips were made
from clay and bone. We can have imagination
about development of weaving in Azerbaijan
at that time according to fabric trace found at
ceramic surface of Alikomektepesi and Kechili
settlements. Along with this, at monuments of
Azerbaijan of the Eneolithic period we meet
other evidence, bone tools, remains of matting
related to weaving (Azerbaijan Archaeology,
2008).

There was defined existance of traces of
mattings made from clay and reed at Kultepe
I near to Nakhchivan city and Alikomektepesi
monument in Mugan. There are remains of
textile and matting on sceletons and on surface
of clay pots in opened ground graves. In
addition, there are found remains of mattings
on clay floors of buildings of Alikomektepesi
settlement.

There were found special "pot stands" to
dry clay pots at monuments of the Eneolithic
period at the average stream of the Kura river.
Those stands were woven from mattings or
soft sticks. The existance of traces of matting
or other weavings on ceramic stands on
that zone of the Eneolithic period can be
explained by this.So, we have no doubt that
weaving was one of significant fields of home
craftsmanship in Azerbaijan in the Eneolithic
period.

Discussion: Since the Bronze Age the
development of weavingentered a new phase
in Azerbaijan. There were found many factic
materials related to weaving at the first
monuments of the Bronze Age between the
second half of the IV millennium b.c. and III
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millennium b.c. Conical spindle tips (spinners)
from stone and ceramic among them have
their special place here.Generally, spinners
were mainly considered for manual spindles.
Afterwards, such kind of spinners among
used spinning wheel spindles were considered
mainly for manual spindles.

Then, such kind of spinners were not
applied among used spinning wheel spindles.
It is true that there were not found remains of
textile at the first monuments of the Bronze Age
period. But existance of remains of “weaving
ceramics” related to that period helps to
imagine about that. Because ceramic examples
named "weaving ceramics" were found at most
of monuments of the Early Bronze period of
Azerbaijan (Azerbaijan Archaeology, 2008).

Those ceramic examples were found in
Khankendi, Kurqanlar of Garabagh, as well
as in Qarahajili, Juttepe, Uchoglan, Deyirman
place settlements many times. Sign that differ
this type of pots is defining weaving trace on
their surfaceevidently. It was identified that,
there were used fabric sacks in production of
one group of clay pots. This fact proves once
more that at period of "ceramic weaving"
production weaving was having it’s significant
place in local tribes’ life. Although technical
plants were used in weaving in the Bronze
periodin certain amount, main raw material
base had been wool products. As is known,
in the Early Bronze period essential quality
changes happened in development of cattle-
breeding.Sheep breeding as more profitable
field of cattle-breeding developed rapidly.

In the first half of III millennium b.c.
essential progress that happened in cattle-
breeding caused the first big division of social
labor which caused separation of cattle-breeder
tribes from farmer tribes. And this stimulated
appearance of summer pasture and nomadic
cattle-breeding. In other words, in above said
period development of sheep breeding created
conditions for sufficient processing of wool
as the main raw material reserve in weaving
(Azerbaijan Archaeology, 2008).

In the Middle Bronze Age covering the first
half of Il millenium b.c. weaving art developed
more. It is not accidental that especially
in the Middle Bronze Age in all fields of
craftsmanship happened significant progress.
Significant changes are observed in ceramics,
metallurgy,metal processing, bone and wood
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processing and even a lot of other fields of
art alongside weaving. Upgrading obtained
technical habits in previous centuries and need
to meet the increasing demands of people
among factors stimulating development of this
field as well as strengthening raw materials
base were having their significant place.

Existence of conical spindle tips from
clay and bone, spinners, other bone and
stone tools prove development of weaving in
Azerbaijan in Middle Bronze period. Because
of weaving looms of that time were made
from wood, so we didn’t meet their remains at
ruins of monuments. But tools found in many
monuments of the Middle Bronze Period of
Azerbaijan can prove existence of such kind
of looms. For example, bone pestle, kirkid and
combs got from archaeological excavations
at Kultepe II ancient settlement near to
Nakhchivan cityshow using weaving squares
in simple structure in weaving. Along with this,
comb-like toothed bone tools used in process of
combing wool, cleaning yarn on weaving loom,
joining fabric loops and etc. were found both
from Kultepe II and from Uzerliktepe ancient
settlement near to Aghdam. Weaving tools
made from deer horn like kirkid and heve(part
of weaving loom) found in these monuments
causes special interest. These types of tools
are still used in Azerbaijan carpet- weaving
art (Azerbaijan Archaeology, 2008; Azerbaijan
Ethnography, 2007) (Fig. 6; 7).

Surely, in the Middle Bronze period
development of weaving gave an opportunity
to sew different clothes from wool fabric.
Materials found in Gizilburun settlement near
to Nakhchivan and stone box graves prove this.
Figure of clay man found here was described
in long cardigan and tight trousers. It had a
waistband on waist, socks and shoes on feet. It
had a cap sunken in the middle. Clothes were
dyed in red and black colors. As we can see
ancient weaving masters knew secrets of using
different paints.

Making different clothes from colorful
fabrics in the Middle Bronze period are
proved well by man and woman pictures on
polychrome painted clay vessel found at
Gizilburun necropolis in Nakhchivan. Man’s
cardigan is black, his turban, waistband and
handkerchief in hand are red. Alongside
clothes, woolen yarns were used in weaving
socks. Socks described by foot shaped clay
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products are mostly found among materials
of Julfa necropolis. Socks were described in
red and black color. Clothes and socks were
woven by tools from bone and bronze as well
as byneedle. These type of tools were found
in monuments of Kultepe II, Uzerliktepe,
Gizilburun and etc. of the Middle Bronze
period many times.

Monuments of the Late Bronze Age and
the Early Iron Age give an opportunity to
know more information about development of
ancient weaving in Azerbaijan. Tips of spindles,
needles, different stone pendant, comb-like
things made from clay, stone and bone among
materials showing existence of weaving in that
time have their special place. We came across
with these types of tools in Mingachevir,
Saritepe, Goygol, Garatepe settlements of
Azerbaijan as well as in Garabagh, Ganjachay,
Khachbulag mounds many times. Development
of weaving in theLate Bronze Age is proven by
other visual arguments. First of all, it includes
fabric remains. Fabric remains were found in
ground graves and mounds of Mingachevir,
Borsunlu, Sarichoban and Bayimsarov mounds
of Garabagh. Those fabrics were mainly woven
from woolen fibers. Surely, in the Late Bronze
Age and the Early Iron Age as a raw material
sheep and lamb wool had their main place in
weaving. But according to thought of using
goat lint (goat’s wool)as well as elegant and
soft, high quality camel wool there were used
technical plant fibers especially linen fiber
alongside wool at that time. According to V.
A. Petrov's opinion, linen was widely spread
since ancient times in Azerbaijan.

Linen used in the Late Bronze Age and the
Early Iron Age was one of sort of wild linen
still growing around Mingachevir, as well as
around foothills of Small Caucasus. There were
woven fabrics, socks, clothes from linen and
wool fibers and there were made rope, yarn,
lace and etc. too. Laces made from different
fibers were found in ground graves and mounds
of Mingachevir and Gakh (Torpaggala). These
laces held beads, buttons from bronze or other
materials and analysis of found fabric remains
show that ancient weaving masters knew the
secrets of this art deeply. Combining meshes
to each-other by complex technical method
shows existence of more complicated weaving
field as carpet-weaving at that time. This type
of fabric remains were found in Borsunlu
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mound of XIV—XIII centuries bc, Mingachevir
and Sarichoban mounds of XII-XI centuries
BC (Aslanov, 1961; Khalilov, 2009).

