The aim of the article is to deepen the knowledge about ensuring the sustainability of the society’s development as a
system. The main methods of work ground on dialectical, systemic and activity-based interdisciplinary approaches and include
analysis, synthesis, observation, the method of decomposition, typologization, complementarity, comparative analysis, logical
and historical analysis.

The novelty of the article lies in the study of the correlation between the destruction of socio-cultural identification and
the unprecedented modern process — the zeroing of the sustainability of the general planetary society initiated by the top of the
world capitalist class.

Conclusions. New philosophical knowledge about the mechanisms of ensuring the stability of society has been received,
taking into account the new challenges initiated by the deepening crisis of capitalism. New scientifically based results have
been received: the specific of identification as a process and state have been discovered; there the subject of the world society’s
sustainable development at this stage of history and in the future have been defined - humanity as a whole, and the object - the
environmental functioning and harmonious development of humanity on a planetary scale.

The analysis of the super-rich elite’s strategies and socio-political processes in the United States shows the following: 1. The
destruction of socio-cultural identification is an effective frontal tool for the destabilization of social life, for the sustainability
of individual societies and states, and society in general. 2. General social imbalance and the diminution of social sustainability,
in turn, feed the breakdown of socio-cultural identification. 3. The destruction of socio-cultural identification is one of the
demonstrations that the great zeroing of the world social order’s sustainability has begun. The main social contradiction of
modernity has been revealed and a forecast of its development has been given.

Richard Sorge: Leading the Intelligence Network in Japan (1933-1941)

The public of the West learned about the activities of the outstanding Soviet intelligence agent Richard Sorge immediately
after the end of the Second World War, thanks to the assessments of his activities in American sources. In the USSR, he
became widely known only in 1964 thanks to Nikita Khrushchev. The article shows that the combination of personal and
professional qualities of Sorge, ideological motivation allowed him to achieve outstanding results in intelligence activities.
It is noted that under his leadership, illegal residencies in China, and then in Japan, received unique intelligence information,
which helped the leadership and military command of the USSR to make informed political and military-strategic decisions.
Richard Sorge was one of the most prominent intelligence officers in the history of the intelligence services. The authors
describe facts that characterize the daily work of an intelligence officer: how he headed residencies in extremely difficult
countries for work, successfully managed agent networks, personally conducted recruiting work, collected important
intelligence information, analyzed it and prepared reports to Moscow. The organization of networks led by Sorge has been
studied by many foreign intelligence services and has consistently been highly rated. In publications dedicated to Sorge, two
approaches to creating his image are clearly traced, which is noted by the authors of the article. The first approach presents
him as the archetype of a movie hero, agent and super spy, receiving classified information in alcoves and restaurants. It
is designed for the general reader and first appeared in the West. Another image, partially ideologized and propagandistic,
spread in the USSR and East Germany. He presented Richard as a knight of the revolution without fear or reproach. In this
article, the authors made an attempt to create a real and objective assessment of his activities, in particular in Japan. The
authors of the article, using Western and new Russian sources, have chosen the method of historical psychology in order to
represent the way of thinking of this outstanding person and connect it with his actions in leading the group entrusted to him.

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Technocracy as a challenge to political freedom in the digital age

The government of the former Prime-Minister of Ukraine Olexiy Honcharuk named itself “the government of
technocrats”. This shows that the concept of technocracy becomes attractive in Ukraine. Technocracy is the form of
government, which attempts to distance itself from political representation or affiliation with a particular ideology.
Technocrats derive their legitimacy from their skills and expertise, and focus primarily on problem-solving and
optimizing the society’s useful functions.

Technocracy has always been a promising political concept. The Republic by Plato can be regarded as the first
attempt to substantiate a technocratic society, in which power proceeds from the expertise of its dominant elite.
Technocracy was very appealing in the industrial age, when scientific management of factories inspired the idea
that society at large could be governed by similar methods. Today, digital technologies and Big Data reinvigorate
the technocratic project.

In this article it has been shown that technocracy, if taken too far, can be antithetical to liberal democracy
and its core value — political freedom. Technocratic society resembles a corporation run by the board of directors
rather than a republic of citizens. We have pointed out the factors, which make it appealing in the modern world.
We then have analyzed the ideas of Howard Scott, the founder of the movement Technocracy Inc., who advocated
this political model in the industrial age, and Parag Khanna, who has made similar claims about the benefits of
technocracy in the digital age. It has been proven that both these thinkers share the same illiberal mindset including
the common faith in the applicability of scientific methods of social management without regard for popular votes
and opinions, admiration of autocratic powers of the day, and disregard for democratic procedures, which they see
as hurdles on the path toward economic well-being and political domination. Finally, we asked the question: if the
challenge to political freedom in Ukraine proceeds from technocracy, will it be defended in the same way as during
the three Ukrainian Maidans (1990, 2004, 2014)? We deliberately leave this question unanswered, hoping that the
answer will be investigated in future publications.

Introduction.
he government of the former
I Prime-Minister of Ukraine Olexiy
Honcharuk  named itself  “the

government of technocrats.” (RPR, 2019) This
shows that the concept of technocracy becomes
ever more attractive for Ukraine. Technocrats
distance themselves from political ideologies,
representation of particular groups of voters,
and affiliation with traditions and values of
society. Instead, they attempt to act as managers
focusing primarily on problem-solving and
optimizing the society’s useful output. Their
techniques are purely instrumental: more GDP,
less crime and poverty, better infrastructure,
etc., and their political credo is not liberalism,
conservatism, socialism or nationalism, but,
mostly, pragmatism. Technocratic politicians,
thus, resemble rather corporate managers than
elected representatives of the people.

Technocracy becomes especially appealing
in times of crisis. In an unstable society, plagued
by conflicts and tug-wars between different sets
of values (national, ideological or religious),
there is a temptation to bring to power apolitical
administrators, who will dissociate themselves
from thorny political issues and will act
as neutral managers addressing only those
problems, which can be objectively measured
and are usually universally approved (the growth
of economy, fighting corruption, building a
better infrastructure, etc.). Therefore, it was
no coincidence that the government of Olexiy
Honcharuk presented itself as technocratic
precisely after the divisive presidential
elections in Ukraine in 2019. Even the President
Volodymyr Zelensky himself referred to this
rhetoric when he said, in his 2020 New Year
address, that “the name of the street doesn’t
matter because it is lit and paved.” (UNIAN,
2020)

Considering the high level of support of this
speech (Rating, 2020), as well as the fact that
over 60% of Ukrainians uphold the argument
that “the country needs a ‘strong hand’ rather
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than the talks about democracy” (Protsenko,
2019), technocracy might become a viable
political option in our country.

In this article, we made an attempt to show
that technocracy, if taken too far, is a dangerous
position, which can threaten the core political
value — freedom. The thinking behind this
model (emphasis on pragmaticism, rationality,
welfare and useful output) has already inspired
a series of illiberal political projects, both
imaginary (e. g., Thomas More’s Utopia) and
real-life (totalitarian and autocratic regimes of
the 20th and 21st centuries).

In the modern world technocracy is again
very attractive. Several factors have converged
to make it so. First of all, the rise of Big Data
and sophisticated computer technologies. The
digital age fosters the idea that for the first
time in history, thanks to new technologies,
it is possible to solve every human problem
virtually and to create a “better” society.
Second, democracy nowadays faces hardships.
Not only has a tide of populism recently swept
over Europe and North America, but also the
global pandemic has shown that it could be
surprisingly easy for people to give up their
liberties and yield to instrumental regimentation
of their lives. Third, the rapid economic growth
in the East (especially, in China and Singapore)
versus stagnation in the West makes the East
Asian autocratic political model, based on
technocratic expertise rather than democratic
legitimacy, an appealing ideal for the rest of
the world. In the past, Western countries could
attribute their successful economies to their
democratic politics. Today, against the backdrop
of China, they can no longer make such claims.

The aim of research is to give weight
to the claim that excessive technocracy can
be detrimental to political freedom. In this
article, we made an attempt to show why it
might be the case and how it can occur in the
digital age. In today’s rapidly changing world,
Ukraine should find an optimal model of its
political development. Since the first persons
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of our country have declared their commitment
to technocracy, we hope that this article can
contribute to the awareness about the potential
dangers of this political model.

Analysis of publications. The perils
of unrestrained technocratic government
have already been covered in a number of
publications, including: (Reiser & Hebenstreit,
2020), (Esmark, 2020), (Easterly, 2019),
(Berman, 2018), (Bickerton & Accetti, 2015),
(Habermas, 2015), (Bucchi, 2009), (Centeno,
1993). Among older publications, which still
contain valuable insights into the topic, is:
(Temple, 1944). An eulogy to technocracy as a
viable alternative to democracy in the digital age
can be found in: (Khanna, 2017). Consideration
of illiberal political practices assisted by digital
technologies can be found in: (Harari, 2018),
(Gray, 2019). The discussion about the political
value of freedom and its connection with liberal
democracy can be found in: (Bova, 1997),
(Beetham, 2004), (Laniuk, 2019).

Discussion.

