Transformation of Theatricality of Being in a New Techno-cultural Context
(on the Example of Anatomical Theater)

In the context of the rapid development of digital technologies and significant socio-cultural transformations, changes are
observed in certain cultural phenomena, for example, in the anatomical theater, which is acquiring new formats and meanings.
These changes, as an actual scientific problem, require comprehension in the discourse of social philosophy and philosophy
of technology. The purpose of this study is a philosophical understanding of the transformation of anatomical theater as a
cultural phenomenon in a new techno-cultural context. The methodological strategy of this research is based on the concept
of theatricality of socio-communicative manifestations of culture. This concept allows us to comprehend social reality and
its individual phenomena in the dynamics of their changes with a change in the cultural context. As a result of the analysis
of the history of the emergence and functioning of the anatomical theater as a phenomenon of European culture, it has been
established that for a long time it responded to the request of society to study the human body as a biological object — its
composition and structure. This request was formed under the influence of the Enlightenment cultural paradigm with the growth
of the authority of science, in particular, natural science. The theatrical nature of public autopsies made it possible to popularize
the achievements of anatomy and medicine in the most accessible and massive (at that time) form. Later, the format of the
anatomical theater changed — from real to virtual-digital and cinema-screen. This change is associated with a change in purpose:
modern anatomical theater is not aimed at exploring the unknown, but at reproducing what is already known.

Conclusion: the anatomical theater as a scientific, cultural and social phenomenon has not disappeared. It still remains a
part of mass culture, but it acquires new forms of actualization in a new techno-cultural context. These changes are reflected in
the theatricality of life as a whole, which also changes the usual manifestations of visuality and performativity in the context of
new information and communication practices and techno-cultural paradigms.

Autonomy and Dependence as Factors in the Creation of Post-Industrial
Social Spaces

The purpose of this article is to reveal new forms of the relationship between social space and the individual subject, which
arise within the framework of the computer revolution and the formation of a post-industrial society.

Research methods - revealing the connection between the historical and the logical, identifying the main dialectical
contradictions, using the comparative, structural and hermeneutic approach.

Novelty: the use of the categories of autonomy and dependence as characteristics that position the individual subject in the
social space. Autonomy is defined as the integrity of the subject in making any form of choice. Dependence is understood by
us as the impossibility for the subject of making a choice without external influences (instructions or additional information).

Also, the concept of a "sectoral subject" was introduced - this is a "weak" artificial intelligence (AI), which is created to
perform a narrow set of functions, but can already perform certain social practices and thus affect the structures of social space.
"Sectoral subjects" allow you to create loci / fields of social space that exist without the direct support of the individual as a
worker.

It has been established that “weak™ Al can reduce or increase the privacy of the subject, which affects his dependence.
Also, support pseudo-discussion practices of interaction with the individual, which reduce his autonomy. At the same time,
they are able to increase the autonomy of the individual, automatically performing part of his social practices. Also, a scheme
is proposed that demonstrates the relationship between the integrity / sectorality of the subject and the unitarity / locusality of
his social space.
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Conclusions: The virtualization of social interaction leads to a decrease in the role of the territorial location of the individual,
but does not lead to a complete rejection of the private. Maintaining privacy is a prerequisite for the autonomy of the subject.
It is not the dwelling or the physiology of the individual itself that becomes private, but the interaction of the subject with the
subordinate “sectoral subjects”, as well as control over the qualities of a part of the loci / fields of the social space. In such
conditions, preserving the autonomy of the subject will require the individual to master a whole set of practices for behavior in
anew social space.

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Seven Trumpets of the Book of Revelation in the Interpretation of
Oecumenius

Among the comments of the Church Fathers on the Book of Revelation, an important place is occupied by the
comment of Oecumenius. It is considered to be the earliest Greek commentary on the Apocalypse. The article deals
with the analysis of the interpretation of the passage of the “Seven Trumpets” (Rev 8:7-9:21; 11:15-19), by byzantine
theologian Oecumenius. It was found that Oecumenius used a symbolic and allegorical method of interpretation.
There some negative aspects of the excessive allegorization of biblical symbols were established. Oecumenius also
puts sometimes into the biblical notions a meaning that is not present in the text itself. Oecumenius interprets the
vision of the seven trumpets in the context of the doctrine of eternal torment and the doctrine of apocatastasis. It has
been found that this understanding of the vision of the Seven Trumpets is inconsistent with the general teaching of
Scripture about the fate of sinners and the salvation of the faithful. There are no texts in the Bible that support the
doctrine of the salvation of the devil and demons. It is revealed that the Byzantine exegete sees the fulfilment of the
vision of the Seven Trumpets in the distant future, after the general resurrection and the Second Coming of Jesus
Christ. It was found that the futuristic interpretation of Oecumenius does not correspond to the biblical context and
structure of the book of Revelation. Nothing in the text of the Seven Trumpets says that events will be after the
Second Coming of Jesus Christ. Interpretation of the concept of the “third part” by Oecumenius corresponds to the
context of seven trumpets representing God’s partial judgments mixed with mercy and expectation of repentance.
Also important for Oecumenius is the doctrine of the Trinity, and therefore, when interpreting the seven trumpets,
he refers to the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit. Although the text does not explicitly mention the Three Persons
of the Deity, the context of the Book of Revelation confirms that the words of Oecumenius about the worship of the
Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit are correct. Analyzing the interpretation of Oecumenius, we can conclude that its
interpretation is filled with references to other Old Testament and New Testament texts. We see further consideration
of the indicated scientific problems in clarifying the connection between the interpretation of the passage “Seven
Trumpets” of Oecumenius and other commentators of his time; a detailed analysis of the interpretation of Seven
Trumpets in connection with the vision of Seven Churches, Seals and plages.

Introduction

The Book of Revelation today is one of the
most studied books of the New Testament'.
Unusual images written by the apocalyptic
genre attracted the attention of many researchers
throughout the history of Christianity?. One
of these passages is a vision of the “Seven
Trumpets” which Ranko Stefanovic says is
“one of the most perplexing subjects in the book
of Revelation and in the entire New Testament”
(Stefanovic, 2009, p. 275). Although recently
there have been several serious studies of
the Seven Trumpets, there are still questions
unanswered, which leads to further discussions
among scholars (Rodriguez, 2012). It is also
worth noting that the lack of research on the
history of the interpretation of the Seven
Trumpets in the history of the Christian church
actualizes the study of this issue.

Among the comments of the Church Fathers
on the Book of Revelation, an important place is
occupied by the comment of Oecumenius. It is
considered to be the earliest Greek commentary
on the Apocalypse (Oecumenius & Caesarea,
2011, 19). Oecumenius was a Christian exegete
and called himself a philosopher and rhetorician
(Kazhdan, 1991, p. 1528). Since he notes that he
created his work V centuries after the Apostle John
wrote the Apocalypse, scholars today distinguish
him from the bishop Oecumenius of Trikka, who
lived in the X century (Kazhdan, 1991, p. 1528).
William Weinrich provides a brief overview
of studies on the dating and identification of
Oecumenius, and concludes that most likely the
comment was written at the beginning of the
VI century (Oecumenius & Caesarea, 2011, p.
20-25). Later, it was often used by Andreas of
Caesarea, although he did not call the author by
name (Oecumenius & Caesarea, 2011, p. 19). The
importance of Oecumenius commentary to the

Byzantine tradition necessitates a detailed study
of its interpretation specifically the interpretation
of the Seven Trumpets.

The interpretation of the Revelation of
Oecumenius began to be studied in the early
twentieth century. Franz Diekamp in 1901 found
his comment in a manuscript dating from the
12th century (Oecumenius & Caesarea, 2011, p.
20). Later, in 1928, the world saw the first critical
edition of the text (Oecumenius & Hoskier, p.
1928)°. Herman Hoskier analyzed the use of
other biblical texts by Oecumenius and created
an index that shows what the verses he cites
(Oecumenius & Hoskier, 1928, p. 5). Hoskier
also investigated the philological features of
the commentary, and mistakenly identified the
author as Oecumenius of Tricca, who wrote it in
the first half of the 7th century (Oecumenius &
Suggit, 2006, p. 4). Cliff Durousseau published
an article on the commentary of Oecumenius
in 1984 (Durousseau, 1984). In his article,
Durousseau highlights the contribution of
Oecumenius to the study of Revelation and
analyzes his exegesis (Durousseau, 1984).
John Lamoreaux wrote an article in 1998
that explores the origins of commentary of
Oecumenius (Lamoreaux, 1998). Also, John
Suggit cites the critical edition of Marc de
Groote, published in 1999, in which the author
analyzes the parallels between commentary of
Oecumenius and commentary of Andreas of
Caesarea (Groote, 1999)*. In 2006, a critical
edition of Oecumenius’s commentary translated
into English by John Suggit was published in
the series “The Fathers of the Church, a new
translation” (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006). In
the book, he also cites some other studies made
by scholars (Schmid, 1938, p. 1959)°. In the
introduction, Suggit briefly reveals the theology
of Oecumenius and analyzes the relationship

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between Origen and Oecumenius (Oecumenius
& Suggit, 2006, p. 6-13). He also describes
the hermenecutic methods of Oecumenius,
examines the text of the Book of Revelation,
which he used and recalls the manuscripts of
Oecumenius’s commentary (Oecumenius &
Suggit, 2006, p. 13—16).

In 2011, the book “Greeck Commentaries
on Revelation” was published, in which
two comments were presented: Oecumenius
and Andreas of Caesarea, whose translation
into English with brief introductions was
made by William Weinrich (Oecumenius &
Caesarea, 2011). The mentioned scholars of
the Oecumenius’s commentary focus more
on its origin and pay little attention to its
hermeneutical principles. Such passages of
the Apocalypse as “Seven Churches”, “Seven
Seals”, “Seven Trumpets” and “Seven Plagues”
have not been separately studied by scholars,
which necessitates the study of theological
ideas of Oecumenius. Therefore, the purpose
of this study is a comprehensive analysis of
Oecumenius’s interpretation of the “Seven
Trumpets.”

Oecumenius commenting on the phrase “and
there were given unto them seven trumpets”
(Rev 8:2), notes that this is about establishing
the kingdom of Jesus, and the sound of these
trumpets in the future will awaken the dead
from mortal sleep (Oecumenius & Suggit,
2006, p. 82). To confirm his interpretation, the
Byzantine theologian refers to two passages of
the Apostle Paul, in which he writes about the
resurrection with the trumpet of the Archangel
(Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 83)°. Itis worth
noting that there is no connection between the
Seven Trumpets of the book of the Apocalypse
with the trumpet of the Archangel (1 Thess 4:16
and 1 Cor 15:52). First, the difference lies in the
number of trumpets: in Paul's epistles there is one
trumpet, and in the Book of Revelation there are
seven trumpets. Secondly, the difference is that
the dead will be resurrected from the trumpet of
the Archangel, and the seven trumpets are given
to lower-ranking spiritual beings — angels.

In an angel throwing a censer to the earth
and the thunder and lightning that appeared after
this (Rev 8:5), Oecumenius sees an allusion to
the theophany of God on Mount Sinai (Exod
19:16—19) (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 83).
In the time of Israel, the sounds symbolized
the imminent appearance of God, and now the
sounds of the seven trumpets indicate the close
coming of Jesus Christ (Oecumenius & Suggit,
2006, p. 84). The statement that there is a
parallel with the Exodus is true because modern
researchers also come to this conclusion. In
particular, Ranko Stefanovic writes that “these
are the symbols of the appearance of God, much
like his appearance on the Mount of Sinai with
fire, thunder, lightning, and earthquake (Exod
19:16-19)” (Stefanovic, 2009, p. 286). However,
theophany on Mount Sinai symbolizes God's
judgment rather than the close coming of Jesus
Christ. Gregory Beale states that the sound of a
trumpet in Rev 8:2,6 “echo that exodus imagery
for the wrath of God” (Beale, 1999, p. 459).
Besides, Oecumenius writes nothing about the
main content of the passage Rev 8:2—6, which
1s that the Lord answers the prayers of the saints
(Koester, 2014, p. 435)’.

First trumpet (Rev 8:7)

Oecumenius claims that the first trumpet
refers to the last punishment of sinners. He
refers to verse 1 Thess 4:17, which says that
the righteous will be lifted into the air to the
Lord and declares that faithful people will be
freed from the catastrophes that God will direct
against the wicked (Oecumenius & Suggit,
2006, p. 84). Further, the Byzantine exegete
reflects on what punishments will await people
and believes that not all sinners will be executed
the same way, since there are different types
of death (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 84)8.
However, in his opinion, most of them will go
through fiery torment, because the Apostle Paul
wrote about this in 1 Cor 3:13 (Oecumenius &
Suggit, 2006, p. 84). The Byzantine theologian
again recalls that the sounds of trumpets for the
saved will bring resurrection, and for the sinners
punishment (Oecumenius & Suggit, 20006, p. 84).

The commentator also draws attention to
the passage of Rev 6:9—11, in which the martyrs cry out to the Lord and ask for justice to be restored (Koester, 2014, p. 435).

8Oecumenius to confirm his opinion refers to the verse John 14:2 and notes that “if there are “many resting places,”... there are

also different places of punishment” (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, 84).
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In our opinion, the futuristic interpretation
of Oecumenius does not correspond to the
biblical context and structure of the book of
Revelation. Nothing in the text of the Seven
Trumpets says that events will be after the
Second Coming of Jesus Christ, therefore the
first trumpet cannot be interpreted through the
prism of verse 1 Thess 4:17. On the contrary,
the seventh trumpet (Rev 11:15-19) indicates
the establishment of the Kingdom of God at
the time of the coming of the Lord (Stefanovic,
2009, p. 279). Correspondingly, the events
of the first trumpet should take place before.
Ranko Stefanovic notes that the answer to when
the first trumpet sounds should be sought in the
passage Rev 8:2-5, which “is built on a special
service in the Hebrew Temple — the daily
sacrifice known as tamid” (Stefanovic, 2009,
p. 280). Stefanovic argues that interpretation
in relation to the temple ministry suggests that
“the scene of the blowing of the seven trumpets
begins with the cross, as does the scene of the
opening ofthe seven seals of Revelation 6”
(Stefanovic, 2009, p. 281). Therefore, Seven
Trumpets are God's judgments throughout the
history of Christianity®.

Oecumenius calls to interpret the phrases
“hail and fire” and “a third of those on the earth”
not using the literal method of interpretation,
but metaphorically since only in this case it is
possible to understand “true meaning of the
saying” (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 84).
Therefore, “fire” symbolizes the suffering of
the people who rebelled against the Lord, and
reveals their grief at the moment when they
see that the righteous received salvation, but
they were left with nothing (Oecumenius &
Suggit, 2006, p. 84). The burning of trees and
green grass allegorically indicates “folly and
the insensibility of their soul, their woodenness
all ready for burning” (Oecumenius & Suggit,
2006, p. 84). It should be noted that the Book
of Revelation is filled with various symbols
which are taken from other texts of Scripture.
Therefore, for their correct interpretation it is
necessary to study these images in the context
of the Old Testament. Researchers have noticed
that the first trumpet has parallels with the

seventh Egyptian plagues (Exod 9:23-26)
(Paulien, 1987, p. 237-239). Accordingly “hail
and fire, mingled with blood” symbolizes “God’s
weapons of judgment” (Stefanovic, 2009, p.
289). Edwin Thiele examines the images of
trees and concludes that they symbolize Israel,
over which God is judging (Thiele, 1949, p.
163—164). Burning green grass is a metaphor
for God's people who have been punished and
point to the destruction of Jerusalem (Thiele,
1949, p. 164-165).