Although there are not found any remains
of weaving loom in monuments of the Late
Bronze period of Azerbaijan we can define
such kind of looms with vertical and horizontal
construction according to ethnographic
observation. Existence of remains of fabric
with complex meshes doesn’t impeach
existence of weaving looms in the Late Bronze
period. Parts of weaving looms found in
antique and early medieval period catacomb
graves and settlements of Mingachevir give us
an opportunity to imagine about these types of
weaving looms.

We didn’t come across with paint traces
among found remains of fabrics. But, surely
ancient weaving masters knew methods of
dying yarns. As paint material different types
of plants as well as marina, wormwood,
walnut, pomegranate and etc. were used here.
Development of weaving is proven by other
arguments and existence of buttons from
bronze, bone, glass in different size. We come
across with these types of buttons in large
quantities in monuments of Minghachevir,
Goygol, Gedebey, Khachbulaq, Garabagh,
Nakhchivan, Lankaran and other regions of
Azerbaijan. Alongside practical importance
buttons were used as ornaments and were
used in decoration of different types of clothes

(Mammadov, 2006; Mammadova, 1993;
Mammadova, 2005; Mammadova, 2019)
(Fig. 1; 3; 4).

Buttons found in graves were decorating
hereafter clothes of buried ones here. The
problem is that hereafter world was constructed
on ancient burial tools. So, we can explain
putting buttons in proper order beside and
above of dead ones in graves by this. Buttons
fastened on clothes found in graves, cocoon
and discs being the sign of remains of different
clothes show the high level of development of
weaving art in the Late Bronze Age and the
Early Iron Age in Azerbaijan.

Conclusion.

At that time, ancient weaving masters
alongside weaving clothes wove different
means of household items. There is no doubt,
developmentofhalf-nomadand summerpasture
cattle-breeding required formation of means of
household as marfaj (box for bedding woven
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as rug), saddlebags, carpet-bag, sack. Such
kind of means ease packing and carrying home
equipment and products when people move to
mountains andlowlands. Weaving rugs, carpet
without pile, pile less carpet to cover floors
of houses, after a while weaving carpet were
mastered. Meander, crosses,rhombus, even
different geometric, floral patterns, human
and animal images described on the surface of
ceramics of this period of Ganjachay region
and Garabagh are still widely used in carpet-
weaving. Therefore, we dare say, history of
carpet-weaving in Azerbaijan begins at least
in the Late Bronze Age and the Early Iron
Age. It should be noted, these pictures and
patterns in Azerbaijan carpet-weaving art were
used for centuries and it still continues to be
as a custom through centuries (Asadov, 2018;
Khalilov, 2010) (Fig. 2; 5). It was defined by
researches that different types of pattern motifs
in the Late Bronze Age and the Early Iron Age
in Azerbaijan are similar to patterns used in
Azerbaijan carpet-weaving. This fact gives
an opportunity to say that carpet-weaving art
appeared in the Bronze Age in Azerbaijan and
evolved during thousand years (Fig. 6; 7).
High development of weaving art in the Late
Bronze Age and the Early Iron Age by meeting
demand of local people of Azerbaijan enabled
many of weaving products to become means of
exchange. Probably, it enabled division of labor
activity in weaving field at that time. It means,
all the necessary actions from processing
of wool to getting ready product were done
by different professional masters. There are
included different type of actions as feeding
animals, shaving wool, washing, combing,
making yarns, dyeing and production of final
product. The last action is delivering final
product to consumers. Caucasian Albanian
period monuments gave us weaving materials
which concern to IV BC and VIII AD. These
materials unearthed during archaeological
excavations of antique and early medieval
period settlements and graves (Asadov, 2018;
Khalilov, 2009; Khalilov, 2010; Mammadov,
2006; Mammadova, 1993; Mammadova,
2005; Mammadova, 2019). Development
of these and other fields of craftsmanship in
Azerbaijan caused expansion of trade relations
and keeping close economic relations in
environmental , especially in cultural centers
of Central Asia.

Change of government in the Guba region of Azerbaijan and its tragic
consequences (1920-1921)

Rakhshanda Bayramova, Institute of History named after A. A. Bakikhanov of the Azerbaijan
National Academy of Sciences

One of the steps taken by the new government in the political sphere was the abolition of the former national
army. On May 7, the Revolutionary Committee of Azerbaijan decided to reorganize the army and navy. According
to the decision, the new Azerbaijani army and navy were, in fact, created as part of the Red Army of Soviet Russia.
Azerbaijani military units were directly subordinated to the commander of the XI Red Army, and warships to the
command of the Caspian fleet. Thus, from the first months of its existence, the Soviet Republic of Azerbaijan
"voluntarily" renounced the right to have an armed force, which is one of the important conditions of statehood. the
Soviet authorities and the 11th Army were accused of open looting in Azerbaijan under the name of "confiscation of
the property of the bourgeoisie." After the establishment of Soviet power in Guba, the old system of administrative
management was completely abolished and a new administrative system - the Soviet system - was established.
The article "Change of government in the Guba region of Azerbaijan and its tragic consequences" concerns the
issue about the reactivation of the Armenians in Karabakh and Zangazur, the Azerbaijani army units defending
the northern border — Guba. The paper was dedicated to the situation in the militia system improved relatively
in the late 1920s. Tha aim of the study is to determine conditions the formation of new government structures in
remote villages continued until mid-1921 under the influence of a number of factors. In this context, issues of the
Communist newspaper were first listed, number of militiamen in the Guba district was determined, avtivities to
increase technical training, communist centers, people’s attitude towards the militia were analyzed. This analysis
was conducted with the study of the sources related to the subject, the analysis of the results obtained, the analysis
and synthesis of the arguments, and also the comparative analysis method.

Introduction.

n the spring of 1920, due to the

reactivation of the Armenians in

Karabakh and Zangazur, the Azerbaijani
army units defending the northern border -
Guba, Baku infantry regiments, units of the
Tatar cavalry regiment were sent to Karabakh,
as a result, the northern borders remained
unprotected. The new military situation created
another threat for Azerbaijan — Bolshevism.
As the Bolshevik troops advanced south, this
threat became a reality. As the Azerbaijani army
conducted military operations in Karabakh and
Zangazur, conditions were created for the XI
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Red Army from the north to enter Azerbaijan
without hindrance and capture Baku in a short
time. The Red Army command was well aware
of this. The political situation in Baku and the
crisis of power also increased the chances of
aggression. The Bolshevik leadership of Russia
had detailed information about the protection of
the northern borders of Azerbaijan.

Discussion.

I. Dudin, who was a member of the Red
Army and later wrote about these events, also
mentions this in his memoirs (Dudin, 1970,
p. 37-38). On March 28, 1920, the city of
Petrovsk was captured by the XI Red Army.
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After the victory of the Bolshevik regime in
the North Caucasus over Denikin's forces, the
local Bolsheviks in Baku and other regions,
as well as in Guba, with the military-political
and financial support of Russia and the Baku
Bolsheviks, engaged in open provocations
against the Azerbaijani statehood. The letter
of the Prime Minister N.B Yusifbeyli to the
Minister of Internal Affairs dated March &, 1920
stated that the Bolsheviks of Dagestan received
humanitarian and material assistance from the
Bolsheviks of Azerbaijan, who were required
to take all measures to prevent the Bolsheviks
from crossing from Azerbaijan to Dagestan and
vice versa (ARDA, work 18, v. 24).