The term “technocracy” derives from the
Greek words “téyvn” (tekhne meaning skill)
and “kpdrog” (kratos meaning power). Based
on the ambiguity of the Greek work tekhne, it
is possible to interpret it in two ways: 1. as the
power of the scientific and technical elite; 2. as
the power of technologies, which the British
economist Arthur W. Brian defines as “a means
to fulfill a human purpose.” (Brian, 2011,
p. 28). Miguel Angel Centeno characterizes
technocracy as “the administrative and
political domination of a society by a state
elite and allied institutions that seek to impose
a single, exclusive policy paradigm based
on the application of instrumentally rational
techniques” (Centeno, 1993). This definition
highlights the unity between technologies and
power whereby human society is approached as
a kind of “raw material” for the implementation
of rationally defined policies of its dominant
elite.

In this article, the connection between
freedom and democracy will not be covered,
because we have already done it in our previous
publication (Laniuk, 2019). For this analysis
it would be enough to say that we regard
liberal democracy as institutionalized freedom.
According to Isaiah Berlin, political freedom
has two dimensions, namely, negative and
positive one (Berlin, 1969, p. 121). Liberal
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democracy enables both these dimensions.
It is the guardian of negative freedom (via its
courts and law-enforcement agencies) and
the embodiment of positive freedom (through
elections and referendums representing the
will of the people). This allows interpreting
freedom as an “Alpha and Omega” of liberal
democracy. This does not deny, of course,
that liberal democracies should not strive for
effective governance, capable leadership or
powerful military, however, these goals should
be regarded not as independent ends, but only
as a means of protecting and increasing their
citizens’ freedom.

On the other hand, the “Alpha and Omega”
of technocracy is not freedom, but the pragmatic
optimization of society’s measurable functions
(more GDP, less crime, etc.). If democratic
procedures and human rights stay in the way
of these functions, a consistent technocrat will
brush them aside, as it happens, for example, in
China or Singapore, where the society’s useful
output and smooth workings of its institutions
are more praised than the rights and freedoms of
its citizens. According to Centeno, technocracy
has several characteristics, which constitute
it as a specific political form. The technocrats
are usually appointed rather than elected. They
focus primarily on problem-solving than on
representation. Usually, they have received
a technical education and, because of this
fact, have a “shared faith in the applicability
and superiority of technical methodologies
and paradigms,” which is accompanied by
the “assumption that rationality is beyond
dogmatism, and that scientific analysis
knows no ideology.” (Centeno, 1993) Their
commitment to scientific rationality determines
their implicit and often explicit, rejection of
politics as “inefficient and possibly corruptive.”
(Centeno, 1993)

Technocracy can be seen as an antagonistic
pole of democracy. Democracy emphasizes the
sovereignty of people; technocracy believes in
the sovereignty of expertise. Democracy first
represents and then rules, technocracy favors
ruling without representation. Democracy is
based on the premise that society consists of
different groups and interests; technocracy treats
it as an indiscriminate whole. Technocracy is not
only opposed to democracy, but, according to
Centeno, is also similar to theocratic regimes of
the ancient world: “In imposing the domination
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by an instrumental rationale and scientific
method, technocracies are similar to theocratic
regimes or states that have explicit, dominant
political ideologies. In all these cases, legitimacy
comes not from the barrel of a gun or from the
ballot box, but from adherence to the dictates
of a ‘book.” Whether that document contains
the word of God, a theory of history, or the
econometric functions that describe equilibria,
those best able to interpret its message and
implement its laws cannot take opposition or
popular participation into account.” (Centeno,

1993)
Technocracy is opposed not only to
democracy, but also to freedom, insofar

as freedom is its supreme value. The most
straightforward way to view it in this light is to
point out the common features of technocracy
and totalitarianism. The application of
“instrumentally rational techniques,” which
must produce “measurable results,” according to
Centeno, is a distinctive feature of technocracy,
but historically it has been a hallmark of
totalitarianism. Aldous Huxley wrote his
famous dystopia Brave New World (1932)
under the impression from the rule of scientists
and engineers who were summoned by Franklin
D. Roosevelt into his administration after the
start of the Great Depression. Though Huxley’s
novel is a fiction, he nevertheless captured the
technocratic dream: a society, which is ruled
“scientifically” and whose every aspect is
carefully analyzed, planned and controlled by
the experts.

The old adage says: “Theroad to hell is paved
with good intentions.” The technocratic pursuit
of efficiency, convenience and measurable
outputs, ifleftunchecked, can lead to a tyrannical
prison-world. The Utopian socialists (Henri de
Saint-Simon, Charles Fourier, Etienne Cabet
and Robert Owen) described rationally planned
and scientifically governed societies. These
early speculations inspired Karl Marx and
Vladimir Lenin to conceive not a fictional, but a
real totalitarian world, whose distinctive feature
was a large-scale technocratic experimentation
with nature and society.

At one point, technocracy also had
totalitarian overtones in the United States.
Scathing criticism of the views of Howard Scott,
the founder of the movement Technocracy
Inc., uncovers the totalitarian features of
technocracy. In the 1930s, Scott proposed to
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replace American politicians with scientists
and engineers and founded a social movement
to assist this goal. We would like to cite some
of Scott’s arguments along with the responses
of his critic Paul Temple, because they bear a
striking resemblance to the rhetoric of today’s
champions of technocracy, which we will
analyze later in this article (unfortunately, no
works of Howard Scott are directly available in
Ukraine, therefore, we quote his arguments as
cited by his critique Paul Temple).

Scott believed that it was ‘“a grandiose
nonsense” that “the collective multiplication
of human opinion was the nearest possible
approach to divine omniscience in the solution
of all political problems” (as cited in Temple,
1944). “Political liberty,” he believed, “is a
dead issue today” (as cited in Temple 1944).
Paul Temple commented in 1944 that these
passages sounded as “translations from
contemporary German:” “The Nazis,” he wrote,
“based their anti-democratic propaganda on a
mystic ‘Fithrer-prinzip,” while Scott bases his
on ‘science.’ No one ever took a vote on the law
of gravitation, reasons Scott like a precocious
schoolboy. Why should we rely on votes to tell
us how to engineer society?” (Temple, 1944)

The sole rationale of technocracy, according
to Scott, is that it was efficient. “Technocrats,”
he explained, “are not filled with any love for
humanity or influenced by any ethical idea but
are primarily concerned with function” (as cited
in Temple, 1944). This serves as a “sufficient
reason” to adopt technocracy even despite the
wishes of the people who would have to live
under it.

In 1939, Scott’s movement adopted
the attributes, which were very similar to
the “black shirts” of Mussolini or Hitler’s
“Sturmabteilung.” Its members wore uniforms
and called Scott “the Chief” (English translation
of Der Fiihrer). In his pamphlet Pax Americana
(1939), Scott curtsied to Adolf Hitler writing
that “Technocracy would like to point out
that regardless of how we regard Herr Hitler
and the Nazi regime of Germany, they are the
embodiment of the expression of the will of
the German people” (as cited in Temple, 1944).
According to Paul Temple, he said the same
for Stalin (then Hitler’s partner), praising the
“increased efficiency brought about by their
regimes” (as cited in Temple, 1944).

This brief analysis shows that technocracy

can be antithetical to freedom. When the
society’s productive output and frictionless
workings of its institutions displace freedom
as the main rationale of its existence, such a
society downgrades to a sort of “animal farm,”
which is run “scientifically”. People will be
unable to control the policies affecting them and
the society will resemble rather a corporation
run by the board of directors than a republic of
citizens.

Despite its illiberal overtones and past
failures, technocracy is a recurrent lure. It was
attractive in different historical epochs (ancient,
as well as modern), but mostly in transitional
historical periods, whennew political,economic
and social practices challenged the established
values. One example was the Renaissance.
When the medieval society was collapsing
under the joint force of capitalist economy
and scientific rationality, many thinkers (e.g.,
Thomas More, Tommaso Campanella, Francis
Bacon, etc.) devised ideal communities ruled
by dispassionate administrators for the benefit
of all their members. Another episode was the
industrial age when the efficient and highly
rational management of labor at factories
inspired the idea that society at large could be
governed by the same methods.

Today, new technologies also create
similar temptations and feats. Big Data and
cutting-edge computers have accelerated the
economy and awakened the old dream about
infinite progress. Therefore, there are again
voices asking whether it would not be better
to entrust the society to “experts” rather than
voters. At the same time, the competition
with such countries, as China, that introduce
technocratic methods of ruling without much
regard for privacy and human rights, prompts
their western counterparts to follow the
same road. Unsurprisingly, there are already
champions of this political ideal. Let us quote
one of them.

Like Howard Scott in the 1930s, the
American author Parag Khanna in his book
Technocracy in America: Rise of the Info-
State (2017) repeatedly argues that democracy
is passing out and does nothing good except
breeding populism and bringing to power
mostly incompetent politicians. According to
him, “everyday people don’t measure their
lives by how democratic their state is, but
whether they feel safe in their cities, can afford
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their homes, have stability in their work, have a
plan for growing old and can remain connected
to friends and family” (Khanna, 2017, p. 14).
A good political system is the one which
“delivers:” “The input of democracy,” he
argues, “can never compensate for the output
legitimacy of delivering the basics” (Khanna,
2017, p. 20).

In his book he makes a forthright claim
that human rights, the rule of law, the people’s
sovereignty and other pillars of democracy
can be sacrificed for the sake of economic
output and material well-being. “We are
coming to appreciate,” writes Khanna, “that
the difference between successful and failing
countries is not rich vs. poor, left vs. right or
democratic vs. authoritarian, but whether they
have the capacity to meet their citizens’ basic
needs” (Khanna, 2017, p. 15).