Second trumpet (Rev 8:8-9)

Oecumeniusintheinterpretationofthesecond
trumpet gives two possible interpretations,
one literal and the second allegorical. He
refers to the text of the Apostle Paul (Rom
8:20-21) and notes that all nature awaits the
liberation from the slavery of corruption,
which will take place during the creation of a
new earth and a new heaven (Oecumenius &
Suggit, 2006, p. 85)'°. Further, the Byzantine
theologian makes the logical conclusion that
since the earth will be changed so that all the
consequences of sin disappear, therefore the sea
must be cleansed. This transformation process
is possible only with the help of eternal flame,
which will destroy a third of living things in
the sea (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 85).
Oecumenius calls this interpretation “literal,
physical view”, but also allows allegorical
interpretation (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p.
85). In this case, the sea symbolizes “present life
because of its turbulence and constant motion”,
and fish and ships are a metaphor for evil people
(Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 85).

There are several drawbacks of the
Oecumenius’s literal interpretation of the
second trumpet. As noted above, the fulfillment
of the second trumpet cannot be attributed to
the time that is written in Rom 8:20-21, since it
deals with the creation of a new earth and a new
heaven, and the events of the seven trumpets take
place before the Second Coming of Jesus Christ.
Therefore, the opinion about the destruction of
a third of living beings by eternal flame is does
not coincide with the chronology of last time
events. However, the allegorical interpretation
of Oecumenius is partially consistent with the

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correct interpretation. As John Paulien notes
“the sea, especially in an unruly state, represents
the peoples of the earth in their opposition to
God” and “fish represent people (Ezek 29:5)”
(Paulien, 1987, p. 261-262). Since “a mountain
in the Old Testament often represents a kingdom
or empire” (Stefanovic, 2009, p. 289)!!, Ranko
Stefanovic concludes that the second trumpet
symbolizes God’s judgment on the Roman
Empire (Stefanovic, 2009, p. 290-291).

Third trumpet (Rev 8:10-11)

In interpreting the third trumpet, Oecumenius
draws attention to the story that happened with
Naomi. After the death of her two sons and
husband, she asked: “call me not Naomi, call me
Mara; for the Almighty hath dealt very bitterly
with me” (Ruth 1:20). The Byzantine theologian
concludes that “bitterness then is a sign of
extraordinary plagues” (Oecumenius & Suggit,
2006, p. 85). Oecumenius claims that the “great
star Wormwood” symbolizes the bitterness that
sinners experience when they fall into despair from
the loss of future eternal life, which they exchanged
for the satisfaction of this world (Oecumenius &
Suggit, 2006, p. 85). The commentator argues his
figurative method of interpretation with reference
to verses Ps 92:3—4, which in his opinion confirms
the allegorical understanding of the term “waters”
in the sense of “people” (Oecumenius & Suggit,
2006, p. 85-86). However, Oecumenius does
not want to be categorical in his symbolic
method of interpretation and notes that it is not
necessary “reject the possibility that these and
other such things were actually taking place then”
(Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 86).

We regret to note that Oecumenius uses an
allegorical method of interpretation, the weakness
of which is that it allows finding a meaning in
biblical texts that contradicts with the literal
meaning. In fact, Naomi’s words in Ruth 1:20
are not related to the third trumpet, because the
Apocalypse speaks about another bitterness.
Researchers of the Revelation find parallels with
the Old Testament texts that mention the plant
“wormwood”. Robert Charles writes that in the
Old Testament the Lord promises to punish his
people for rebelling against Him “feeding them

with wormwood and giving them water of gall
. .. to drink” (Charles, 1920, p. 235)"2. Kayle
De Waal suggests, that “wormwood represented
Yahweh's punishment for Judah's idolatry (Jer
9:14-15; 23:15), false prophecy (Jer 23:11-40)
and apostasy (Jer 8:5, 14) and also appears as a
metaphor for sin itself (Deut 29:18)”” (Waal, 2012,
p. 130). Therefore, it can be argued that the third
trumpet is a punishment for spiritual deviation from
the traduth (Beale, 1999, p. 480). This conclusion
confirms the parallel between the fall of the big
star (Rev 8:10-11) and the biblical passage Isa
14:12-15, which refers to the fall of the devil-star
from the throne of God. Accordingly, it is possible
to agree with the conclusion of Edwin Thiele, that
the third trumpet symbolizes the historical period
of the digression of the Christian Church (Beale,
1999, p. 166-169).

Fourth trumpet (Rev 8:12)

Oecumenius asserts that the fourth trumpet
refers to the time of the Lord’s Day. The
basis for such a conclusion, he considers the
prophetic text of Joel, which says that “The
sun shall be turned into darkness, and the moon
into blood, before the great and terrible day of
Jehovah cometh” (Joel 2:31) (Oecumenius &
Suggit, 2006, p. 86). The Byzantine exegete
also makes reference to two other texts of the
New Testament. Oecumenius quotes the words
of the Apostle Peter that “the heavens shall pass
away with a great noise, and the elements shall
be dissolved with fervent heat, and the earth
and the works that are therein shall be burned
up” (2 Pet 3:10), and the words of Jesus Christ
who said: “the sun shall be darkened, and the
moon shall not give her light, and the stars shall
fall from heaven, and the powers of the heavens
shall be shaken” (Matt 24:29) (Oecumenius &
Suggit, 2006, p. 86). The commentator believes
that the Apostle John writes about these things
in the Apocalypse.

The three biblical passages Oecumenius
alluded to are indeed related to the approach
of the Lord’s Day. However, it is worth noting
that only the seventh trumpet refers to the
Second Coming of Jesus Christ (Beale, 1999,
p. 611)". Besides, the two texts Joel 2:31 and

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Matt 24:29 have a closer relationship with the
sixth seal (Rev 6:12—-14), since it speaks of the
moon, which will become like blood, and of the
starfall. Therefore, the three passages cited by
Oecumenius, which speak of natural disasters,
cannot be the basis for relating the time of the
fulfilment of the fourth trumpet to the Lord’s
Day.

According to Ranko Stefanovic, light and
darkness in the New Testament symbolize
two kingdoms: the Kingdom of God and the
kingdom of sin, evil and rejection of the Gospel
(Stefanovic, 2009, p. 295). Edwin Thiele
refers to the text of Ezek 32:7,8 and asserts that
it is not necessary to interpret the eclipse of the
light literally, since “this darkness was one that
involved the whole being of man, a darkness
that would involve the entire nation” (Thiele,
1949, p. 169). Therefore, the fourth trumpet
symbolizes the concessions of Christianity and
the period of the dark Middle Ages, when the
Roman Church strengthened its position and
began to persecute true believers (Thiele, 1949,
p. 170).

Further, Oecumenius wonders why it is
said that only the “third part” will be damaged.
He finds the answer in the love of God and of
patience when the Lord calls for repentance
through partial punishments and those who
resist are awaiting “total destruction in the
future” (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 86).
The Byzantine theologian also points to the
words “He made a path for his anger; He
spared not their soul from death” (Ps 78:50),
and considers them an additional confirmation
of his interpretation (Oecumenius & Suggit,
2006, p. 86-87). In our opinion, although
Oecumenius’s reference to Ps 78:50 is not
correct, his interpretation of the concept of the
“third part” corresponds to the context of seven
trumpets representing God’s partial judgments
mixed with mercy and expectation of repentance
(Mounce, 1998, p. 178).

Fifth trumpet (Rev 9:1-12)

Oecumenius claims that the fifth trumpet
is God’s punishment for apostates after the
resurrection (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p.
87). The commentator does not interpret the
star that was falling from the sky literally, but

considers it a metaphor “Messenger of God
because of its brilliance” (Oecumenius &
Suggit, 2006, p. 87). We cannot agree with this
interpretation since we have already determined
that the events of the seven trumpets will not
occur after the resurrection. Also, the star of
the fifth trumpet should symbolize evil forces,
since the fall of the star in Scripture symbolizes
the apostasy of the devil and demons'. Edwin
Thiele believes this is about Mohammed, whom
Satan used for his purposes (Thiele, 1949, p.
172-173).

According to Oecumenius, the star will fall
to the place where the judgment of the Lord will
be committed, namely, it will be “the valley of
Jehoshaphat” (Joel 3:2) (Oecumenius & Suggit,
2006, p. 87). He assumes that this is about
Gehenna, since the Apostle John describes the
smoke that rises from it, which is a symbol of
not only fire but also darkness (Oecumenius &
Suggit, 2006, p. 87). He refers to verse Ps 28:7,
which says that the voice of God gives birth to
fire, and in his opinion, it confirms the statements
made by him since in this way the Church Fathers
explained the text (Oecumenius & Suggit, 20006,
p. 87-88). Oecumenius claims that the words
of the prophet John that “sun and the air were
darkened” (Rev 9:2) should not be taken literally,
as if the sun had really ceased to give its light, but
this image indicates the filling of darkness with
sinners who were blinded by punishment (Amos
8:9) (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 88).

It is worth noting that when the Apostle
John writes about the eternal punishment of
sinners, he writes directly about it and uses
the appropriate terminology. For example, the
message of the third angel contains a warning
about God’s final anger, which is represented in
the images of fire, sulfur and smoke (Rev 14:9—
11) (Aune, 1998, p. 833-837). Also, Rev 20:7—
10 describes the scenes of God’s last judgment
on the devil and his followers. Although
smoke is mentioned in Rev 9, the contents of
the trumpet and the context do not speak of
the final and last judgment of the wicked, but
only of God’s partial anger over a period of
the Christian church. Of particular note is the
fact that the Apocalypse does not support the
doctrine of the endless torment of sinners, but

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testifies to their ultimate destruction (Fudge,
2011, p. 234-252).

The Byzantine theologian explains the
“locusts” as a symbol of the worms mentioned by
the prophet Isaiah (Isa 66:24) and reiterates that
they will harm when God establishes a new earth
(Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 88). The basis
of his conclusion Oecumenius considers verse
Ps 104:30, which states that the earth is restored
from the Spirit of the Lord. The commentator
then distinguishes between perfect believers
and other Christians. The Byzantine exegete
claims that the completely holy followers of
Jesus Christ will forever be with him near the
throne (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 88).
However, other believers who, although they
do not have perfect holiness, still did not defile
themselves with iniquity and received the seal
of God on their forehead. Accordingly, they
will remain on earth but will be saved from
punishment (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p.
88). To argue his position, Oecumenius refers
to the parable of ten mines of silver, in which
a man gave ten cities as a reward, and five
cities to another (Luke 19:17,19). The parable,
according to the commentator, indicates that the
saints will rule over other people (Oecumenius
& Suggit, 2006, p. 88—89). The third part of
the people who will be punished with the fifth
trumpet symbolize sinners who have decided
to side with evil and have not received the seal
of God (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 89). In
our opinion, the interpretation of Oecumenius
locusts as worms is arbitrary, since locusts are
not used anywhere in the Scriptures as a symbol
of future suffering from worms. Accordingly,
the two texts Isa 66:24 and Ps 103:30, to which
the commentator refers, cannot be connected
with the fifth trumpet of the book of Revelation.
Most likely, according to the traditional point
of view of Seventh-day Adventists, the "locust"
symbolizes the Ottoman army (Nichol, 1980, p.
791).

Oecumenius commenting on the locust
torment that lasted five months (Rev 9: 5) notes
that this verse is the basis for the doctrine of
apocatastasis, which was followed by some
of the Church Fathers (Oecumenius & Suggit,

2006, p. 89). He shows the contradiction that
exists between the opinions of the fathers and
the texts of the Scriptures, where the torments
of sinners are called eternal. The Byzantine
exegete believes that it is not necessary to
oppose these two views but to combine while
noting that he says this as an assumption and
not a statement since the prophet Isaiah and
Jesus spoke of eternal torment (Isa 66:24; Matt
25:46) (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 89).
According to Oecumenius, the number “five
months” should be interpreted mystically,
that is, it indicates a certain period of terrible
torment, which resembles the suffering from a
scorpion, after which they will become easier
(Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 89-90). Note
that the doctrine of the apocatastasis is not
confirmed in the Bible and is a later invention
of the Church Fathers (Cairns, 2002, p. 380)'°.
Therefore torments of locusts for five months
can not be interpreted in connection with the
universalism. As already mentioned, the locust
symbolizes the army, so torments for five
months can indicate the historical period of 150
years of political warfare if the hermeneutical
day-year principle is applied (Thiele, 1949, p.
174-176).

The Byzantine theologian interprets the
description of the appearance of the locusts (for
him it symbolizes worms) and claims that the
Apostle John either describes their form or gives
such a detailed description to reveal the horror
and power (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 90).
He has no doubt that the words of the author
of the Book of Revelation must be understood
figuratively. In our opinion, Oecumenius rightly
notes that the description of the locusts must be
interpreted metaphorically. Ranko Stefanovic
gives several arguments: 1. The Apostle John
connects the locusts with the power of scorpions
and their stings (Rev 9:3,5,10), 2. Locusts of the
fifth trumpet harm not plants but living people
(Rev 9:4), 3. Locusts represent the army, as in
Joel 2:2-10 (Stefanovic, 2009, p. 300-301).
Therefore, it is not necessary to interpret the
description of locusts literally.

Then Oecumenius goes on to interpret
the “angel of the abyss”, whose name was

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“Apollyon” in Greek (Rev 9:11). He assumes
that this name was either made up, or is the real
name of an angel (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006,
90). The commentator confirms the second
thesis with biblical texts. In particular, he recalls
the existence of good angels who help the
saved (Heb 1:14), as well as angels who were
sent to perform God’s judgment on sinners (2
Kgs 19:35; Isa 37:36; Gen 19:2) (Oecumenius
& Suggit, 2006, p. 90). The term “woe” (Rev
9:12) Oecumenius interprets as “great distress”,
and assumes that it “indicates present and future
afflictions” (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p.
90). One may agree that the angel of the abyss
points to an evil spiritual being, but the devil
always acts through earthly authority. It should
be noted that since the locusts symbolize the
human army, the angel of the abyss must also
point to the human leader, the chief of the
army. According to the interpretation of some
researchers, it’s about Osman I (Nichol, 1980,
p- 792).