Inspired by the victory of the Bolsheviks
during the Russian civil war, the local Bolsheviks
also revolted. The Bolsheviks carried out open
propaganda even among the soldiers of the Guba
garrison. This was confirmed by the chief of the
Guba district Talibkhanov in his letter to the
governor of Baku dated March 11, 1920 (ARDA,
work 18, v. 80). The Bolsheviks even had their
own party core in the garrison (ARDA, work
18, v. 10). In order to prevent the propaganda of
the Bolsheviks among the soldiers, the garrison
chief Mammadbayov, together with the division
commander, began to take emergency measures
to identify and punish the propagandists. In
order to protect the garrison soldiers from the
influence of Bolshevik propaganda, they were
isolated and forbidden to go to various barracks
and teahouses, as well as the entry of outsiders
was forbidden into barracks (ARDA, work 26,
v. 37). In order to prevent the Bolsheviks from
entering Azerbaijan, by the order of the chief
of the Guba district Agabeyov, security was
organized in two places along the border with
Dagestan - Yalama and Hazra districts. A group
of 20 local residents guarded the villages of
Lajat and Khudat. The border was guarded by
the people's militia and postal guards. The Gusar
police officer was instructed to form a group of
local residents to help the police. The district
chief also instructed the field chiefs to pay more
attention to border protection. Measures were
also intensified to fight the Bolsheviks inside
the district and to prevent the activities of those
who carried out Bolshevik propaganda (ARDA,
work 32, v. 2).

On the eve of the occupation of Azerbaijan,
units of the XI Red Army were already
in Derbent, guarding the railway line by
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maneuvering between the armored trains and
the bridge over the Derbent and Samur rivers.
The personnel of the Red Army consisted of
72,472 people (Suleymanov, 1998, p. 438). On
the eve of the occupation, the Guba Bolsheviks
also became more active. By order of the AKP
Central Committee, armed groups consisting
of anti-state elements were organized, and an
armed uprising headquarters was established.
It was decided to use the help of military units
and local volunteer groups in Guba to protect
the unprotected border. Acting commander of
the 4th Guba Infantry Regiment N. Tumanov
told A.A Shikhlinsky that in order to strengthen
the military units in Khachmaz and to receive
information about the enemy, to organize
reconnaissance operations, 4 companies from
Guba, 3 armored trains, from Yalama and 70
were sent (Azerbaijan Democratic Republic,
1998, p. 374). On the night of April 27, 1920,
the occupying forces violated the Azerbaijani
border with five armored trains and launched
a military aggression against the independent
state. Although a small number of units of the
Azerbaijani army resisted in Yalama and later
in Khudat and Khachmaz stations, it was not
possible to prevent the occupying forces due to the
inequality of forces (Tokarzhevsky, 1957, p. 269).
There were only 3,000 forces on the northern
border, and these forces were scattered along the
border and stationed mainly in the Gusar-Guba-
Khudat region. Under warrant officer Babayev's
command, two companies, a machine gun team
and a cavalry division were forced to retreat
after unequal battles. Although the enemy was
resisted at the Lajat crossing and Khudat station,
it was not possible to prevent it. Following the
armored train, in the early morning of April 27,
the 7th cavalry and 31st infantry divisions of
the Red Army crossed the border and entered
the village of Gullar in Guba district. The Gusar
garrison surrendered without resistance. On
the same day, the cavalry regiments of the 7th
division captured the city of Guba. According to
Tokarjevsky, 31 officers and 500 soldiers of the
Azerbaijani army were captured in Guba and
Gusar, and 5,000 soldiers were captured during
the intervention (Tokarzhevsky, 1957, p. 269).
Thus, the occupying forces, occupying the
entire territory of Guba district in one day,
occupy the entire territory of Azerbaijan in a
short time and put an end to the existence of an
independent state - the Republic of Azerbaijan.
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At that time, the units of the Azerbaijani army
located in Guba district were subordinated to
the 20th division of the XI Red Army. Thus, the
land of Guba entered a new stage - the Soviet
era. It was decided to abolish all government
structures created during the republican
period. By the decision of the Revolutionary
Committee of May 3, 1920, the activities of all
counter-revolutionary parties and organizations
were banned. On the same day, the AK (b) P
Guba district committee was established under
the chairmanship of F. Abbasov. Although
the Provisional Revolutionary Committee
of Azerbajjan and the Council of People's
Commissars of the Azerbaijan SSR, which
were established in Azerbaijan after the coup
and concentrated all state power in their
hands, were composed of Azerbaijanis, it was
only apparently that the newly created Soviet
republic was governed by Moscow. The
Bolsheviks, speaking on behalf of the people,
called the state a proletarian dictatorship.
This was a kind of political veil for the ruling
Bolshevik Party. The real power belonged to
the AK (b) P, a local branch of the RK (b) P.
The Azerbaijani Communist Party and the Baku
party organization, whose core consisted of
non-nationals, mainly Russians and Armenians,
played a leading role in the socio-political life
of the republic. One of the factors that ensured
the dictatorship of the Communist Party in
Azerbaijan was the Russian army units here.
After the April occupation, the independence of
the republic was completely formal.

Afterthe collapse of the national government,
red terror began against the people of Azerbaijan.
The Extraordinary Commission on Combating
Counter-Revolutionary Sabotage and Fraud was
established, and the Supreme Revolutionary
Tribunal was established. The Workers 'and
Peasants' Inspectorate was established on
June 9, 1920 to monitor the activities of state
organizations and public organizations. In this
case, they were given special powers. Thus,
the work of the Emergency Commission and
the Supreme Revolutionary Tribunal was not
limited by any legislation, their decision and
verdict were final and implemented immediately.
These organizations were directly subordinated
to the army command and the center — Moscow.
Therefore, the Azerbaijani government had
almost no control over the activities of these
organizations (Ibrahimli, 1996, p. 31). From
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the first days of Soviet rule in Azerbaijan, the
special unit of the 11th Army began to ruthlessly
attack all existing political forces except the
Communists, even liberal-minded people and
intellectuals. According to some reports, 48,000
people were shot in Azerbaijan from April
1920 to August 1921 (Journal of the Revival,
2008, p. 387). One of the steps taken by the
new government in the political sphere was the
abolition of the former national army. On May
7, the Revolutionary Committee of Azerbaijan
decided to reorganize the army and navy.
According to the decision, the new Azerbaijani
army and navy were, in fact, created as part of
the Red Army of Soviet Russia. Azerbaijani
military units were directly subordinated to the
commander of the XI Red Army, and warships
to the command of the Caspian fleet. Thus,
from the first months of its existence, the Soviet
Republic of Azerbaijan "voluntarily" renounced
the right to have an armed force, which is one
of the important conditions of statehood. AXC
army officers were repressed. From the April
occupation to 1921, 12 generals, 24 colonels and
lieutenants, 46 captains and 266 servicemen were
shot dead by Azerbaijani servicemen (Hummat,
2008, p. 386).