In the same way as Howard Scott praised
“increasing efficiency” brought by the regimes
of Hitler and Stalin, Parag Khanna assigns a
large portion of his book to the veneration of
successfulnon-democratic countries, especially
Singapore and China, which he contrasts with
their less performing democratic counterparts,
such as India. “China’s spectacular rise versus
that of democracies,” he writes, “has shown
the World that it is better to have a system
focused on delivery without democracy than
a system that’s too democratic at the expense
of delivery” (Khanna, 2017, p. 20). However,
he totally misses the price these countries had
to pay for their high-performing economies.
For example, his accolade to the Communist
dictator Deng Xiaoping whose ‘“accrued
experiments resulted in China’s economic
miracle” (Khanna, 2017, p. 26) totally ignores
his responsibility for the massacre of the
democratic opposition in the Tiananmen
Square in 1989.

As we see, Parag Khanna’s arguments about
the benefits of technocracy echo the statements
of Howard Scott formulated almost ninety years
ago. What is different, though, is his emphasis
on cutting-edge digital technologies — Big Data
and supercomputers — as a means to arrive in
the society of the future. He calls the type of
state he envisages an “Info-State” and advocates
the extensive use of digital technologies for
social planning. There will be no elections
or referendums in the “Info-State,” because
its policies will be based directly on data. In
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totalitarian political projects, starting from
The Republic by Plato, power did proceed not
from the consent of the people, but from some
pre-political, metaphysical “truth” (it could be
either divine justice or dialectical materialism),
contemplated by the supreme authority
(philosophers-kings or the Communist Party).
In Khanna’s “Info-State,” it is Big Data, which
again justifies the old idea about the “reign of
truth.”

In a nutshell, Parag Khanna’s Technocracy
in America: Rise of the Info-State promises
a sterile and flawless unfree world, in which
the unelected and unaccountable “inner party”
will govern the society with the help of a larger
“outer party” of civil “apparatchiks” and Big
Data technologies while treating it as a private
enterprise. The citizens of the Info-State will
no longer be “we, the people.” Instead, they
will be reduced to a consultation body probed
via ubiquitous surveillance.

At the end it is appropriate to ask a question:
Can Parag Khanna’s Info-State be a model for
Ukraine? The long experience of living under
autocraticandtotalitarianregimeshascontributed
to our population’s generally low commitment
to the value of political freedom. Another part
of this historical legacy is the consumerist and
materialistic mentality. Therefore, if the “Info-
State” is built in our country, we believe that
many people will not object to it. At the same
time, in its recent history Ukraine has undergone
three political revolutions — the Revolution on
Granite (1990), the Orange Revolution (2004)
and the EuroMaidan revolution (2014). In
all these events, their participants fought for
the ideals of freedom and democracy against
sluggish, corrupt and politically bankrupt
elites. However, imagine a different scenario,
in which the enemies of political freedom are
not retrograde, dishonest, luxury-loving and
criminal politicians, but skilled, Western-
educated, white-collar and performance-
oriented technocrats. Will we go to the Maidan
Square to protest them and fight for freedom?
Let us leave this question unanswered.

Conclusions.

In this article the concept of technocracy
has been outlined and its features have been
highlighted. It has been emphasized that this
political form is pre-occupied primarily with
the optimization of society’s useful output,
which it values above democratic procedures
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meant to safeguard political freedom. It
has been maintained that technocracy
becomes especially attractive in transitional
historical periods when humankind invents
a new rationalistic toolkit laden with great
transforming power and expectations. In the
modern world three circumstances make
technocracy especially appealing. First of
all, the rise of Big Data digital technologies.
They foster the idea that human society can
be ruled based on data rather than democratic
votes, and, thus, revive the ancient idea of “the
reign of truth,” which goes back to Plato’s The
Republic. The second factor is the hardships
that liberal democracy undergoes in the
modern world. The hardships include the tide
of populist movements and politicians that
swept across Europe and North America in
recent years, and the global pandemic, which
demonstrates that it could be surprisingly easy
for people to give away their freedom and
yield to technocratic regimentation of their
lives. The third factor is the competition with
such countries as China, which make the useful
output of society (both economic and military)
a cornerstone of their policies, while having
little regard for human rights and democratic
procedures. The struggle with such countries
urges some of their practices, including
technocracy, also in the West. The ideas of
Howard Scott, who advocated technocracy in
the industrial period, and Parag Khanna, who
is its champion in the digital age, have been
discussed and the illiberal nature of both these
authors' mindset has been shown. Both Scott
and Khanna admired the autocratic powers of
the day, had a shared faith in the application
of rationalistic and scientific methods of
social management, disregarded democratic
procedures, which they saw as hurdles on
the way of economic well-being and political
power, and advocated their technocratic
political models as ultra-modern and meeting
the Zeitgeist of their respective ages. Finally, a
statement has been made that, because of several
historical reasons, technocracy potentially
can be viewed as a viable political option in
Ukraine and the question has been asked: Will
political freedom be defended in Ukraine if its
enemies are skilled and performance-oriented
technocrats? We deliberately left this question
unanswered. Perhaps it can be addressed in
future publications.

Approaches to political risk assessment and analysis

Approaches to political risk assessment have been examined in the article. The aim of the study is
to perform a comprehensive investigation of methods and applied models of political risks' analysis
and assessment. The authors assume that political risks have a significant impact on both political
activity and the economic and financial sectors of the country. Given their inclusive nature, it is
necessary to use special methods and models that allow assessing risky activities and minimizing
negative developments for both government and international investors. It has been found out that
the method of analysis and assessment of political risks has gone through an evolutionary path
from unstructured qualitative methods to formalized structured qualitative-quantitative models.
Qualitative, quantitative and combined approaches to the analysis and assessment of political
risks have been identified, each of which has both advantages and disadvantages. It has been
proved that the advantage of a qualitative approach is the ability to assess the specifics of each
situation, its disadvantage is the subjectivity of the opinions of experts. The advantage of the
quantitative approach is the ability to compare different countries and regions by level of risk,
using a single numerical dimension of the risk factor, the disadvantage is that it doesn't take into
account qualitative factors that can significantly affect the level of political risk, but cannot be
taken into account statistics. It has been substantiated that the optimal approach to the assessment
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and analysis of political risks is a combined approach, which involves a combination of qualitative
and quantitative methods. It is quite flexible and integrative, which allows, on the one hand, to
minimize the subjectivity of expert assessments by constructing numerical expressions of risk
factors (where possible), on the other hand, it remains possible to take into account various nuances
that experts can obtain from experienced people from the country, which is assessed. The authors
conclude that the combined approach is a kind of answer to the question of how to reduce the
impact of the environment's subjective perception factor on the end result, but at the same time to
take it into account when analysing quantitative indicators.

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The crisis of the classical concept of liberal democracy in the context of
modern challenges

The main aim of this paper is to examine the problem of the crisis of liberal democracy in the modern world,
referring to the phenomenon of a loss of balance between social and personal good in a pluralistic society. There are
several concepts of democracy in political science, including the classic liberal concept, which sees its core priorities
collide with recent global challenges. Thus, the relevance of this problem refers to the recent disappointment in the
idea of liberal democracy, which shows disillusionment in democracy as such. In response to this trend, some hybrid
regimes offer an alternative in the form of so-called democracies with illiberal approaches. From the other side, the
liberal democratic platforms are used by populist political forces, which results in dividing democratic societies about
the questions hard to finally solve. The Brexit problem — the process of British exit from the European Union — shows
recent examples of long-lasting social effects derived from the crisis of liberal democratic concept. The author of the
article has come to the conclusion that when it comes to modern democratic processes, classic liberal approach brings
the populism threat back to the table. When there is no balance between the totally free civil society with its direct
democratic influences and the state structure with formal procedures aimed at total good of beneficial functioning,
the liberal instruments would be used by populists. Populism can create severe divisions within liberal democratic
societies providing dilemmas, such as Brexit, which are difficult to solve with the same liberal democratic procedures.
This means that liberal democratic approach undermines itself with the very fact of the existing tendency to lose
balance between the ideal personal freedom (that includes satisfying every citizen’s choice) and public good.

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Introduction

odern era provides political
scientists with a variety of new
questions, more complicated than

ever before. Considering the fact that political
science already has a number of core problems
unsolved, 21 century brings more controversies,
which can confuse a researcher.

Failing to find mutual theoretic ground for
defining political regimes, separating types of
regimes and determining democracy, political
scientists face a new challenge — a crisis of
liberal democratic approach. In political science
there are different views on the problem of
weakening democracy in the 21th century.
Among the scientists who research the recent
democratic and autocratic waves, one can
name Y. Mounk, A. Applebaum, P. Brooker, A.
Croissant, B.W. Jentleson, J. Linz, Z. Laub and
others. But according to their researches the
question remains unclear, whether it is accurate
to call the recent state of global democracy a
downfall or it is more accurate to speak about the
weakening of a specific concept of democracy,
namely, the classical liberal democratic model.

The main aim of this particular article is
to research the core problem of weakening
liberal democratic concept through the prism of
modern global challenges, which question the
balance of public good and personal freedoms
in liberal democracies.