Six trumpet (Rev 9:13-21)

Oecumenius supposes that the four horns
of the altar symbolize special important angels,
and the golden altar represents “the ministering
spirits” (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 91).
The Byzantine commentator then begins to
reflect on what the words mean that the angels
were “bound at the great river Euphrates” (Rev
9:14). He cites Bible verses that say that evil
angels were bound together (Jude 6; 2 Pet 2:4),
and also other texts (Job 41:25; Ps 103:26; Isa
27:1; Ezek 32:2; Matt 25:41), to show that
demons deserve punishment, not that they
themselves will punish sinners (Oecumenius &
Suggit, 2006, p. 91-92). After that, Oecumenius
asks the question of how to understand the
contradiction, which at first glance appears
when reading the words of St. John: if the
angels are bound and punished, then how can
they punish sinners (Oecumenius & Suggit,
2006, p. 92)? The Byzantine theologian answers
this question by inviting his readers to perceive
the words of the book of the Apocalypse
“figurative, in line with the manner of the whole
vision” (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 92).

Accordingly, this is not about evil demons, but
about good angels, “spiritually bound to the
joyful contemplation of God” (Oecumenius &
Suggit, 2006, p. 92). Therefore, the word “the
river” must be interpreted allegorically, which
according to Oecumenius is confirmed by other
texts of Scriptures (Isa 66:12; Ps 45:5; John
7:38), and four angels are Michael, Gabriel,
Uriel, and Raphael (Oecumenius & Suggit,
2006, p. 92-93).

In recent studies, there are various
interpretations of the four angels. For example,
Uriah Smith, who sees the symbol of the
Turkish army in the sixth trumpet, interprets the
angels as four Turkish sultans (Smith, 1897, p.
480). It should be noted that the argument of
Oecumenius that this is not about evil demons,
but about good angels is weak and does not
agree with the data of the Book Apocalypse.
Craig Koester notes that “The angels set loose
here do not appear elsewhere in Revelation”
(Koester, 2014, p. 466). He claims that they
cannot be compared with the angels in Rev
7:1, because there the angels restrain the winds
from destructive actions, and in Rev 9:14,15 the
angels themselves bring destruction and harm
(Koester, 2014, p. 466). Accordingly, the four
angels (Rev 9:14) represent demonic forces
(Waal, 2012, p. 162).

A large horse army, according to the
Byzantine theologian, points to powerful angels
who have great power. He explains the different
colors of horse armor (Rev 9:17) as follows:
fire color symbolizes “wrath and punishment”,
hyacinth color is a symbol of heavenly origin,
and brimstone color “makes them pleasing to
God, in that they are singing'’ to God, for it is
pleasing to sing” (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006,
p.- 93). We can not agree with the interpretation
of Oecumenius, because the horse army (Rev
9:16) does not symbolize angels, but represents a
powerful army that can point to Turkish cavalry
(Thiele, 1949, p. 177-180). Accordingly,
describing its appearance John mentions the
colors of the armor of horses (Rev 9:17) (Smith,
1897, p. 482)'%.

Oecumenius further states that the symbols

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of lion heads, fire, smoke and brimstone (Rev
9:17) mean “fearfulness and irresistibility”
(Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 93). He thinks
that when the Apostle John writes about the
death of people, then it means sinners who
are punished in Hell. In his opinion, this is
evidenced by the text Ps 6:5, which says that
after death there is no memory of God, as well
as Ps 76:4, where the author remembers God
and enjoys it (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p.
93-94). Oecumenius then concludes that since
they have not confessed their sins, there can be
no repentance. The commentator also states that
those who have not repented (Rev 9:20-21) are
people who “are still living and who did not repent
of their various unlawful deeds after hearing and
seeing what the future holds” (Oecumenius &
Suggit, 2006, p. 94). Concluding his comment
on the sixth trumpet, Oecumenius notes that
sinners will suffer forever, and also expresses
a wish to none of his readers to experience this
(Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 94).

It has already been noted that the
interpretation of Oecumenius about the eternal
torment of sinners is not only not related to the
“Seven Trumpets” vision but also contradicts
the teaching of the Book Apocalypse on the fate
of the wicked (Fudge, 2011, p. 234-252). Fire,
smoke and brimstone need to be interpreted in
the context of the army, so these images may
indicate the firearms of Turkish soldiers (Thiele,
1949, p. 180). Although the majority of the
wicked did not experience harm, they continued
to remain in their sins (Nichol, 1980, p. 794).

Seven trumpet (Rev 11:15-19)

Interpreting  the  seventh  trumpet,
Oecumenius points to God’s eternal rule, and
therefore notes that the words “The kingdom
of the world has become the kingdom of our
Lord” (Rev 11:15) must be understood in the
sense that “the human kings on earth and the
demonic tyrants had been destroyed and made
an end of (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p.
105).” The worship of the elders to God and
their thanksgiving to Him (Rev 11:16,17), the
Byzantine theologian explains in the context of
the doctrine of the Trinity, claiming that they
give glory to the Father, the Son and the Holy
Spirit (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p. 105).

Although the text of the seventh trumpet
does not explicitly mention the Three Persons of
the Deity, the context of the Book of Revelation
confirms that the words of Oecumenius about
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the worship of the Father, the Son, and the Holy
Spirit are correct. Particularly, the book itself
begins with a greeting from the Father, the Son,
and the Holy Spirit (Rev 1:4,5), and also Jesus
Christ accepts the worship of the whole universe
on an equal footing with the Father (Rev 5:8—
14) (Reynolds, 2006; Whidden, 2000). Also,
Richard Bauckham convincingly proved that in
the Book of Revelation there is high Christology
and Pneumatology (Bauckham, 1993a, p. 118-
173; 1993b, p. 40-65, 109-125).

The commentator assumes that the
revelation of the temple of God in heaven and
the ark (Rev 11:19) symbolizes the discovery
of the secret things that the holy righteous
had performed. He also adds that many things
were closed to people, but will be revealed
in the future (Oecumenius & Suggit, 2006, p.
106). Oecumenius substantiates his view with
references to the verse of the Apostle Paul (1
Cor 2:9) and the promise of Jesus Christ not
to drink wine until the Second Coming (Matt
26:29; Mark 14:25; Luke 22:18) (Oecumenius
& Suggit, 2006, p. 106). In our opinion, the
interpretation of the temple of God and the ark
is too allegorical. Nothing in the text speaks of
the future revelation of things that today seem
closed to understanding. We see no connection
between the seventh trumpet and the texts of the
epistle of Paul and the gospels. It is worth noting
that the theme of God’s temple in the Book of
Revelation occupies an important place, and it
should be interpreted through the prism of the
Old Testament temple ministry (Odek, 2017, p.
217-227).

Conclusion

An analysis of the interpretation of the
seven trumpets of Oecumenius suggests
that he wused allegorical and symbolic
methods of interpretation, although in some
cases he allowed the possibility of literal
understanding. While the symbolic method
is consistent with the metaphorical nature of
apocalyptic literature, the allegorical leads to
the emergence of arbitrary interpretations that
are not confirmed in the biblical text itself. It
was found that the Byzantine exegete sees the
fulfilment of the vision of the Seven Trumpets
in the distant future when the resurrection
and the Second Coming of Jesus Christ will
happen. Oecumenius believes that some texts
of the passage “Seven Trumpets” describe the
eternal torment of sinners and symbolize God’s
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judgment on the wicked. In addition, he claims
that the words of the Apostle John contain the
doctrine of the apocatastasis. It has been found
that this understanding of the vision of the
Seven Trumpets is inconsistent with the general
teaching of Scripture about the fate of sinners
and the salvation of the faithful. There are no
texts in the Bible that support the doctrine of
the salvation of the devil and demons. Also
important for Oecumenius is the doctrine of
the Trinity, and therefore, when interpreting
the Seven Trumpets, he refers to the Father, the
Son, and the Holy Spirit.

Analyzing the interpretation of
Oeccumenius, we can conclude that its
interpretation is filled with references to other
Old Testament and New Testament texts, but

they do not always have a real connection
with the Seven Trumpets. We regret to note
that the Byzantine theologian does not take
into account the importance of using the texts
of the Old Testament to interpret Revelation.
We see further consideration of the indicated
scientific  problems in clarifying the
connection between the interpretation of the
passage “Seven Trumpets” of Oecumenius
and other commentators of his time; a
detailed analysis of the interpretation of
Seven Trumpets in connection with the vision
of Seven Churches, Seals and plages. We are
sure that this will help to understand better
the patristic interpretation of Revelation,
which will contribute to a new understanding
of the Bible.

Conceptual Overview of the Eschatological Ideas of The Seventh-Day
Adventist Church

The article examines the features of the eschatological teaching of the Seventh-day Adventist Church. The aim of the article
is to review the components of the eschatology of the Seventh-day Adventist Church and to determine its place in the doctrinal
system of this religious denomination.

Anumber of official statements and documents declaring and regulating the Adventist view of recent events are considered.
The Adventist theological system that forms a view of eschatology as a component of the doctrinal teaching of Adventists is
analyzed. Cognitive, hermeneutic and methodological principles are singled out, which allow to form a systematic approach to
understanding eschatology. It has been established that Adventist theology is based on a historical-grammatical understanding of
apocalyptic prophecies that illuminate the eschatological processes that will take place at the end of the history of the existence
of all things on earth. It has been established that the Adventist approach is based on certain preconditions, namely the message
of the three angels from the book of Revelation as an important teleological principle for understanding the eschatology of
Adventists. It is also related to the basic systematic doctrinal beliefs (God, man, salvation, the church and recent events in the
world). This interaction emphasizes the eschatological relationship that reinforces the teleological nature of the messages of the
three angels.

The study notes that eschatological events are in the context of a special message to mankind in the form of the messages
of the three angels from the book of Revelation. It is proved that the context of the messages of the three angels is the core of
Adventists' understanding of eschatology as the last events that will unfold before the Second Coming of Christ, which in turn
intertwine with other sections of systematic Adventist theology (God, man, salvation, church and recent events).

The aim of the research is to clarify and shed light on such concepts as the "presence" and "present" of the HIGHER
state of consciousness as compensatory enlightenment. The author expressed the importance and significance of the
connection between presence and the present as characteristics of one specific phenomenon of human mental life,
the HIGHER state of consciousness as compensatory enlightenment. The other within the person is considered, the
other which regulates and purifies that is reflected in reflections of postmodernism. The methodology of obtaining
new knowledge is based on a comparative research method. Different states of man and different understandings
of "presence" and "present" in the religious-mystical culture and in the modern philosophy of postmodernism were
considered. "Presence", "present”" and "other" can be understood as another person who has a completely different
worldview, completely different natural properties, and can be understood as a certain state of man. Depending on this,
the research methodology should be different. The scientific novelty is that for the first time such a phenomenon of human
nature as the HIGHER state of consciousness, its compensatory enlightenment is considered. Modern philosophy of
postmodernism captures the recognition of a person's own other within himself, which can be an important subject of
study. Presence and present in postmodernism are understood differently. This is another person who has a completely
different worldview, which can not be understood.

shown that postmodernism operates with an understanding of the categories "presence", "present" and "otherness" not
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only as "another person", but also as a certain state of man, the state of the HIGHER.

Conclusions. It has been found that the HIGHER state of consciousness presented in postmodernism as an inner
recognition of one's own other within oneself can be understood as a compensatory enlightenment, which is an integral
phenomenon of human nature. A HIGHER state of consciousness ceases all unimportant activity. Because of this is
the process of purification from outdated, outdated thoughts and feelings. Purification is due to the fact that there are
compensatory mechanisms of the psyche that are inherent in human nature, which are able to renew mental processes.
The concepts of "presence" and "present” look like properties-characteristics of the same state of consciousness.

Time and Temporality: M. Heidegger's Interpretation versus H. Bergson’s
Intuition

The issue of the postmodern conceptualization of temporality is realized in a number of different fields of science
and scientific schools. At the same time the relationship between discourse of temporality as theory and discursive
practices of temporal modes is widely represented both in "high" and popular culture. As a result, classical concepts and
traditional notions have been abandoned with the consequent predominance of plurality of meanings and variability
of senses, which opens theoretical space for examining time and temporality both in modernity and postmodernity.

The aim of theorizing temporality in this article is presented as conceptual reconstruction of temporality in
Heidegger's and Bergson's ideas who, while working approximately at the same period, addressed temporality from
different standpoints; however, both laid the foundation for the postmodern conceptual apparatus of researching
temporality. The attempts of analyzing temporality also include their most influential approaches to the interaction of
"interpretation” and "intuition" in the post-paradigmatic "drift" under the "postmodern conditions". The methods of
the analysis are stipulated by the interdisciplinary character of the research, which demands complex approaches and
systematic investigation with the bias on phenomenological, hermeneutic and post-structural methods.

The scientific novelty of the research lies in the reconstruction of the notion and models of temporality in Heidegger's
and Bergson's conceptions with the accent on the "volumetrical" reflections of both scientists, which include the
dialogue relations in their creating meanings and concept, the dialogism (M. Bakhtin) in painting the polyphonic
picture of the world. At present, temporality is often used both as a flexible notion and a kind of epiphenomenon of
time, occupying mid-positions between the absolute time and the relative time. Heidegger accentuates the notional
character of time, however using the term "phenomenon" in some cases, as for "Bergsonism" duration is presented
as a notion in its conceptual development (Deleuze). According to Heidegger, all philosophic propositions are
temporal ones; still he obviously could not have introduced his "finite temporalization" without Bergson's claim of
the ontological priority of duration. Though in the postmodern theory it is accepted that the unprecedented stress on
temporality is due to Heidegger, the recognition should go back to Bergson for having transformed the classical modes
of time and temporality and traditional approaches to their conceptualization.

The problem statement.

The scientific study of the development
of the philosophic concepts in the late XXth
century calls into question the problems that are
perhaps the most fundamental statements of the
traditional theory, namely, its anthropological
basis, which constitutes the "frames" of the
problematic fields of the postmodern human
being. This issue of the postmodern "agenda" is
realized in a large number of scientific schools
and trends, and the hallmark of the efforts is
the frequency with which it is addressed. The
relationship between discourse as science and
discursive practices, used by individuals in the
experiences oftheir living in the social world, can
be vividly represented both in "high" and "pop"
culture: fiction, theatre, cinematography, mass-
media, in the diverse and versatile experiences
of postmodernity, which occasion the "self".
As a result, researchers risk interpretations
with the burden of traditional conceptions and
contextual implications. And here of great
importance are the names of two philosophers
who have abandoned formal conceptualization:
M. Heidegger and H. Bergson. M. Foucault
wrote in one of his classical works of theory
that there are times in life when the question of
knowing if one can think differently than one
thinks and perceive differently than one sees, is
absolutely necessary if one is going on looking
and reflecting at all (Foucault, 1990).

M. Heidegger’s research is by all
means a "grand occasion" of special beauty
and meditative wisdom concerning "all
things" in their temporal-spatial unfolding
(Capobianco, 2015, p. 3). It is significant that
in his articulation of the human existence as the
"shining manifestation" of the truth ("Aleteia")
M. Heidegger steps aside from the reduction of
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the being to the "sense", which was a popular
tendency when he wrote his most famous
books, instead he asserts the idea of creating the
"meaning". Putting the phenomenon of Time
and "Zeitlichkeit" into the problematization of
the ontology, Heidegger accentuates the issues
that are conceptually important in the context of
this paper: the interdisciplinary complications
of Time (Zeit) and the general ambiguity of
being (Dasein).