The XI Red Army, behaving like a real
occupying army, was severely interfering in
all spheres of the republic. After the April
coup, confiscation operations with the direct
participation of Soviet troops were accompanied
by special brutality. Food agents with official
documents from the state, members of the
special unit of the XI Army and the Emergency
Commission entered homes, confiscated items,
degraded human dignity in the true sense of the
word, disrespected national and moral values
and traditions. The Revolutionary Committee
of Azerbaijan received thousands of complaints
about such criminal acts. Soldiers of the 11th
Army appropriated all the ammunition of the
Azerbaijani National Army, including 25,000
sets of special uniforms purchased from Italy
at the beginning of the year, 75 % of the shoes
produced by Tagiyev's factory and the supply of
shoes of the XI Army, which was provided with
manufactures, became the subject of discussion
at the meetings of the Central Committee of
the AK (b) P: It was decided to "confiscate all
shoes suitable for the army from shops, both
openly and secretly, from those engaged in the
shoe trade." The army's supply requirements
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put all spheres of economic life in a difficult
position. Even the instruction of the chairman
of the SFC, N. I. Solovyov, "Send to hell" who
was impatient with the next appeal, caused a
scandal in the investigation (Ibrahimli, 1996,
p. 28). The Soviet army occupying Azerbaijan
was the main reference point of the terrorist
dictatorship. During this period, the soldiers
of the 11th Army, employees of the special
department and the emergency commission,
who took part in the search in Azerbaijan and its
districts, committed actions that were immoral.
In December 1920, Sarkiz, the leader of the
Baku Communists, proudly celebrated the
looting of the 11th Army in Azerbaijan, saying
that we had confiscated 200 pounds of silver,
10 pounds of gold, and about 800 gold rings
(Journal of Revival, 2008, p. 386).

At the Second Congress of the AK (b) P in
October 1920, the Soviet authorities and the
11th Army were accused of open looting in
Azerbaijan under the name of "confiscation of
the property of the bourgeoisie." Expressing
his strong protest, Narimanov said: "When
confiscating and entering a Muslim house, it is
necessary to know the conditions in which he
lived. It is not necessary to remove earrings from
a Muslim woman's ear and look for diamonds
in her body" (Bayramova, 2007, p. 31). It is
also clear from Narimanov's open confession
that the Soviet army did not bring "happiness"
and "justice" to Azerbaijan. From the very first
days, this army proved that it was an occupier
and a looter. Witnessing such illegal activities
of the Soviet army, N. Narimanov wrote in his
letter "On the history of our revolution in the
outskirts": "It was a real unplanned robbery.
Finally, the organizations themselves began
to talk about making a big mistake. These
mistakes were repeated throughout Azerbaijan.
As a result, a one-volume case was drawn
up on the misallocation of goods, the failure
of organizations to forget themselves above
all else, and the loss of property under the
auspices of comrade Sarkis, the main inspirer"
(Narimanov, 1992, p. 21).

The Soviet government abolished the
governor-generals, the Baku city government,
the governor's offices, the city and district police
departments, as well as the former court rules
and institutions, and established people's courts.
As in the districts of the republic, in Guba and
in the city, all local executive committees and
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revolutionary committees were subordinated to
the People's Commissariat of Internal Affairs in
terms of administrative management (History
of Azerbaijan, 1964, p. 20). By the end of
August 1920, there were 16 district, 46 district
and 435 village revolutionary committees in
Azerbaijan. The local revolutionary committees
were given extensive emergency powers. On
April 28, 1920, a revolutionary committee
was formed in Guba under the leadership of
Gogoberidze and with the participation of Red
Army officers, and its first meeting was held.
The meeting determined the composition of the
emergency revolution committee consisting of
7 people. These are: chairman — Jamal Omarov;
deputies — V. Lyayuvskaya, Y. Agabeyov,
A. Talibov; members: B. Gayibov, M. Tahirzade
and Abshalumov. On June 12, 1920, by the order
of the emergency commissar of Guba district,
a new composition of the Guba Revolutionary
Committee was formed. The main reason for
the change was the poor performance of the
previous composition. The new committee
included five communists: Ismayilov, Pupkov,
Lakhovsky, Abasov and Tahirzade. Then,
according to a telegram from the Ministry of
Internal Affairs, the number of key members
of the Revolutionary Committee was reduced
to three: Chairman Ismayilov, Deputy Pupkov,
and member Lakhovsky. Secretary Gabriyelova
was appointed. The Revolutionary Committee
had nine departments: management, housing
and communal services, public education,
health, labor and social security, land, finance,
labor and peasant inspection, and food (ARDA,
work 2, v. 83-85).

Teymur Huseynov was appointed head of
the newly established management department
of the revolutionary committee in Guba district,
and Salimbey Agakishiyev and H. Huseynzadeh,
who knew the district very well and were the
head of the district during ADR, were appointed
members. In the archives, two of these three are
listed as communists and one as a candidate
(ARDA, work 19, v. 92). Apparently, S.
Agakishibeyov, who was the head of the district
during the Democratic Republic, had already
accepted the ideas of communism and began to
serve the new government.

After the collapse of the ADR, the city
Duma was abolished in Guba, the city economic
council was established, and a man named
Abbasov was appointed chairman of the council.
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First Agabeyov was appointed head of the utility
department, then Lyakovsky. The latter held this
position until October 10. However, Tahirov
was appointed to the post after it became clear
that he did not know the customs of the local
population and was incompetent. On October
10, two new divisions were established in
this department, and in general the following
divisions functioned in the department:
enterprise, construction, housing and transport
(ARDA, work 2, v. 977). The Guba Department
of Public Education has been headed by Asadulla
Talibov since July. In the first months after the
April occupation, there was a practical struggle
for the distribution of power in the district.
Thus, the leaders of individual organizations
did not show subordination to each other, on the
contrary, they claimed greatness. The clashes
between the garrison chief and the revolutionary
committee were particularly intense. In this
regard, an archival document, the report of
Petrosyan, a representative of the Provincial
Military Commissariat, dated August 23, 1920,
is noteworthy. He wrote: "Everywhere there
is a struggle for power, everyone is behaving
like a great man, and this is a blow to our work.
For example, the head of the Guba garrison
orders the chairman of the Guba Revolutionary
Committee and the emergency military
committee to use public funds and declares that
they will be arrested if they protest” (ARDA,
work 19, v. 4; 225, p. 251).

At the initial stage of the Sovietization,
revolutionary committees were also established
in the districts of Guba. On April 30, 1920, the
Revolutionary Committee was established in
Gusar. Chairman of the Committee was Abasov,
Deputy Akulov, members were Nureddin Sharif
oglu, Grigory Klochkov and Mustafa Gulu
Bagirov (ARDA, work 8, v. 33). Chairman
of the Revolutionary Committee in Rustov
Dashdamir Aliyev, Deputy Nazarov, member
Jabarov; Musabayov, chairman of the Devechi
Revolutionary Committee, Mayzelis, deputy
chairman, and members Jafarov, Chairman ofthe
Revolutionary Committee Alferenko, Deputy
Zaysev, member Mansurov were appointed
members. During this period, revolutionary
committees were formed in the villages as well
as in the districts. Certain conditions were met
while selecting committee members. The first of
these important conditions was that the member
to be elected should not be a Musavat member,
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and the second was that he/she should not be
arrested or poor (ARDA, work 6, v. 2-6). The
new structure was not easily accepted by the
residents of the district, and in the first months
it was very difficult to establish revolutionary
committees in a number of villages. For example,
in the village of Yerfi, residents strongly protested
against the establishment of revolutionary
committees (ARDA, work 6, v. 2-6).

In general, it was not possible to obtain
detailed information about the committees
established in the villages of the district and their
members. Only the letter dated August 1920
sent to Musabayov by the Gusar Revolutionary
Committee contains detailed information about
the revolutionary committees established in
the villages of the Gusar district and their
members. These lists contain information about
the mentioned committees, their members and
the date of their establishment. (ARDA, work
4, v. 26). The next change in the activities of
the revolutionary committees and the election
of their members was made in September. On
September 14, 1920, Order No. 36 was sent to
all the revolutionary committees of the district,
signed by the chairman of the management
department of the Guba Revolutionary
Committee, S. Agakishibeyov and
H. Huseynzade. The order explicitly stated that
the strikers elected to some of the revolutionary
committees were opposed to Soviet construction
and carried out counter-propaganda. They may
commit crimes in the future. From now on,
signatories should not be elected to committees,
or even participate in elections. This order
was to be supervised by the chairmen of the
local revolutionary committee and the peasant
militia. At the end of the order, it was stated that
those responsible would be punished if they
were negligent and uncontrolled (ARDA, work
19, v. 50).