I. The problem of liberal democratic
concept and its definition within the
framework of modern challenges.

As Y. Mounk puts it, “People have been
growing more and more critical of our (liberal
democratic) political system - not just of
particular governments or institutions but of
democracy itself - for a long time”. (Laub,
13) The political theorist underlines that “over
the last twenty years, antisystem parties and
movements, especially on the far right, have
risen around the world”. Moreover, this rise is a
global trend, which includes the rise of populism,
affecting almost every liberal democracy
(Laub, 13). There are modern examples of
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illiberal democratic order (Hungary), which
pose a threat to liberal norms as “ideological
competitors”. But there are many examples of
illiberal attitudes within liberal democracies
as well. “A turn toward increasingly illiberal
attitudes pervades countries as different as
Australia, the United States, Sweden, Germany,
Greece, Poland, Hungary, Turkey, Russia, India,
and even China” (Laub, 13).

From Francis Fukuyama’s point of view,
“everybody now takes democracy for granted”.
This attitude brings disillusions about the liberal
democratic institutions both in the United States
and in Europe (Fukuyama, 5).

The idea of Y. Mounk about the threat for
liberal democracy includes the thought that
illiberal democratic orders (which actually
use non-democratic instruments in democratic
background) provide an alternative for people
unhappy with liberal democratic order. “Five
years ago, I was already worried about people
falling out of love with democracy. But what
gave me succour was that there wasn’t a clear
ideological alternative. Where else were people
going to go? Very few places in the world were
going to emulate the Chinese or Iranian models”
(Laub, 13). Hungary and Russia have created
an alternative for those who fall between two
extremes — liberal democracy and autocracy.

The situation with liberal democratic order
becomes chaotic around the globe. Bruce
W. Jentleson argues: “And exactly which
established democracy can hold itself up as a
model these days? Even in Scandinavia, often
depicted as highly tolerant, anti-immigrant
parties have been running strong. Denmark
passed a “jewellery law” confiscating personal
possessions of value from refugee migrants or
denying them welfare benefits. A party founded
by former Nazis is part of the new Austrian
government. A neo-Nazi party won enough votes
to gain representation in the German Bundestag.
The Brexit victory was an expression of cultural
anxiety as well as economic dislocation. Spain
wrestles with Catalan secession. One could go
on...” (Jentleson, 10).
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The facts correspond to the idea of liberal
democracy crisis. Bruce W. Jentleson supposes
that liberal order has become outdated as the
manifestation and representation of processes
that took place globally after the Second World
War. Being outdated, the liberal democratic
order seems to fail meeting challenges of the
21th century. Thus, illiberal political orders
try to provide an alternative, camouflaging
and calling it a specific democracy (Parliament
newspaper of Russian Federation, 14).

This situation also brings competition and
controversy in the field of political regimes
typology. Paul Brooker notes that tendency to
camouflage hybrids and dictatorships “will pose
a question of how to prevent the 21th century
from being a century of pseudo-democracies”
(Brooker, 3). Consequently, in modern times it
has become more difficult to know what is not
democracy (Linz, 12).

The same phenomenon brings another
controversy. Becoming harder to define,
the concept of democracy provides area
for manipulation within quasi-democratic
political systems as well as populists inside
the democracies. As Juan Linz noted, it’s
important “to use names for realities that we are
just attempting to define”. Different political
actors try to use definitions on behalf of their
own political systems to “define these systems
according to what they want these systems to be
or what they want others to believe” (Linz, 12).

Yet, there is no common ground in
researching and defining political regimes. The
definitions and typology depend on the question
explored (Croissant, 4). There are many
classic and modern concepts of democracy.
But liberal democracy isn’t the only point of
democratic view. When political actors call
liberal democracy the very manifestation
of democratic order, there appears to be an
additional area for manipulation of concepts
within non-democratic contexts.

When a researcher fails to define concrete
alternatives to liberal democratic concept, any
political actor receives freedom to call non-
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democratic system (be it hybrid or autocratic)
an alternative, though illiberal, democratic order
(Parliament newspaper of Russian Federation,
14). Critical attitude towards liberal democracy
does not necessarily mean disillusions in
democracy itself. But, while researchers equate
liberal democracy and democracy in general,
there is no alternative for transformations of the
concept.

As A. Lijphart underlines, democratic
pessimists can face “a danger of self-fulfilling
prophecy”. If politicians and political scientists
decide that democracy “doesn’t work™ in plural,
complex societies, these societies will not even
try to make democracy work. This negative
approach gives further way to non-democratic
orders (Lijphart, 11).

II. The legacy of the Hobbes’ problem
for the liberal democratic concept.

There are different approaches, which
tend to explain the concept of “democracy”.
An institutional approach explains democracy
through the concept of political regime. A
procedural approach underlines the political
procedures as a core of democratic order. A
cultural approach considers the culture of
any society to be based on basic principles,
such as individual autonomy, freedom of
speech, etc. An axiological approach considers
specific values, such as freedom, equality,
human rights, etc. They cover most aspects
of the democratic phenomenon when applied
together, yet, separately these approaches lose
common ground to explain the complexity of
the democratic concept.

Forexample, Alain Touraine and Guy Hermet
underline that any definition of democracy
is far from being inclusive, and therefore it is
necessary to distinguish two definitions of this
phenomenon — a complicated and a realistic one
(Touraine, 18), (Hermet, 8).

Bernd Guggenberger also points out that the
concept of democracy does not have a common
theoretic basis for one definition. Moreover,
each researcher chooses their own key element,
the characteristic of the phenomenon to create
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statements about the nature of the phenomenon,
as well as the definition of the concept. There are
following key elements often taken for the basis
of the democratic concept: equality, complicity,
power of the majority, constraints on power and
control, tolerance, fundamental rights of citizens,
legal and social statehood, separation of powers,
general elections, transparency, competition of
interests, pluralism, etc (Guggenberger, 7).

Ifwe take a closer look at the basic theories of
democracy, we find one common dilemma they
all try to solve: the balance between interests of
minority and majority, particularly considering
issues vital for a state. And here we inevitably
come to the core problem. If a democratic theory
is based on the idea of prevailing majority
interests without taking into account minority
interests, it loses the basic ground of personal
freedom value. If a democratic theory takes
into account minority interests as well as the
majority ones, it loses the basic idea of taking
decisions, which correspond to the will of
“people” in general in the form of “the majority
rule”.

This dilemma finally leads to the core
question: how free can a person be in society,
especially when it comes to societies based
on the very idea of personal freedom. This
problem was particularly represented in works
of Thomas Hobbes and John Locke, who
shared different views on the limits of personal
freedoms within an artificial “agent” — a state.
And it still remains to be the central problem for
every researcher, who tries to work out another
concept of democracy, either theoretical or
practical.

Philip Pettit notes in this regard: “Hobbes
made a distinctive contribution to the discussion
of freedom on two fronts. He persuaded later,
if not immediate, successors that it is only
the exercise of a power of interference that
reduces people’s freedom, not its (unexercised)
existence - not even its existence in an arbitrary,
unchecked form. Equally, he persuaded them
that the exercise of a power of interference
always reduces freedom in the same way,
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whether it occurs in a republican democracy,
purportedly on a ‘non-arbitrary’ basis, or under
a dictatorial, arbitrary regime” (Pettit, 15).

The problem of power interference and
freedom limits remains a stumbling stone for
the democratic concept in general. And here
appears the difference between a complicated
definition of democracy and a practical one. The
complicated definitions work hypothetically
considering the “ideal” societies. The practical
ones have to deal with multicomponent
societies, complex elites and chaotic social
hierarchy with profound differences in interests
and views, sometimes unable to negotiate. So,
when it comes to modern practice, democracy
seems to be unstable and unpredictable.

In this respect, Arend Lijphart points out that
it is hard enough to maintain stable democracy
in modern plural societies. This idea goes back
to Aristotle’s words about a state, which aims
to become a society of equals. Sustainable
democracy is fuelled by social homogeneity
and political consensus. Otherwise, deep social
differences and political contradictions become
a deterrent point for democratic regime and
may lead to its failure. Multicomponent society
naturally represents a complex of contradictions
and differences. Arend Lijphart supposes that it
is possible to build sustainable democracy in
plural society by introducing a specific form
of democracy (consociationalism) based on
the cooperation of elites within firmly defined
lines of group interests. This factor is designed
to smooth deep contradictions and reconcile
different interests in complex society (Lijphart,
11).

But here we make a turn back to the Hobbes’
problem. Profound differences mean there’s
no easy way to get peaceful consensus on the
vital matters. In this case, if one wins, the other
loses, if the majority takes crucial decision, for
instance, in a referendum, the minority (in some
cases almost half of the population, who lost the
majority vote) will inevitably lose. For instance,
the referendum in Great Britain about the future
of participation in the European Union (so called
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Brexit) represents this dilemma. The practical
way to solve the problem is either to avoid
questions in the field of profound differences
or to use strict “majority decision” principle,
with little regard towards minority interests.
The Brexit situation shows that in some cases
liberal approach doesn’t work simply because
Hobbes’ problem remains unsolved. Yet, it
doesn’t necessarily mean democracy fails.

I1I. Brexit as a specific representation of
the modern liberal democratic problem.

The Brexit referendum has divided British
population almost in half: 51.9% voted to leave
European Union, 48.1% preferred Britain to
remain in the European community. The same
strong division was visible within regional
and age parameters. The voters aged 18-44 in
majority preferred to stay in the EU, while 44-
65+ in majority preferred to leave. Scotland,
Northern Ireland and London in majority
preferred to vote in favour of the EU, while the
rest of the country voted in favour of leaving.
(BBC, 2) These results showed deep divisions
in society's interests.