The problem also concerns great
predicaments in interpreting time, first of all,
what, in fact, time is (Khaydegger, 2001, p.
301). Generally speaking, the difficulty of
comprehension and interpretation of "Time"
seems to be a key word in Heidegger’s writings.
The problematization of temporality is also of
great significance as an ontological issue, which
is accounted for by its "undecided" character,
according to Heidegger’s words.

It is important that in the same way
Heidegger stresses the "notional character"
of time in his appeal to keep to its conceptual
characteristics. However, he often determines
time as a "phenomenon" and here arises
some ambivalence: is time a category or a
phenomenon?

Itis well known that according to I. Kant "the
category" is primary, and in Kant’s works time is
presented as a universal form of systematization
of the sensual experience (Medova, 2006).

Heidegger stresses that it is worth scientists’
efforts to make good use of the critical
analysis of the notion of time to understand
the phenomenon of time. Still the question
remains: what does Heidegger mean: some
universal concept or a kind of phenomenon? It
is interesting to note that in the contemporary
philosophic encyclopedic dictionary
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V. E. Kemerov defines time precisely as a
category, which presents the initial scales for
the notion of being (2004 p. 129).

As for H. Bergson and his methodology of
intuition, we can’t but remind of a very famous
(though not scientifically valid) remark made
by B. Russel who said ironically that intuition
works best of all with bats, bees, and Bergson.
However, Bergson’s devoted proponent G.
Deleuze was sure that Bergson belonged to
the "space" of philosophy. Generally speaking,
G. Deleuze made a lot to save Bergson from
ideological labels, such as "phychologisms",
"literature intentions", etc. In connection with
the well-known claim of Deleuze that a true
philosopher is always engaged in the invention
of concepts, it should be mentioned that Deleuze
first said that concerning H. Bergson (Dyakov,
2013. p. 93).

G. Deleuze maintained that duration,
memory and "elan vital" were significant
notions in Bergson’s investigations, he added
that Bergson’s intuition was also a concept,
though it was understood by Deleuze as a
method (Delez, 2001).

However, Deleuze asserts that Bergson’s
duration is not simply "vital experience", it is
"extended" experience, because experience
is always a composite of space and duration
(Delez, 2001, p. 250). In this context of great
importance are E. Husserl’s words that intuition
possesses many differentiations, which are
streaming in parallels with logical categories
(Gusserl, 2000, p. 74). And here again we face
the same problem of definitions: is intuition a
notion, a method, or both?

H. Bergson, being a great opponent of the
Cartesian dualism, claims that intuition is
higher than intellect, by which he challenges
the mechanistic philosophy of nature. As far
as temporality is concerned, it is paid great
attention both by Heidegger and Bergson.
Despite  their  different  methodological
approaches and conceptual statements, both
philosophers — chronologically about at the
same time — created the "turn" in problematizing
temporality, both invented concepts and notions
that lay at the foundation of their doctrines with
the central theme of "Man" in "Time" and at the
given "Moment".

The analysis of the recent research.

Though postmodern philosophers often
dispute about what the "constant universal"
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can be and what it is not, which discourses are
"inherent" to Man and which serve as a "constant
thread" in the totality of human experience,
they, as a rule, agree that the project of "Time"
and "Temporality" reconciles them all, though
mentioning that not every philosopher deals
with "time" (Hoy, 2012).

Very few scientists have not put "Time"
and "Temporality" in the focus of their
research, especially if it means investigations in
hermeneutics and phenomenology (Hinton, &
Willemsen, eds. 2017).

While recognizing the substantially
"determined"  character of  philosophic
developments in the research of time and
temporality, it is necessary to address the
degree to which it has influenced recently
many disciplines and subjects of knowledge.
Currently, researchers explore temporality in the
totality of postmodern science, which is due to
the fact that contemporary situation represents
a more revolutionary civilization "drift" that
any of the countries, both in the West and in the
East, have ever known. J. Caputo writes that in
antiquity the search for the universal concepts,
philosophic "absolutes" meant a form of life,
the very model of "living well", i.e. knowledge
linked with "action and passion" (Caputo, 2015,
p. 25). In the Middle Ages, the West went to
church, and this led to the union of philosophy
and theology in their search for truth, goodness
and beauty as the search for God [8, p. 27].
Modernity is well known to change everything,
for modernity put forth "the beam of reason and
with that the very terms that had been used "to
make sense" of the world changed, and "words
that precisely meant one thing took on new
meaning"(Caputo, 2015, p. 27). A category (an
"old word" that goes back to Aristotle) in this
sense is "one of the modernity's most important
inventions"(Caputo, 2015, p. 32-33).

In postmodernity, Truth is not the culture,
but a mode of thought, and the best way to think
of postmodernism is something like "a style"
rather than a "body of doctrines" (Caputo,
2015, p. 5).

"The truth is not an absolute, it is just an
"Event", maintains S. Zizek (Zizek, 2014). If
there were a "candidate" for Truth nowadays, it
would be "Science". The term can be capitalized
as it means "everything": e.g. "The theory of
Everything" as the new cosmology and its aim,
S. Hawking is known to "encapsulate" a theory
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of the entire universe in the famous last lines of
his "Brief History of Time" (Hawking, 1998). .

However the famous "Theory of Everything"
is but "one more theory", it is of "everything",
but in itself is not "everything".

Postmodern science can be represented,
according to scientists, being in a condition of
anarchy. The famous philosopher of science
P. Feyerabent writes: "The only principle that
does not inhibit progress is: anything goes...
For what appears as "sloppiness", "chaos" or
"opportunities"... has a most important function
in the development of these very theories
which we today regard as essential parts of our
knowledge" (Appignanesi & Garratt, 2007, p.
109).

At present "temporality" both as a concept
and a term is so widely used that it is often
applied as a kind of "umbrella" notion, a
flexible notion of time, which occupies a middle
position between the "absolute" time and the
"relative" time, sometimes trying to move
post both positions. As it usually happens in
postmodernism, much theoretical reflection is
presented in literacy criticism. It is interesting
that in some approaches to this very problematic
field time is analyzed along with space — i.e.
"chronotope", though Western scientists do not,
as a rule, use this term (Francese, 1997). H.
Bergson’s notion of time is particularly widely
used in the studies of literature, for example, S.
Hagshenas’ analysis of Bergsonian conceptions
of time in the "Blind Awl" by S. Hedayat and
"The Sound and the Fury" by W. Faulkner, in
which the stream of consciousness deliberately
defies the traditional temporal division
(Hagshenas, 2016). The general critical attitude
has not been changed since the end of the last
century, though at present the approaches show
some definite signs of evolution towards a
greater degree of reflection of different forms of
art, pop-culture art, in particular.

Nowadays temporality is under research in
cinematography, in music, sculpture, etc. The
evolution of theorizing temporality is presented
in the historical comparative analyses, in the
chronological studies of the concepts concerned
(Baetens et al, 2016).

It is interesting to mention that in some
approaches to literary criticism time is analyzed
along with space, which reminds, to some
extent, of M. Bakhin’s concepts of "dialogisms"
and "chronotope" (Francese, 1997). Touching
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upon pop-literature, it is worth providing an
example of the "alternative history", the genre,
which deals with the variability of time. Of
course, the generic theory of history, whether
explicitly or implicitly, is at the basis of all
alternative narratives, films and series, which
are very popular nowadays (Helekson, 2001).

Of special interest is the use of "temporality"
in linguistics, both in grammar ("time" and
"tense") and in semantics: what is the semantics
of the expressions with a temporal reference?
Linguists suggest that temporality should be
taken to mean degrees of certainty understood
as degrees of acceptability concerning the
eventuality referred to in the speaker’s utterance.
Presenting examples from Judo-European and
non-Judo-European languages, the scientists
show that speakers represent past, present and
future as degrees of epistemic modality.

Thus, K. M. Jaszczolt sets the results of her
research in the context of both linguistic and
philosophic investigation (Jaszczolt, 2009).

Summing it up, it is necessary to come back
to philosophy and stress its focus on the notions,
which are used in "Theory".

Of course, philosophers stress that it is
due to M. Heidegger, to his rethinking of
temporality and history that postmodern theory
poses an unprecedented challenge to Western
thought by calling into question our traditional
notions of Being and Time (Allen, 1989). In his
analysis of postmodernity F. Jameson puts a
"key question": after the end of history, what?
No further beginning being foreseen it can only
be the end of something else. But modernism
already ended some time ago and with it
presumably, time itself, as it was told that space
was supposed to replace time in the general
ontological scheme of things (Jameson, 2003).
As postmodern theory and discursive practices
are closely connected with ideology, power
and politics, the researchers problematize the
political value of "Time". Hence there are
questions: Where does this value reside? Should
politics place its hope in the future possibility
or does that simply defer action in the present?
Can the present ground a vision of change or
is it circumscribed by the status quo? (Huehlo,
2009.)

Intheexistential traditionsome contemporary
researchers oppose the temporality of being
to the factor of representing time; in the
phenomenological sociology the notion of
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temporality is used for describing the dynamic
social subjects in the analysis of the mutually
transformed social phenomena (Boldachyev et
al.)

Speaking about time and scientific ideas
of temporality in Heidegger’s books, general
scientists claim that all works of Heidegger,
both early and late ones, are written under deep
influence of the hermeneutic philosophy, no
doubt, with the diversity of perspectives in the
development of the hermeneutic interpretation
(Bowler, 2016). The contemporary researchers
analyze Heidegger's ideas with a new kind
of interest, focusing on his submerging into
the inevitable "distortion" of the present in
each specific case of interpretation. However,
at present scientists deal with high code of
"telos" or "Grund" (Vattimo, 2019). As far as H.
Bergson's contribution to postmodern theory, it
is by all means considered of great importance
thanks mainly to his admirer and follower J.
Deleuze. Here it should be mentioned that despite
the general negative attitude of postmodern
philosophers towards phenomenology, they had
tried to find some alternative phenomenological
versions, and, in fact, they found them in
Heidegger's teachings. However, German
phenomenology did not appeal to J. Deleuze
and he decided to take foothold in the French
version of  phenomenology, Bergson's
philosophy, namely (Deleuze, p. 301). J.
Deleuze claims that Bergsonian duration turns
out to be a kind of multitude, which is opposite
to the metric multitude. Thus, Bergson makes
two types of multitude: on the one hand, —
continuous and qualitative, on the other, —
numerical and discrete, and there is Bergsonion
"matter" between them (Dombrovan, 2018.). In
Heidegger's theory it is temporality that makes
understanding Dasein, temporality is the main
condition of possibility for any understanding
(Dyakov, 2013, p. 408). Heidegger stresses:
temporality as a "source" is more abundant than
everything that is running out of'it: in the domain
of the ontological possibility it is higher than
"the real". Any genesis in the ontological field is
not growth and development, but degeneration
because "the present" takes itself off from the
source (Dyakov, 2013., p. 410). Heidegger puts
forward temporality of Dasein per se because
of the horizontal temporality scheme, in this
the great scientist addresses "comprehension",
which beginning with antiquity means thinking:
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Heidegger accentuates the thought that all the
ontological positions are, in fact, temporal
statements. They are all investigations of the
structure and possibilities of life in the light of
temporality. Thus, according to Heidegger, all
ontological statements possess the character of
veritas temporalis, which means that ontology
is temporal science (Dyakov, 2013, p. 431).

It is important that H. Bergson extends
duration beyond the philosophical realm. Of
course, the latter is stipulated firstly by the fact
that H. Bergson was himself "a man of letters",
and secondly, by the specific nature of his
philosophy, by the "other vision", not based on
the scientific rationalism or materialistic logic.
The central notion in Bergson's themes, which
have been enumerated before, is the "pure",
duration, that is different from time and that
is the initial basis of all being. According to
Bergson, philosophy is a kind of "vital world",
and outside the limits of the "self-world" all
the philosophical issues become scholastic and
poorly formed. Living life and coping with it,
we mix both the internal and the external in the
indivisible unity of the succession of events.
The reality of time is the first principle of the
Bergsonian metaphysics. It is important that its
moments are mutually penetrating, overcoming,
prolongating "the past in its individualism to the
present". The "deeper" and "richer" is our living
life, the more we realize its reality as the unique
indivisible stream. These moments construct the
organic unity as well as the musical notes from
the melody (scientists notion that Bergson's
father was a composer, so the metaphor "the
melody of life" is very impressive), in order to
catch up all the "melody of life" it is not enough
to play two or three notes, to press two or three
keys.

As for the problem of method in Bergson's
writings, E. Je Roy in his famous book,
dedicated to Bergson, asserts that Bergson's
"new philosophy" includes two parts: "Method"
and "Teaching" (Je Roy, 2005). On the whole,
it is necessary to accentuate the intention
of researches to use both Heidegger's and
Bergson's "temporality" in the diverse kinds
of critical analysis of the "state of matters" and
"positions" of temporality in late capitalism,
post-industrial society, postmodern culture and
quite a number of other "posts" (Massey, 2016.).

In conclusion, we ought to touch upon
the problem of translation. As it has been
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mentioned by many translators of Heidegger's
texts, not only the general style and stylistics,
Heidegger's own key words present especial
problem to translators. Moreover, it 1is
Heidegger who insists that every translation
is an act of interpretation. The texts translated
into English differ greatly from Russian
translations (presumably, from translations
into other languages as well). In the academic
world the translations of Heidegger's books
into English by M. King (generally speaking
her research of the problem on the whole) are
considered one of the most successful attempts
(King, 2010.). Still, as A. Y. Chernyakov puts
it in his "afterword" to the translation of "Basic
Problems of Phenomenology", it is early to put
the well-known translations into the academic
canon (Chernyakov, 2001).

The purpose of the publication.

The scientific target of this paper can be
presented as conceptual reconstruction of the
notion of temporality in the problematic field
of M. Heidegger's and H. Bergson's ideas.
The consequent approaches do not imply the
"quest" for formulas and ultimate conclusions:
temporality is not an abstract model either in
Heidegger’s or in Bergson’s teachings. Our
perspective requires the development (however
not complete) of the conceptual apparatus,
which is important as it can be applied to
specific lives of the definite individuals — men
and women — and can help to analyze individual
experience in the ways of temporality.

The statement of the basic material.

In his analysis of the traditional notion of
time M. Heidegger puts definite and specific
accent on the fact that antiquity established the
essentialistic grounds of the meanings of time.
Aristotle’s thoughts concerning time laid the
foundation for St. Augustine's explanations and
interpretations of time in his "Confessions",
interpretations by Plotin, Thomas Auguinas,
F. Suares (Khaydegger, 2001, p. 302). While
showing the further development in the
investigation of time, M. Heidegger names
some outstanding philosophers who represent
modernity: Leibniz, Kant, Hegel, and speaking
of the "recent time", he put an accent on H.
Bergson. Commenting upon this last name in
his list, Heidegger stresses that Bergson came
into polemics with Aristotle in his attempts
to step beyond the limits of the traditional
notion of time ("temps") and substitute it with
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"duration" ("durée"). H. Bergson also opens
discussions with Einstein concerning his theory
of relativity, however, Heidegger continues,
he did not manage to grasp the true core of the
phenomenon of time. Still Bergson’s efforts are
valuable as they are evidence of his philosophic
search and attempts to trespass the limits of the
classical notion of time (Khaydegger, 2001, p.
304).