In general, 48 Soviet enterprises and
organizations were established in Guba district
in the first months after the collapse of the
Azerbaijan Democratic Republic (Communist,
1920). One of the biggest shortcomings in
emergency management after the administrative
changes was staff shortages. This issue was
mentioned in all the meetings of the district
revolutionary committee. There were a number
of objective reasons for this situation. Thus, the
old state apparatus was completely destroyed
during the implementation of revolutionary
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measures in the republic. Many employees and
specialists of ministries and head offices either
left the country or were subjected to punitive
measures. However, many of them were
educated in Russia and abroad and gained the
necessary work experience in government. The
dismissal of these specialists had, in fact, done
great damage to the restoration of the national
economy and the development of education,
science and culture. In general, from the first
days of the Soviet power in Azerbaijan, the
attitude to the intelligentsia "until April" was
predetermined, and a general opinion was
formed. Their desire to enter a new life, to
serve the country with their knowledge and
experience, was presented as a cunning, and
their entry into the Soviet administration was
presented as an insidious intention. If they had
held a certain position during the short period
of the ADR's existence, they would have been
viewed with suspicion. It can be said that
it was very difficult to find trained Muslim
personnel in Azerbaijan. When it came to using
the personnel of the Republic of Azerbaijan,
A. Garayeyv, a local Bolshevik, replied that we
could not use these second-class intellectuals.
Because 10-15 % of them are former bailiffs,
supervisors, chiefs of penitentiary police,
translators, investigators, secretaries of people's
courts, in short, people with a tarnished past. We
cannot allow them to serve in the administration.
After the establishment of the Soviet power
in the district, there was a need for material
resources in all areas. In general, in almost all
of the documents and materials related to the
city's economy, the Revolutionary Committee
was asked to provide financial assistance, as
well as to apply to the center on the matter.
Taking into account the requests for financial
assistance from the Revolutionary Committee
in the district, it was decided to establish a social
security department on June 10, 1920, and on
June 12, Zakarayev was appointed chairman of
this department (ARDA, work 2, v. 33-34).
Despite the good coverage of the social
situation in Guba by the Soviet periodicals,
the Social Security Department's report of 15
August 1920 acknowledged that the social
security of Guba residents was in a deplorable
state (ARDA, work 2 v. 31-33). The Guba
district was not excluded from the general socio-
political processes in the country, including
the administrative changes in the direction of
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Sovietization. As a result of the work carried
out in this direction, the KGB of the Azerbaijan
SSR issued a special order dated May 11,
1920 to practically abolish the internal affairs
bodies of the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic.
According to the order, the governor-general, the
governor, the mayor, special authorities, the city
and district police inspectorate, the provincial
police chief, the city and district police officers,
the reserve police, the governorships-general
and the staffs of the people's militia under the
governors, as well as other structures of the
Ministry of Internal Affairs, were abolished.
After the work on administrative changes was
practically completed in Baku in May 1920 with
the establishment of the workers 'and peasants'
militia, this process continued in districts. After
the arrival of the Soviets, the creation of a
completely new state apparatus led to the radical
reorganization of the police department. In fact,
completely new law enforcement agencies have
been created. Unfortunately, many valuable
forms and methods of the new system, which
have been tested for many years by the police in
the event of an district, have been rejected. Old,
experienced police officers were fired en masse
(Zaplotin, 1999, p. 119).

In general, most of the militiamen
organized in Guba district at that time were
uneducated. Although courses were planned
to eliminate militia illiteracy, work was
delayed due to a lack of qualified teachers
(ARDA, work 19, pp. 91-93). Party centers
were established among the militia at the
center of the district. Gusar, Mushkur and
other areas were also actively working in
this area. In addition, the militia's weapons
were not in good condition and there was no
strict discipline. There were cases of police
misconduct due to lack of discipline. As for
the supply of weapons, there were very few
pistols, and almost no rifles and cartridges.
Inspector Yermolov from Baku informed the
center about this, but no weapons were sent
to the district (ARDA, work 19, v. 91-93). The
Emergency Revolutionary Committee found
a way out of the administrative difficulties by
organizing a sufficient number of militias at
the expense of the Red Army. According to
the information about the congress held on
August 14-18, 1920 with the participation
of the members of the district revolutionary
committees, the militias have not been paid since

the establishment of the Soviet government.
they wanted. It has been 4 months since the
April occupation (ARDA, work 2, v. 55-56). As
of August 15, the existing 180 police officers in
the district had been fired, and a total of 284
police units had been reorganized, with 97 of
them held. Of these, 149 were cavalry and
132 were infantry. In addition, an estimate
was drawn up for the purchase of 189 horses
and sent to the People's Commissariat of
Internal Affairs (ARDA, work 19, v. 75). The
Guba Revolutionary Committee has taken
some steps to relatively revive the work of
the militia in the district. On September 10,
Sharshanidze, who had served as chairman
of the Gusar Revolutionary Committee, was
appointed chairman of the district militia
department, and Muslim, former chief of the
militia, was appointed his deputy (ARDA,
work 19, v. 35).

Conclusion.

One of the steps taken by the new
government in the political sphere was the
abolition of the former national army. On May
7, the Revolutionary Committee of Azerbaijan
decided to reorganize the army and navy.
According to the decision, the new Azerbaijani
army and navy were, in fact, created as part
of the Red Army of Soviet Russia. Azerbaijani
military units were directly subordinated to the
commander of the XI Red Army, and warships
to the command of the Caspian fleet. Thus,
from the first months of its existence, the
Soviet Republic of Azerbaijan "voluntarily"
renounced the right to have an armed force,
which is one of the important conditions
of statehood. the Soviet authorities and the
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11th Army were accused of open looting in
Azerbaijan under the name of "confiscation
of the property of the bourgeoisie." After
the work on administrative changes was
practically completed in Baku in May 1920
with the establishment of the workers 'and
peasants' militia, this process continued in
districts. After the arrival of the Soviets, the
creation of a completely new state apparatus
led to the radical reorganization of the police
department.

As a result of the measures taken, the
situation in the militia system improved
relatively in the late 1920s. The December 24,
197 issue of the Communist newspaper reported
that the number of militiamen in the Guba
district was 357 and that they were equipped
with uniforms. A school, a literacy course and a
reading room have been set up to train them and
increase their technical training. Communist
centers were established among the militias.
The people have a good attitude towards the
militia (Communist, 1920). Thus, after the
establishment of Soviet power in Guba, the
old system of administrative management was
completely abolished and a new administrative
system - the Soviet system - was established.
Although this process was completed in the
city of Guba and surrounding areas in the
late 1920s, the formation of new government
structures in remote villages continued until
mid-1921 under the influence of a number of
factors. One of the main reasons for this was
the growing mass discontent of the population
against the policy pursued by the new regime
in Guba, as in some regions of Azerbaijan, and
the background of the resistance movement.
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Early medieval religious-memorial monuments of gadabay region of

Gadabay situated at the western part of Azerbaijan Republic. There are many early medieval Christian temples,
churches and monasteries which concern to Caucasian Albania in Gadabay region.