There was a poll conducted by Greenberg
Quinlan Rosner after the referendum, it pointed
out that while 94% of Remain voters felt they
had voted the right way, so did the 92% of
Leave supporters (Greenberg Quinlan Rosner
Research, 6). The same research showed that
the country was divided in half in “forced
choice between liberal and socially conservative
position”. In polarization this high it seemed
hard to find consensus on the key questions. For
instance, the Leave and Remain voters thought
reducing immigration was essential for the
country’s future. But when it came to market
access or free movement, there were profound
differences in Leave and Stay views (Greenberg
Quinlan Rosner Research, 6).

According to the British Treasury, there were
three scenarios of economic cooperation with
the EU: membership of the European Economic
Area (EEA) like Norway; a negotiated bilateral
agreement, such as that between the EU and
Switzerland, Turkey or Canada; World Trade
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Organisation (WTO) membership without
any form of specific agreement with the EU
like Russia or Brazil (HM Treasury of UK, 9).
The first scenario (Norwegian) supposes Great
Britain remains to be a part of the European
economic area with market access and a range
of rules from Brussels. The second (Swiss or
Canadian) scenario supposes Great Britain
signs a bilateral agreement with the EU. The
third scenario (WTO) supposes no special
agreements with the EU at all. Norwegian
scenario could satisfy Remain voters, but not
those who had voted to Leave. Both Canadian
and WTO scenarios satisfied only those who
had voted to Leave.

In this case of three prevailing scenarios
no decision could become a consensus. If the
government satisfied minority interests (in
practice — 48.1% of voters), this logically would
suppose breaking the “majority rule” principle.
But if the government used strict “majority
rule” principle, 48.1% of voters could find their
interests disregarded. Finally, if the government
rejected the results of the referendum, it could
break the core democratic principle of people’s
decision.

The 2019 brought light to this dilemma
with the General Elections, which resulted
in Conservatives’ victory. This victory
automatically meant the Leave party held its
positions and secured a specific way out of the
Brexit democratic dilemma. Thus, the British
Parliament notes: “The 2019 General Election
resulted in a Conservative victory. The party
won 365 seats, 48 more than in 2017 and 43.6%
of the vote, up from 42.3% in 2017. The Labour
Party won 202 seats and 32.1% of the vote,
down from 262 seats and 40.0% of the vote in
2017. The Liberal Democrats won 11 seats, one
fewer than in 2017, and 11.5% of the vote, up
from 7.4%. The Scottish National Party won 48
seats, up 13 seats compared with 2017. Plaid
Cymru retained its 4 seats in Wales. In Northern
Ireland, the Democratic Unionist Party (DUP)
won 8 seats, two fewer than in 2017, while Sinn
Féin won 7, the same number” (Sturge, 17).
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The General Elections solved the dilemma by
providing another direct democratic instrument
of civil decision-making without breaking or
reversing the previous one. «Brexit was the
third most important reason for people when
choosing to vote for a particular party. Among
those who voted Conservative, it was the most
important reason. For Liberal Democrat voters
it was third. Among Labour and SNP voters,
it did not feature in the top three reasons. For
these voters, Brexit was displaced by: trust in
the party; preferring the promises made; and
believing the party would improve the running
of the economy.

Brexit was an important reason for people
to vote for a particular party. But the polling
also suggests that it was not necessarily the
determining factor. In most cases, people would
have been as keen to vote for their party of choice
even if Brexit were not an issue. The majority
of Conservative voters (79%) stated that they
probably would have voted for the same party,
even if Brexit had not been an issue. The figure
was 84% among Labour voters, 87% among
SNP voters and 62% among Liberal Democrat
votersy [Sturge, 17].

This resulted in the UK's EU withdrawal
on January 23, 2020 when this decision finally
became a law. On January 31, the United
Kingdom officially left the EU. The very fact of
civil decision-making through General Elections
solved the tension inside the Parliament, which
helped to pass the bill relatively easily compared
to the pre-election process.

But the 2021 polls show that though
technically the dilemma has been solved, the
civil discontent and tension remain, dividing
British society evenly. According to the Statista
poll data “as of March 4, 2021, 45% of people in
Great Britain thought that it was wrong to leave
the European Union, compared with 41% who
thought it was the right decision” (Statista, 16).

According to the Statista, Brexit remains
among the top questions the British society is
worried about: “At the height of concern over
Brexit in September 2019, around 71 percent
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of British adults thought it was one of the main
issues facing the country. While it remained an
importantissue, itis clear that following the UK's
official exit from the European Union on January
31, 2020, that it receded to the background,
especially after the arrival of the Coronavirus
pandemic. Towards the end of 2020 however,
the issue started to grow in importance, due to
the difficult trade negotiations between the UK
and the EU, which almost broke down at the
last minute” (Statista, 16).

This dilemma is the modern manifestation
of troubles which undermine the classic liberal
democratic approach. As Aristotle writes in “The
Politics”, only an individual is indivisible, but a
state is something made of plural phenomena.
Egoism is natural - thinks Aristotle - and a state
cannot be generalized to create an abstract unity.
There’s nothing wrong in human egoism when
it is limited to a certain measure (Aristotle, 1).

Aristotle thought that monarchy, aristocracy
and politeia were the best forms of governing.
Among these three, politeia represented an
ideal fusion of two bad forms - oligarchy and
democracy. In the case of government decay
politeia turns to democracy- thought Aristotle
- which turns to ochlocracy (power of crowd).
This cycle is based on the balance of majority and
minority interests. Losing governing balance
for the sake of crowd interests, influenced by
populists, turns politeia into a crowd rule for the
sake of manipulating minority.

Conclusions

When it comes to modern democratic
processes, classic liberal approach brings the
populism threat back to the table. When there
is no balance between the totally free civil
society with its direct democratic influences
and the state structure with formal procedures
aimed at total good of beneficial functioning,
the liberal instruments would be used by
populists. Populism can create severe divisions
within liberal democratic societies providing
dilemmas, such as Brexit, which are difficult
to solve with the same liberal democratic
procedures. This means that liberal democratic
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approach undermines itself with the very fact of
the existing tendency to lose balance between the
ideal personal freedom (that includes satisfying
everybody’s decision) and public good.

Modern challenges — populism, rise of
illiberal political regimes, autocratisation, anti-
liberal movement, eurosceptisism, crisis of
classic democratic values put liberal democracy
in the position, when it should deconstruct its
ability to balance between public good and
personal freedoms.

The Hobbes problem, the so-called problem
of order, somehow brings modern democracies
back to the question of to what extent the state
restricts the activities of individual, completely
rational actors pursuing their goals. If the goals
of individual actors, including all citizens of the
state, are fundamentally different, but the liberal
concept is pushed to its limit, proclaiming the
absolute priority of the personal over the public,
the state will have a number of problems, which
are described above.

First, the struggle of personal freedoms
inevitably leads to the fact that the general level
of freedom in society decreases, following the
example of how the absolute freedom of one
actor leads to the lack of freedom of another.

Secondly, the struggle of personal freedoms
becomes the basis for the flourishing of populist
political forces. On the example of the situation
with Britain's exit from the European Union, one
can observe how a direct democratic instrument
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The impact of socio-cultural integration strategies on the life activities of
migrants

The features of the integration of Azerbaijani immigrants into a single European socio-cultural space have been discussed
in the article. Strategies for the integration of immigrants into the external socio-cultural environment have been described and
the issues of socio-cultural acceptance of Azerbaijani immigrants in Europe have been studied from a scientific and theoretical
point of view by examining their pros and cons.

The issues of adaptation, acculturation, separation, marginalization and transnationalism have been studied. It has been
noted by the author that the active part of Azerbaijani immigrants in Europe is mainly people who have received higher education
in the country of origin or in the country of their arrival, who plan to build a career in the society they come, who join socio-
cultural processes, try to become a part of society that accepts local cultural values. At the same time, it has been noted in the
article that young immigrants also participate in the acculturation process and the reasons for this have been investigated. The
author has noted that immigrant Azerbaijanis prefer to contact or establish business with either Turks or Iranian Azerbaijanis
or Eastern Europeans as it is more convenient for the middle and older generation to communicate with Turks in Turkish and
with Eastern Europeans through Russian.

In the article observations of Azerbaijani immigrants in Berlin, Germany, from December 2017 to January 2018, as well
as interviews with immigrants belonging to different social groups allow to say that first-generation immigrants almost do not
have or are very weak in relations with local society, society institutions and their activity in the socio-cultural process is low.

The features and effects of transnationalism among Azerbaijanis living in Europe has also been examined in the article. It
has been noted that transmigration is widespread among Azerbaijani immigrants living in Europe. The dual life of Azerbaijani
immigrants as a transmigrant continues to grow. Although European Azerbaijanis already live in European countries, they have
extensive ties with Azerbaijan and some even continue their working lives in both Europe and Azerbaijan. These immigrants
are engaged in both business and other fields in the country of origin, acquire property in the country of origin, open offices and
lead an active socio-cultural life in both the sending and receiving societies. It has been shown in the article that Azerbaijani
immigrants are trying to connect the future of both themselves and their children with the country of origin, and those who have
economic opportunities take more advantage of this opportunity.