In Heidegger’s brief review of Aristotle’s
conception of time the special accent seems to
be made on the first questions, put by Aristotle:
what is time and where is it? Heidegger asks,
how time can be "in presence" and in "Dasein",
provided those parts, which form time, are not
real: time includes the past and the future, but
the first one has gone away, and the second one
has not come yet. It is the present, the "in- and
within time" essence that is always being at the
moment (Khaydegger, 2001, p. 305). Heidegger
comments that we speak about "time passing",
about the "stream of time", though time in
itself does not represent any kind of movement.
According to Aristotle, time is motion, so it can
be countable. Heidegger adds that "motion"
must not be "spatial", and he determines this
characteristic of time by the term "dimension".
For Heidegger, it is significant, because he
claims that Bergson interprets Aristotle’s
notion of time not in a proper and correct way,
when he explains this characteristic of time
as being spatial [Khaydegger, 2001, p. 307).
Heidegger stresses not once that Bergsonian
teaching about time and duration has roots in
his polemics with Aristotle, and in this polemics
Bergson comes to the false interpretation of
Aristotle’s definition of time. While citing
Aristotle, Heidegger writes that time in its
essence cannot be a "borderline", it is transition
and dimension, it is open into "not yet" and
"already none" (Khaydegger, 2001, p. 326).
Heidegger implicitly continues his debates with
Bergson when he stresses that "the now", taken
in the continuum of time, is not a "borderline"
but that, which he determines as "duration". It is
significant that Heidegger, stepping aside from
direct or indirect debates with Bergson, puts an
accent on one of the most valid characteristics
of time, which was not elaborated by Bergson;
it was Kant who investigated it: before the
actual reality, before the moving one and the
one being immobile, time itself somehow had
already existed (Khaydegger, 2001, p. 330].
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Actually, Heidegger constantly accentuates
the thought that the world is a structural moment
of "Sein", consequently, the possibilities of
"Dasein" are rooted in time. He stresses that
any reflection of time, its recognizing and
grasping are possible thanks to such specific
feature of time as temporality (Khaydegger,
2001, p. 364). Comprehension of being and
reflection of its comprehension in philosophy
ought to be revealed in its temporal possibility,
claims Heidegger. It must be noted that in
this context Heidegger refers to Diltey who
separates comprehension and explanation. In
the context of this article it should be mentioned
that we specifically comprehend theory as
understanding (from the Greek "to reflect").
In the connection of "to reflect" and "to look
at", they contextualize each other, so it is not
desirable to separate them by specifying or
limiting them in their interrelation.

On the contrary, it is important to preserve
the potential of each other in synergetics viewed
as a multidisciplinary research approach
(Dombrovan, 2018.). In general, according
to Heidegger, it is temporality that makes it
possible to understand "Dasein".

Temporality is the main condition of any
possibility for any understanding [Dombrovan,
2018., p. 408). Heidegger stresses: temporality
as a "source" is more "ample", — everything is
running out of it, it is overflowing. Heidegger
puts forward temporality of "Dasein" per se
because of its horizon — comprehension, which,
beginning with antiquity, means "to think". He
accentuates the idea that all the ontological
positions are, in fact, temporal statements,
its "truths" represent investigations of the
structure and possibilities of life in the light of
temporality.

As it is stated before, scientific interest to H.
Bergson is being increasing in postmodernism
due to the postmodern theory in general.
E. Levinas precisely accentuates Bergson’s
principal contribution to philosophy: "The
theory of duration. The destruction of the
primacy of clock time, the idea that the time
of physics is merely derived. Without this
affirmation of somehow "ontological" and not
merely psychological priority of the duration
irreducible to linear and homogeneous time,
Heidegger would not have been able to venture
his conception of Dasein’s finite temporalization,
despite the radical difference, which separates,
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of course, the Bergsonian conception of time
from Heidegger's conception. The credit goes
back to Bergson for having liberated philosophy
from the prestigious model of scientific time"
(Massey, 2016., p. 2).

ForBergson, timeisthe integral ofreal things,
just as much as their material characteristics or
sizes.

When a flower grows, it takes a period of real
time to it to flourish, which cannot be quickened
or slowed down, nor can it be eliminated from
the process of growth. Bergson names this real
time as "duration", and the internal processes
flow into one another with no clear boundaries
that can separate one phase of duration from
another. According to Bergson’s philosophy,
the past does not disappear but smoothly flows
into the present forming an indivisible dynamic
unity (Bergson, 1965). Bergson’s "project", as
researchers claim, has developed according
to what is understood as different dimensions
of time. M. Sinclair clarifies: "Time and Free
Will" concerns, in principle, the present,
"Matter and Memory" addresses the past,
"Creative Evolution" focuses on the future.
The development of the idea of duration can be
understood in another sense, the commentator
proceeds, that Bergson extends duration beyond
the philosophical realms, as it is defined in
"Time and Free Will" in opposition to the
spatial world of things (Sinclair, 2020, p. 3).
It is worth mentioning again (in a parenthetic
way) that Bergson’s notion of time is widely
used in the studies of literature. Of course, the
latter is stipulated by the specific nature of his
philosophy, by the "other vision", not based on
the scientific rationalism and materialistic logic.
The central notion in Bergson’s themes, which
have been enumerated before, is the "pure"
duration, that is different from time and that
lies in the initial basis of being. According to
Bergson, philosophy is a kind of "vital world",
and outside limits of the "vital world" all the
philosophical issues become scholastic and
poorly formed. The reality of time is the first
principle of the Bergsonian metaphysics. For
life’s nature it is important that its moments
are mutually penetrating, and these moments
construct the organic unity.

In fact all the span of the human life can
reveal the secret of human personality. It is
significant that in the notions of the philosophy
of life, "the life" is interpreted by Bergson as
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an absolute infinity, the world’s beginning,
which unlike matter and cogito possesses an
active movable beginning. Bergson agrees with
determinists that in viewing a separate action,
we see that it is completely determined by what
has preceded it. But the problem is — Bergson
specifies, — that this interpretation is true if the
action is taken in its isolation, however, the latter
is the false intellectual abstraction. Bergson
mentions that an individual’s life and his/her
personality are obviously not the same. On
the whole, the nature of life is creative, and an
individual, as the whole, is by all means creative
simply because he/she is living. "Free will"
is a creative action, so it is clear that Bergson
does not believe in determinism, because our
ability to believe is the quality of intuition, and
the function of intuition is to perceive our lives
as the whole matter (Bergson, 1965). Of great
significance is the fact, that Bergson marks out
cognition and intuition as two main life forms,
which are initially united in "elan vital". (Here
again we have to touch upon the theme of
"Deleuze-Bergson").

When we claim that the research of these
relations rotates around the problems of
pluralism, notion, formation and difference,
we mean not any declaration of four different
problems but one and the same, though being
analyzed from four different positions (Dyakov,
2013, p. 311). And here we should recollect that
for Deleuze "philosophy is a discipline, which is
made of creating concepts" (Chernyakov, 2001,
p. 9). The philosopher is a "friend" of concepts,
he is always in dependence on the concepts
(Chernyakov, 2001, p. 9). If man manages to
reach the level of the "creative personality", it
is due to acting, creating, not to "looking" or
"observing".

However, the creative emotion, which
actualizes all the levels, is peculiar, and only the
"chosen souls" possess it. Presumably, it shows
a kind of genesis of intuition in intellect (Lundy
& Deleuze, 2018).

Deleuze maintains that both Bergson and
representatives of phenomenology (Heidegger,
Merlo-Ponti et al) tried to find the way out of
the impasse for psychology, despite the fact
that their searches were in different directions:
phenomenology claims that any consciousness
is consciousness of something, Bergson asserts
that any consciousness is "something". In
phenomenology the classical dualism of matter
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and consciousness is preserved, in Bergsonism
there is none of them, only images and motion.
Though some philosophers had said that matter
was in itself perception (Y. Berkeley), it is
Bergson who announced that matter interflows
into its perception (13, p. 302-303). Still this
most important philosophic "turn" can be
represented as the new dismemberment of
the images of matter, which were considered
conceptually intact. Hence, the appeal to H.
Bergson and his ideas of formation, duration
and new understanding of time.

Conclusion and major future challenges.

"Temporality" 1is taking a range of
postmodern definitions at multiple levels
from theory to practice within academic word
and civil society. The main challenge, which
stipulates alternative ideas and consequent
debates, is the problem of "human existence
or man’/women’ living the life" under the new
conditions of the postmodernity, aside from
the tendency to reduce being to "meaning" or
"sense", which is typical for some philosophers
of the XXth century (H. Bergson is included
in this list). M. Heidegger, who applies the
interpretive approaches, — according to his
own words, — manifests the hermeneutic
"creations of meanings" in his immersion into
the "inevitable distortion" of the present in each
particular case of interpretation. However, this
fact does not prevent Heidegger from paying
special attention to the "notional character" of
time and temporality, to those characteristics
of '"notions", which he determines as
"phenomena". Taking into consideration
the different set of relations in the same
philosophic problematization and presumably
their intersection, the question still remains to
be answered: what does Heidegger investigate
in his research of time and temporality: the
category or the phenomenon? As far as H.
Bergson is concerned, "duration", "memory",
"elan vital" are "notions" in the conceptual
development of Bergson's intuition.

However, G. Deleuze makes a disputable
and very interesting remark, saying that duration
and memory are notions, which per se means
"living reality" and "vital experience".

Despite M. Heidegger's presumption that
Aristotle’s interpretations of time are a kind of
"fundamental principles", H. Bergson comes
into polemic with Aristotle in his substitution of
"temps" by a new notion of "durée".
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The latter, according to Heidegger's philosophic  propositions are  temporal
assertions, didn’t help him to reach the "genuine propositions.

claims that "something", which is "within the postmodern researchers generally agree,

time", must be countable, but not obligatory
in the spatial meaning: Bergson, according to
Heidegger, uses this notion incorrectly because
he interprets the character of motion of time as
spatial extent, i.e. Bergson comes to the false
interpretation of Aristotle’s definition when
he says that time is space. Heidegger puts an
accent on Aristotle’s citation in his declaring
that time in accordance with its essence is not a
"borderline", it is transition and dimension.

By all means, Heidegger's temporality,
Bergson's duration and their postmodern
interpretations have produced terms, which
determine notions with a lot of shades of
meaning. At present "temporality" is so widely
used that it is often applied as a flexible concept
of time, which occupies an intermediate position
between the "absolute time" and the "relative
time".

In this pluralized context it is generally
accepted that approximately at the same
time (mid — XXth century) Heidegger's and
Bergson's works appeared as the most influential
approaches to the interactions of time and
temporality. The complicated interwoven web of
problems covers many implicit challenges, such
as "the end of history" and with it, presumably,
the end of time while space is supposed to
replace time in the ontological scheme of things
(Jameson, 2003).

As it usually happens in postmodernism,
much theoretical reflection is represented
in rethinking time and temporality in the
problematization of ideology, power and
political issues, on the one hand, and literary
criticism, linguistics, theory of history, — on
the other. All this testifies to the fact that the
"vital experience" and "temporality", which
are represented now in many cultural forms,
are still remain in the domain of philosophy
with the aim, — in fact, an eternal one, — to gain
reconciliation with passing time and human
finitude.

In Heidegger's ideas, the comprehension
of being is generally grasped as originated
from time, and when "timeness" functions
as such a condition, we call it "temporality".
Thus, according to Heidegger, all the principal
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that Heidegger could not have ventured his
conceptions of Dasein's finite temporalization
without Bergson's affirmation of the ontological
priority of duration, irreducible to linear and
homogeneous time. It is also significant that
the credit, as a rule, goes back to Bergson for
having changed the traditional model of time.
The central notion in Bergson's theses is "pure"
duration.  In Bergson's conceptualization
"durée" 1s "extended experience", the composite
of space and duration. It should be noted that
in his confrontation with Einstein's theory
of relativity Bergson found the basis in the
diversity and multiple forms of time: discrete,
countable and virtual time. The latter refers
to the metaphysical grounds of Bergson's
philosophy of irrationalism, where the reality
of time is the first principal of metaphysics. By
all means, Bergson extends duration beyond the
philosophical realm.

Presumably, in Deleuze's analysis of
Bergsonian temporality, memory and "alan
vital" it is not the past that does not exist;
duration, in fact, is memory, and memory
is connected with the past. Duration in its
essence, determines the virtual diversity.
In phenomenological conceptualization the
dichotomy of the matter and the consciousness
is preserved, in Bergonism there are images and
motion. The latter obtains special significance
in the postmodern "new dismemberment”
of "images" and "things". This observation
points to the important potential characteristic
of '"post"-postmodern discourses of time.
Established as a central focus in Heidegger's
and Bergson's conceptual fields, nowadays
temporality is seen as possessing a quality of
being descriptive of most individuals mostly
in their "living lives" in the normalization
of change, moreover, in normalizing
individuals® instability under the conditions
of the "post"-postmodern drifts of paradigms,
transformations of binary oppositions and
challenges of civilization "drifts". The latter
requires the categories of conceptual apparatus,
in  which individual experiences will be
necessarily recognized in the development of
temporary ways.
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Apocalyptical Vision Dan 10-12: Analysis of Martin Luther's Interpretation

The apocalyptic book of the prophet Daniel attracted the special attention of Christian scholars, both in the early
centuries and in the Reformation era. The famous reformer Martin Luther wrote an introduction-commentary to this
eschatological book. This article demonstrates Martin Luther's interpretation of the prophetic passage Dan 10-12.
In order to better understand why there is such diversity in the interpretations of apocalyptic symbols in Dan 10-
12, it is important to pay attention to the history of the interpretation of these chapters, in particular how they were
interpreted by the Reformers. Despite the fact that there are many works dedicated to Martin Luther's eschatology
and his interpretation of the apocalyptic books, there are still no studies that would deeply analyze the interpretation
of Dan 10-12. Therefore, the purpose of this work is a comprehensive analysis of the reformer's interpretation of the
apocalyptic passage Dan 10-12. It has been found that Luther used the historicist method in his interpretation of the
book of Daniel, but in relation to Dan. 10-12 his approach is more in line with the futurist school of interpretation.
It is investigated that Martin Luther considered Dan 8 and Dan 11 parallel sections that talk about the same events.
Commenting on Chapter 11, Luther devotes a fairly extensive part of his interpretation to Antiochus IV Epiphanes
(215-164 BC), whom he considered a symbol of the papacy. The reformer wrote that the antichrist in Dan 11:36-45
is the papal system. The identification of the papacy as the antichrist was commonplace for many reformers in the
context of interpreting apocalyptic symbols. It is found that the presence of Antiochus in the prophecy of Dan. 11, as
presented by the theologian, does not find an exegetical basis. Arguments are shown that the prophet Daniel did not
mean King Antiochus IV in Dan. 11: 21-45. It has been studied that Luther interpreted the king of the south as the
kingdom of Egypt, where the Ptolemaic dynasty ruled, and the king of the north as the Syrian kingdom, where the
Seleucid dynasty ruled. The Reformer used the books of the Maccabees in his interpretation. Martin Luther believed
that he was living in the last days provided by the prophecies of the book of Daniel, when at the time of the Second
Coming of Christ all the righteous will be saved. It was found that the theologian emphasized that the book of Daniel
strengthens the faith of Christians and is important for spiritual growth.