Introduction:

Albania, the territory of Gadabay

region is very abundantwith early
medieval monuments, including religious-
memorial monuments. Each monument is
a kind of painting of the period to which it
belongs. Therefore, along with the time of the
monument’s creation, the purpose of its creation
should be clarified.

From this point of view, M. Kalankatli’s
work "Albanian history" is a richer source.
The third part of M. Kalankatli’s "History of
Albania", consisting of 23 chapters, is devoted
to the relationship between the Albanian and
Gregorian churches; it provides material on the
laws and decisions of the Albanian churches,
reflecting the centuries-old struggle of those
churches. M. Kalankatuklu states that during the
reign of the Albanian Tsar Arsvagen and Prince
Khurs of Girdiman, "there are still pagans left
in Girdiman" (Kalankatuklu, 1993, p. 33). At
that time, Christianity was already widespread
in the country.

Discussion: The spread of Christianity was
met with strong opposition from pagans almost
everywhere. It is also known from historical
sources that the apostle Elysee, who began
to propagate Christianity in the territory of
Albania in the 1st century and managed to build
a temple in Kish for this purpose, was killed by
Albanian pagans (Kalankatuklu, 1993, p. 18).
Nevertheless, since the beginning of the 4th
century, the spread of Christianity in the country
has resumed. It is clear from M. Kalankatuklu’s
notes that already in the 30s of the IV century in
Albania there was an independent Catholicosate
and nine bishops. The Albanian tsar Urnayr paid
special attention to the propagation and spread
of the new religion. This, of course, was in the
interests of the ruling class. In other words,
unlike paganism, Christianity was the dominant
religious ideology and provided a reliable
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guarantee for the protection of the interests of
the feudal lords. Therefore, Albanian rulers and
feudal lords were interested in building temples
throughout the country to ensure the spread of
Christianity. During the reigns of the Albanian
rulers Urnayr (I'V century), Vache I (second half
of V century), Vachagan III (late V century —
early VI century), Javanshir (636-681), the
country was divided into provinces, cities and
towns. This is evidenced by the construction of
numerous temples in large settlements.

M. Kalankatuklu writes that Israel ordered
the Huns to untie their guardians and throw
them on the ground, and then broke the images
of the golden dragon, made a cross out of them,
threw coins into the fire, and destroyed the Hun
temples. Christian propagandists sought to build
early Christian temples in pagan shrines or to
convert them into Christian temples by carrying
out certain reconstruction in the construction
of pagan temples in accordance with Christian
religious norms (Mammadova, 2004, p. 34).

According to M. Kalankatuklu, at the
beginning of the 4th century, Christianity
became the state religion in Uti, as in the whole
country. There were two large and important
dioceses. These are the dioceses of Barda and
Girdiman (Kalankatuklu, 1993, p. 176).

According to historical information,
Vachagan III built as many churches as there
were days in a year. It can be assumed that
many Christian temples in the Gadabay region
began to function at that time. Christian
temples were built in early medieval period,
mainly in the form of basilicas, arched halls,
and in some cases circular buildings. Since
the early medieval Albanian architecture was
nourished by the traditions of ancient Albanian
architecture, the emergence of simple or
complex variants of Christian monuments was
not due to a gradual chronological process,
but to the importance of any building, where it
was not built, and construction costs (Khalilov,
2011, p. 84). Speaking of Christian monuments
in the Middle East, A. L. Jacobson points out
that at the same time, magnificent temples with
three naves were built in cities, and simple,
small temples with naves were built in villages
(Jacobson, 1985, p. 17).

In the early days, architects did not think that
temples were beautiful. Early Christian temples
usually had few narrow windows and were
poorly lit. The random nature of the windows
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in such temples, in our opinion, also served to
better protect the temple from armed attack. The
relatively high persecution of Christians in the
early days necessitated the strengthening of the
defenses of the temples (Khalilov, 2011, p. 85).

Gadabay temple. The temple was built 3
kilometers from Gadabay, in the forest. The
temple stretches from east to west. The length of
the temple is 8.8 m, and 7.1 m in the south-north
direction. Apart from the eastern branch, the
other branches of the architectural cross have
a rectangular shape. On the central part of the
cross, where the arms of the architectural cross
intersect, there is an 8-tongue drum, and on the
drum there is a dome, which has not survived
to the present day. The temple is illuminated by
windows on the east and south branches, as well
as on the drum. There are two entrances to the
temple in the northern and western branches of
the architectural cross. The western entrance of
the monument is considered to be the main gate of
the temple due to its relatively large size (Fig. 15).

Gadabay church was built of basalt stones
of different sizes. Lime solution was used as a
hardening material. Plaster has been preserved
in some parts of the inner surface of the walls.
The thickness of the wall masonry is 0.95-1.20
m. Taking into account similar monuments, G.H.
Mammadova attributed Gadabay temple to VII-
VIII centuries (Mammadova, 2004, p. 78).

Mahrasa temple. On September 7,
2012, under the leadership of professor Arif
Mammadov it was researched the Albanian
temple complex "Mahrasa" which located in
Gadabay region, the current condition of the
monument, main and auxiliary buildings, area,
etc. We have received a lot of information that
allows us to comment on (Fig. 1-6). Known
by the locals as the Mahrasa Temple, Madrasa,
Prince’s Tower and Albanian Temple, this
historical monument is located on the left bank
of the Shamkir River, in the Safgulu forest.
Although there are currently no permanent
settlements near the monument, the local
population, which is engaged in cattle breeding,
uses this area as a pasture. The monument is
surrounded by hazelnut and cornel forest. The
monument complex, located on an area of about
2-3 hectares, is surrounded by a high stone
fence. Some of the buildings inside the fence
collapsed and became completely unusable,
while others were partially or completely
destroyed.
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The total length of the main fence, which
runs from west to east, almost parallel to the
Shamkir River, is about 85 meters. The thickness
of the fence is more than 1 m. In the middle of
the fence there is an entrance door (the length of
the fence is 46 m on the west side and 36 m on
the east side). The door is 2.4 m wide and 3.3 m
high (Fig. 6).

This complex, also called the "Albanian
Temple", is located from the main building
of worship (Fig. 1-2), from the bell building
(Fig. 4) and ancillary buildings.

The largest of the surviving buildings within
the complex (Fig. 1-2) served as a common
place of worship. This building was also used
for general meetings and church meetings.
The total width of the building is 12 m, length
30 m, height from the back and front sides is
about 7 m, height in the middle (inside) is more
than 10 m. The balcony (entrance) part of the
building has a structure with 2 columns and 3
arches (Fig. 1). The inner part of the building
has 2 tiers. There are 2 columns and 3 arches
in the middle of the inner part. The width of the
inner part of the building is 7.3 m and the length
is 7.45 m. The width of the columns is 70 cm
(0.7 m). The altar inside the building faces east
(Fig. 3). The entrance to the building is from
the south. There is a sign of the cross above the
entrance door. It is felt that the ends of the cross are
deformed for some reason. Because it is different
from the cross on the altar on the balcony. There
are inscriptions on the entrance door.