The relevance of the subject

he subject of the study is relevant

as it examines the issues arising on

a European scale, such as socio-
cultural problems, adaptation of immigrants
and integration because of migration and
immigration processes, which is one of the most
serious problems of globalization. The study of
interethnic and intercultural relations, socio-
cultural adaptation, integration, acculturation,
separation, marginalization, as well as the
study of the level of transnationalism in the
process of integration into the European socio-
cultural space reflects the importance of the
topic. The study provides an opportunity to
take a new look at the problem of integration
of Azerbaijani immigrants into the European
socio-cultural environment by analyzing
migration strategies. The main scientific novelty
of the research is to identify the features of
socio-cultural integration of Azerbaijanis living
in a foreign cultural environment, to determine
the criteria characterizing the process of socio-
cultural integration, to identify and analyze
the factors influencing the choice of socio-
cultural integration strategies by Azerbaijani
immigrants. The research is also important
because it will provide a theoretical basis for
the selection and use of appropriate integration
strategies for migrants living in a foreign
cultural environment and will enable migrants
to use these aspects in the integration process.
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The theoretical value of the article is to
expand the classification of socio-cultural
adaptation strategies along with determining
the factors influencing the process of integration
among Azerbaijani migrants, the conditions of
socio-cultural development among Azerbaijani
migrants.

Methodology

There are  various  methodological
approaches to the study of the processes of
adaptation and integration of immigrants in the
new socio-cultural space. The socio-cultural
integration process of Azerbaijani immigrants
has been described using the following methods:
statistical data collection, interviews with
immigrants and observations conducted among
Azerbaijanis of different social categories in
Berlin, Germany. Individual level factors have
been investigated in the study of socio-cultural
integration processes. Individual factors include
term in immigration, isolation from one's socio-
cultural environment, cultural transmission
and cultural exchange, social and economic
activity of family members, and cultural capital
accumulated before migration.

Level of development of the subject

The activity of American and European
scholars in the study of the problems of
immigrants and in the formation of integration
strategies on a conceptual basis is more
noticeable. Among them is Canadian scientist J.
Berry. At the same time, Robert Park, a Chicago
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School graduate and the first researcher of
assimilation and creator of the era of Race
Relations Cycle, Lloyd Warner, Milton Gordon,
the founders of the segment assimilation, which
appeared at the end of the 90s of the XX century
at the beginning of the 2000s, R. Alba and B.
Nini, E. Moravska, the initial researchers of
the concept of transnationalism Joseph S. Nye
and Robert U. Keohane, M. Elbrou, researchers
of the modern era in the development of the
concept of transnationalism Nina Glick-Schiller,
Linda Bash and Christina Szanton-Blanc can be
noted. The problems of immigrants from post-
Soviet countries have been studied primarily
by German sociologists, social anthropologists
and ethnopsychologists. These issues have
been studied by German sociologists such
as B. Dietz, R. Strobl, A. Berwolf, S. Zinn-
Thomas, M. Savoskul. Scientists from the post-
Soviet space and Russia have also studied the
process of emigration from the countries of
the former Soviet Union and Russia to Europe
and Germany. The list of authors studying
immigration is very limited, the scholars mainly
covered the history of emigration (I. Ostroux,
E. Sherwood), the phenomenon of bilingualism
among Russian immigrants (E. Protasova), the
features of Russian adaptation (L. Klepatsky)
and the features of German ethnic policy (A.
Kuropyatnik, O. Potemkina, N. Grazianskaya).
At various times scholars, such as L. Wirth, K.
Oberg, K. Dodd, F. Bock, J. Berry, G. Tyfel,
K. Camilleri, and H. Malevska-Peyre have
classified strategies for adapting to host culture.
Papers in the sphere of ethnopsychology (T.
Stefanenko, N. Lebedeva, A. Tatarko, N.
Mikhailova, S. Sikevich, G. Triandis) allowed
to systematize knowledge in methodological
areas studying the processes of adaptation and
integration.

Immigration to Europe

In recent years, the process of continuous
flow and naturalization of foreign citizens
to the countries of the European Union has
been observed at an increasing pace. Since
the beginning of the 1990s, the process of
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immigration from the former Soviet Union
countries to Germany took place, and this
process continues at a certain pace.

In 2018, Germany received the largest
number of asylum seekers in Europe (75.9
thousand), ahead of Sweden (10.6 thousand)
and Belgium (9.7 thousand). At the same
time, Germany was the first in 2018 to have a
population of more than 13.7 million people
born in foreign countries. In 2020, Germany
had the highest net migration rate in Europe
with 543,000 people (Migration and migrant
population statistics, 2021a). It should be noted
that in 2014, 55.566.332 foreign citizens lived
in the countries of the European Union, which
accounted for 4% of the population of the
European Union. 78% of migrants were able
to work and were between the ages of 15-64
years. This indicator has risen steadily, reaching
426,000 asylum seekers in the EU in the second
quarter of 2015.In 2017, 2.4 million immigrants
from non-EU countries entered the territory of
the EU member states. As of January 1,2018,4.4
percent of the 22.3 million people living in the
EU, or 512.4 million, were citizens of non-EU
countries. EU member states granted citizenship
to 825,000 people in 2017. (Migration and
migrant population statistics, 2021b). In 2018,
2.4 million people immigrated to the territory
of the European Union. According to 2019 data,
446.8 million people living in the EU countries
have changed their place of residence, of
which 21.8 million (4.7 percent of the total EU
population) are not citizens of the EU countries.
In 2018, EU countries granted citizenship to
672,000 immigrants (Net migration in selected
European countries in 2020, 2020).

According to the indicators of 2019, in
the European Union 38 percent of immigrants
who applied for residency cited marital status,
32 percent - for other reasons, 17 percent -
for employment, 9 percent - for asylum and 4
percent - for education. In 2019, 207,000 asylum
seekers were under the age of 18 - 7% (14,000) of
them were children who were not accompanied
by their family. Most of the unaccompanied
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children came from Afghanistan, Syria and
Pakistan. During the first ten months of 2020,
390,000 asylum applications were received,
which is a 33 percent decrease compared to
the same period in 2019. The reason for this
decline, of course, can be attributed to the global
pandemic. According to the most ambitious
forecast, the increase in migration tendency does
not pose an economic threat to EU countries.
According to Eurostat's calculations, by 2060
for each pensioner (over 65 years of age) there
will be only 2 working adults (currently this
number is 4). Therefore, it has been noted that
migration can be a tool not to have a disaster for
EU countries (Key figures on Europe, 2016). It
should be noted that without migration, if we
consider that 4.2 million children were born
in the European Union and 4.7 million people
died, the population of Europe would have
decreased by half a million (Migration and
migrant population statistics, 2020).

In fact, the entry of migrants into the EU
space can stimulate intercultural, inter-ethnic,
inter-communal, inter-religious development,
will allow multiculturalism to enter a new stage
of development in European society and, at
the same time, migrants can serve economic
development in the long term of perspective by
acting here as potential workforce, entrepreneurs
and taxpayers. However, EU countries are very
cautious about the issue of security and state
stability, mainly because of the granting of
residence rights to migrants. For this purpose,
different migration policies are pursued in
different countries against migrants.

Studies of both German and post-Soviet
scientists show that the older and middle
generation of immigrants, as a rule, face great
difficulties in adapting to new conditions. This
raises various problems related to the adaptation
of migrants to the new society. The biggest
observed difficulties in this case are adaptation
to new socio-cultural conditions, adoption of
social norms and values experienced when
moving to another country during the middle
age, youth, adolescence and childhood of
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immigrants. More than this, young people have
been considered the most promising and lucky
category of immigrants.

Strategies affecting the life of Azerbaijani
immigrants and their attitude towards them

The number of immigrants from Azerbaijan
to Europe began to grow in the early 1990s. In
the beginning, Azerbaijanis immigrated mainly
for work, but now the reasons for immigration
are somewhat different, and now it can include
medical, educational, science and tourism
immigration. The main reason influencing
the migration process is the attractiveness of
the socio-economic situation in the country
where migrants go. For social reasons, we can
demonstrate good education, good medical care,
increased income, improved living conditions
and increased job qualification.

Azerbaijanis immigrating from Azerbaijan
have spread to more than 30 European
countries and live mainly in Germany, France,
the Netherlands, Great Britain, Sweden,
Switzerland, Norway, Belgium, Austria,
Denmark, Poland, Czech Republic, Hungary,
Romania, Italy, Latvia, Lithuania, Estonia and
other European countries.

Germany has a special place in the process
of immigration of Azerbaijanis to European
countries. In Germany, Azerbaijanis settled
mainly in the capital, Berlin. There are also many
Azerbaijanis in Nuremberg, Cologne, Hanover,
Munich and Frankfurt. According to official
statistics provided by the German government,
25,000 Azerbaijanis live in Germany (The
number of Azerbaijanis living in Germany has
been announced, 2019). However, according to
unofficial statistics, about 300,000 Azerbaijanis
live in this country. Azerbaijanis immigrate
to Germany to work, and because they obtain
work visas mainly from third countries, official
statistics do not show that they are from
Azerbaijan. On the other hand, close relatives
of Azerbaijanis living in Germany also move
to Germany for work and, in some cases, work
informally.

The second country with the largest number
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of Azerbaijanis is France, where, according to
unofficial data, 70,000 Azerbaijanis live. They
live mainly in Nantes, Strasbourg, Metz and
Nancy, including the capital, Paris.

It has been reported that more than 25,000
Azerbaijanis live in the Netherlands (Diaspora
map, 2021a). They settled mainly in Amsterdam,
The Hague, Rotterdam, Tilburg, Assen and
Harlem.