Introduction

The book of Daniel contains many vivid
apocalyptic prophecies that attract the attention
of both Christian and non-Christian scholars.
During the nearly two thousand years of
Christianity, many different interpretations of the
symbols and images of this book have emerged.
One of the most difficult prophetic passages of
the book of Daniel is chapter 11. Theologian
Zdravko Stefanovic writes: “Students of the
Bible consider this chapter to be one of the most
difficult chapters in the Bible, one that has defied
interpreters through centuries” (Stefanovic, 2007,
p. 395). Almost the whole chapter describes the
struggle between the southern and northern king.
Most researchers believe that Dan 10-12 is one
whole, where chapter 10 is an introduction to
11, and 12 is the conclusion of the vision and
the entire book (Collins, 1993, p. 371; Doukhan,
2000, p. 157; Goldingay, 1989, p. 281; Pfandl,
2004, p. 103; Shea, 1996, p. 167; Stefanovic,
2007, p. 377; Walvoord, 2012).

Recently, increasing attention among the
some theologians is being given to this prophetic
passage (Gane, 2016, p. 294; Rodriguez, 2015,
p. 3). Despite this, there are still questions
that remain open. For example, the question
of methods of interpretation, the nature of the
struggle between the north and south king and
their identification, the historical use of the
symbols of Dan 10-12, and so on. This situation
makes the study of this problem relevant. Also,
to better understand why there is such a diversity
in interpretations of apocalyptic symbols in
Dan 10-12, it is important to pay attention to
the history of interpretation of these chapters,
in particular how they were interpreted by the
Reformers. Martin Luther is considered to be
one of the most famous reformers, so this study
will analyze his interpretation of Dan 10-12.

It seems that at the beginning of the
Reformation Martin Luther did not pay much
attention to the apocalyptic books' of the

Bible, but later his interest in these books grew
(Vogel, 1987, p. 183). Theologian Winfried
Vogel writes about the factors that influenced
this change: “Factors involved in this were
his practical-mindedness in seeing prophetic
fulfillments in events and entities of his own day
and his growing emphasis on the pope as the
antichrist (or, as the main antichrist)” (Vogel,
1987, p. 183-184). Vogel also claims that the
Turkish invasion, which threatened Western
Europe, led to Martin Luther speeding up his
translation of the book of Daniel into German,
which was published in 1530 (Vogel, 1987,
p. 184). In it, the Reformer attached a preface
where the comment was made on each chapter
of the apocalyptic book. At the beginning of the
preface, Martin Luther substantiates its purpose:
“I desire to provide a short instruction on this
book of St. Daniel in order that the simple
people and those who do not know and cannot
read the histories may nevertheless get the gist
of its meaning” (Luther, 1960, p. 294). The
purpose of this preface seems to be the desire
to help ordinary people understand complex
apocalyptic symbols.

Martin  Luther’s eschatology and his
interpretation of the book of Daniel were largely
studied in the twentieth century®. Jane Elizabeth
Strohl in her dissertation “Luther’s Eschatology:
The Last Times and the Last Things” writes
about the Reformer's interpretation of the biblical
apocalyptic (Strohl, 1989, p. 22-47). There is
another important dissertation — “The Breath
of Christ's Mouth: Apocalypse and Prophecy
in Early Reformation Ideology”, in which
Thomas Arthur Dughi also analyzes Luther’s
interpretation of the symbols of the book of
Daniel (Dughi, 1990). It is also worth mentioning
the theologian Winfried Vogel, who wrote a
study analyzing Martin Luther’s interpretation
of the book of Daniel and Revelation (Vogel,
1986, 1987). Here the author says that although
the reformer's interpretation was not free from

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the influence of traditional views and other
theologians, it shows “remarkable creativity
and freshness of thought, especially when
dealing with the central eschatological concern
of the book of Daniel” (Vogel, 1987, p. 189).
Another work was written by Ronald Rojas, who
presented at the Symposium “The Heritage of the
Reformation” the paper “Luther’s and Calvin’s
Interpretation of Daniel’s Prophetic Visions in
Comparison to the Major Schools of Prophetic
Interpretation” (Rojas, 2017). Here the author
analyzes the reformer’s interpretation of each
section of Daniel's book and compares it with
the major schools of prophetic interpretation.
Interesting work is the article “Martin Luther's
Views on the Antichrist”, written by Dennis L.
Pettibone (Pettibone, 2007). It illustrates the
reformer's view of the antichrist and shows how
Luther used the apocalyptic texts of Daniel’s book
to identify him. Although there are many works
devoted to Martin Luther’s eschatology and his
interpretation of the apocalyptic books, there
is still no research in which the interpretation
of the passage in Dan 10-12 would be deeply
analyzed. Therefore, the purpose of this work
is a comprehensive analysis of the reformer's
interpretation of the apocalyptic passage Dan
10-12. In the beginning, we will analyze the
interpretation of chapter 10, then 11, and at the
end, chapter 12.

Dan 10 Interpretation

Commenting on chapter 10 Martin
Luther begins with the statement that it is the
introduction to chapter 11 (Luther, 1960, p. 305).
As mentioned above, this is the opinion of most
researchers, and there are several reasons for this.
First, all three chapters (Dan 10-12) are dated at
one time — the third year of Cyrus (Dan 10:1),
which corresponds to 536/535 BC (Doukhan,
2000, p. 157). Second, from the literary point of
view they represent one whole part (Doukhan,
2000, p. 157). Third, unity is confirmed by the
repetition of the elements of chapter 10 in chapter
12 (Shea, 1996, p. 167). Therefore, it is safe to
say that Luther makes a valid statement.

Afterwards, the reformer notes that Daniel
“writes something special about the angels,
the like of which we find nowhere else in the
Scriptures, namely, that the good angels do
battle with the evil angels in defense of men”
(Luther, 1960, p. 305). In our view, Luther's

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words are deeply relevant, because chapter 10
is really special for the opening of the picture
of spiritual struggle (Nichol, 1977, p. 860). At
the beginning of the chapter, Daniel writes that
he has been in mourning for three weeks (Dan
10:2), and although he does not speak about
the causes of his grief, the prophet most likely
suffered for his people who returned to the land
of Israel and encountered resistance (Ezra 1-4)
(Nichol, 1977, p. 857). The Samaritans tried to
set up rulers of Medo-Persia against the Jews
(Ezra 4) (Doukhan, 2000, p. 158). And at this
time the Lord reveals to Daniel a spiritual battle
in which the good angels are fighting with evil
to help the people of God (Nichol, 1977, p. 859).

Luther aptly states that the evil angels in Dan
10 are called princes (Luther, 1960, p. 305). The
Hebrew word v (chief, ruler, prince, commander)
can refer to both human leaders and supernatural
beings (Nichol, 1977, p. 859). William H. Shea
states that most theologians interpret Prince of
Persia in Dan 10 as a symbol of evil angels (Shea,
1996, p. 175). Reformer says Dan 10 explains the
cause of so much evil in the kings' courts, and
these are the evil spiritual forces that are fighting
against good (Luther, 1960, p. 305). Luther recalls
the exodus of the Jews from Babylon and admits
that for this to happen, the angels of God needed to
fight (Luther, 1960, p. 306). Theologian concludes
commenting on chapter 10 by thinking that it is
enough to speak on this topic since it takes more
time and space (Luther, 1960, p. 306). Thus,
the study shows that the reformer's comment is
concise but meaningful.

Dan 11 Interpretation

Martin Luther believed that chapter 11
was written mostly for Jews, like chapter 8
(Luther, 1960, p. 306). These words have strong
arguments. The book of Daniel is known to be
written in Aramaic (Dan 2:4b-7:28) and Hebrew
(Dan 1:1-2:4a; 8:1-12:13). It is believed that the
evidence of two languages testifies about two
audiences targeted by the prophetic book: the
Aramaic part is written for all the inhabitants of
the empire, and the Jewish part — mainly for the
Jews (Doukhan, 2000, p. 11; Stefanovic, 2007,
p. 30). Luther's position is also confirmed by the
words in Dan 10:14, where an angel tells the
prophet that he came “to make you understand
what is to happen to your people in the latter
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The fact that the reformer refers to chapter 8
indicates that he saw a connection between the
two chapters (8 and 11) (Luther, 1960, p. 306).
Some theologians also see this connection and
draw parallels between these chapters (Doukhan,
2000, p. 168-169; Hardy, 1983, p. 188-208;
Probstle, 2005, p. 701-733; Shea, 1986, p. 53-
66). Then Luther writes that chapters 8 and 11
describe the Greek Empire, the two kingdoms of
Syria and Egypt, mainly to show the activities
of Antiochus IV Epiphanes (215-164 BC) who
persecuted the Jews (Luther, 1960, p. 306).

The Reformer confidently states that
Daniel describes Antiochus as a symbol of
antichrist (Luther, 1960, p. 306). According to
the theologian, Daniel, in fact, wrote about the
last time before the Last Day*. Martin Luther
emphasizes that “all teachers are unanimously
agreed that these prophecies about Antiochus
point to the Antichrist” (Luther, 1960, p. 306).
Thus, the above data indicate that Martin Luther
clearly stated that Antiochus IV Epiphany who
Daniel writes about in chapters 8 and 11, is a
symbol of the antichrist of the last times.

The theologian William Shea, in his study
“Early Development of the Antiochus Epiphanes
Interpretation” traces the development of the
interpretation of Antiochus IV Epiphany in
Jewish and Christian writings and states that
none of the early Christian writers linked
Antiochus IV Epiphany to the antichrist “to the
time of Hippolytus of Rome in the third century
AD” (Holbrook, 1986b, p. 274). Hippolytus of
Rome divided Dan 11 into two parts: the first
part (Dan 11:1-34) he applied to Antiochus
IV Epiphany, and the second part (Dan 11:36-
45) applied to the future antichrist (Holbrook,
1986b, p. 288). He was the first to make such
a division, and the first to apply the prophecies
of Daniel to Antiochus IV Epiphany (Holbrook,
1986b, p. 288). Hippolytus of Rome had a great
influence on the following interpreters of the
book of Daniel, and Martin Luther also came
under this influence.

Although most scholars see Antiochus IV
Epiphany as fulfilling much of the prophecy
of Dan 11, some scholars limit his activity to
only verses 14 and 15 (Nichol, 1977, p. 868-
870). Some theologians completely disprove
the presence of the Seleucid and Ptolemaic
kings in chapter 11 (Doukhan, 2000, p. 168).

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For example, Jacques B. Doukhan writes:
“The events introduced in verse 5 come
chronologically after Rome and do not apply
to the Hellenistic kingdoms of the Ptolemies
and the Seleucids, as the traditional line of
interpretation infers” (Doukhan, 2000, p. 168).
Shea also argues in his study “Why Antiochus
IV Is Not the Little Horn of Daniel 8” that
Antiochus IV Epiphany cannot be a little horn
in Dan 8 and the northern king in Dan 11 (Shea,
1986, p. 31-66).

After writing the introduction to chapter 11,
Martin Luther moves on to a direct interpretation
of the text. Referring to Dan 11:2, which states
that “three more kings shall arise in Persia, and
a fourth shall be far richer than all of them”,
he writes that this text does not mean that there
were so few kings in Persia since there were at
least 10 kings in Persia (Luther, 1960, p. 306).
The Reformer claims that Daniel most likely
singles them out because of their importance,
and the four were Cyrus, Cambyses, Darius and
Xerxes (Luther, 1960, p. 306). Luther writes
that Xerxes was the richest of them, but when he
came up with a huge army against the Greeks,
he was shamefully defeated (Luther, 1960, p.
300).

The analysis shows what Luther sees only
four kings in Dan 11:2. But due to the fact that
the vision was given in the third year of King
Cyrus (Dan 10:1), the next three kings after
him were “Cambyses (530-522 BC), the False
Smerdis (Gaumata, whose Babylonian name
was Bardiya), a usurper (522 BC), and Darius
I (522-486 BC)” (Nichol, 1977, p. 864) The
characteristics in Dan 11:2 make it possible to
accurately identify the fourth king, who was
Xerxes 1 (486—465 BC). This king was indeed
very rich (Esth 1:4, 6, 7) (Nichol, 1977, p. 864),
and the Greeks defeated him “in the battles
of Salamis (480 BC) and Plataca (479 BC)”
(Stefanovic, 2007, p. 417) Thus, including
Cyrus there are 5 kings. Although Martin Luther
also believes that the last king was Xerxes I, he
includes Cyrus in the top three, overlooking the
False Smerdis.

The brave king of Dan 11:3 Martin Luther
identifies with Alexander the Great, who will
rule after the Persian kings but his kingdom
will be divided and his four successors rule,
although they will not be his descendants
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(Luther, 1960, p. 307). Almost all theologians,
like the Reformer, believe that Dan 11:3, 4 refers
to Alexander the Great and his successors. It is
believed that after the power struggle, except
small fragments, four independent kingdoms
remained: “Ptolemy had Egypt, also Palestine
and part of Syria; Cassander had Macedonia,
with nominal sovereignty over Greece;
Lysimachus had Thrace and a large part of Asia
Minor; and Seleucus had the bulk of what had
been the Persian Empire — part of Asia Minor,
northern Syria, Mesopotamia, and the east”
(Nichol, 1977, p. 822)°. Luther claims that then
Dan 11 describes two kingdoms out of these
four — Syria and Egypt, between which there is
a struggle (Luther, 1960, p. 307).

The theologian lists in the table a list of the
descendants of Alexander the Great and the kings
of Syria and Egypt, believing that this will help to
avoid confusion and clarify the situation (Luther,
1960, p. 307). In our opinion, this is a great way to
help the reader see the whole picture clearly so as
not to get confused by a lot of kings described in
Dan 11. After this table, Luther begins to examine
in details the relations between Syria and Egypt:
“The first war took place between Antiochus
[I] Theos and Ptolemy [II] Philadelphus; after
prolonged campaigning they finally reached
an accord. Ptolemy [II] Philadelphus was an
especially fine king, for he sought peace and
patronized the arts. He supported many learned
men and gathered a splendid library from all
parts of the world. He also did many fine things
for the Jews, gloriously adorning the temple and
worship in Jerusalem. In fact, I would even count
him among the saintly kings. In order to make
the peace more secure, he gave his only daughter,
Berenice, in marriage to Antiochus Theos; and
then he died” (Luther, 1960, p. 308).

Martin Luther favorably comments on
Ptolemy [II] of Philadelphia and even assumes
the opportunity to call him the Holy King. The
reformer identifies daughter of the southern king
(Dan 11:6) as Berenice, who was a daughter
of the Egyptian king, Ptolemy II Philadelphus
(Luther, 1960, p. 308). Although Ptolemy [II]
Philadelphus gave his daughter in marriage to
Syrian king Antiochus II Theos, the union was
not long. Berenice and her son were killed by
former Queen of Antiochus II Theos — Laodice
(Nichol, 1977, p. 866).