One of the main surviving main buildings
within the complex (Fig. 4) is a tower structure
believed to be used as a bell tower. This building
also consists of two floors: 1) The first floor in
the form of a square, the gate is on the west
side; 2) The second floor with an 8-cornered,
8-column, dome-shaped 8-tongue prism-shaped
bell tower. The entrance door of the building is
1.4 m wide and 2.1 m high. The width of the
building (east and west walls) is 6 m, and the
length (south and north walls) is 10 m. The
height of the first floor of the building is about
10 m, and the height of the tower is about 4-5
m. The foundation of the tower - the walls of
the first floor — are made of local rocks and river
stones of different colors. The tower, which
consists of eight columns, is built of baked
bricks. The upper part of the columns consists
of several triangular covers. Most likely, the
church bell was placed in the tower.
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The eight-arched tower where the church
bell of Mahrasa is located is located separately
from the main building (Fig. 4) gives reason
to think that it was built later. The mausoleum
was reconstructed and Christian crosses were
added. However, it is interesting to note that in
Albania, the symbols of the belief in the moon
goddess remained both in the ornaments on the
cross and in the wall decorations. The cross
is depicted on the walls of the bell tower at a
height of about 67 m in all directions. This
image is made of a different material (soft white
stone) from the stone material from which the
building was built. On the stone, which creates
the image of the cross as a whole, there are both
cross symbols and the image of a winged angel
and a symbol (swastika).

Inside the northern fence of the complex
there is an adjoining 5 (five) cell-shaped room.
Inside the complex there is a two-room auxiliary
or farm building-like structure on the west side.

Interestingly, there is an altar in this
complex (Fig. 5). It is said that people from the
surrounding area came here to sacrifice.

The author of the book "Toponimics of
Gadabay" B.Tagiyev writes a different opinion:
"Mah "is a Persian word, meaning "moon ". The
word "Rasi" is used in the Azerbaijani language
in the phonetic version meaning "Rasad". An
observatory is a place where celestial bodies
are observed. It is designed as "Mahrasa" for
easy pronunciation of the word Mahrasa. It
can be assumed that the temple "Mahrasa" is
an astronomical monument called "Temple
of the Moon" (Taghiyev, 2007). According to
T.Hagverdiyev, who confirmed this version:
“Although the Mahrasa monument became
a Christian temple after the 4th-5th centuries
AD, it has functioned as one of the magnificent
temples of fire-worshipers since the beginning
of the century. The scientific analysis of the
word "mahrasa" also confirms this idea. The
root of the word "mah" means moon. "Rasad
means the place where celestial bodies are
observed" (Hagverdiyev, 1998, p. 39).

It was concluded that this area was originally
a place of worship for pagans, became a secret
place of worship for Albanian Christians during
the Arab occupation, and became the center of
the Albanian Catholicosate after the closure of
the Ganjasar monastery (Mammadov, 2014,
p. 131). Thus, the temple of Mahrasa was one
of the central temples of Albania before the
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adoption of Christianity. After the conversion to
Christianity, the temple of Mahrasa and other
lunar temples in the area were converted into
churches.

There are also large cemeteries around the
Mabhrasa temple complex. The history of the
oldest tombs here dates back to the Bronze Age.
There are many tombs from the early Middle
Ages. At the end of the 19th century, V.Belk
saw these graves and the monument on his way
to Dashkasan on horseback near the Mahrasa
complex, but did not touch it because it was
inhabited.

Hamshivang monastery. The temple
complex of the Albanian Church in Boyuk
Garamurad village of Gadabay region is also
known as "Hamshivang Temple" and "Bell
Church". There is a bell tower on the left and a
building of worship on the right (Fig. 7).

The Hamshivang temple complex is also a
remarkable monument. The complex has been
studied by architects (Mammadova, 2004,
p. 111).

Architects found a cross similar to the Arsakh
Albanian cross in the area of the Hamshivang
temple. The Hamshivang temple dates back
to the V-VII centuries. After its restoration in
the XII-XIII centuries, it took its present form.
Some sources say that it was rebuilt in 1634. The
locals explain why this historical monument is
called the Bell Church, which was once a huge
iron hanging from the roof of the church. When
this bell was struck with an iron, a squeaking
sound spread around. In the 1960s, the church
bell mysteriously disappeared. The villagers
believe he was abducted. Crosses and patterns
of different sizes were painted on the walls of
the temple. It is said that this temple was once
used as a caravanserai.

As in the Mahrasa temple, there is an eight-
arched tower where the church bell is located
separately from the main building (Fig. 7). The
complex consists of a main worship building, a
bell building and completely demolished ancillary
buildings. Compared to the Mahrasa temple, this
complex was more damaged. The fences of the
complex were completely destroyed and almost
lost. In our opinion, one of the reasons is that
the monument is located near the village. The
second floor of the tower of the Mahrasa temple
was built of brick, but it was built of polished
stone. The first floor of the tower is rectangular.
The cover of the second floor is round.
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The worship building of the temple complex
is reminiscent of the Chanakhchi temple in its
internal structure. There are inscriptions on
some wall stones. It is strange that some of these
stones were later placed on the wall. According
to elderly residents, the suspects, who came to
Gadabay from Armenia during the Soviet era,
removed some stones. It is obvious that fresh
cross stones were placed on the walls of the
monument.

Ayrivang temple. The monument is located
near the village of Ayrivang, Gadabay region,
on a high forested hill on the left bank of the
Ayrichay (Inekboganchay), the left tributary
of the Zayamchay. Part of the roof and walls
of the temple were destroyed. The building is
7.50 m long and 3.70 m wide. An additional
rectangular ledge was built in the middle of
the east wall of the rectangular temple for the
church’s horseshoe-shaped altar apse. Thus, the
apical apse is placed inside a rectangular frame.
The fact that the pastophories were built not
on the sides of the apse, but on the west, north
and south sides of the temple, distinguishes the
Ayrivang type temples from other Albanian
temples. Rectangular pastophories 2.60 m long
and 1.15 m wide are completed in the east by a
semicircular apse. The door, which is not very
high, connects the corresponding pastophory
with the prayer hall. The only entrance to the
temple is in the middle of the west wall and
opens to a later corridor.

The temple and corridor were built of
coarse crushed stone of various sizes, as well
as river stones, and lime mortar was used as
a reinforcing material. The thickness of the
walls of the temple is 1.10 m, and the corridor
is 0.95 m. The window seats are borderless.
The cornice consists of a row of rectangular
stones protruding slightly. G.H.Mammadova
attributed the Ayrivang temple to the IX-X
centuries (Mammadova, 2004, p. 88).

Bashtala temple.There is also a temple in
the area called Bashtala of Arigiran village,
located near Ayrivang village. It is also
called the "Church of the Beginning". It is a
monument of ancient Albanian Christianity. Its
architectural structure is clearly similar to the
Chanakhchi temple. It has three eyes that reach
a height of 67 meters. Facing stones were
used in its construction. Decorative ornaments
were widely used in the wall stones. Ancient
inscriptions can be seen on the walls. The forest
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around the monument is full of fruit trees. There
are more pear trees here. The ruins of several
monuments remain in the so-called Church
Valley. Oghuz tombs, known for their huge face
stones, can be seen around.

Agh kilse (White church) is located in
the territory of Novoivanovka village, a few
km from the village in Gadabay. Locals also
call this monument "White Mosque"(Fig. 9).
When the Russians came here, they called it
"Mosque". The original name of the monument
is "White Church". The 4th century historical
church is one of the oldest Albanian monuments
in Gadabay. Unlike other similar buildings, they
are so called because they are relatively white.
The White Church is built of local stones.
Ethnographic symbols of the Albanian period
are engraved on the stones. A large area with a
mysterious beauty, where Agh kilse is located,
has been declared an ecotourism zone.

Chaldash temple. Chaldash temple is
architecturally very similar to Mingachevir,
Govurgala in Aghdam, Garabulag in Goy-Gol,
Kharkhaput (Meshali) temples in Goranboy
(Fig. 10). The roof of the Chaldash temple
was built in the shape of a dome. The dome-
shaped roof is considered to be very seismically
resistant (Mammadzadeh, 1978, p. 127).