Azerbaijanis also live in the Scandinavian
countries: Sweden, Norway and Finland, and are
mostly settled in Sweden - according to unofficial
data, 30,000 people. Azerbaijanis live mainly
in the southern Swedish cities of Stockholm,
Malmé and Gothenburg. It has been noted
that 4 thousand Azerbaijanis live in Norway
(Diaspora map, 2021b), Azerbaijanis live in
the southern regions of the country, including
the capital Oslo. In Denmark Azerbaijanis live
mainly in the capital, Copenhagen. Azerbaijanis
also live in Aarhus and Odense, but not in large
numbers.

Azerbaijanis have been coming to Belgium
since 1997. The process of immigration of
Azerbaijanis began to increase in 2003 and
this process has accelerated since 2005. At
present, 3,000 Azerbaijanis live in the country.
Azerbaijanis live in French-speaking and
Dutch-speaking cities, they live in Antwerp,
Ghent, Leuven and Liege, along with the
capital, Brussels. It should be noted that the
number of people living in the capital Brussels
is higher. The number of Azerbaijanis in Austria
is about 3,000. They mainly settled in the
capital, Vienna, Salzburg and Gratz. It has been
noted that 17,000 Azerbaijanis live in Great
Britain. They live mainly in the capital, London
and Yorkshire, in the southeastern provinces.
There are 6,000 Azerbaijanis in Poland, mostly
in the capital, Warsaw, in northern Poland. In
Hungary Azerbaijanis live mainly in Budapest
and their number is 3,000. It has been reported
that 3,000 Azerbaijanis live in Romania. 2,000
Azerbaijanis live in the Czech Republic. It has
been noted that 4,000 Azerbaijanis live in Italy.
In Italy Azerbaijanis live mostly in the northern
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Italian province of Lombardy, in the central
province of Abruzzo, in Milan. In Switzerland
Azerbaijanis live in Zurich, Bern, St.Gallen,
Soloturn, Basel and their number is 4,000.

It should be noted that the integration of
Azerbaijani immigrants in the country of their
arrival, the issues they face in the integration
process, the methods of socio-cultural
adaptation to the local society, their exposure to
acculturation or preference for separation, their
use of elements of transnationalism, their living
as a transmigrant are of interest.

One of the objectives of the study is to
formalize a new perspective on socio-cultural
adaptation of Azerbaijani immigrants in
Europe by describing the integration strategies
of immigrants into the foreign socio-cultural
environment and examining their pros and
cons, and to investigate the integration process
of Azerbaijani immigrants from a scientific and
theoretical perspective.

It should be noted that the concept put
forward by Canadian scientist J. Berry in the
framework of the theory of positive conflicts and
acculturation, developed in the field of cross-
cultural psychology, can be considered the basis
for determining the behavior of immigrants in
foreign socio-cultural environments. According
to this conception, there are four types of
strategies used by individuals when entering a
different ethno cultural environment.

Thus, the study of integration problems of
immigrants is based on strategies of assimilation,
integration, separation and marginalization
(Berry. et al, 1992).

This or that type of strategy depends on how
ethno-cultural migrant groups are ready to solve
two problems: on the one hand, to communicate
with the host community, on the other hand, to
protect their culture.

At present, in the modern scientific and
public sphere acculturation is used more often
than the term assimilation. Acculturation is
widely used in determining the socio-cultural
behavior of immigrants, individuals living in
a foreign cultural society in general, and their
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relationship with a foreign cultural environment.
Acculturation is the process of group and
individual change in culture and behavior during
intercultural contact. These changes occur
constantly due to the displacement, meetings
and interactions of large masses of people from
different cultures. Acculturation is the social,
psychological and cultural change that results
from the balance of the two cultures, both the
culture of one's own origin and the culture of
the host society while adapting to the dominant
culture of the host society. Acculturation is
the immigrant's acceptance of a new cultural
environment, their acquisition of these values
and adaptation to the new socio-cultural
environment. Acculturation is mainly studied
among individuals living in countries or regions
other than their place of birth - i.e., immigrants,
refugees, asylum seekers and sojourners (e.g.
international students, seasonal farm workers)
(Berry, 2006:27-42).

Acculturation does not mean that immigrants
or asylum seekers who fall into a foreign
cultural environment will unequivocally accept
the values, beliefs and customs of the host
society and will reject their own cultural values.
Of course, this is not the case and there is a bi-
dimensional approach to the acculturation. In
other words, an immigrant living in a foreign
cultural environment does not have to accept
the socio-cultural values of the host society as
a whole. In this sense, the term Inculturation
appeared. Inculturation was used to refer to the
process of selective acquisition or preservation
of cultural heritage elements, as well as the
selective acquisition of certain elements from
the perceived cultural context (Weinreich,
2009:124-139).

The part of Azerbaijani immigrants
in Europe, who actively participate in the
acculturation process, are mainly educated
and educated in the society they come from,
thinking about building a career, joining socio-
cultural processes, and even people who want to
take an active part in the political life of the host
society. Especially employees in such fields as
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science, education, medicine, etc. become more
adaptable to succeed at work, join the process
of cultural exchange, assimilate local cultural
values and become part of a host society.

Acculturation is primarily characterized by
the passive use of the native language. For young
immigrants from Azerbaijan, for example, this
is reflected in the predominance of the German
language in schools in Germany. Immigrant
children studying in secondary school are more
in contact with German children and the school
creates conditions for cultural exchange for
them. Unlike home, immigrant children in high
school are more able to learn the language and
actively communicate with their peers.

Thus, immigrant children and the younger
generation are more involved or enthusiastic
in the process of acculturation. In many cases
this manifests itself in a decrease in the level of
knowledge of the native language of children
and young people, a decrease in their attachment
to the customs and traditions of the country of
origin, and social behavior. Children and young
people are more prepared for assimilation in
order to receive education in the local language
and to take advantage of opportunities used by
local children and youth (sports competitions,
cultural events, educational and scientific
competitions, etc.).

It should be noted that the majority of
middle-aged and elderly Azerbaijani immigrants
in Europe have weak socio-cultural contacts
with the society in which they come, as they
are in contact with Turks living in Europe and
Eastern Europeans whom they cooperate with
in Russian.

My  observations  with  Azerbaijani
immigrants in Berlin, Germany, as well as
interviews with immigrants from different
social groups during December 2017 - January
2018 give grounds to say that first-generation
(middle-aged and elderly) immigrants have
almost no contact with German families, no
direct contact with local community institutions
and have very little or no language skills. In
case of any problems with state institutions and
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courts, they use the opportunities of a limited
number of Azerbaijani translators or Turkish
lawyers. Immigrant Azerbaijanis prefer to
contact or to establish business with either Turks
or Iranian Azerbaijanis or Eastern Europeans as
it is more convenient for the middle and older
generation to communicate in Turkish with
Turks and with Eastern Europeans in Russian
language. Azerbaijanis in Europe have not yet
been able to create their own ethno-economy,
and Azerbaijanis do not have ethno-economic
neighborhoods or ethno markets. Azerbaijani
immigrants trade in Turkish shopping malls
and gather in Turkish restaurants. In Berlin, for
example, such shopping centers and restaurants
are located in several districts of the city, mainly
in Kreuzberg. Azerbaijani immigrants work
in Turkish or Eastern European construction
companies, restaurants, etc. This does not allow
them to have direct contact with Germans and
public institutions, which means that Azerbaijani
immigrants themselves are not interested in it.

In my interviews with people living as
immigrants in Berlin, working in the construction
and food sectors, informants noted that they
worked for Turkish companies mainly because
they did not know the language and local laws.
This is the opinion of my interviewees about
this:

“I have been working as a foreman for
a Turkish construction company in Berlin
for several years and I am satisfied with that.
Because I know nothing but a few words in
German. Therefore, it is difficult for me to
cooperate with the Germans. But with the Turks
we easily understand each other. If there is a
problem with local laws, the company itself
solves it”. (Mehdi, 40 years old)

“Previously, I worked with Bulgarians in
Berlin and it was convenient for me to work
with them because I know Russian. With them
in Russian we understand each other. I have
not been able to learn German yet. Now I work
in a Turkish construction company, which
has somewhat relaxed my work. I am more
comfortable with the Turks because I speak my
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own language. I almost get in touch with Turks,
I have nothing to do with Germans.” (Rasim,48
years old)

“l know a little German, but I work as a
doner (Turkish street food) maker in a Turkish
restaurant. [ know a little German, that's enough
for me. German is not so much needed in the
restaurant; it is mainly needed for the sellers.
I usually speak Turkish with the Turks, which
also satisfies me.” (Anar, 37 years old)

Apparently, these immigrants, who have
lived in Germany for many years, have not
learned German and see their hopes in working
for Turkish and other companies. In many
cases they work illegally and seem to be
deliberately separated from the local socio-
cultural environment and created their own
small communities. Here they work, live, rest
and try to keep their ethnic traditions alive.
If it is possible to say so, the environment in
which they live and work has reassured them
and made them almost lazy. In the absence
of contacts with the receiving society in the
working environment, in the socio-cultural
environment, they also tend to adapt to the local
society and language skills do not develop. Any
problem with local government agencies is
solved either by translators or lawyers, which
creates additional confidence in them.

Among immigrants there is a large group of
people, who, at the expense of translators and
lawyers, are able to solve problems arising from
government agencies, municipalities, courts,
local laws for a certain fee and live without
contact in the receiving society.