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The phrase from verse 7 “And from a branch
from her roots one shall arise in his place” is
interpreted by Luther as referring to Berenice's
brother Ptolemy [III] Euergetes, who takes
revenge on his sister and invades the northern
kingdom (Luther, 1960, p. 309). The Reformer
believes that after the death of Ptolemy [III]
Euergetes, two sons “Seleucus [III] Keraunos
and Antiochus the Great, sons of the deceased
Seleucus [II] Kallinikos, prepared for war”
(Luther, 1960, p. 309). But at this time Seleucus
[III] Keraunos died, and now Antiochus [III]
had to return hastily from Babylon and send
an army against Ptolemy [IV] Philopator, the
son of Ptolemy Euergetes (Luther, 1960, p.
309). However, Luther states that Ptolemy [[V]
Philopator wins and Antiochus [III] is defeated
(Luther, 1960, p. 309).

The theologian says that after the death
of Ptolemy [IV] Philopator, Antiochus [III] is
armed against the son of Ptolemy [IV], whose
name was Ptolemy [V] Epiphanes (Luther,
1960, p. 309). Luther continues: “Now, as
often happens when [infant] monarchs must
have guardians, other kings — such as Philip
of Greece — conspired against him along with
Antiochus and were eager to divide among
themselves the land of the boy-king, Epiphanes.
Moreover, there was also dissension in the
country itself, and the Jews too defected from
Epiphanes to Antiochus. For this reason Daniel
says here (11:13-16) that King Antiochus shall
come again and that many shall turn against the
child, Epiphanes, that the forces of the south —
that is, the picked troops of Epiphanes which he
had in the lands of Phoenicia and Judea, and at
Jerusalem — could not stand before him. Instead
Antiochus conquered all these lands, entering
also the glorious land of Jerusalem. It was there
that the Jews helped him to rout completely
the picked troops of Epiphanes. In return for
this help, Antiochus highly honored the Jews,
giving them ample goods and much freedom”
(Luther, 1960, p. 309-310).

The analysis shows that Martin Luther
consistently, text by text, explains Dan 11.
The Reformer identifies the king of the south
with the kingdom of Egypt, where the Ptolemy
dynasty ruled, and the king of the north with the
Syrian kingdom, where the Seleucid dynasty
ruled.
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Luther continues and goes on to describe the
activities of Antiochus IV Epiphanes, stating
that this is the last king Daniel writes about
(Luther, 1960, p. 311). The analysis shows
that the theologian considered beginning with
Dan 11:21 up to the end of the chapter, it was
Antiochus IV Epiphanes (Luther, 1960, p.
311). He writes that this king “did everything
with stealth and craftiness, with lies and deceit,
as befits not a king but a wanton scoundrel”
(Luther, 1960, p. 311). Such an interpretation
was not new at the time of Reformation, since,
as stated above, long before Luther theologians
began to refer the prophecies of Dan 11 to
Antiochus IV Epiphanes (Holbrook, 1986b, p.
256-330). In our opinion, Daniel did not mean
Antiochus IV Epiphany in Dan 11:21-45. There
are several valid arguments to support it.

First, in verse 22, the “prince of the covenant”
is mentioned, and basing on the prophecy of Dan
9:24-27, he can be identified as the Messiah, that
is, Jesus Christ (Holbrook, 1986a, p. 75-118;
Shea, 1986, p. 31-66). It follows that the events
described in Dan 11:1-22 occur from the time
of Medo-Persia (Dan 11:2) to the time of Christ
(Dan 11:22), who was crucified by the Romans.
This tells us that all the events described after
verse 22 must be interpreted from the time of
Christ (Roman Empire) to the end of the world
when the resurrection occurs (Dan 12:2).

Second, Jesus attributed the abomination of
desolation (Matt 24:15) to the future, not to the
past. The study of the phrase “the abomination
that makes desolate” is made by Angel Manuel
Rodriguez, who proves that “the abomination that
makes desolate” in Dan. 11:31 refers to the work
of the papacy during the Middle Ages (Rodriguez).

Third, the characteristics of the northern
king (Dan 11:29-45) are parallel to the
characteristics of the little horn in Dan 7 and
Dan 8 (Shea, 1986, p. 31-66). In these chapters,
the little horn symbolizes a Christian church
that has receded from the truth, not Antiochus
IV Epiphanes. Therefore, the northern king in
Dan 11 also cannot be applied to Antiochus IV
Epiphanes.

Fourth, the activities of Antiochus IV
Epiphanes do not meet the characteristics and
scope of little horn activity in Dan 8 and Dan 11
(Shea, 1986, p. 31-66). Therefore, Antiochus IV
Epiphanes cannot be a symbol of antichrist and
thus Martin Luther's statement is based not on
the Bible but on tradition.

The Reformer, in his interpretation, refers to
the first book of the Maccabees, claiming that
when Antiochus IV Epiphanes returned from
Egypt, he was admitted to Jerusalem using
cunning and deception (Luther, 1960, p. 312).
Luther writes that this king had plundered the
city and the temple, and after a while, when
he came to Jerusalem for the second time,
he poured out his fury on the Jews (Luther,
1960, p. 313). The theologian says that a lot of
scoundrels among the Jews joined Antiochus
IV Epiphanes, but God encouraged Judas
Maccabaeus and his brothers to rebel against
him (Luther, 1960, p. 313). The above data
suggests that Luther interprets Dan. 11 through
the lens of the Maccabees, and believes that the
uprising of Judas Maccabaeus was inspired by
God Himself.

Dan. 11:36-45 texts Luther applies to the
Antichrist, stating that the name Antiochus
refers to the antichrist and the last time he (the
reformer) lived (Luther, 1960, p. 313). Jane
Elizabeth Strohl writes that “Luther also used
the visions of Daniel 11 and 12 to expound his
conviction that the Antichrist of the last times
had revealed itself in the papacy” (Strohl,
1989, p. 41). Strohl claims that Luther shows in
details how “the pope satisfies the description
of the tyrannous king whose reign was foretold
by Daniel” (Strohl, 1989, p. 41). Ronald Rojas
mentions two quotations of the reformer in the
footnotes, where he claims that the antichrist
in Dan 11:36-45 is a papacy (Rojas, 2017, p.
18). Luther also believed that in Dan 11:37,
which states that the northern king would not
pay attention to women, the refusal of Catholic
priests to marry was implied (Luther, 1960, p.
313; Vogel, 1987, p. 188). In our view, in fact,
Dan 11:36-45 really speaks of the papacy as a
blasphemous system that rebelled against God
(Doukhan, 2000, p. 169; Nichol, 1977, p. 875;
Pfandl, 2004, p. 106-108; Rodriguez, 2015;
Stefanovic, 2007, p. 416-421).

Ronald Rojas believes that “The fact that he
allows for a big gap of time from the time of
Antiochus Epiphanes (second century B.C.) to
the ‘last day’ reveals that Luther does not see
the historical continuum principle in Dan 11-
12” (Rojas, 2017, p. 18). Afterwards, Ronald
Rojas writes that when comparing Luther's
interpretation of Daniel 11-12 “with the schools
of prophetic interpretations, it resembles more
closely that of the futurists” (Rojas, 2017, p. 18).
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Indeed, although Luther believed that the book
of Daniel speaks of historical events from the
time of the prophet to the last time® (historicist
approach), nevertheless, Luther’s interpretation
Dan. 10-12 is closest to the futurist school of
interpretation.

Dan 12 Interpretation

Luther wrote that immediately after the
activity of Antiochus, spiritually symbolizing
the papacy, there was a resurrection of the
dead and true salvation (Luther, 1960, p. 313).
These words help us to understand that Luther
believed that he was living in the last time, and
in the near future he expected the culmination
of the prophecies of the book of Daniel, the
Second Coming of Christ, when the righteous
will be saved (Luther, 1960, p. 316).

The Reformer wrote that Daniel was
ordering the world kingdoms one by one in the
correct order to the time of Jesus Christ in such
way “that one cannot miss the coming of Christ
unless one does it willfully, as do the Jews”
(Luther, 1960, p. 314). Luther continues and
states: “In addition, from that point on until the
Last Day, Daniel also depicts the condition and
state of the Roman Empire and the affairs of the
world in such an ordered way that one cannot
miss the Last Day or have it come upon him
unawares, unless one does this too willfully,
as our Epicureans are doing just now” (Luther,
1960, p. 314). The examples above show
that Luther adhered to historicist interpretive
methods, as did most reformers’.

Commenting on chapter 12, Luther
concludes the whole book. He writes that the
faithful fulfilment of Daniel’s prophecies
strengthens our Christian faith and gives
confidence to our conscience (Luther, 1960, p.
314). The theologian says: “For Daniel freely
prophesies and plainly declares that the coming
of Christ and the beginning of his kingdom (that
is, Christ’s baptism and preaching ministry) is
to happen five hundred and ten years after King
Cyrus (Daniel 9), — when the empire of the
Persians and of the Greeks is at an end, and the
Roman Empire in force (Daniel 7 and 9) — and
that therefore Christ assuredly had to come at
the time of the Roman Empire, when it was at
its height, the empire which was also to destroy
Jerusalem and the Temple, since after Rome

there is to be no other empire but only the end
of the world as Daniel 2 and 7 clearly state”
(Luther, 1960, p. 314-315).

It follows that Martin Luther considered the
Roman Empire to be the last, as it is depicted
in Dan 2 and 7. In our opinion, Dan 2, 7 really
indicate the succession of empires that follow
one after another, and the Roman one out of
all is the last. Chapters 2 and 7 also reveal to
us that the Roman Empire was divided into
10 kingdoms (this took place in about the 5th
century), blasphemous authority came to power
(the papacy that Europe from AD 538 to AD
1798), and then comes judgment, and only after
that at the end of the world, the righteous inherit
the kingdom of God (Doukhan, 2000, p. 100-
120).

Luther writes that if viewed from a secular
point of view, Daniel could be considered a
great man, and “though Daniel was never a
king, and never had great wealth or honor out of
it, nevertheless, he did possess and perform the
functions, duties, and offices of a king” (Luther,
1960, p. 315). The Reformer even claims that
the prophet was the true king of Babylon and
Medo-Persia, and among all Abraham's children
“none was so highly exalted in the world as
Daniel” (Luther, 1960, p. 315). The theologian
encourages everyone to read the book of Daniel
because it gives hope, encouragement and
faith: “For here the righteous see and hear that
their misery shall have an end, that they are
to be freed from sins, death, the devil, and all
evil — a freedom for which they yearn — and be
brought into heaven, to Christ, into his blessed,
everlasting kingdom. This is how Christ too,
in Luke 21, comforts his own by means of the
terrible news, saying, “When you shall see these
things, look up and raise your heads, because
your redemption is near,” etc. For this reason
we see that here too Daniel always ends all his
visions and dreams, however terrible, with joy,
namely, with Christ’s kingdom and advent. It
is on account of this advent, the last and most
important thing, that these visions and dreams
were given, interpreted, and written” (Luther,
1960, p. 315).

Therefore, in chapter 12, Luther summarizes
the entire book, claiming that its prophecies are
important to Christians. The Reformer focuses

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on the spiritual lessons we can take from this
book and explains how fulfilling prophecy
strengthens our faith.

Conclusion

Therefore, this study provides a
comprehensive analysis of Martin Luther's
interpretation of the apocalyptic passage Dan
10-12. It is found that the reformer interprets
chapter 10 as an introduction to chapter 11.
Luther argued that chapter 10 reveals to us the
spiritual struggle that is waged between evil
and good angels. The theologian considers this
chapter in the context of the Jewish exodus from
the Babylonian captivity.

It is revealed that Martin Luther believed
that chapters 8 and 11 were written for the
Jews, they are parallel and refer to the same
events. The theologian interprets chapter 11
as a historical period of time, beginning in the
time of Medo-Persia and lasting until the end
of the world. This suggests that Luther, like
most of the reformers, adhered to the historicist
interpretation of Daniel's book.

Luther wrote that the four Persian kings,
who are described at the beginning of chapter
11, were Cyrus, Cambyses, Darius, and Xerxes.
Then after the Medo-Persia came the Greek
Empire, led by Alexander the Great, which
after his death was divided into four main
parts. The theologian claimed that in Dan 11,

Religious Minorities as a Spiritual and Social Reality of Multi-religious
Ukraine and as an Object of Sociological Research

Relevance of research. Ukraine is a poly-religious, multi-ethnic country, where religious minorities are a prominent
subject in its religious field. The interests of religious minorities are protected by Ukrainian laws. But in real life, the
guaranteed rights of religious and ethnic minorities often remain unexercised. Meanwhile, religious minorities have
their own specific needs and special conditions to meet them. In particular, the existing laws do not automatically

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ensure a proper legal basis for participation of religious minorities in public life, especially in such areas as chaplaincy
- military, medical, penitentiary, educational; volunteering; educational, informational and cultural space, etc.

The purpose of this article is to characterize religious minorities as a spiritual and social phenomenon of poly-
religious Ukraine and as the subject of sociological research.

Results. The article gives examples of searching for the definition of "religious minorities" in international legal
documents, in the works of foreign and national researchers. Attention is paid to the description of sociological
research methodology, which object of study is religious minorities.

The results of the focus sociological research named “Religious Minorities of Ukraine and State-Denominational
Relations™” have been analyzed, particularly, regarding the assessment of Ukrainian legislation in the field of freedom
of conscience and activities of religious organizations by experts (representatives of central and local executive bodies,
local self-government authorities (in the matter of religion); leaders of religious minorities communities — persons
with administrative and organizational experience; specialists in freedom of conscience and religions (in particular,
scholars, lawyers, theologians, media representatives, etc.) and believers-members of religious minorities. The main
conclusion the article leads to is the fact that, in civil society, which seeks to be the Ukrainian one, there is a public
need for legal understanding of the new principles of interaction between the state and religious organizations, and
particularly religious minorities. Thus, experts and believers-members of religious minorities assessed the Ukrainian
legislation in the field of freedom of conscience and the activities of religious organizations on a 5-point scale, where
5 is the highest score; and the scores were the following: 3.6 and 3.7 points, respectively. The experts assessed the
opinion on the need to update the legislation in order to increase the level of democracy at 3.4 points, and believers at
3.0 points, where 5 is completely perfect legislation. This shows the existing demand of society, in particular religious
minorities, for a better legal framework for successful governance in the field of state and religious relations, for proper
information and communication activities of all its subjects in this area. Implementation of all legal principles of state
and religious relations, mutual information, constant dialogue will contribute to the improvement of these relations
as a cooperative (partnership) model of relations in the context of pluralization and democratization of religious life.