In general, there are hundreds of religious
and memorial monuments in the Gadabay
region. More than 50 of these monuments are
Albanian Christian churches and monasteries.
Many Albanian Christian monuments are in
good condition, some are partially destroyed.
Many of the monuments require extensive
archaeologicalresearch. Double golden churches
in the mountainous area called Gizilkilsa in
Chobankendi area of Gadabay region (Fig.11)
andthe remains of the church in the area called
Kohnagishlag of Soyudlu village (Fig.12). The
material and cultural remains known from and
around the village of Vang indicate that there
were settlements and necropolises in ancient
and early medieval times (3). Church buildings
surrounding the monastery in the area called
(Fig. 14), the remains of church buildings in
the Koroglu fortress in Galakend (Fig.13) and
so on. Such monuments are also poorly studied
and should be studied.

Girdiman temple (Pir Javanshir temple). The
temple complex is located in Gadabay region.
The temple included in the complex is built of
well-hewn square stones. The entrance to the
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temple is located in the western branch of the
architectural cross. In the northern and southern
branches of the architectural cross, apsidal
pastophores ruled. The temple is illuminated
by open windows in the northern, southern and
eastern branches of the architectural cross. The
altar apse, located on the eastern branch of the
architectural cross, is horseshoe-shaped and
has four deep niches. On the outside, the walls
are decorated with small semicircular arches.
Inside the temple, large cubes were placed on
the walls. According to R.B.Goyushov, the
acoustics of the temple were strengthened by
this method (Goyushov, 1985, p. 95).

Written sources say that this temple,
which is often mentioned and discussed in
detail, and where the gold jewelry of the Holy
Cross of Jesus is kept, even the doors and
windows are extremely luxuriously decorated
(Kalankatuklu, 1993, p. 128-135). Albanian
historian M.Kalankatuklu writes about it: "The
wise Javanshir looked for a worthy place for Isa
Khachi (Jesus Cross) and built a house of God
for him in his native province, Girdiman fortress,
and decorated it in honor of Jesus Christ"
(Kalankatuklu, 1993, p. 128). According to the
source, the Girdiman temple was built in two
years. That is, according to M. Kalankatuklu,
"After the expulsion of the caspians and the
victory of Javanshir, the construction of a
beautiful church in the name of God was
completed within two years" (Kalankatuklu,
1993, p. 130). Academician Z. M. Bunyadov,
referring to this information of the Albanian
historian, assumes that the Girdiman temple
was built in 661/662 — 663/664 (Kalankatuklu,
1993, p. 224).

After a very successful meeting between
the parties, Javanshir returned to Girdiman
province with pomp and circumstance and
visited the house of the holy God. "He decorated
the church with very expensive and delicate
things and spent a lot of money. He invited
artists and decorated the church with gold and
silk from head to toe. He adorned the door of
the sanctuary, which protected the light of the
world, with silver and made patterns on it"
(Kalankatuklu, 1993, p. 135). Unfortunately,
the location of the holy house of God, Girdiman,
built by Javanshir, is still unknown to science.

We can say that this monument was built by
Javanshir, the ruler of Girdiman, in the middle
of the 7th century and was used in the territory
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of Albania until the spread of Islam, that is,
until the middle of the 9th century. According
to M.Kalankatuklu, after the victory, Javanshir
took his Catholicos and his bishops with him
and came with them to Vang (Temple), a day’s
journey from Firuz-Gubad. He built this tower far
from the settlements, between the two provinces,
so that both he and those who came here could
rest here” (Kalankatuklu, 1993, p. 130).

R. B. Goyushov attributed all other types
of domed temples, except for round temples, to
the VIII century and beyond (Goyushov, 1985,
p. 95). The name of the temple, in our opinion,
may help to some extent to clarify its period.
As mentioned above, the ruler of Albania,
Javanshir, was engaged in the construction of
Christian temples in the country (Kalankatuklu,
1993, p. 128). It can be assumed that the name
of the Pir Javanshir temple probably reflects
the name of the Albanian ruler Javanshir. In
view of this, it is possible to speculate about the
construction of this temple in the middle of the
VII century (Khalilov, 2011, p. 137).

Chanakchi temple. This temple is similar
to Mahrasa temple in terms of architectural
structure. It also has magnificent columns at
the front and arches that connect these columns
from above. There is an ancient medieval bridge
near the temple. The bridge will be two meters
wide and up to 20 meters long. It is said that
a bell was built under the bridge to inform the
people about the level of the river, and the place
still remains. The main temple of Chanakhchi is
located about two kilometers from the bridge.
Like Koroglu fortress and Maiden fortress,
Chanakhchi temple was built inside the ancient
Oghuz fortress.

The main gate of the temple was destroyed.
However, three large rooms survived. The
middle room is taller than the sides. The
columns in the entrance door and their
ceiling coverings are individually decorated
with various ornaments and various wall
decorations. There was a small stage inside
that looked like a theater stage. Stairs go up
to the stage from the sides. It is possible that
the ruler was sitting on a rug on the stage,
and the people he received were sitting
below him. The area of the room is about
30 meters. The height of the walls reaches 5
meters. Chimneys are installed on the walls
(Hagverdiyev, 1998, p. 73). Temples with
and without altars were usually built on trade
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and migration routes, in the courtyards of
large temples, and sometimes as tombstones.
According to R. B. Goyushov, semi-drilled
circular joints belong to the period before
surface circular joints (Goyushov, 1985, p.
98). Taking this into account, the history of
the formation of semi-circular circles can be
attributed to the V-VI centuries.

Conclusion.

In the early Middle Ages, with the adoption
of Christianity, the construction of temples
began in the territory of Azerbaijan, and it was
further expanded during the reign of Momin
Vachaga III. Musa Kalankatli notes in his
book "Albanian History": "Momin Vachagan
built as many temples in the country as the
number of days of the year." (Kalankatuklu,
1993). The recognition of Christianity by the
state and its official religion in Caucasian
Albania took place one year after the process
of recognizing Christianity and declaring it an
imperial religion in the Roman Empire. The
Milan edict, which proclaimed Christianity
a free religion, was adopted in the Roman
Empire in 313 and applied in Albania in 314.
The decision to make Christianity the state
religion of the Roman Empire in Nicaea in
325 was made by the Albanian state in 326.
Thus, in 314, the Albanian tsar Urnayir raised
Christianity to the level of the state in Albania
and declared it the state religion in 326.
However, as a result of the Arab conquests

in the 7th century, the development of
Christianity in the plains of Caucasian Albania
weakened. Thus, due to the weakening of the
central government in the Caucasus Albania
in the VIII century, one of the successors of
the Christian-oriented Albanian state, Alban-
Cambisena (Alban-Hereti-VIII-XI centuries),
Alban-Sunik (XI-XII centuries) and Khachin-
Albanian principalities (XII-XV centuries)
replaced the other. In the 15th and 19th
centuries, these principalities (kingdoms) also
served as religious leaders of the Albanian
Catholicos. The church system, which had a
leading position in the Albanian statehood,
did not allow the territory to be completely
under the control of the missionaries due to its
dependence onthe Arab invaders. Thus, atfirst,
the Arabs, who were mainly satisfied with the
occupation of the plains, were satisfied with
the collection of jizya (soul), a religious tax,
from the Albanian Christian population living
in the mountains. In general, the territory of
Gadabay is abundantwith early medieval
monuments, as well as religious, memorial
and grave monuments. Remains of large
settlements, defensive structures and temples,
as well as numerous necropolises indicate
the densely populated area in the III-XI
centuries, the level of economic and cultural
development, multifaceted trade relations and
the role of the region in economic, political
and cultural life.