This group of immigrants' behavior is
more consistent with the separation strategy.
The strategy of separation is the preference of
immigrants over their own culture, the rejection
of others other than their own culture and
the severance of relations with the receiving
society. Marginalization is, on the one hand,
an individual's refusal to adhere to the values
and norms of the host culture, and, on the other
hand, a departure from the culture of origin
(Berry and others, 2007)
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It should be noted that my observations
among Azerbaijani immigrants in Berlin,
Germany, and my interviews with Azerbaijani
immigrants belonging to different socio-
cultural strata give grounds to say that the
tendency to separate among immigrants is more
pronounced. It is even possible to come across
Azerbaijanis who have been coming to Germany
for more than 25 years, who have not tried
to learn the language and laws of the country
they come to and who continue to live in their
own micro-communities. They gather mainly
in the cultural societies of Azerbaijanis and
try to solve problems only within this society.
In this case, they cannot communicate with
public institutions, government agencies and in
many cases are helpless in the situation of any
problems, which does not allow to ensure the
rights of migrants, and they cannot communicate
their concerns to public institutions.

That is, we can describe separation and
marginalization as a failed adaptation. Here,
the migrant psychologically protects himself
in an alien cultural environment and, at the
same time, isolates himself from the new socio-
cultural environment.

It should be noted that the problems
of integration of Azerbaijani immigrants
should also be investigated from the aspect
of transnationalism. Transnational migration
is perceived as a migration model in which
migrants cross the borders of national states
and settle in a new country, but simultaneously
become carriers of socio-cultural values of both
origin (sending society) and host (receiving)
society, identifies themself with both societies,
intensively interact with the country of origin.

Transnationalism explains a new form of
inter-cultural relations between the migrant
and the receiving country, a new approach that
stands higher than national, state, territorial
and political borders. In the system of political
science and international relations, Joseph S.
Nye and Robert O. Keohane first used the terms
“transnationalism” and “transnational actors” in
the 1970s, which they suggested using to refer
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to the international activities of major non-
governmental organizations (Keohane, Nye,
1971).

The most significant contribution to this
area was made by American anthropologists
Nina Glick-Schiller, Linda Bash and Christina
Szanton-Blanc, dealing with the problem of
international migration. One of the founders
of the theory, Nina Glick Schiller, defines
transmigrants as people whose lives are highly
dependent on contact on both sides of the border.
Glick Schiller and colleagues note that when
migrants enter the economy and institutions of a
new country, they still do not cut ties with their
homeland. They are creating new economic and
personal ties between the two countries (Glick
Schiller, Basch, Blanc, 1995:48-63).

That is, migrants physically live in a new
country, but, at the same time, their interest,
awareness and participation in what is
happening in the country is so high that they
remain members of the sending society (country
of origin) at the same time.

We can say that the transmigration among
Azerbaijani immigrants living in Europe is
evident. The growing trend of the cases of
double-living of Azerbaijani immigrants as
transmigrant continues. Despite the fact that
European Azerbaijanis already live in European
countries, they have extensive relations with
Azerbaijan, some even continue their work in
Europe and Azerbaijan. These immigrants deal
with both business and other areas in the country
of origin, buy property in the country of origin,
open offices and live an active socio-cultural
life almost both in the sending community and
in the receiving community. There are various
causes of transmigration and can be attributed
to them: ethno-cultural relations with the
country of origin, fear of losing ethnic relations;
maintaining contacts with close relatives;
desire to participate in the socio-cultural life
of the country of origin; business development
and diversification, to make maximum use of
the opportunities of both the receiving and the
country of origin; to link the future of their
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children (mainly girls) with the country of
origin (usually most families seek the future of
their daughters in the country of origin due to
adherence to national customs, i.e. they prefer
to marry in Azerbaijan); preferring to make life
more colorful and interesting; the development
of It technologies and the availability of
alternative transport routes to Europe have also
increased the level of transmigration.

Interviews with Azerbaijani immigrants
living in Berlin on transmigration show
that transnationalism is widespread among
Azerbaijani immigrants.

“Although I have lived in Germany for
many years, I am thinking of buying a house
in Azerbaijan and living in both Germany and
Azerbaijan in the future. I work in Germany and
I try to do something in Azerbaijan”. (Gurban,
46 years old)

“I work as a foreman in Germany and send
some of my earnings to my father to build a
house for me. I have already built a part of the
house. I have two children and I want them to
have a house in Azerbaijan so that they can go
and live there whenever they want”. (Azer, 44
years old)

It is obvious that Azerbaijani immigrants are
trying to connect the future of both themselves
and their children with the country of origin,
and those who have economic opportunities
take more advantage of this opportunity. The
number of Azerbaijani immigrants buying
houses and land in Azerbaijan is increasing,
which makes relations between the country of
origin and immigrants more stable and lasting.

On the other hand, the transmigration
of Azerbaijani immigrants occurs in other
European countries, for example, Azerbaijanis
living in Germany and living and working in
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Cany0Oap I'anbaposa

Diplomatic Mission of the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic in Armenia in
1918-1920s

The bloody military-colonial regime of the Russian Empire failed to destroy the ancient traditions of the statehood
of the Azerbaijani people. On May 28, 1918, the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic was created, it was the first secular
democratic and legal state in the Muslim East, as well as in the Turkic-Islamic world. The Azerbaijan Democratic
Republic was able to exist in a tense and complex socio-political situation for only 23 months. Unfortunately, before
reaching the age of two, the independent Republic of Azerbaijan was attacked by the Bolsheviks and was temporarily
overthrown. From the day of its formation, the ADR government pursued a flexible foreign policy and sought to
establish good-neighbourly relations with all states of the region.

On July 9, 1919, the government of the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic adopted a temporary instruction on the
secretariat of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. During the existence of the republic diplomatic missions of 16 states
functioned in its capital city Baku, among them were foreign missions of the USA, Great Britain, France, Italy, etc.
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One of the main issues that constantly attracted the attention of the Azerbaijani government was the issue of
borders and relations with close neighbours.

One of the serious obstacles to strengthening the Azerbaijani statehood during this period was the expansionist
and aggressive policy of Dashnak Armenia, which tried to appropriate the historical Azerbaijani lands. Armenia
made groundless territorial claims to Karabakh, Nakhchivan, Zangezur, etc. Despite the fact that the hostile position
of Armenia towards Azerbaijan was traced throughout the entire period of the ADR's existence, the Republic of
Azerbaijan still managed to preserve its territorial integrity by the cost of great efforts and losses.

The information on the Azerbaijani-Armenian relations in the 1918-1920s, as well as on the activities of the
diplomatic mission of the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic in Armenia during the specified period has been provided
in the article.

The aim of the research is to study from a historical point of view the diplomatic and political relations of the
Azerbaijan Democratic Republic with the Republic of Armenia in 1918-1920, as well as to identify and analyse the
historical and geopolitical roots and essence of the Armenian-Azerbaijani Nagorno-Karabakh conflict.

The problem of xenophobia in historical and philosophical discourse

The problem of xenophobia in historical and philosophical discourse has been considered. It has been emphasized by
the authors that the problem of xenophobia has recently become a rather acute issue that needs to be addressed urgently.
Certain phenomena are quite common in society, namely: intolerance, discrimination, hostility, intolerance, which are the
manifestations of xenophobia. The authors also did not remain indifferent to this problem as it is a destructive manifestation
of the activities of society, certain groups, people and so on. The main aim of the study is to analyse the understanding of the
problem of xenophobia and its components in the ancient and medieval philosophical heritage. It has been emphasized that
in the structure of categories "xenophobia" and "tolerance" lies the binary opposition system of distinguishing "similar and
different". There is no single definition of "xenophobia" in modern science. The modern interpretations of this phenomenon
have been considered by the authors, its signs and correlated categories of the problem of xenophobia with the phenomenon
of "foreign" have been studied, the problem of phenomenology, which has become the subject of reflection of many
philosophers, has been described. A certain stage in human history has been analysed and it has been noted that the problem
of attitude to the "other", "different" has always worried people. The formation and essence of this opposition has been
considered on the example of medieval philosophy and philosophy of the Renaissance. It has been concluded that the
concept of xenophobia is quite complex, multilevel. There is no unified approach in modern scientific discourse on its
definition. In addition, the issue of xenophobia, its criteria and ways to overcome it is really a problem not only in scientific
discourse, but it also appears as a threat to the socio-cultural life of modern man. Tolerance, intolerance are the definitions
that are now used in conjunction with the concept of xenophobia in modern science. This problem in ancient and medieval
philosophy is latent. It has the form of interpretation of the relationship and coexistence of the categories "I" - "other" or
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"similar"

- "different", the introduction of "measure" as the limits of the system of views, values and so on. The genesis of

understanding the problem of xenophobia has prospects for further research.

Teachers and students need practical, reflective and articulated around the processes of building educational activities
guidelines. One of the key functions of the school at the end of the century should be to help students become aware of the role
of the media in their own social life; to raise their familiarity with the technical and symbolic mechanisms by which the media
seduce the viewer; to promote adequate value criteria, to teach children to see and choose products of higher cultural quality.

To form a modern socially competent person with a high level of culture and civic responsibility it is necessary to combine
the efforts of not only professional teachers, but also specialists of mass media, public organizations, parents and, of course, the
students themselves.