Social Cohesionand Social Solidarity: inthe Search of Essential Distinction

The paper is dedicated to identifying the essential differences of the concepts "social solidarity" and "social
cohesion" through etymological-linguistic and sociological research optics. Critically comprehending the existing
positions of scientists about synonyms and identity nature of these concepts content, as well as the idea of their difference
in relation to the context of use, the author proposes several aspects of their essential distinction. The argument in
favor of differences in content is the analysis of the frequency of "social cohesion" and "social solidarity" terms use
in digitized sources of Google Books from 1800 to 2019. The paper concludes that in the focus of etymological-
linguistic analysis social solidarity appears as microsocial, primarily an individual phenomenon that presupposes the
"unity of uniformity" and exists on the consciousness level; the use of the Ukrainian translation of the term "social
cohesion" a priori testifies the existence of a certain collective entity - a group, embodies the "unity of diversity", and
is ontologically active. The author emphasizes that social cohesion is a "primarily collective" quality, which is carried
by a social community. A separate aspect of the analysis is the definition of "social solidarity" and "social cohesion"
in the works of E. Durkheim, which are related as part and whole, stage and result. The Durkheimian content of these
concepts contradicts the etymological-linguistic logic, as social solidarity in the works of the classic appears as an
activity component of social cohesion, which determines the type of social ties. The same line of "content bias" is
observed in contemporary definitions of "social solidarity", which is defined from the standpoint of macrosociology
(as a state of society or social consensus) and may involve the activity dimension. Contemporary definitions of "social
cohesion" have more pronounced activity emphasis (cohesion as a process and result of activity), which generally
corresponds to the etymological-linguistic logic, and are less "demanding" on the nature of unity.

Conspirological Theories Pandemic Covid-19: Social Factors of Origin
and Distribution

The aim of the article is to determine the reasons for the spread of existing conspiracy theories about the coronavirus
COVID-19 in society.

Relevance. The social role of COVID-19 in transforming modern day-to-day human practices has been highlighted
by many sociologists in recent scientific publications. At the same time, notably little attention has been paid to the
study of the problems of global social processes caused by COVID-19. The issue of social factors in the emergence
and spread of conspiracy theories that grew up on the foundation of pandemic conditions, now remains open and
poorly understood. On the one hand, this is due to the specificity of sociological knowledge about conspiracy theory,
on the other hand, it is connected with the comparative novelty of the object under study, which makes it difficult to
analyze thoroughly the principle of the functioning of conspiracy theories in social space.

Results. This article is intended to outline certain prospects for future in-depth sociological analysis' social effects
and consequences of the pandemic, focusing on the issues of social perception of the pandemic and the social barriers
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to combating it. The authors' position that conspiracy theories are a social phenomenon, which, in turn, functions
according to social laws has been argued in the article. The results of the article are the identification of hypothetical
social factors in the emergence and spread of conspiracy theories, as well as testing the validity of the assumption that
the spread of conspiracy theories directly affects the spread of coronavirus.

The author's concept of conspiracy theories has been suggested and developed using the theories of social space
by A. Lefebvre and P. Bourdieu.

Conclusion. The authors have come to the conclusion that it is impossible to analyze conspiracy theories in
isolation from the socio-cultural and socio-historical context. Based on the developed concept and the results of public
sociological research, the authors have proposed a set of hypothetical factors for the spread of pandemic conspiracy
theories, the empirical verification of which is the main prospect for further research.

Theoretical Fundamentals of Information Security Policy

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At the same time, the state policy in the field of information security should be based on the principles of ensuring
normal social, political, economic and technological development of society.

Joining of Old and New Institutionalist Approaches in Research of Forms
of Government and Political Regimes

The aim of the article is to study the effectiveness of the combination in political science of "old institutionalism"
and "new institutionalism" in the analysis of forms of government and regimes of government.

Relevance of the study is conditioned by its subject matter that consists of present-day global realities. Such main
results have been achieved: it has been proved that methodological heritage of “old institutionalism” is suitable for
research implementation; ways of joining the normative theory of institutions with other influential versions of “new
institutionalism” have been demonstrated; the efficiency of different forms of government has been compared; new
classification of states by belonging to a type of political regimes has been elaborated. The following conclusions
are made. “Old institutionalism”, including formal-legal analysis, maintains considerable research potential, that has
been demonstrated and realized in the study of forms of government of the states of the present-day world. It is
shown that institutionalist analysis works more efficiently if the normative theory of institutions is combined with
other versions of “new institutionalism”. It has been proved, that from the political sciences viewpoint two parts of
contemporary world are worth of differentiation: the world of democracy (109 relatively big countries) and the world
of authoritarianism (57 relatively big countries). In the first one five groups of states have been separated by the EIU’s
Democracy Index), namely: (1) perfect democracies — 12 countries; (2) high-developed democracies — 24 countries;
(3) mid-developed democracies — 22 countries; (4) basic democracies — 28 countries; (5) fragile democracies —
23 countries. Under our classification the world of democracy is divided (by categories of states) onto the core, that
consists of the countries of sustainable democracy (the first three groups — 58 states), and the periphery, that consists
of the countries of emerging or restoring democracy (the last two groups — 51 states).

National Response to the Global Pandemic: Policy, Social Communication
and Sociocultural Trauma

The aim of the article is to study the prospects of constructing a socio-cultural trauma of the COVID-19 pandemic
in Ukraine. We prove that it is appropriate to use the sociocultural approach and the term sociocultural trauma for
this analysis. Sociocultural trauma is considered as a process: from the conditions for its inception to the signs of
overcoming of trauma.

The role of social communication in the construction of socio-cultural trauma is determined. The roles of the
narrative and media representation are crucial for the conceptualization of sociocultural trauma. Competition emerges
between interpretations of what really happened, designation of those responsible, and development of strategies to
restore the «tear in the social fabric». The definition of destructive events as a sociocultural trauma is a contingent
result. Among the factors whose interaction determines this result are: timing, political context, government actions,
mass media representations.

We find that given its global nature, the pandemic presents itself as a distinct challenge for each society, in a
specific historical, sociocultural, political context. Thus each society will determine for itself the content and degree
of its trauma. The danger of spreading the idea that only authoritarian governments can control pandemics is also
considered.

It is noted that in the context of a pandemic, issues of inequality are exacerbated. In the world as a whole and in
Ukraine in particular, the concept of justice is gaining political potential.
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We prove that the main reason for the absence of the pandemic trauma from the current social agenda in Ukraine
is the ongoing trauma of the hostilities in the Donbas and the annexation of Crimea in 2014. The spiral of signification
in society establishes the key narrative (the trauma of war), which then absorbs others. However, the sociocultural
trauma of COVID-19 currently exists as a «potential trauma». The actualization of this trauma can lead both to a
difficult path of the renewal of public life and to its use in the political struggle. The Ukrainians’ collective memory of
the traumatic events of the pandemic could become a capital for which existing or new political forces would compete

in the future.

Regional Features of International Cooperation of the Western Ukrainian
Region

The role of the border areas of the Western Ukrainian region in international cooperation is of great importance
from the point of view of governance and in relation to the European integration course of the Ukrainian state. The
development of cross-border cooperation is one of the priorities of Ukraine's state policy. Given the task set by the
President of Ukraine to consolidate efforts to further expand economic ties within the Euroregions, it is advisable
to define an algorithm for qualitative improvement of the Euroregions "Bug", "Upper Prut", "Carpathians", whose
development plays an important role in stimulating Western regions. Of Ukraine. The existence and development of
the Euroregions of the Western Ukrainian region provides Ukraine with a unique opportunity to intensify the regional
dimension of European integration.

The relevance of the research topic is determined by the fact that international cooperation, in particular border
areas through the implementation of joint activities and projects, increasing foreign exchange earnings from cross-
border trade, increasing trade between neighboring territories, increasing the number of joint ventures increases living
standards.
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The purpose of writing this article is to explore the regional features of international cooperation in the Western
Ukrainian region. To achieve this goal, the authors analyzed the main theoretical and methodological approaches to
understanding the development and effectiveness of international cooperation and Euroregions, including the Western
region. Euroregional cooperation in the system of cross-border cooperation is analyzed.

An assessment of the level of cross-border cooperation in the Western Ukrainian region was conducted. The
cross-border cooperation of the Western Ukrainian region within the Euroregions "Bug", "Upper Prut", Carpathian
Euroregion is studied. The list of characteristic features of functioning of Euroregions as a form of international
cooperation is defined and resulted. The issue of Ukraine's role as an actor of European integration in the implementation
of interregional cooperation has been studied. The Carpathian Euroregion is considered in the context of Ukraine's
European integration plans. It was found that an integral part of the intensification of foreign economic cooperation
in cross-border regions between Ukraine and the EU is the development of new forms of cross-border cooperation.
The current state of cross-border economic cooperation, the development of its new forms, such as the creation and
operation of Euroregions, is studied. The role of regional economic relations and their influence on the improvement

of the mechanism of foreign economic relations is determined.

“New Minorities” in the Political Developments of Slovenia: Challenges
and Opportunities of Politicization

The purpose of the publication is to study the problems of politicization of "new minorities" in the Republic of
Slovenia. The pending problem of the legal status of immigrants from the Former Yugoslavia makes the research topic
relevant. The research results indicate that the geopolitical changes in the Balkans in the early 90s of the twentieth
century intensified the waves of migration to Slovenia, as the most Europeanized of the states that emerged on the
ruins of the former SFRY. It was revealed that Slovenia has always attracted migrants from other Yugoslav republics
due to the wide opportunities for successful employment and further migration to Western European countries.

It was established that the official Ljubljana always considered migrants as a threat to the titular nation, and
therefore the Slovenian government purposefully neglected the rights of new minorities, by opposing them with the
so-called autochthonous minorities with their number of constitutional privileges and guarantees.

The concept of autochthonism that dominates Slovenian national politics is openly xenophobic and discriminative.

It is justified in the conclusions, that new minorities representatives have created a public organizations network
of on the territory of the republic, but their activities are almost exclusively limited to culture and education, aimed
mainly at preserving national identity, traditions, cultural and linguistic experiences.

It was identified that individual attempts to politicize the activities of minorities have taken place in the past,
which to the creation of several political parties and organizations. But these attempts can be defined as unsuccessful,
and the political movement of new minorities itself is marginalized.

It has been found that such state of things is involved with the lack of a clear political platform, lack of cohesion
and lack of widespread support from the politically active population.

The Ideology of the “Russian World” and the Ukrainian Language (Imperial
Period)

The article examines the state of the Ukrainian language through the prism of the formation and development
of the «Russian world» of the times of the Russian Empire. The content of the Russian geopolitical concept — the
ideology of the «Russian world», which is based on Russian language and Russian culture — has been revealed.

It is emphasized that the Moscow language and the corresponding culture were absent on Ukrainian territory
during the Lithuanian-Russian statehood and the times of the Commonwealth.

The article notes that the most significant basis for the spread of the Ukrainian language is the state form of society
organization. National and cultural rise in Ukraine provided an opportunity to embark on the path of creation and development
of national statehood, which opened up new possibilities for the development of Ukrainian culture and language.

The development of the Ukrainian language in the political, educational and religious spheres is examined.
Significant achievements of Ukrainians in preserving Rus-Ukrainian culture in the struggle against the «Latin world»
due to the creation of a national network of public educational institutions have been revealed; the following institutions
were created: fraternal and Cossack (Sich), as well as monastic and church-parish schools, in which the Ukrainian
language played an important role.

The author emphasizes the prominent place of the folk speech within the confessional practice, translation of
religious texts and Ukrainian-language sermons, because it significantly raised the prestige of the folk speech in
society and the Orthodox world.
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It is shown that the formation of Moscow-Russian statehood is directly related to the formation of the world space
of the «Russian world» — the expansionist policy of «gathering Russian lands», naming Moscow tsars as «sovereigns
of all Russia», implementing the idea of «Moscow as the Third Romey, etc.

An analysis of the influence of the unification policy of the Russian Empire in the political, religious and
educational spheres of public life, under which the Ukrainian language was completely pushed out of administrative
and political use due to the liquidation of the Cossack autonomy (Hetmanate), of the church sphere as a result of the
displacement of the folk speech from liturgical practice, of the educational sphere through the creation and formation
of the imperial educational system, which led to an extremely low level of education among Ukrainians is proposed.

It is emphasized that the formation of the world space of the «Russian world» made it impossible for the peoples of
the Russian Empire, especially Ukrainians and Belarusians who were the closely related linguistically and culturally,

to develop freely.

The National Interests and Alternative Integration Projects of Central
Europe Countries within the EU in the Modern Period

The article considers the alternative to the EU integration projects in the Visegrad Group countries. Attention
is focused on the interaction of national interests of probable participants and initiators of the new integration. The
correlation between regional European integration and alternative subregional integration concepts is considered on a
separate basis. The paper highlights the theoretical foundations and practical political implementation of integration
projects developed in the subregion of Central Europe, in particular, in the Visegrad Group: Poland, Hungary, the
Czech Republic and Slovakia. The historical reasons for the emergence of a certain geopolitical concept, or the absence
of such concept in modern international politics of the states, are explained.

This study (research) aims to investigate the faults and advantages for the implementation of the Intermaria,
Three Seas Initiative, and the Greater Hungary projects in the subregion of Central Europe. The genesis of these
integration initiatives, their current state in theoretical political science and practical implementation in the interstate
arena are analyzed in detail. The national interests of Hungary, the Czech Republic, Poland and Slovakia in the
implementation of these subregional integration concepts and the interaction in their implementation with regional
European integration are analyzed.

The conclusions suggest to consider the author’s view on the realism of the implementation of certain alternatives
to European integration geopolitical concepts. The forecasts are formed on the basis of the analysis of national
interests, within the limits of the declared integration projects, the Visegrad Group and conformity of the trajectory of
development of geopolitical concepts to the modern movement of regional European integration.

Combating COVID-19 and Vaccination as Elements of the United Arab
Emirates Foreign Policy

Since foundation of the United Arab Emirates in 1971 the humanitarian component and foreign assistance have
always occupied a special place in the country's foreign policy. COVID-19 coronavirus pandemic has become a
challenge for the UAE while creating conditions for a new direction of Emirati foreign aid. The Emirates have been
actively involved in combating the infection providing much-needed assistance to many countries. Ukraine was among
the countries which received such assistance. Esurance of equal access of all countries to the coronavirus vaccine was
one of the calls of the Emirati leadership to the world community. On the background of a global ongoing pandemic
and emergence of new strains of coronavirus understanding of the reasons behind the active involvement of the UAE
in the fight against COVID-19 is especially important because it allows to build more effective relations with this
country in the context of obtaining necessary assistance and forecasting its foreign policy.

This article examines the UAE's foreign policy in the context of responding to the challenges posed by the
coronavirus pandemic. Particular attention is paid to cooperation with China in the sphere of organization of vaccine
production in the Emirates and third countries, as well as to creation of logistics facilities for transportation and storage
of vaccines.

The study has proved that the UAE uses the fight against COVID-19 as a foreign policy tool. Providing medical
assistance to counter the pandemic can increase the impact on recipient countries and improve the image of the UAE
as one of the world's humanitarian leaders. The paper has confirmed that a key element in the implementation of these
plans is a strategic cooperation with China, in particular organization of Chinese vaccine production in the Emirates
and third countries. It is believed that implementation of the plans will allow the Emirates to become one of the key
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global players in the market of production, transportation and storage of coronavirus vaccine. This factor will allow
the UAE to have a significant impact on countries that need and will need a coronavirus vaccine in the future.
