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On the Issue of Social Discrimination in Soviet Ukraine in the 1920s

Abstract

The purpose of the article is to investigate social and property stratification in the society of Soviet Ukraine and to determine
the importance of social discrimination for the formation of a «new many in the interwar period. Research methods. The research
methodology is based on the principles of historicism, objectivity and systematicity. The research used the methods of analysis
and synthesis, induction and deduction, and generalization, which made it possible to focus attention on the defining elements of
the named problem. Main results: The article examines the place of social and property discrimination in Ukrainian society during
the period of establishment and establishment of Soviet power in Ukraine. Their importance as a means of educating a "new
person" devoid of national characteristics and cultural differences is clarified. The examples illustrate the use of social and legal
coercion during the formation of Stalinist totalitarianism. It has been proven that the deprivation of social and property rights was
a common practice of treating all categories of the Ukrainian population in the mentioned period and was widely applied not only
to individuals, but also to members of their families. Considerable attention is paid to the legal base artificially created in the 20s
of the XX century. social inequality, which was reflected in all strata of the national society, designed to ensure the formation of
loyalty to the authorities through state pressure and coercion. The scientific novelty consists in a comprehensive study of social
discrimination and social inequality generated by it as one of the leading factors in the formation of the "new man" in the territory
of the Ukrainian lands occupied by Bolshevik Russia. This makes it possible to finally refute the myth of general equality as one of
the main foundations of building a communist society and to prove, on the basis of the archival documents used and the available
historiography, the criminal character of Bolshevism in Ukraine in the interwar period.

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Abstract

The activity of recently established Tourism Information Centers in the implementation of new types of services for the
development of the tourism field should be especially noted. Effective organization of tourism as one of the main infrastructures of
the country's economy and expansion of activities in this field directly depends on its library and information provision. In modern
times, in order to ensure the transition to the information society in our Republic, the improvement of tourism library information
provision and the provision of new knowledge and skills in this field, the creation of national information resources in tourism
library networks, in general, this direction has become one of the priority directions in tourism library information provision. Since
the problem of high-level formation of library-information service in tourism is an actual issue for today's Azerbaijani society, this
problem is still being investigated by specialists in the field we specifically mentioned.

In the implementation of new types of services for the development of the tourism field, the activity of the recently established
Tourism Information Centers should be especially noted. Destination Management Organizations operating under the Azerbaijan
Tourism Bureau operate in the direction of revealing the tourism opportunities of the regions they cover. In 2019, the State Tourism
Agency of the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Azerbaijan Tourism Bureau decided to establish new institutions for the development,
promotion and management of tourism in the regions of Azerbaijan. These institutions are called Destination Management
Organizations. The purpose of the Destination Management Organization is to lead the sustainable development of tourism in the
regions of Azerbaijan, to coordinate the activities of various interested parties, to conduct and manage tourism promotion. The
Destination Management Organization represents the leading regional tourism regions of Azerbaijan, unites several regions and
acts as a direct link between tourism organizations at the national level and communities at the public sector, private sector, regional
and local levels.

participate in international and domestic exhibitions,
fairs, festivals in relevant fields with the consent of the
Agency; To carry out periodicals with the consent of
the Agency; To ensure that quality tourism products
are presented in the tourism market in accordance with
international standards; To defend the interests of tourism
organizations, as well as entrepreneurs operating in the
field of tourism, family farms and other institutions
established in accordance with the legislation; To
receive information about the activity of the center from
administrations, enterprises and organizations, including
exchanging information with similar organizations of
foreign countries, etc. is attributed. The activity of the
Destination Management Organization is organized
according to three main bases: Tourism marketing and
communications: tourism-oriented marketing activities,
promotion, advertising and PR activities in digital and
print media; participate in festivals and other events;
Tourism business and product development: working
with the public sector to facilitate and assist the private
sector and communities to invest in quality products and
services to develop tourism resources; Development of
human resources and standards in tourism: to promote
tourism, support capacity building of communities,
business and public sector in tourism and promote
continuous improvement in quality standards in the
tourism industry.

The Research of the Purpose

The main goal of the article is to mention the main
goals and tasks related to the activities of the Tourism
Information Centers, to highlight the activities of the
information centers operating in the republic.

The Research of the Methodology

Analysis and synthesis, as well as induction and
deduction methods were used during the preparation
of the article. Thus, the topic as an analysis method
has been fully analyzed. Later, the information was
systematized through the synthesis method. Through
the induction method, the activity of tourism activity
information centers was investigated. Then, through the
deduction method, based on those netted facts, theoretical
results, general conclusions, in other words, necessary
recommendations for practical activity were determined.
These studies develop analytical research and evaluation
methods.

Analysis of Previous Studies and Publications

For the first time, this topic has been analyzed as
a scientific research work. The article systematically
analyzed the activity of the Tourism Information
Centers of Azerbaijan and used scientific reports of the
centers.
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Main Results of the Research

The first Tourism Information Center, created on the
basis of a joint project of the Government of Azerbaijan
and the United Nations, and later included in the structure
of the Ministry of Culture and Tourism (now the Ministry
of Culture), has been operating in Khachmaz district
since 2005 for the purpose of informing tourists and
local citizens who come to our country. According to the
information provided by the Ministry, today 15 Tourism
Information Centers are operating across the country,
which, in addition to the Nakhchivan Autonomous
Republic and the capital Baku, Khachmaz, Guba,
Shamakhi, Zagatala, Ganja, Sheki and Lankaran, Barda,
Gabala, Ismayilli, Mingachevir, It is located in the cities
of Shamkir. It should also be noted that information
centers in the field of tourism operate in our country,
and their main development directions directly serve the
development of the country's tourism potential. These
include:

Baku Tourism Information Center

From April 16-18, 2022, work has been done on the
organization of "combo" and "discount" tours dedicated
to the "International Day of Monuments and Historical
Places". 50% discount on 3 tours (Gobustan, Ateshgah,
Yanardag) within the "Combo" tour. To promote these
tours, posters were made to share on social networks and
a total of 10 people were served on the mentioned date.
In order to attract skilled and talented young people to
the "Street Artist" project, awareness and information
work was carried out with informal street artists in the
city, leaders of culture and art centers, theaters and young
actors. On May 20, 2022, within the framework of the
"Street Artist" project, 4 Turkish street artists who came
to Baku for a two-week performance were created and
special trainings were conducted. Information support
was provided to hotel and tourism companies in June
2022. They are provided with English and Russian
language tourism literature and maps about Azerbaijan
and Baku. On September 20, 2022, filming was organized
for the TV show on a double-decker bus (BAKU CITY
TOUR) for Public TV CJSC. From September 27, 2022,
monitors placed in 12 hotels were inspected and adjusted.
Newly filmed videos by ATB are placed on the monitors
and hotels are provided with advertising printed products.
According to the decision of the Cabinet of Ministers
of the Republic of Azerbaijan No. 287 dated August 8,
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2020, on the approval of the "Rules for organizing the
activities of hotels in the Republic of Azerbaijan during
the Corona virus (COVID-19) pandemic", monitoring
is organized for the purpose of monitoring compliance
with the requirements of these rules (Report of the Baku,
2022).

Barda Tourism Information Center

Barda Tourism Information Center promotes and
implements the tourism policy determined by the State
Tourism Agency in the region. During the period, it
carries out services related to the promotion of the
tourism potential of the region, as well as the delivery
of information to guests visiting the region. The tourism
information center has prepared relevant advertising
and print materials for the purpose of developing rural
tourism, cultural tourism, and other types of tourism in
the regions, promoting local tourism routes, and meetings
are held with employees of tourism facilities. The center
makes proposals for the creation of tourism products,
support of tourism types and improvement of the region's
infrastructure in the regions where it operates, as well as
prepares and distributes visual resources on information
about tourism opportunities in other regions of the
country. Information about local and foreign tourists
visiting the region (from which country they come, route
direction and activity interests) is collected and recorded
(Report of the Barda, 2022).

Shamakhi Tourism Information Center

The expansion of construction works in Shamakhi
region in recent years has a positive effect on the
development of the tourism sector of the region. The
appearance of Shamakhi has become more modern
after asphalt was laid on inner city streets and roads,
a new lighting system was installed, sidewalks were
beautified, and other construction works were carried
out. The reconstruction of the 25-kilometer Shamakhi-
Pirgulu road, the construction of a 158-meter bridge
over the Pirsaat river, and other reconstruction measures
not only improved the beauty of the ancient city,
but also created a foundation for people's comfort.
During the implementation of construction measures,
the preservation of the antiquity of Shamakhi and the
national architectural style is given serious consideration.
That is why the interest of tourists in modern and ancient
Shamakhi is increasing (Report of the Shamakhi, 2022).

Ismayilli Tourism Information Center

Ismayilli is located in a very favorable area for
the development of tourism. The development of folk
crafts and construction works in the national style in the
settlements of Lahic and Basgal from ancient times create
a vivid image of the architectural traditions of our people.
These monuments, which have high aesthetic values and
arouse deep respect for our national-spiritual heritage and
historical past, are characterized by richness of form and
aesthetic impact.

The nature and animal world of the region is very
rich. Most of its territory is located in the mountainous
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zone. Girdiman, Ax-ox and Goychay rivers flow through
the area. There are charming waterfalls near the villages
of Galacik, Chaygovushan, Brovdal, and Mudrusa,
natural lakes in the mountainous area, and large-scale
water reservoirs near the villages of Kurdmashi and
Ashigbayram. In the area called "Bedo" in the village
of Tirjan, near the villages of Diyalli, Namazgah, Istisu,
there are many waters of therapeutic importance.

For your information, we inform you that the interest
in rural tourism in Ismayilli has increased significantly in
recent years. As the region is located in a mountainous
region, this type of tourism is more promising. This type
of tourism is widely used in the villages at the foot of
the mountain. The advantages of this type of recreation
are obvious. First, the rural landscape is very exotic
for those who live in the city. Fresh air, wild nature
landscapes contribute significantly to good rest, and
create opportunities for urban people to strengthen their
health. Secondly, close acquaintance with the cultural
traditions of the region gives them a unique chance to
gain deep knowledge about the customs and traditions of
the people. The countryside also provides opportunities
for active recreation. It is necessary to add to all these
positive points that recreation in rural areas is cheap. This
type of recreation is financially beneficial for both parties
- the family of the host and the tourists - from a financial
point of view: this type of service means a profit for the
villagers thanks to the vacationers, and for the tourists
a vacation place that is much cheaper than in the usual
resorts and health centers (Report of the Ismailli, 2022).

Gabala Tourism Information Center

The Gabala Tourism Information Center, which
is part of the structure of the Azerbaijan State Tourism
Agency, has been operating since 13.07.2015. The
Center is working not only on the Gabala region where
it is located, but also on the region within its sphere of
activity. The main goal of the center is to develop domestic
tourism in the region, to attract local and foreign tourists
to the region, and to convey all the information about the
tourism potential of this region of our country to every
part of the world through information technologies. Also,
an action plan has been prepared in order to increase the
effectiveness of the work of the Center. Gabala Tourism
Information Center expands its experience by participating
in international tourism exhibitions organized in our
country as well as exhibitions held abroad.

The Gabala Tourism Information Center carries out
relevant activities for the purpose of informing local
and foreign tourists. Thus, the Information Center for
the provision of services related to tourists operates all
days of the week, the Center prepares advertising and
print products in various languages, provides information
to tourists via the Internet, telephone and directly in the
office by employees, as well as constantly improving the
foreign language skills of employees. actions are taken.
In addition, it provides accommodation for tourists in
appropriate hotels, transport service and local guides, and
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organizes excursions (Report of Gabala, 2022).

Guba Tourism Information Center

Guba Tourism Information Center has been operating
since 15.05.2008. The main task of the center is to explore
opportunities for information about tourism products
in the Guba region, to ensure their development and to
organize their promotion among tourists. Since February
2019, the structure of the center has been changed
and it has been managed in the form of a Destination
Management Organization. The main function of the
Guba Destination Management Organization is the
development, promotion, and management of tourism
in the Guba and Gusar regions under the State Tourism
Agency of the Republic of Azerbaijan and the Azerbaijan
Tourism Bureau, as well as the establishment of relations
between the public sector, the private sector and the
community at the local level, and the development of
human resources and standards. consists of preparation.
Based on this, we can say that the Guba Destination
Management Organization has 3 main functions: human
resources and its standards, tourism marketing and
communications, tourism product promotion.

Since the day Guba Destination Management
Organization started its activities, it has carried out many
measures and evaluations in Guba and Gusar regions on
the mentioned 3 functions. Guba and Gusar regions are
rich in tourism potential. Since the day we started our
activity, new tourism products have been researched and
a single tourism products database of the center has been
created. We have contributed to the events in order to
bring a tourism approach to the local events and attract
more visitors and have participated as an organizer in
many events. Many activities have been carried out in the
direction of Tourism Marketing and Communications,
which is another function of ours. So, we can show
local media tourism coverage, familiarization trips and
implementation of various types of printed and electronic
promotional products. The work we have done in the
direction of the development of human resources and its
standards in tourism has been in the direction of shaping
the guest experience in tourism. Guba Destination
Management Organization held meetings with many
local entrepreneurs in support of tourism development.

From the day of the establishment of the Guba
Destination Management Organization, a database of
tangible and intangible tourism products, a database of
hotels, restaurants and rural guest houses was created and
is constantly updated (Report of Guba, 2022).

Khachmaz Tourism Information Center

Khachmaz Tourism Information Center has been
operating since December 2006. Khachmaz city, H.Z. It is
located at Taghiyev 13. Khachmaz Tourism Information
Center includes Khachmaz, Shabran and Siyazan regions.

Brochures reflecting the tourism potential of
Khachmaz region were prepared and distributed to
visiting tourists and hotels; The "Tourism and Travels"
exhibition dedicated to the anniversary of the national
leader Heydar Aliyev was organized by the Khachmaz
Tourism Information Center, and the participation
of representatives of business entities, governmental
and non-governmental organizations operating in the
region was ensured at the exhibition. About 30 leaders
of reputable tourism companies participated in the
exhibition; Together with the representatives of the
Azerbaijan Hotel Association, within the framework
of the procedure of awarding stars to hotels, the hotels
located in Nabran settlement and which applied for
awarding stars were inspected; With the support of the
Khachmaz Tourism Information Center and the joint
organization of the Youth and Sports Departments of
the Khachmaz and Gusar regions, a "Summer camp"
was organized for children, teenagers and young people
in the recreation center located in the village of North,
Khachmaz region; In Khachmaz region, Istisu settlement,
Seyidli village administrative territorial circle, Nabran
village administrative territorial circle, 2 times in each
of them, trainings called "Educational activities in the
field of developing ecotourism in villages" were held at
different times. Brochures and guidebooks containing
the tourism potential of our region and our republic were
distributed to the training participants. A community
group consisting of 5 people was created from among the
active residents of the village. At the round table held on
28.04.2022, information was provided about the results
of the work done (Report of the Khachmaz, 2022).

Zagatala Tourism Information Center

Zagatala Tourism Information Center has been
operating since 2009. It is located at Heydar Aliyev
Avenue 2, Zagatala city.

Activity Directions:

- The tourism potential of the North-West region
continues to be studied and investigated.

- In order to attract tourists to the region and develop
tourism opportunities, a tourist route was created
in 4 directions - "Car-Honzogor-Gabizdara", "Lake
Khalakhel", "Yukhari Chardagal-Ganslar waterfall" and
"Meshlesh-Taza lake".

- During 2021-2022, rural guesthouses located in the
region, especially in mountain villages, were investigated
and added to the single database.

- In order to register guest houses and measure the
level of service, a survey was conducted among the
guests in the village guest houses located in the villages
of Car, Gabizdara, Meshlesh, Kebeloba.
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- For the purpose of researching the existing tourism
potential, info-tours were organized with the employees
of the Zagatala Tourism Information Center to many areas
located in the Zagatala territory - New Lake, Honzogor
Height, Holoda religious sanctuary.

- Monitoring of hotels related to Covid 19 has been
continued since 2020.

Implemented projects:

- In order to develop cultural tourism and create
a reliable source about this art, the Zagatala Tourism
Information Center researched the kalaghayis in Zagatala
and Balakan regions in connection with the scientific-
research work on "History of kalaghayi art in Azerbaijan"
and submitted the information and pictures to the "Cultural
Heritage and Scientific Researches" department.

- Hotels and inns in the region were invited to the
meeting on "increasing initiative in voluntary payment
of payments to local budgets from persons providing
sanatorium-resort, hotel and tourism services".

- Projects related to the development of tourism
in Zagatala were submitted by the Zagatala Tourism
Information Center to the grant project of the State
Tourism Agency.

- "Lechak Farm" and "Zagatala River" plantations
and production area were inspected.

- In April 2022, hotels and inns in the region were
invited to a meeting on "increasing initiative in voluntary
payment of payments to local budgets from persons
providing sanatorium-resort, hotel and tourism services".

- A meeting was held with the owners of rural
guesthouses in connection with the project "Support
to agrotourism and rural guesthouses" of the State
Employment Agency, they were informed about this
project and the owners of rural guesthouses were directed
to the Employment Department by the Zagatala Tourism
Information Center.

- In May 2022, rural guest houses located in Car,
Kebeloba, Yukhari Tala villages of Zagatala were
inspected, pictures and information were collected and
stored in the database.

- In order to increase tourism interests among young
people, high school students were invited to the Tourism
Information Center and discussions were held with them
about tourism potential.

- In June 2022, active young people were informed
to participate in the session of the #EU4Culture project
funded by the European Union (EU) on the topic "Call for
mobility grants to support Art and Culture professionals,
people with a passion for creativity".

- In August 2022, representatives of the Zagatala
Tourism Information Center participated in the exhibition
and sale of rural products called "Kend bogchast"
organized by Fao in Zagatala.

- In September 2022, Zagatala Tourism Information
Center jointly with GEM conducted monitoring in hotels
according to the updated monitoring form and new
monthly schedule and submitted it to the State Tourism

Agency.

- According to the decision of the Cabinet of Ministers
of the Republic of Azerbaijan No. 287 dated August 8,
2020 on approving the "Rules for the organization of the
activities of hotels in the Republic of Azerbaijan during
the coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic", organizing
monitoring for the purpose of monitoring compliance
with the requirements of these rules (Report of Zagatala,
2022).

Sheki Tourism Information Center

reshaped by the regulations approved by the decision
No. 06 of the State Tourism Agency of the Republic
of Azerbaijan dated January 31, 2019. Sheki Tourism
Information Center In the territory of Sheki city, Balaken
and Gakh districts (Shekiregion), the Tourism Information
Center carries out activities on tourism issues determined
by the approved Regulation. The current management of
Sheki Tourism Information Center is carried out by the
director appointed by the chairman of the State Tourism
Agency of the Republic of Azerbaijan.

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Abstract

The purpose of the research is to study the perception of the Korean War of 1950-1953 by Canadian society, as well as its
place and main characteristics in the public discourse of the country. The relevance of this issue lies in the fact that the Korean War
is an important component of the Cold War for Canada as an armed conflict in which the country had seen direct action as a part
of the collective West. Accordingly, the discursive explanations of the causes, nature and meaning of the war that were widespread
in the country are of great interest. Main results: It was concluded that the parameters of the war were clearer in the professional
political discourse than in the public discourse as a whole. It was found that the relevance of the conflict in society was lower than
hypothetical due to the small number of the contingent, the absence of compulsion to participate in the war, and a certain stability
of the framework of the Cold war as of the beginning of the 1950s. The impact of the dynamics of hostilities in different periods
on the discursive perception of conflict was also analyzed. It was also discovered that the parliamentary political forces as a whole
had a consensus perception of the role that the country should play in the war, but slightly different ideological motivations for
such participation.

Conclusions: The Korean War of 1950-1953 received a specific response in Canadian public discourse. At the beginning, its
prospective dimensions were not yet clear, but the deployment of large-scale hostilities did not lead to total attention to the conflict
— it did not receive the highest priority even before some internal Canadian problems. Further involvement of the People's Republic
of China in the war and the USSR led to further polarization of the world in the eyes of Canadians, as did the ideological differences
of the parties. But such an influence was to a lesser extent than might have been expected — in some way due to the official position
that the hostilities were an operation under the auspices of the UN, rather than a struggle against world communism. Another reason
was the short duration of intense hostilities with the participation of the Canadian contingent and the transition of the war into a
slow-down phase already in the middle of 1951. The originality and scientific novelty of the study consists in the application of new
methodological principles for the first time to the study of the issues of the article and shifting the focus of attention from military
and diplomatic parameters to the discursive ones.

Introduction.

Problem definition. The relevance of the mentioned
topic lies in the high importance of the Korean War of
1950-1953 within the framework of the history of the
Cold War as an important milestone that to some extent
laid the context of the confrontation for the future. For
Canada, these events were discursively important as
the first post-World War II large-scale armed conflict in
which the country took a significant and direct role.

Historiography. The high relevance of the researched
question is also confirmed by the strong attention in the
scientific environment. Thus, the historiography of the
problem includes the works of David Bercuson (2002),
Greg Donaghy (2011; 2014), Denis Stairs (2000), William
Johnston (2011), and George Egerton (1997). However,
these scholars focused mainly on the military-diplomatic
aspects of the issue, rather than on discursive practices
as such. Don Munton was somewhat closer to our aims
in its focus on the Canadian media (Munton, 1984).
Nevertheless, it was more of a social study to show the
general correlations of the public opinions shifts to the
media coverages of the Cold War events during the period
studied by the author. Accordingly, the Aim of our Study
is to investigate the perception of the Korean War as an
armed and geopolitical conflict in the public discourse of
Canada, to study the level of its relevance, as well as the
state of awareness of its causes, the characteristics of the
opposing parties and the results.

Sources. The source base of our article is multifaceted,
which is motivated by the need to reveal different
plans and levels of application of discursive practices.
It includes official documents, specifically Canadian
parliamentary debates and official government reports
on the war, media materials, interviews and memoirs.
Caricatures and audio-visual sources that were designed
to demonstrate war stories, including documentaries,
were also studied. Methods and methodology. In our
work, in addition to general scientific methods of analysis
and synthesis, deduction and induction, we also used
methods of content analysis of individual sources, as well
as discourse analysis in order to highlight the contextual
and symbolic content of these events and processes for
participants in Canadian public discourse.

The Main Material and Results.

Canada's first massive involvement in the East-
West military confrontation occurred in 1950 during
the Korean War. At this point, the situation in Asia has
changed; in mainland China, the communists won, who
proclaimed the People's Republic of China, and on the
Korean peninsula itself there was a serious threat of the
establishment of a communist regime by force. If we take
into account demilitarized Japan, it becomes quite clear
that the threat of the spread of communism could have
been stopped only with the active assistance of the United
States. Canada had to determine its place and role in this
confrontation, because the security of the Pacific region
was extremely important to it.
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As we know, the country agreed to provide its troops
as part of the implementation of the UN peacekeeping
operation. Dean Oliver, an employee of the Canadian
Museum of Military History, believes that it was the
aggression of the Korean communists that further
motivated Ottawa to place its military equipment and
army in Europe (Oliver, 2022). Canadian political elites
reacted at the beginning of the war in a consolidated
and approving way. Questions arose only about the
scope and specific forms of participation. An indicator
of this, in our opinion, was the unanimity of all parties
represented in the House of Commons (Official History,
1966). Immediately before the intervention in the war, the
Canadian Prime Minister Louis Saint Laurent declared
“..any participation of Canada in the implementation
of the UN resolution — and I want to emphasize this —
will not be participation in the war against any state. It
would be our participation in a collective police action
under the control and authority of the United Nations in
order to restore peace ... only under such circumstances
this country would be involved in such actions” (Official
History, 1966).

At the beginning of the conflict, its significance (and
prospective scope) was not fully understood in Canada.
Thus, on June 26, 1950, Secretary of State for Foreign
Affairs Lester Pearson's speech in Parliament only briefly
summarized the results of the UN Security Council's vote
for the resolution and noted the above-described position
of the government to participate in a peacekeeping
operation aimed at curbing North Korean aggression.
Not a word was said about communist expansion, and the
role of the USSR was described only formally — as a state
that abstained from voting in the Security Council. The
opposition also did not manage to expand the discussion
— except that the issue of the need for government
participation in the possible evacuation of Canadians
from Korea was raised (House of Commons, 1950b).
After the US President Gary Truman announced plans
to actively involve the United States armed forces in the
war, Secretary of State Lester Pearson welcomed this
decision, calling it a chance to resolve the contradictions
that had divided the country (House of Commons,
1950c). Characteristically, a government official more
often refers to the South simply as "Korea" rather than
"South Korea," while the North is always clearly referred
to as "North Korea." The reasons for this approach were
simple — Ottawa recognized Syngman Rhee's regime
as the legitimate authority in all of Korea and had no
diplomatic relations with the North. Likewise, the
Republic of Korea was proclaimed before the Democratic
People's Republic of Korea. Finally, the government in
Seoul was recognized by the UN General Assembly as
the only legitimate authority on the peninsula.

The opposition also welcomed such a course.
Thus, Tory MP Gordon Graydon said that he listened
to Pearson's statement with deep interest and support
(House of Commons, 1950d). He also noted that in
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matters of international relations, the parliament should
demonstrate unity as "Canadians" "despite their party
affiliation" (House of Commons, 1950¢). Conservative
leader George Drew was more radical and portrayed the
Northern invasion as "Kremlin aggression", giving the
events a global context (House of Commons, 1950f). In
his speech, the military preparations of the USSR were
also described.

The Social Credit party leader Solon Earl Low not
only supported the involvement in the conflict, but said
Canada had both a legal and moral obligation to do so
(House of Commons, 1950g). It is characteristic that
the South’s calls for support from him were noted as
the desired goal of restoring the control of the Syngman
Rhee regime precisely over the areas up to the former
demarcation line. Even the aid was supposed to go to the
“Government of South Korea”, even though Seoul was
known to claim sovereignty over the entire peninsula, not
just the area south of the 51st parallel. So, the first decision
was supported by parliamentarians. But first of all, it
was not about stopping the expansion of communism as
for everyone, but more of the struggle for freedom — as
Canadian politicians understood it through the prism of
their own country's view of democracy.

Was Canada’s involvement a move in the fairway
of US (and/or UK) policy? Liberal MP Jean-Francois
Pouliot noted that the attitude and involvement in the war
was excessive at its very beginning. It was about both the
media characteristics of the events — largely anti-Soviet
— and the government's intention to join the counter-
aggression earlier than the UN calls for it (House of
Commons, 1950e). However, his conservative opponent
Howard Green justified the actions of Washington and
London, noting that "these two great powers that are
leading the world today in this crisis ... I believe that
Canada should stand by them". His colleague from Social
Credit, John Blackmore, noted that “they've always done
it...they shouldn’t have waited for a UN decision” (House
of Commons, 1950h).

So, in the context of Canada's participation in the
global confrontation, the attitude of political forces
already shows certain differences in positions. Although
in one way or another all the actors shared serious hopes
for the UN and a desire to protect the common values of
the West (first of all, freedom in the broadest sense), there
was a certain difference. For conservatives, participation
in the conflict was a natural manifestation of the unity of
the Anglo-Saxon world and even a certain messianism, an
urge to fight the influence of the “Kremlin”. However, for
the Liberals it was a fight for Canadian national values,
for the interests of their own country more than for the
interests of the “West”. The war and the participation in it
didn’t become a one-time generation of these foundations
— it simply sharpened the accents and revealed them more
precisely.

Public reaction to participation in the conflict was
not unanimous. As event participant Andrew Moffett
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notes in his memoirs, “The truth is that even during the
war, few Canadians knew we were part of [the] war and
seemed even less concerned about it!” (Heritage Tours,
2014). A large number of young people who came under
the draft for peacekeeping forces were motivated and
had a positive attitude to their prospects — participation
in the military contingent designed to be sent to Korea
was voluntary (Canada’s Army, 1956). As of March
1951, 10,208 soldiers were mobilized, and 1,521 cases
of AWOL were recorded. Another 2,230 people were
dismissed as unfit for military service (Official History,
1966).

Simultaneously with the beginning of the hot phase of
the war in 1950, a general strike of railway workers took
place in the country, which largely paralyzed the transport
system. It was associated with economic reasons — rising
prices while maintaining the level of wages in 1948-1950
and was organized not by the Canada communists, but
by trade unions. The most popular newspapers published
during this period of time sometimes placed headlines
on the situation in Korea and on the strike on their front
pages, but the latter often prevailed in terms of volume.
For example, the front page of the Montreal Daily Star
on August 19, 1950, carried the headline: “Last-ditch
effort begins to avert rail strike” and the following line:
“Allies report landing behind Red lines in Korea” (Perry,
2000). And this is at the same time when there are fierce
battles for the Pusan Perimeter and the UN troops are
on the verge of defeat, fighting for their last bridgehead
on the peninsula! The Gazette of August 30, 1950 also
carried news of the strike and the war simultaneously
under the headline “British troops rush to front as Reds
launch three major offensives in Korea” above even the
title of the paper. But at the same time, located further, the
headline “The end of the strike is set” was twice as large
in font (Perry, 2000).

Anew turn in the war, associated with the intervention
of the People's Republic of China into the hostilities,
changed the balance of power on the Korean Peninsula
and led to a reassessment of prospects by the participants
of the peacekeeping contingent. However, if the goal of
Washington was primarily the fight against communism
in Asia, in which it was impossible to show weakness,
Ottawa thought about how to reduce losses (Stairs, 2000).
In the latter period, the mass media also showed a lack
of enthusiasm — for example, “The Globe and Mail” in
1953 characterized the Korean War as “a waste of lives
and materials” (Quaiattini, 2010). Another factor in the
Canadians’ loss of enthusiasm was the prolongation of the
war and the transition of the communists to propaganda
actions instead of the military. Thus, veterans of this war
later recalled in an interview: “[at Christmas] ...they put
holiday cards in barbed wire. On one side was a black and
white picture of us hiding in the trenches, while on the
other side was a color picture of Americans celebrating
Christmas with a big, big turkey, fresh from the oven!
When you’re sitting there, eating canned soup, and you
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see this beautiful turkey dinner ... it really makes you
think” (Propaganda, 2021). However, this did not lead to
critical losses of discipline — primarily, from our point of
view, due to the demarcation in 1953 and the subsequent
withdrawal of the contingent. In addition, Canadian
officers were ready for this and conducted educational
work with the combat staff. War veteran Arthur Lortier
recalled: “These things were meant to lower morale, but
we were aware of their tactics. Our command told us
what to expect. So, we knew, and we didn't let it worry
us” (Propaganda, 2021). As Terry Dale, an actor who
visited Korea with a show for fighters, recalled, “Most
of the soldiers never talked about the war... They were
always optimistic... never talked about the futility of it
all. The worst thing they admitted was being homesick”
(Barris, 2003).

As we can see, the Canadian society and the political
elite in particular did not refuse to participate in the
confrontation together with the West, but at the same
time did not demonstrate a readiness to spend all the
state’s forces on it. Therefore, the war became a matter of
volunteers and professional soldiers, which determined
its perception by the contingent. In addition, visual
sources show that the Korean War was viewed precisely
in the context of this confrontation — their enemy is the
“reds”, and the communist world was understood as a
single entity (We Still Have, 1950). At the same time, the
aggression of North Korea was considered in connection
with other, primarily Soviet aggressive episodes — the
invasion of the Baltic States in 1940, the imposition of
communist ideology on the countries of Central and
South-Eastern Europe, etc. (Not Exactly Ready, 1951).
Of course, the East was shown as the sole culprit of the
conflict, and its arguments were presented as propaganda
(Which Will Fit, 1953). The documentary With the
Canadians in Korea (1952), which described the situation
of Canadian units during the war, makes extensive use
of the term "communists" as a description of the enemy
side, using "North Koreans" or "Chinese" mainly at the
beginning. This, however, was also explained by the need
to generalize the opposing side. At the end of the film,
when demonstrating the front-line positions of Canadian
soldiers, it was noted that "they are always ready to stop
the enemy's offensive ... here, rather than doing it closer
to the Motherland" (With the Canadians in Korea, 1952).
Thus, the media was aware of the threat of confrontation
escalation not only on the Korean Peninsula, but also in
other parts of the world, not excluding the territory of
Canada.

Of course, there were fears that the conflict would
develop into a wider one and lead to a global war. Even
at the beginning of the conflict, conservative Howard
Green noted in Parliament that the purpose of Canada’s
participation (as well as the USA and Great Britain) is to
prevent the Third World War. He also noted that "Russia"
poses a direct threat to North America, citing General
McNaughton's statement of June 22, 1950 (House of
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Commons, 1950a). As scientist Don Munton notes,
already in 1950, 6 out of 10 Canadians expected another
world war in the next 5 years; after de-escalation by 1955,
this ratio changed to 1 in 10 (Munton, 1984, p. 184).

What were the reasons for the decrease in negative
expectations? This had several motivations. First of all,
let’s focus on how the nature of the Korean War for
Canada and its consequences affected this.

Although Canada fielded a significant (third largest)
contingent, its participation was limited. A large part
arrived already in 1951 after the cessation of active
hostilities. David Bercuson believes that the Armed
Forces of the country were critically unprepared for war,
but the state kept silent about this fact and the war details
themselves (Bercuson, 2002, XIII-XIV). Indeed, for most
Canadians, it has become something distant, a media story
(and often only just one of the leading ones). In addition,
since the recruitment was voluntary, there did not arise a
situation like the Second World War crisis of conscription
for overseas service, which then divided society and the
country’s politicians. The size of the contingent itself was
relatively small even for the 14-million-strong Canada
at the time — 21,940 people, including the maximum
simultaneous number — 8,123 people. For comparison, the
number of personnel of the US Armed Forces in the theater
of operations was 1,153,000 people (Official History,
1966). We must note that there are certain differences of
opinion in the specialized literature regarding the number
of troops. They are related to the inclusion or exclusion
of personnel of the naval forces and those involved in
logistics. In the case of units of the US Armed Forces, the
forces in the region as a whole (particularly in Japan) are
also often considered. However, this does not have a key
effect on the ratio and does not destroy our concept. The
percentage of those killed in the war was relatively low.
The official figure is 516 people, which means 2.3% of
the servicemen involved (Veterans Affairs Canada, 2022).

The number of prisoners was also small — 33 people.
However, their fate was not easy. In particular, serious
pressure was exerted on them. For example, they were
left outside the bunkers during air raids so that the
prisoners could sign a petition to the UN requesting an
end to the bombings (Barris, 2003). In addition, prisoners
were subjected to beatings, intensive interrogations,
reduced rations and moral abuse. However, there is no
evidence of collaboration with the Communists of any
of the Canadian prisoners, while a large number of North
Koreans and Chinese from captivity refused to return. It
should be noted that in general there were such cases in
the UN forces — 21 American servicemen and one British
refused to return. As a historian Greg Donaghy notes,
“the escape of a large number of communist prisoners of
war to the West was a significant victory for Cold War
propaganda” (Donaghy, 2011, p. 138).

However, upon their release after the end of the
active phase of the conflict, they were subjected to
interrogations and abuse by the Canadian side. Lance
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Corporal Len Badowich recalled: “Then, there was
more interrogation by our own intelligence,” Badowich
continued, “as if we’d committed a crime. ‘Why didn't
you escape?’ they asked us. How the hell do you escape
in Korea where everybody is Oriental and you're white?
Where do you go? Nobody could have escaped. These
assholes made us feel like we had committed a crime
— or deserted” (Barris, 2015). In a later dimension in
Canadian public discourse, the Korean War would be
called “Forgotten”. Soldiers of this war who tried to
visit veterans’ organizations (even in their own military
uniform) were often refused. Also, they were not granted
real estate loans intended for veterans (Canada and the
Korean War, 2021).

The duration of the active phase of the war also
affected the rapid decrease in resonance. Despite the
duration of hostilities from 1950 to 1953, the largest
of them occurred in the second half of 1950 — the first
half of 1951. Finally, there was no escalation of the
conflict. Despite the thesis about the conflict with the
communist world and the active involvement of Chinese
“volunteers”, the war was not resolved either between the
USA and the USSR, or between the USA and the People’s
Republic of China. Thus, it was possible to localize the
war both in time and space. It is not by chance that the
official summary of the Canadian General Staff already in
1956 called it a “peripheral” and local conflict (Canada’s
Army, 1956).

The mentioned official summary of the Canadian
General Staff, which was published in 1956, is an
important source for understanding the perception of
the enemy side (Canada’s Army, 1956). It contains such
enemy identifications as:

e “communists” — 33 mentions, as well as 3 - "reds";

e “USSR” and affiliates — 6 mentions, but 5 of them
are in the context of diplomacy, and only one mentions
North Korea as a "Soviet-sponsored state"

* “China” — 79 mentions;

* “North Korea” — 29 mentions.

At the same time, #1 was often used in connection
with #3 and 4 — in ordinary semantic blocks. Yes, we
have to understand that in the official document rhetoric
is limited to a certain extent by style — and even then,
certain accents are already visible. Of course, since it was
primarily about combat operations, this determined the
ratio of #2—4 due to the proportion of the parties' troops
participating in the battles with the Canadians.

The assessment of the meaning of the war itself
is, of course, balanced, but it also contains indicative
points. The conflict is not presented purely through the
prism of the fight against communism, but rather as a UN
military operation. However, the context of the Cold War
is still demonstrated — the beginning of the war is noted
as “a communist attack against South Korea, an act of
aggression, a local hot incident of the Cold War”. From
the point of view of Canadian participation, the Korean
War is presented as a “contribution to the defense of the
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West”, and the dead, in the opinion of the author, “gave
their lives for one of the best causes for which people
have ever sacrificed themselves. If, as the old Roman
proverb says, it is sweet and dignified to die for one's
country, then, undoubtedly, it is no less dignified to die
for the future of humanity" (Canada’s Army, 1956).

It should be noted that the public rhetoric after the
cessation of hostilities was also significantly softened
by political figures. The statement that the war was a
successful action to achieve peace and stop aggression (at
the same time, the aggressor was not articulated), and it is
necessary to remember the dead by whose blood this was
achieved becomes the main leitmotif. Such statements
were made by the liberal MP Allan Hollingworth (House
of Commons, 1953a), the leader of the Conservatives
George Drew (House of Commons, 1953b), and the
Prime Minister Louis Saint Laurent (House of Commons,
1953c¢). The purpose of this, in our opinion, was the desire
to reach a settlement and not to provoke the parties with
aggressive statements.

Conclusions. So, it is no coincidence that the Korean
War of 1950—-1953 is often called the “forgotten war” in
thematic historiography. Despite its urgent relevance,
in the public discourse of Canada attention to the
conflict was expressed mainly at the level of officials.
In the responses of the Prime Minister and MPs from
the ruling Liberal Party, assessments of the conflict
were quite restrained and focused on the perception of
Canada's contribution as a component of peacekeeping
operations under the auspices of the UN. A more radical
emphasis on the confrontation between East and West
was expressed mostly by more right-wing conservatives
and representatives of Social Credit. Instead, the mass
media and even the belligerent Canadians themselves
did not always consider it a system-forming conflict,
a component of a broader plan of global geopolitical
confrontation. The limited country participation in the
war effort also had affected that.

It can also be stated that by 1950 the possibility of the
Communist expansion was seen as real. After the forced
instatement of the Communist regimes in the second half
of 1940s and the Berlin blockade of 1948-49 it was clear
that the absence of retaliation inspired further action and
could have led to dangerous outcomes. This fact explains
the simplicity shown by the Canadian politicians while
forming a reaction on these events. In the meantime,
the further evolution of the course of conflict hardly
affected the discursive approaches to it, mainly because
the Canadian forces were not amongst the most damaged
units in the second half of 1950. The main change was
made by the active involvement of the People’s Republic
of China; it had symbolically unified the communist
“world” in the eyes of the West and Canadian society in
particular. As we can see, the actions made by Ottawa
were mainly not questioned by the public, except in
relation to the material and financial resources usage
which was sometimes considered excess by the media.
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In the light of the above mentioned we can state Canada not the conflict fought “by the West” but the
that the Korean War of 1950-1953 was regarded as an  “UN peacekeeping forces”, at least de jure.

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Abstract

This article studies ethnically mixed marriages among the Lezgians living in the Guba-Khachmaz region of Azerbaijan. It
aims to examine the challenges faced by Lezgians in relation to language, religion, consent of their parents and other details when
they marry representatives of other nationalities. For this purpose, a face-to-face survey was conducted in the villages of the Guba-
Khachmaz region, and the collected materials were analyzed. The survey was conducted among Lezgian women and men married
to representatives of other nationalities. The vast majority of the respondents who took part in the survey had complete secondary
education and were educated mainly in the Azerbaijani stream.

The analysis of the collected data showed that a very large number of Lezgian women and men married representatives of
the Azerbaijani nation. Indicators of identical socioeconomic standing and common cultural values can be considered the main
factors. Most people do not select their spouse randomly; rather, they do it in accordance with criteria based on resemblance
(Girard, 1964). In addition, the collected data shows that both women and men prefer to marry Muslims. Considering that the
majority of respondents were women, and most of them married Azerbaijanis, it is not surprising that 74.4 percent of women use
only Azerbaijani as the main language of communication in the family. Additionally, an interesting fact is that most of the men
and women married according to the traditions of their own nation. The data analysis revealed that the parents approved of their
children starting families with non-Lezgians. The existence of ethnically mixed marriages in their families and surroundings was
the cause of this. It should be mentioned that the ethnically mixed families of the Lezgian in the Guba-Khachmaz region have not
been studied in the context of Azerbaijan. For this reason, it is necessary to conduct a deeper investigation of ethnically mixed
families in this region.

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Introduction

Ethnic mixed families are a means of integration
into society. Inter-ethnic integration has common
characteristics because of the interaction of ethnic groups
that differ significantly from each other in terms of
language and culture within a country (Aghayev, 2006).
A significant increase in the number of inter-ethnic
marriages means that cultural boundaries between two
ethnic communities are erased and people no longer
perceive each other as representatives of different ethnic
groups" (Susokolov, 1987). The formation of ethnically
mixed families is critical in the process of altering the
ethnic composition of the population.

The main disadvantage in blended families is cultural,
religious and linguistic diversity. Ethnic mixed marriages
lead to changes in the ethno-demographic structure of
society. In such families, the cultural values belonging to
both parties are mixed and serve as a tool in the process
of convergence of cultures. Even though there is often
territorial diversity, language, and religious diversity,
such families existed with representatives of other
nationalities. Most of the Lezgians living in Azerbaijan
start families with Azerbaijanis.

Literature review

Many studies on mixed families state that ethnically
mixed marriages create conditions for the decline of
ethnic consciousness (Suleymanov, 2010). According
to Barth (1969), intermarriage may significantly impact
the borders and identity of ethnic minority groups since
marriage is seen to be a means of passing down cultural
traditions and beliefs to the next generation. Asanova
(2007) distinguishes the problems faced by the ethnic
family as social-domestic, social-psychological, fertility
and planning problems, stability problems, family
upbringing problems. In ethnically mixed families, it
is important which of the husband and wife belongs to
the ethnic majority, so that in such families, the powers
of the husband and wife in determining the language of
communication within the family, choosing the language
of education of the children, and choosing the names of
the children are not the same, and in such matters, the
party belonging to the ethnic majority decides mainly
(Kutyavina, & Malysheva, 2010). However, in the
scientific literature, there are also those who state that the
existence of ethnically mixed families is a very important
process in terms of bringing the cultures of different

peoples and nations closer to each other and valuing
each other (Soliz, Cronan, Bergquist, Nuru, & Rittenour,
2017). As mentioned by Merton (1941), the large number
of inter-ethnic marriages reduces the probability of
violent conflicts between these social groups. The growth
in the number and proportion of multi-ethnic marriages
indicates the health of society (Topilin, 1995). In
Azerbaijan, the mentioned topic has not become a special
research object, and it can be said that there is a huge gap
in this topic.

Methodology

In order to collect more information about ethnically
mixed families, and at the same time to study the
characteristics of such families, a face-to-face survey
was conducted in the villages of Guba-Khachmaz region
where mostly mixed families live. It should be noted
that mixed families (mainly with Azerbaijanis) live in
Khural, Suvacal, Yukhari Lagar, Balagusar, Badirgala,
Lekargishlaq villages of Gusar region. It was also
investigated where mixed families live in the villages
of Gullar, Samur settlement and Shirvanli of Gusar
region. In addition, Lezgians live in a mixed state with
Azerbaijanis in Nabran, Tel villages, which are part of
Nabran territorial unit of Khachmaz region, Gusarchay,
Niyaz village, Magsudkend village, which are part of
Susaygishlaq territorial unit. In the villages of Kurkun
and Qeshresh in Guba region, Lezgians and Azerbaijanis
live in a mixed state as well.

The small number of male respondents among the
residents of the villages with mixed families selected
for the survey suggests that in mixed marriages, mostly
Lezgian women married non-Lezgian people. Lezgian
women married Azerbaijanis and representatives of other
Dagestani peoples, and men mainly married Russians
when they migrated to Russia.

N=61 respondents participated in the survey
conducted for the purpose of statistical analysis of mixed
families. Surveys were conducted mainly in Samur
settlement, Ghullar, Gileh-oba, Chipir villages of Gusar
district, Yalama-Nabran, Orta-oba, Magsudkend and
Yagub-oba villages of the Khachmaz region, where the
most mixed families live. It should be noted that n=29
people out of n=61 who participated in the survey were
residents of Magsudkand village. In total, n=18 people
(29.6 %) of n=61 respondents were men, 43 people (70.4
%) were women (Chart 1).

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Data Analysis and Discussion

As mentioned above, many respondents (47.6
%) were representatives of mixed families living in
Magsudkend village. Only one person from each family

was involved in the survey. Respondents participating in
the survey were classified into five groups based on age
groups (Table 1).

As can be seen from the table, the respondents in the
age group 30-39 and 50-59 took part in the survey. In the
30-39 age group, 22.2 % were male respondents, and 30.3
% were female respondents. Among the male respondents,
those in the 18-29 age group did not participate at all. The
least represented age group among the respondents was
the 40-49 age group, with only 4.6 % of the total number
of females and 5.6 % of male respondents. Among the
male respondents who participated, those who were in
the age group of 60 and older, and among the women,
the respondents who were in the age group of 30-39 and
50-59 were the majority.

The survey was conducted among citizens of
Azerbaijan, including Lezgians who are citizens of the

Russian Federation but moved to start a family with a
citizen of this country. It should be noted that among the
residents living in the surveyed villages, more Lezgian
women married representatives of other nationalities than
men. For this reason, the number of male respondents
participating in the survey is low.

In mixed families, the main issue was that the woman
knew or learned the language of the man she married.
First, they both had to know the same language for
common communication. But after getting married, the
woman had to learn and speak the language of the man.

N=33 of the respondents married with representatives
of other nationalities have full secondary education. 69.7
% of them are women and 30.3 % are men (Table 2).

Among the representatives of mixed families
surveyed, only n=4 out of n=43 women (9.3 %) had
higher education. 6.9 % of other female respondents
had only secondary education, 53.5 % had complete
secondary education, and 30.2 % had secondary
specialized education. Among the male respondents,
55.6 % had complete secondary education. Of the 18
male respondents who took part in the survey, 16.7
% had incomplete secondary education, 11.1 % had
secondary specialized education, and 16.7 % had higher
education. Among the female respondents with higher

education, 2 persons are 30-39 years old, 1 person is 50-
59 years old, and 1 person is in the age group of 60 and
above, and among the male respondents, 1 person is in
the 30-39 age group, 1 person is in the 50-59 age group,
and 1 and the person belonged to the age group of 60
and older.

Regarding the language of education in secondary
school, n=48 people (78.7 %) studied in the Azerbaijani
stream. N=33 of them were women and 15 were men
(Table 3). N=13 people (21.3 %) graduated from the
Russian stream.

It should be mentioned that most of the Lezgians
studying in the Russian department are citizens of the
Russian Federation. As can be seen from the table, 23.3
% of the female respondents who took part in the survey
studied in the Russian stream, but only n=3 of the n=18
male respondents (16.7 %) studied in the Russian stream.

As it was emphasized, the male and female
respondents who took part in the survey were Lezgians
by nationality. As a result of the analysis of the answers
to the survey, it was found that most of both groups

of respondents have married representatives of the
Azerbaijani people. Thus, n=39 of the n=43 women
who took part in the survey married Azerbaijani men.
N=14 out of n=18 male respondents were married to
Azerbaijani women. Among the other nationalities that
the female respondents are married to are Rutul, Tat,
Avar and Dargin ethnic groups. The women with whom
the male respondents married are representatives of the
Russian (2 people), Kurdish and Tabasaran nationalities
(Table 4).

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If we compare the language studied by the
respondents in high school and the nationality of their
spouses, we will see that the language of education
does not play any role here. Thus, out of n=33 female
respondents who studied in the Azerbaijani stream,
n=31 married an Azerbaijani, n=1 married a rutul, and
n=1 married a tat. In addition, n=8 of the n=10 female
respondents who studied in the Russian stream got
married to Azerbaijanis, and the remaining two married
Avars and Dargins. Of the n=15 male respondents who
studied in the Azerbaijani stream, n=12 married an

Azerbaijani woman, n=1 Russian, n=1 Kurdish and n=1
Tabasaran. Out of n=3 men who studied in the Russian
stream, n=2 married Azerbaijanis, and n=1 married
a Russian. The reason why Lezgian people marry
Azerbaijanis is because they have lived together with
these people for a long time. It should be noted that, as
can be seen from the table, in terms of religious belief,
n=2 people (3.3 %) worship the Christian religion
among the married persons of the male respondents
(Chart 2). The remaining respondents reported that 96.7
% of their spouses are Muslim.

What language was spoken in households of
mixed ethnicities was one of the questions posed to
the respondents throughout the survey. The study of
the data reveals that the language of communication in
the home for the female respondents is primarily that
of the married man. N=32 of the ladies stated that only
Azerbaijani is spoken at home. Only one of the Lezgian
women who responded who is married to an Azerbaijani

man stated that they use all three languages - Azerbaijani,
Russian, and Lezgian - for communication at home. Four
respondents said they use both Azerbaijani and Lezgian,
and three respondents - two of whom are married to
Azerbaijani men and one of whom is married to a rutul-
said they use only Lezgian. One of the female responders,
whose home communications were solely in Russian,
was wed to a Dargin (Table 5).

Only two of the n=18 male respondents who married
non-Lezgians utilize Lezgian as the primary language
of communication at home, as shown in the table,
while n=5 of the male respondents specifically said
that their family speaks both Azerbaijani and Lezgian.
Azerbaijani, Lezgian, and Russian were cited by n=2
men as their native tongues. There were other individuals
who did not speak Lezgian at all; one claimed to speak
Azerbaijani and Russian at home; the other claimed to

32

speak only Russian. In addition, three men mentioned
that they communicate using both Lezgian and Russian
languages.

The "option of tradition during the wedding
ceremony" was one of the survey's questions, and one of
the n=18 male respondents who took part in the survey
stressed that the wedding ceremony was held only in
accordance with Lezgian customs. Despite the fact that
the majority of the men who responded wed Azerbaijanis,
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there were also some Russian, Kurdish, and Tabasaran
couples. When asked about his preference for tradition,
only one male respondent said that he married according
to both Russian and Lezgian customs. Azerbaijani

customs accounted for n=13 of the female respondents'
marriages, Lezgian customs for n=26, Azerbaijani and
Lezgian customs for n=1, and Dargin customs for n=1
(Table 6).

It is worth noting that in the surveyed locations,
both male and female respondents stated that there
are a sufficient number of persons in their family and
surroundings who have married other nationalities. As
a result, n=28 of the n=43 female respondents reported

having relatives or friends who had started a family
with non-Lezgian persons. Simultaneously, n=10 of
the n=18 male respondents claimed that there are
individuals in their families who married non-Lezgians
(Table 7).

In terms of parental approval, the majority of
respondents stated that their parents had no objections
to their marrying members of different nations. One
of the male respondents who married a Kurdish
stated that he married without the agreement of his
parents. Another n=17 male respondents indicated

that their parents gave them permission. N=40 female
respondents answered that they married mostly with
their parents' permission. Three persons declared that
they did not have their parents' approval and thus
married their loved ones without their parents' consent
(Table 8).

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Conclusion

As it can be seen from the study, there are no
difficulties for the Lezgians to live in a mixed state
with representatives of other nationalities and start
a family. In such families, both parties respect each
other's customs and traditions and compromise with
each other in terms of language. Research shows that
mostly women must learn their husband's language. The
vast majority of Lezgian women who participated in
the survey got married to Azerbaijanis, which made it
necessary for them to speak this language as a language
of communication in the family. We can observe this
from the results of the survey. Since the majority of
the women studied in the Azerbaijani stream and were
familiar with the language, there was no difficulties with
communication in family. It should be noted that most
of the male respondents who participated in the survey
were married to Azerbaijanis. The fact that parents do
not object to their children marrying representatives
of other nationalities is also one of the issues that

The article describes the main events of the Euromaidan - the Revolution of Dignity in November 2013 - February 2014 and
its reflection through the paintings, art, literacy and poetic words, which were created during and after these events.

It has been established that culture and art,
through artistic means, are designed to preserve in various forms the memory of society about the processes that took place. Artists,
comprehending historical events, reflected on them in their works, which find a new relevance through the flow of time already
in the modern historical realities of Ukraine. Cultural space and art once again confirmed that Euromaidan and the Revolution of
Dignity influenced the history of Ukraine as a sign and model of sacrifice, patriotism and heroism. It has been proven once again
that in the most critical and important periods of our history there will be heroes willing to sacrifice their lives for the future of
Ukraine as an independent democratic state.

From this point
of view, the ways of developing and developing the methodology of bibliography, bringing it to the forefront of the science of
bibliography were shown, and as a result, the necessity of a unified design of the methodology of bibliography as an independent
leading scientific discipline was emphasized.

Synergetics is also a new, rapidly developing field that attracts a large number of scientists from different fields of scientific
knowledge with their worldview perspectives. This attraction comes from the vastness of the subject itself. Synergetics, its
interdisciplinary nature, content, etc. is related to.

Unlike traditional fields of scientific knowledge, synergetics is interested in the general patterns of evolution of systems of any
nature. By abstracting from the properties of systems, synergetics acquires the ability to describe their evolution in a generalized
language. Interaction, which is a prerequisite for the creation of various processes, objects, systems, is carried out in the form of
activity. Therefore, all information activities within the entire information space and each of its stages occur at the levels of creation
and operation of oral, documentary and bibliographic information. Since the content of the information space is an information
activity, bibliography as an activity becomes the content of the bibliographic space, which finds its basis in synergetics.

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Introduction

The local methodology of bibliographic science has
long roots. His questions were theoretically understood in
the 20s of the XX century. Since then, the methodology
of bibliography has undergone a long and complex
evolution. Thus, in 1976, it was noted that it was almost
not developed, but ten years later, scientists noted that the
attention to the methodological problems of bibliographic
science increased. Many works have appeared in which
various methodological issues are emphasized. In
recent years, prominent Russian bibliographer M. G.
Vokhryshev's name should be mentioned.

Note that M. G. Vokhrisheva and distinguishes
"cognition", that is, the methodology of research activity,
with the methodology of practical bibliographic activity,
and at the same time considers both of these components
in unity, as a whole, expressed by the term "bibliographic
methodology". ". "Bibliographic methodology is the
study of methods used in bibliographic activity (practical
and cognitive)" (Vokhrysheva, 2004. p. 202).

The correctness and expediency of such an approach
cannot be denied in any way, which states that the concepts
of "bibliographic methodology" and "bibliographic
activity" combine the fields of practical and research
activities, that is, include them as their components. Also,
in Vokhrysheva's work, only some new directions are
considered, which are only related to the modern research
methodology of Russian theoretical bibliography.

In the last century, a large number of theories have
been created that can be the basis for bibliographic
science because, like modern general scientific
approaches, they are relevant, understandable and
efficient in terms of analysis and generalization of
bibliographic phenomena. Thus, the fundamental level of
the methodology of bibliographic science arises, which
scientists refer to dialectics as a general, universal science
cognitive method, as well as general scientific theory
and approaches. Among them, system, system-activity
and information methods were used more often. As a
result of this, significant progress has been made in the
study of bibliographic reality. As a result, a situation has
arisen where the research potential of certain methods
has become outdated or exhausted, and it is necessary to
switch to other, more powerful methods, provided that
the previously used theories are related to each other and
are compatible with them. Therefore, in bibliographic
studies, it is appropriate to use such methodological
approaches, which can both give a new explanation
to the bibliography, as well as check and evaluate the
accuracy of existing theoretical propositions, criticism
and conclusions.

This requirement is fully satisfied by the theory of
self-organization (synergetics). The term "synergetics"
comes from the Greek word "synergeia" (synergeia) -
joint action, cooperation. The name of this new scientific
direction was given in 1969 by theoretical physicist,
professor of Stuttgart University, Hermann Haken.
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He and his followers are engaged in the application of
synergetics to the problems of physics, computer science
and psychology. The term "self-organizing system" was
first coined by W. R. Ashby used it in 1947 to describe
a certain behavior pattern of cybernetic systems. A great
contribution to the development of synergetics in Russia
and Europe was made by Ilya Romanovich Prigozhin
(1917 - 2003) - physicist, chemist, philosopher, winner
of the Nobel Prize in 1977 and his Brussels school, which
studied self-organization in the physical and chemical
field. In France, this scientific direction is primarily
represented by Edgar Morin, president of the Complex
Thinking Association, which studies the methods of
understanding the complex in the world. (Tarasov, 2017).

Currently, synergetics is a relatively young
interdisciplinary scientific direction that studies the
general laws of self-organization, the coordinated
interaction of parts in the formation of the structure of
the whole.

The research objects of synergetics are various
systems formed in the process of exchange of constant
flow of matter, energy, and information with the
environment in non-equilibrium conditions (from atom
to person).

The essence of self-organization is that particles
begin to participate in cooperative actions, dissipative
structures (from French dissipation - transfer, waste) are
formed both in time and space. As matter approaches
equilibrium, this self-organizing ability weakens and
eventually disappears.

It is important for synergetics to determine the spatio-
temporal structure of the organization, the conditions of
its creation and development.

Synergetics is primarily based on philosophy, so it
is closely related to dialectics. Within its framework,
the bibliography is theoretically restored by the method
of rising from the abstract to the concrete. This method
provides the finding and analysis of the initial starting
point for the emergence of bibliography as a system.
Dialectic and synergetics are combined with a systemic
approach, which itself is based on dialectics. In turn,
the systems approach as a general theory of systems is
recognized as one of the sources of synergetics.

The action approach is related to synergism through
the interaction of two elements of the primary structure
of the system that occurs in the form of action. The active
principle of synergetics in bibliography is provided by
the second side of the system-creating factor of the self-
organizing system that determines the result, processes
and types of bibliographic activity under the influence of
social needs.

The information approach is organically connected
with the theory of self-organization, so it is possible to
understand all information phenomena from its standpoint.
According to the general theory of information, which is
also the source of this scientific direction, it is combined
with synergetics. The main point that unites both theories
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is that entropy decrease during the transition of the system
from the non-equilibrium state to the maximum stable state
serves as a source of negative entropy (negentropy) as a
measure of order accepted by synergetics. In this sense,
synergetics emerges as a theory of information because
it posits the origin of information itself. Accordingly,
many events in the field of information are explained
from his point of view. Thus, although synergetics has
been long and actively understood, its concept seems to
be relatively new, serving as the methodological basis
of an informational outlook. According to the current
development, two main aspects are defined, in our
opinion, of this term information outlook that requires
clarification of its content.

In the first case, the information worldview is
perceived by scientists as the understanding of information
processes, the laws of distribution of social information,
the understanding of its role in the context of culture, and
knowledge about the information resources of society. In
this regard, the basis of its formation is the analysis of
all available information resources. On the other hand,
the information worldview is interpreted as a special type
of worldview based on the analysis of all knowledge
collected by humanity and aimed at the development of
an integrated system of knowledge about reality.

Thus, the information worldview appears both as a
system of knowledge about the movement of information
and as a basis for understanding the world in terms of the
category of information.

The following types of outlooks are usually
distinguished in philosophy - mythological, religious,
naturalistic, social-political, aesthetic, etc. Each type
of worldview has its basis - myths, religion, creativity,
science that serves as a starting point. To understand the
world in terms of relevant starting positions. Based on
this, the information worldview should also be based on
its foundation, especially the category of information,
in the light of which reality is understood in the form
of processes and results of information movement.
Therefore, it must be based on a theory that explains the
origin, development and transformation of information.

From the point of view of synergetics, since the
organization of the chaos of elements in the system,
its transition from imbalance to the most stable state is
considered the beginning of information, it is logical
to accept the information worldview as a way of
understanding. A single and whole world, considering
the processes taking place in it essentially as information
events. Further study of the phenomenon of information
worldview from the point of view of synergetics, in our
opinion, will contribute to the development of a more
complete and accurate definition of its content and
essence.

From the point of view of synergetics, a hierarchy
of self-organizing systems of information is established.
So, the first information chaos in the social sphere is
knowledge organized in documents, its chaos is then
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organized by bibliographic information (BI), which
creates a new system - bibliography. This seems to be a
methodological justification of the initial conditions for
the creation of bibliography, its place, scope, and role in
the general information process as signs of its uniqueness
and independence.

Accordingly, the hierarchy of elements of the
information space is built as a single complex open
system that develops according to the laws of self-
organization. From the point of view of synergetics, its
evolution can be represented as a non-linear process
characterized by the disequilibrium of each stage of the
existence of information. According to the sequence and
independence of the stages, all levels of the information
space that are adequate to them are open systems,
where the development of the main, core element of the
system, expressed by the appropriate type of information,
takes place. Accordingly, entropy (accumulation and
distribution) of knowledge (information) at the first level
of the information space leads to the chaos of social
information, which is regulated through its material
fixation. On this basis, a new document-information
system is created for the production and use of fixed
information - document-information space. The entropy
of the documents already developed in its framework
and sorted in bibliographic information serves as the
beginning of a new system of bibliographic space.

The legality of studying the bibliography from the
point of view of synergetics is determined by the object
of this science, which is complex open-type systems of
various nature - natural, artificial, physical, biological,
social systems. Their openness is the connection of
systems with each other and with the external environment,
thanks to which there is an exchange of matter, energy,
and information between them. This exchange carries out
the influence of external factors on each system, which is
the source of its self-development along with the changes
that occur within it. Such systems include bibliography
as an open social system with a very complex structure.

The openness of the bibliography manifests itself
in the influence of the achievements of all fields of
knowledge, culture, science, and science on its object,
especially the document. Technical progress causes
changes in the forms and number of documents and the
information recorded in them. At the same time, its other
object in the system of documentary communications -
the consumer is the bearer of the need for bibliographic
information, acting as a condition for the emergence and
change of external environment and needs due to the
nature of his activity.

From the point of view of synergetics, it is possible
to determine the starting point and internal mechanism of
the creation of self-organizing systems. Thus, according
to the methodological foundations of self-organization,
the starting point of self-organizing systems is the
system-creating factor that acts as a substantive basis
for the interaction of their contradictory elements and
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expresses the system's tendency to maximum stability
and uniqueness. - protection. This factor is an abstract
universal initial cell in the construction of the system, its
main function is to build its own structure and, therefore,
the structure of system education as a whole. It represents
the elementary, simplest structure of self-organizing
systems, which includes two interacting, contradictory
sides, their mutual transition is carried out with the help
of an intermediary relationship formed during their
interaction.

This ring acts as a ring, a synthesis of both sides of
this contradiction, it is the core of the system, the main
core element, it determines its intra-system relations and
interaction with the external environment. As a dialectical
synthesis of opposites, the core of the system includes
their commonality, reflects the structural and functional
position of the central element of the system, and also
determines its specificity, properties, and structure. As
the system evolves, it takes on a different form, but its
essence remains the same.

The initial "document-consumer" relationship
accepted in the concept of documentary communication
is only two opposite sides of the elementary structure, the
conflict between them is realized through bibliographic
information, which is the basis of the future system -
bibliography. As a synthesis of the elements of the simplest
structure of the bibliographic system, BI is their binary
expression, it expresses the unbreakable connection
between D and P, and is designed to ensure a stable
balance between the bibliographic system as a result of
interaction in the bibliographic system. document flows
and their consumers. Bibliographic information develops
in the direction of the complexity of its structure, which
is formed under the influence of changes on both sides
of the system, is influenced by external factors and is
inherent in the system of unique development laws, and
thus leads to the complex structure of the bibliography.

Bibliographic information is the central common
element of a bibliography, since the essence of the core
of any system does not change in whatever form it takes
in the future. Expresses its essence, defines its structure,
properties, and relations with the external environment
and determines its main function. This function acts as
a mediator between the elements of the original conflict
of this system, which consists of information about
documents. Thus, the provisions of synergetics justify
the origin, essence, main function of bibliography, as
well as the duality of bibliographic information and
its status as a criterion for distinguishing bibliographic
phenomena from non-bibliographic phenomena, that
is, the specificity of bibliography. it is the basis of its
independence, integrity and, therefore, the theoretical
reproduction of the bibliography.

Two stages can be distinguished in the process of
formation of self-organizing systems, the first of which
is characterized by a constant increase in the number of
(hidden) elements and their concentration, leading to the
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second (open) stage. is carried out in the form of a leap, the
essence of which is the formation of a new organization,
the integration of the elements of the original system into
the new system (Korshunov, Likhovid, & Novozhenova,
2009). According to this, as a result of the increase in
the number and variety of documents in the hidden stage
of self-organization, document circulation gradually
spreads in time and space (entropy), becomes boundless
and ultimately practically inaccessible to society.

From this point of view, representing an unbalanced,
unstable system characterized by the weakening of
typological, subjective, temporal and other relations
between its elements (documents), it continuously moves
towards the turning point defined as the bifurcation point
of the system in synergetics. . This point represents the
crisis, critical, threshold, extremely unstable state of the
system, the solution of which can occur in two directions.

One of them is the movement of document circulation
through the previous development, in which case it will
become more and more inaccessible to society, acquiring
characteristics of increasing chaos, which will ultimately
lead to its destruction. system, that is, the loss of
connections within the system and, as a result, the ability
to fulfill its mission - to preserve and transmit human
experience, knowledge (information). Another way of
the existence of a system of documents, the arrangement
of relations within the system, is related to the leap as an
"obvious" stage in the emergence of a new self-organizing
system with a higher organization than the previous one,
this is bibliography.

Inthisprocess, theprinciple of synergyisimplemented,
according to which such evolution of the system is carried
out with the maximum saving of resources, which is
expressed in the properties of the bibliography to collapse
its object through the means of bibliographic information.
This allows him to economically organize document
circulation, relationships between its elements in the
form of information about the documents themselves. As
a result, bibliography in terms of sources can be viewed
as a system of documents presented in an economic form,
it becomes a new level of the document system, in which
the flow of documents tending to entropy is observed,
and the bibliography itself turns into its own semantics
- bibliographic information. a more secure means of
storing his genetic information. Thus, synergetics is the
methodological basis for justifying the main quality of
bibliography - covering your object in bibliographic
information as the basis of its secondary and auxiliary
nature.

The increase in the number and diversity of documents
in terms of form, typology and content corresponds to
one of the central concepts of synergetics - the source
of order, the natural stage of its emergence, and chaos,
which is considered one of the sides of the work as
a whole. a synthesis of chaos and order whose form is
dissipative structure. A bibliography is such a destructive
structure with all its unique features and properties, such
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as the synthesis of chaos in document circulation and its
self-ordering. It also exists in the external environment -
the metasystem where it exchanges matter, energy, and
information, resulting in a complex open non-equilibrium
system as it combines order with chaos.

Bibliography as a dissipative structure is an integral
system defined by the unity of the structural elements
of the substance, essence and main function embodied
in the bibliographic information and the mediating
role in the documentary communication system. The
interrelationship of the structural components of the
bibliography provides the discipline that allows it to
respond adequately to external factors and maintain its
stability.

The adequacy of the bibliography to the diversity
of the environment affecting it implies its division
and specialization, realized by increasing its own
diversity. Therefore, by organizing separate parts of
document circulation distinguished by different formal
and meaningful features in a scattered form, it itself
acquires diversity at the level of one of its structural
elements - types of bibliographic resources. This process
corresponds to the differentiation of system elements
on the basis of individual differences and the nature of
the external environment that affects them, acts as a
mechanism for maintaining the stability of the system and
a form of the existence and development of its elements.
into. The process of integration against differentiation,
which is carried out on the condition and basis of the
differentiation of the elements of the system, ensures their
unification in the general structure of the complex system
organization. Integration and differentiation correspond
to system hierarchization and dehierarchization, which
are interrelated aspects of the mechanism of existence
and development of self-organizing systems (Korshunov,
Likhovid, & Novozhenova, 2009).

Integration and differentiation, which are the
development laws of self-organizing systems, determine
their formation as a complex structural organization.
According to the provisions of synergetics, the
intermediary link of the system-creating factor of a self-
organizing system is its foundation, and its complexity
towards diversity constitutes a complex structure of
system elements. This complexity is caused by the
influence of changes in the external environment on the
intermediary relationship, which, due to its duality, occurs
in two directions. In the light of this theory, the system-
forming factor of the bibliography is the D-P system,
and the mediating relationship is the bibliographic
information, so the complex structure of the bibliography
as a self-organizing system is formed under the influence
of changes occurring on both sides. of the factor creating
the system - the document and the consumer organically
connected with bibliographic information. he impact of
the diversity of documents on bibliographic information,
consisting of the many types and types, subjects, authors,
periods, territories, languages, publishers, institutions,
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etc., that form the basis of the complex. relationships
in the circulation of documents, forms, respectively, the
diversity of the source, documentary, resource part of the
bibliography and, therefore, similar complex relationships
in the system of bibliographic resources. Due to its
impact on bibliographic information, the demand for
information about documents is formed, which tends
to diversify and become complicated depending on the
purpose, task, interests of consumers, types, processes,
and directions of bibliographic activity. The influences on
bibliographic data from the document side and the needs
for BI, which are organically interwoven with each other,
together ensure the formation of a complex structure of
bibliography.

Bibliography, as any self-organizing non-equilibrium
system, is already characterized by the emergence of new
chaos at the level of bibliographic information sources,
but also by the increase in their number and variety, which
leads the whole system to a new stage of development. its
development. This is the spiraling, cyclic nature of self-
organizing systems, referred to in synergetics as their
nonlinearity.

The non-linearity of the bibliography appears at a
new level of its self-organization, when its object is not
documents as carriers of primary information, but BI
sources whose development is subject to the processes
of chaos and order. Researchers of the core of self-
organizing systems identified its two branches: the first,
as a solution to the conflict between the elements of the
simplest system relationship, and the second, which arose
as a result of the further development of the first branch.
Its growth leads to a new conflict that can be resolved
with the help of the second branch of the nucleus,
which essentially corresponds to the first branch and
is functionally a mediator in the interaction with other
components of the system. It is a criterion of maturity,
completeness of systematic education, and thanks to the
feedback, it affects it and marks the continuity of the
evolution of the system. Thus, while the system develops
itself, it goes through two stages based on two branches
of its core, in the order of their formation, the non-linear
character of the self-organizing systems, the cyclical
character of their formation is based (Khalilov, 2011).

In the bibliography, its non-linearity is realized at the
level of the bibliography (BB) of the bibliography, which
affects its object through feedback with bibliographic
information sources as one of the structural components
of the bibliographic system. BB simplifies the
development processes of this component, which creates
the prerequisites for bibliography self-management.
The bibliography of the bibliography is closely related
to bibliographic research by systematizing ideas about
its object in organizational, methodological, historical-
theoretical aspects. This provision has been mentioned
many times by scientists studying the phenomenon of
bibliography of bibliography, and it has been scientifically
confirmed in synergetics.
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As an open system, bibliography interacts with
other social systems - knowledge, science, culture,
education, each of which determines the main mission of
bibliography in these systems - its external environment.
Nevertheless, these metasystem functions - ensuring
the homeostasis of science, reflecting knowledge and
cultural values, managing information, or reading
activities, etc. - It is carried out through bibliographic
information as its essence and the main function of
bibliography provided by the mediating role of BI. in the
document communication system. Since the mediating
relationship of the system-forming factor of the self-
organizing system determines not only its intra-system
relationships, but also its relationships with the external
environment, the provisions of bibliographic information
are determined as a means of interaction of bibliography
with bibliography, language. other social systems have
also been scientifically proven by self-organization
theory.

Common Conclusion

Let's summarize what has been said. In conclusion,
let us note that "Synergetics" is applicable to the analysis
of any system as a universal scientific paradigm and the
basis of a new outlook. Due to its information nature, it
plays the main role for the justification of all information
events, including bibliographic events. It is a way to rise
from the abstract to the concrete because it allows to
determine the starting point of the bibliography, its essence,
main function, structure, development regularities,
relations with the external environment. Accordingly,
synergetics emerges as a means of theoretical recovery
of bibliography from the point of view of ideas of self-
organization as the basis of synergetic bibliographic
concept. This concept allows a new way

To understand the phenomenon of bibliography,
which embodies the latest achievements in the field of
epistemology and science in general, in the light of the
language of self-organization. But the methodological
importance of the synergetic concept of bibliography
is not limited to this, because the universality of the
language of synergetics plays a key role for testing many
existing bibliographic concepts. In relation to them, the
synergetic concept of bibliography acts as a metatheory
in this case.

The scientific evaluation of the existing concepts
of bibliography by means of metatheory implies the
connection of their main points and provisions with similar
points and provisions of the synergistic bibliographic
concept. The current stage of the development of science
is characterized by universal integration, which is the
basis for the formation of the general scientific picture
of the world.

A necessary condition for its creation is an integrated
system of knowledge about every fragment of reality.
This problem is very relevant, because in almost all social
sciences and humanities there is a pluralism of ideas, which
leads to many conflicting ideas about the same object
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of research. From this point of view, the methodology
attaches great importance to the development of a single
scientific language as a means of implementing the
synthetic direction of scientific research.

The pluralism of theoretical concepts in the Russian
bibliography is no less intense. This situation has led to a
very difficult situation in this field of science. On the one
hand, creating a general theory of bibliography as a general
line of modern bibliographic science is considered as the
most important task of internal bibliography. On the other
hand, there are different views on the issue of general
bibliographic theory.

Based
on the principle of the general worldview of an infinite
number of connections between the elements of a single
and whole world system, it methodologically confirms
the interaction and connection of special, separate
systems among themselves, their inclusion in each other.
hierarchy. This explains the regularity of studying systems
in different aspects, depending on which relationships
and with which system are taken as the starting point
of scientific reasoning. At the same time, synergetics
proves the possibility of creating a unified theory of any
object based on multiple and diverse concepts due to its
universal character, which becomes a unified language
for many scientific fields.

In philosophy, the synthesis of various cognitive
practices, views, ideas, etc., explaining the same object
of cognition, is associated with dialogue, with the
complementarity of different approaches based on the
initial principles of one of them, acting in interaction.

The synergetic model of bibliography theory,
being a means of scientific confirmation of all existing
bibliographic concepts, will allow to determine the
dominant theoretical construction that most adequately
explains the phenomenon of bibliography.

The situation with the state of studying demographics is analyzed consequences of the Holodomor. It is noted that despite
the fact that the problem is quantitative loss is among the priorities for domestic researchers, it is not found its final solution. So,
the purpose of the work is defined to investigate the reasons for this situation and the proposal of ways out of it. Results. It was
found that there is significant variation in the results obtained. The evolution of the results of work on problem for three decades,
both historians and demographers, is shown. Considered methods used by scientists in calculations. It is stated that there are
significant quantitative differences in the assessment of Holodomor victims between various researchers and professional groups
of researchers. It is explained the difference in approaches to the study of tragedy. It is noted that demographers use methods that
are used for hunger calculations as "natural phenomenon", and therefore, have the same results. Some historians having made their
calculations using these methods at the dawn of study problems, invariably adhere to similar positions. It is shown that a significant
part of historians approaches the Holodomor as a genocide, that is, a criminal offense, requires the application of techniques that are
used in the investigation of acts of genocide. It is concluded that domestic scientists have carried out significant work, as a result of
which a serious and diverse complex was discovered and put into scientific circulation sources that made it possible to understand
the scale and depth of the tragedy, and at the macro level, to show the demographic losses of the Ukrainian nation in 1932-1933.
They proved that the policy, implemented by the state in this period, had the character that is included in the definition of genocide.
However, it is real the number of losses did not find its final solution due to the difference in professional and political assessments
of the tragedy and its interpretation. Reason lies in the plane of differences in the approaches of scientists to the sphere of their
competence belongs to this problem. It is noted that they should direct their efforts to develop joint approaches in calculating losses,
joint evaluations of state policy in the republic in the 1920s - early 1930s, common understanding the factors that had an impact on
the final quantitative results. It is recommended to join forces as demographers and historians who professionally and deeply deal
with the problem of the Holodomor and its quantitative losses, as well as lawyers and doctors. As we are talking about genocide,
we understand that, it is a criminal offense by the authorities.

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Abstract

The article is concerned with field combat constructions built during the Russo-Turkish War of 1735-1739 on the territory of
the lower Prisamarya region. The purpose of the study is to investigate issues concerning the construction and functioning of these
temporary fortification facilities, as well as to localize their remains on the ground.

It has been determined that the emergence of a temporary defensive structures complex on the territory of the Lower Prisamarya
region dates back to the time of the Dnieper Army's campaign in the Crimea in 1736. It has been found that they were mainly
intended to ensure the supply of the army and maintain its communication with the Tsarychansky retrenchment and the Ukrainian
line. After the end of the campaign, fortifications in the lower Samara region were used as advanced outposts on the border. Besides,
the study shows that since 1737, most of the fortifications built in the lower reaches of the Samara River during the Crimean
campaign of 1736, lost their initial significance and were either abandoned, or they held small garrisons. During this period, main
military operations were transferred to the Pravoberezhzhya, and the Dnipro River took place of land roads as a communication
route for supplying the army. The exception to this was the Ust-Samarsky retrenchment. The fortification was located in front of the
Dnipro River rapids, thus it was convenient to use it for the needs of the Dnipro flotilla.

First of all, these are errors, inaccuracies, falsified data, in this regard, the teacher must check the materials he presents
in classes and urge and teach students to be careful with the information they find and use, check it with other official sources and
materials. It is important to develop and provide students with clear, understandable assessment criteria when working with social
networks and messengers. The appropriateness of the use of these tools during the study of a certain topic, subject for qualitative
assimilation of the material and not overloading is of significant importance. The conclusions. It has been established that the use
of social networks and messengers during the study of history at a university contributes to overcoming psychological barriers,
developing creativity, creativity, digital skills among students, understanding the need to observe information hygiene, combating
misinformation, historical myths and fakes. Under the condition of conscious and responsible teaching of history and the use of
digital tools, it is possible to minimize all risks, and social networks and messengers will become useful in highlighting certain
topics, securing materials, and completing tasks.

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Abstract

The article defines the configuration of the current Polish Sejm composition based on the hard-versus-soft-Euroscepticism
criterion. It explains that Euroscepticism is a part of modern political narrative both in Poland and at the European level. The
objective of the present study is to explain the political nature of Polish parliamentary parties leaning towards Euroscepticism. The
study findings rest on the use of political science methods to classify party Euroscepticism. This classification analyses post-socialist
countries on the example of the current Polish Sejm configuration. The study emphasizes that strong Euroscepticism results from
the party’s strategy for the country to exit the European Union. Mild Euroscepticism involves a wider political spectrum — from
slight criticism of deepening European integration to “revision” of EU membership.

The article discusses that both types of party Euroscepticism can be observed in the Sejm. The Polish hegemon of the last
decade “Law and Justice” are moderate Eurosceptics. Hard Eurosceptics are the right-wing populists from “Confederation”.
“Law and Justice” succeeds in mobilizing conservative Polish voters. The party implements a moderate Eurosceptic policy, often
maneuvering between soft and hard Euroscepticism. It has been proven that the “Confederation” implements traditional populist
politics rather than the political doctrine of firm Euroscepticism. The high level of populism is reinforced by the odious actions
and comments of the pro-Russian party leader Janusz Korwin-Mikke. Poland is characterized by a distinction between party
Euroscepticism and prevailing in society “moderate Eurooptimism”. The present study confirms that Polexit is impossible in the
current political conditions in the country. It is assumed that the upcoming parliamentary elections in 2023 may bring the ruling
“Law and Justice” closer to hard Euroscepticism.

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Abstract

The development of modern state institutions in the countries of the world community creates an increasing number of conditions,
as an integral part of every society, for the functioning and integration of democratic principles. If we consider democracy in terms
of administrative structures, then the most effective implementation of the fundamental democratic principles will be at the level of
administrative-territorial - the most accessible to citizens. In this sense, the fulcrum of direct democracy should be understood as
local self-government bodies as an opportunity to establish interaction between local authorities and the public.

The purpose of the article is to find out the impact the processes of decentralization in the context of the formation of the local
self-government institute in Ukraine and in view of the international standards of the local self-government institutes.

The results of the study established that there are three main models of decentralization, which have a fundamental impact on
the formation of the institution of local self-government. It has been studied that among them there are three basic models - political,
administrative, fiscal.

The specifics of political decentralization are substantiated, which is understood first of all as the transfer of powers to
governing bodies hierarchically lower than the central one, and at the same time the consolidated development and implementation
of strategic policy with the inclusion interested persons.

The conclusions prove that the form of delegation of management authority is the most important, but for the greatest efficiency
and a qualitative result, a complex of political, administrative, and financial decentralization should be applied.

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Abstract

The purpose of the article is to highlight the moral and aesthetic doctrine of D. Dontsov through the prism of his political and
national beliefs. Actuality. It is established that the fundamental components of D. Dontsov’s outlook include primarily political
and national elements. In forming his worldview in this way, the thinker, first of all, gave preference to the national one, because it
was the most consistent with his fundamental worldview beliefs. Nevertheless, the moral and aesthetic beliefs of Dmytro Dontsov
are quite interesting (but understudied) and certainly relevant today. Although they cannot be considered universal and generally
accepted in terms of extrapolation to modern Ukrainian society in general, they are, undoubtedly worth studying and analyzing, and
individual elements of his doctrine can be safely used in the context of today’s cultural development of Ukraine. Results. The article
characterizes the regularities of Dmytro Dontsov’s moral and aesthetic beliefs, which are outlined in the direction of his nationalist
concept. Presenting the images of a «strong man» and a «strong nation», the thinker builds the main moral and aesthetic principles
from the same perspective. The principle of «immorality», which is the main ethical principle guided by D. Dontsov, should not
be interpreted as a rejection of ethical criteria or moral ideals in general. It is about the contradiction of Dontsov’s interpretation
of the principle of «immorality» with everyday, provincial morality. By «good», D. Dontsov understands all actions or theoretical
developments that contribute to the growth and development of any nation, in particular, it is about Ukraine. It is found that the
aesthetic views of Dmytro Dontsov must be perceived and understood as one of the constituent parts of his ideology. In aesthetics,
D. Dontsov does not use rational origins, but the elements of irrationalism or even mysticism, which, even at the level of mythology,
are designed to ensure the further development of national ideology. Conclusions. Therefore, studying and analyzing the moral and
aesthetic beliefs of Dmytro Dontsov, it is established that the thinker’s views do not claim to be academic and universal in terms
of applying them to the entire Ukrainian society. However, some elements of his teachings can be successfully used for further
research of the outlined problem.

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Abstract

Relevance. The study of medicalization processes in modern society is relevant from the perspective of the enormous impact
of the global COVID-19 pandemic on all social institutions, forms of social relations and the increasing role of medicine and
pharmacology in post-Covid realities. The concept of medicalization, invented by Western intellectuals at the end of the 1960s, has
acquired new negative and positive interpretations that require their own philosophical understanding.

The aim of the study is to determine the role of medicine in the modern globalized world that has survived the COVID-19
pandemic. The following research methods are used in the article: hermeneutic, structural-functional, comparativist, social analysis,
logical, and others, which made it possible to comprehensively investigate the main aspects of the problem under analysis.

In the course of the study, the following results were obtained: modern interpretations of the concepts of medicalization and
pharmacology were determined; the specificity of the social consequences of the global COVID-19 pandemic and unprecedented
measures to overcome it were revealed; the peculiarities of the processes of medicalization and pharmacology under the influence
of the commercialization of medicine and the influence of mass media on public attitudes of the population during the pandemic and
in the post-epidemic period are determined; modern forms of securitization of medicine are revealed, i.e. empowering the authority
of medical services.

During the study, the following conclusions were drawn: in modern post-Covid realities, the medicalization and pharmacology
of society remain perceptible as processes of strengthening the role of medicine and pharmacology in the lives of people and
society; the medicalization of everyday life also took place - the securitization of medicine, i.e. the acquisition of force powers by
the medical services; medical and pharmacological institutions began to perform not only the functions of treatment and prevention,
but also social control, which created new long-term risks and dangers in society. It is indicated that the medicalization and
pharmacology of society, which arose long before the pandemic, and which have both negative and positive parameters, only
intensified as a result of unprecedented measures to overcome it.

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Abstract

The relevance of this research has been caused by the return of “war” as a central subject of thought to the attention of
European thinkers. The complexity of this subject requires special attention to the methodological aspects of its cognition. The
purpose of our research is to find effective epistemological means for transferring the immediate experience of war into the sphere
of rational thinking and knowledge because this article focuses on the analysis of the specifics of thinking about war in one’s own
country.

The results of the study show that thinking about the war “from the inside of war” differs from the “external view” as it is
built on personally experienced feelings. This article argues that the immediate experience of war is not an obstacle for the process
of cognition but, on the contrary, is a prerequisite for having a close view of the factual reality of war. Also, this research argues
that for the thinker of a country waging a just defensive war, a true interpretation of the reality of war is an effective means of
countering the enemy. This article proposes the use of Heinrich Rickert’s theory of the ordering of the chaos of sensations through
concept formation and the further systematization of the formed concepts. This is because this theory is one of the means of
transferring the experience of war into the sphere of rational thinking. Furthermore, this article demonstrates the application of
this theory when dealing with the feeling of encountering evil. The concept of three modes of evil (factual, active, and passive) is
proposed, and its applicability for characterizing Russia’s military actions against Ukraine is demonstrated. In addition, the idea of
collective and personal responsibility of the citizens of the Russian Federation for the war their state unleashed against Ukraine was
elaborated through the means of philosophy. In particular, the applicability of Karl Jaspers’ theory regarding the political, moral,
and metaphysical guilt of the aggressor nation is shown in relation to the people of contemporary Russia. Throughout this review,
two types of toleration of war by Russian citizens are distinguished.

Also, three conclusions were drawn from the obtained results. First, thinking about war in one’s country make one capable
of taking into consideration data that researchers “outside the war” do not have. Secondly, the main methodological difficulty of
thinking about the war in one’s own country is the search for a reliable means of transferring the sensations from experience into
a rational and clearly articulated system of concepts. Thirdly, using the methodological tools of H. Rickert and K. Jaspers, one
can effectively start to research complex aspects of this war such as the essence of the actions committed by the invaders and the
question of their guilt.

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Abstract

The article examines the theory of a historical event in the light of Russia's war with Ukraine. Spiritual and psychological
aspects of the event are analyzed. The event is understood as a struggle of wills. The main psychological components of the event
are considered: effort, patience, responsibility, perseverance, risk, dedication, sacrifice. The ontological nature of the event is
analyzed. It is substantiated that the deep metaphysical basis of events is the heterogeneity of things. In terms of the Hegelian
dialectic, historical eventfulness can be understood as a specific form of the break between the Absolute and oneself. Attention is
drawn to the ambivalence, trauma, and tragedy of the historical event. The dichotomous nature of extreme events that split society
in half is emphasized.

The understanding of the event as a change in the world-historical gestalt is substantiated. The role of the event in the
ambiguous process of changing the identity of the subjects of the historical process is highlighted. The world-historical meaning of
Russia's war with Ukraine is understood as a manifestation of the conflict of civilizations, as well as the struggle of progressive and
regressive trends in history. The ratio of ontological and semiotic aspects in the structure of the event is analyzed. Attention is paid
to the logical-semantic interpretation of the event within the analytical philosophy of the event. The importance of the subjective
and conscious aspects of the event is emphasized. It is shown that the events of the current Ukrainian-Russian war convincingly
illustrate the greatness of self-interest in history. The undesirability and even inadmissibility for the modern era of the sacralization
of events, and especially the inadmissibility of messianism as an ideological justification for the aggressive and destructive actions
of political leaders and exalted masses, is proven.

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Abstract

Actuality. The modern war in Ukraine has highlighted/aggravated the problem of intolerance, aggressiveness and enemy
escalation, as strong as never before. This kind of state-aggressor's behavior became the result of the othering.

The aim of the research is to describe and analyze the phenomenon of the othering as a mechanism of enemy arising. In order
to this aim, phenomenological, comparative and hermeneutical methods are used.

The results of the research. It was revealed that abstract thinking, symbolization, ontological destruction and objectification
are the structural elements of the othering. In fact, the abstraction deprives the person of his/her essential characteristics. At this
stage, people are seen as those who don’t have their own identities and personalities. Actually, they are treated through the lens of
otherness and aliens.

Besides, symbolic othering divides people through the categories of own/other, protector/enemy and kind/evil. Accordingly,
these categories cause borders between people. It also should be stressed, the othering as objectification equates people with
impersonal objects. In this case, people are used as things. Indeed, objectification depreciates people and their lives. Moreover,
treating people as to the thing makes possible terrorism and genocide. It is especially noted, the objects chosen for terrorists’ attacks
have a symbolic character. All cultural, infrastructural, and living buildings are signs of other people’s being. And terrorists’ hit at
every of these buildings are the demolition of people’s identities.

In conclusion, the othering can be stopped owing to the understanding of every person’s value. In this way the dialog is the
tool of people’s conflict solving. People are able to find common goals thanks to dialog, exchanging thoughts and meanings.

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Abstract

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Abstract

The article is devoted to an analytical description of the social characteristics and practices carried out by refugees and
internally displaced persons of the Russian-Ukrainian war of 2022. The conclusions indicated in the article are made on the basis
of the results of a sociological study, which was conducted in June-July 2022 by scientists from the Department of Sociology and
Public Administration of the National Technical University "Kharkiv Polytechnic Institute". Based on the analysis of the results
of an Internet survey (N=1170 people), refugees and IDPs were characterized as a stable social group and an assessment was
made of the impact of social capital on building strategies and tactics when making a decision to move, determining the motives
for deterring departure. The consolidating factor that rallied the respondents into a stable social group was the willingness of the
respondents to 1dentify themselves as Ukrainians, with almost identical reactions to the events associated with the start of the
military aggression of the Russian Federation, and similar social practices to solve the problems of evacuation, regardless of region,
age, education and material provisions.

It has been established that the majority of the respondents are representatives of the middle class who have a family and
children, the respondents have a higher education, are employed in various sectors of the economy (a large cohort is made up of
teachers and scientists, representatives of the IT and service industries), self-employed and business owners; have a fairly good
level of economic capital (ownership of housing and a car, a high level of consumer behavior). The motive for the speedy and urgent
evacuation was the concern for the lives of children, grandchildren, loved ones, and their own lives. Four waves of evacuation were
recorded: on the eve of the military aggression, about 3% of the respondents, on the first day and in the first week of the military
aggression, up to a quarter of the respondents; the largest part of the respondents was evacuated in March 2022 and during the
following months under the influence of events at the front.

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Abstract

The article is devoted to the study of bias about politics as a motivational component of youth absenteeism. The relevance
of the study is determined by the importance of involving young citizens in the construction and development of the state through
participation in institutional forms of politics. Such a need in 2022 was actualized in Ukraine due to war and high migration
caused by Russian military aggression. The purpose of writing the article is a finding out of existing theoretical approaches to the
motivation of both political and, in particular, electoral non-participation of youth and delineating directions for further research.
The methodological basis of the article is the use of the results of national and expert surveys and content analysis.

Results of the research. Biases belong to the unconscious motives of political non-participation, they are associated with
the peculiarities of socialization, the low quality of civic education, they can also be the result of paternalism, distrusting to state
institutions, the result of social isolation, etc. Overcoming these biases can encourage young citizens to participate in politics, which
is used by state institutions and other interested subjects of political life, however, in the case of actualization of "pseudo-motives"
(as a result, above all, of external influence), it may be about "participation for the sake of participation". Such participation is
not related to the perceived internal need of the individual. The article assesses the influence of various factors on the formation
of prejudices, such as the choice of communication channels, the trend towards digitalization of political participation, etc. The
reflection of political non-participation and prejudice as its motive in nationwide sociological studies of Ukrainian society and
youth as its component is analyzed.

Conclusions. The conducted research outlined the prospects for further scientific research, which, according to the author, are
contained in the study of electoral activity, migration and education, youth subcultures, the influence of the information society on
the national context, the formation of a vision of the future of Ukraine and European integration processes.

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Abstract

The article is devoted to the study of the characteristics of the influence of emotional reactions on deviant behavior in
adolescents. The article analyzes the positions of researchers regarding the characteristics of the manifestation of emotions as a
determinant of deviant behavior in teenagers in general. The purpose of the article is to relate the individual stages of the influence
of emotional states on behavior and the structure of adolescent personality from a socio-psychological point of view.

The increase of deviant behaviors in modern times has increased the interest in the study of the problem by psychologists,
defectologists, and psychoneurologists. In order to prevent the development of deviant behavior or to stop it, to understand it and
to be able to recognize it at the initial stage of development, information about their determinants should be broad and clear. The
spiritual and moral solution to the problems of deviant behavior contributes to the success of the development of society.

A fundamental principle of human behavior is that emotions energize and organize perception, thought, and action; all
emotions have evolutionary adaptive functions. Emotions act as an internal language, a system of signals, through which the subject
learns the importance of needs and demands of happenings. Deviant, non-adaptive behavior is characterized by varying degrees of
impairment of adaptation to the environment, inability to control one's actions and correct them, severity, and specificity of mental
changes. The most important of mental changes are emotional conditions and situations.

Many authors have described the influence of emotional conditions on behavior. Researchers mention that in the structure of a
person's deviant behavior, actions performed against the background of emotional situations occupy a large place. As such situations,
the authors mention emotional instability, constant frustration, increased personal and reactive anxiety, disappointment, fears of
various origins, depression, increased psycho-emotional arousal, unstable mood background, irritability, increased emotional stress.

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Introducation. The problem of the influence of
emotional states on personality behavior is one of the
most important issues in modern psychology.

Emotional states are one of the most interesting and
focused problems in the history of psychology, but less
facts have been obtained compared to problems such
as activity, behavior, communication, and intelligence.
This is due to the complex nature of emotional states,
difficulties in measuring them during experimental
studies, and other characteristic factors.

A significant number of studies in modern times have
shown the depth of the problem and defined a range of
directions for analyzing behavioral psychology.

Appearance of the emotional sphere in the structure
of an individual's adaptive behavior occupy one of the
leading places, acting as one of the possible causes of
deviant behavior and as a criterion for the disorganization
of mental activity that aggravates this situation.

Personality —deformations and orientation of
adolescents with deviant behavior are manifested by
emotional instability, character accentuation, unformed
methods of resistance to negative situations, inadequate
coping strategies, tendency to show uncontrollable
aggression and are accompanied by various social
manifestations. Emotions, which act as regulators of
behavior, organize the interaction of adolescents with the
external environment, perform an important adaptation
function that provides active forms of their life. Violation
of emotional regulation of behavior, according to modern
research, directly leads to adjustment disorder, social-
psychological deformation of personality.

Formulation of the problem. Studying the influence
of the emotional states of teenagers on deviant behavior
gives us an opportunity to expand our understanding
of the factors that ensure their effective behavior in the
process of adaptation to the social environment.

Adolescents do not know how to independently
regulate their deviant behavior, organize their life and
time, develop and set goals, and value time. Therefore,
preventive work with deviants should be established,
and special attention should be paid to the constructive
formation of the life and time organization of children
and adolescents.

The traditional object of research within the
psychology of deviant behavior is the structure of
mental activity and behavior of children and adolescents.
However, deviant behavior is not only a phenomenon of
adolescence. It is known that the behavior of a person of
mature age is capable of deviating from the norm and can
be of different nature.

One of the important issues for studying the specific
characteristics of deviant behavior is the behavioral
criterias related their age. According to the age, the
behavior norm is understood as a behavior model, a
system of behavior that an individual should follow is
accepted according to a certain age. In the process of
assessing the age norm, it is necessary to analyze the
various activity characteristics that a person of a certain
age should be suitable for.
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Objectives of research:

- to implement preventive measures to eliminate
the difficulties faced by teenagers due to deviant
behavior;

- to study the relationship between the teenagers’
personalities and the emergence of emotional instability;

- to take into account the choice of specialty
of teenagers, unique professional training, individual
psychological ~ characteristics, stereotypes and
orientations, motives and actions, the influence of deviant
behavior on personality directions;

- to prioritize the use of self-improvement and
self-education measures to overcome difficulties.

Main part. The term "deviance" means the behavior
of an individual or a group that does not conform to
generally accepted norms, as a result of which these
norms are violated by them.

Deviant (lat. Deviatio - deviation) behavior is
understood as: actions that do not conform to the officially
defined or actually defined norms (standards, templates)
in a certain society (Naboychenko, 2007, p. 76)

Sometimes deviant behavior can be confused with
delinquent behavior. Both concepts differ sharply from
each other in terms of their types and character.

- Deviant behavior is behavior that deviates from
social norms and does not require legal evaluation.

- Delinquent behavior is a direct violation of law
and requires legal assessment. It is necessary to take
into account all the social, economic, psychological and
biological factors affecting a person at the initial stage of
his socialization process.

If any negative situation occurs in the process of
socialization, then the unfavorable tendencies in the
young person at the beginning will coincide with the
favorable tendencies that arise due to this situation and
will lead to deviant behavior.

There are several typologies of deviant social
behavior: Type of delinquency; Type of addiction;
Pathocharacterological type; Psychopathological type; A
type of behavior based on hyperbolization.

Age stratification includes a system of age-related
socio-psychological expectations. "Adolescence" means,
on the one hand, the completion of physical, especially
sexual maturity, and on the other hand, the transition from
dependent childhood to independence, reaching social
maturity.

A review of the literature and practical observations
on the age problem allow us to talk about the fact that
the experience of adolescence is not enough for normal
well-being, and the experience of adults has not yet been
mastered.

In this regard, two main characteristics of adolescence
can be attributed (Gurova,1981, p. 110).

1. Increased importance of emotional contacts
compared to other ages.

2. Adolescents opposed to adult society by intense
socialization that replaces the characteristic.

The "crises" of adolescence occur between the
characteristics acquired while satisfying the specific
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sociological demand given to them by social life, i.e.
when the developing teenager wants to take a certain
position in the social environment of the elderly, the
increased demand for independence and the opportunities
to realize this independence.

External and internal factors have a great role in the
formation of deviant behavior in adolescents. We can
say many examples on external factors such as socio-
economic status, low standard of living, exclusion from
the social environment, bullying, inciting a person to
deviant behavior, etc.

The psychological condition, i.e., the person's use of
various forms of deviant behavior in order to satisfy the
deformed needs and antisocial tendencies are included to
the internal factors include.

There are more several approaches to assessing
behavior: psychological, psychiatric, ethnocultural,
age, gender, professional, and phenomenological. The
psychological approach, unlike the social approach,
considers deviant behavior in relation to intrapersonal
conflict.

Psychological
characteristic:

- sudden change of mood

- instability of interests,

- sensitivity,

- introspection,

- overconfidence,

- overestimation of one's capabilities,

- the simultaneous manifestation of the polar
qualities of the psyche (self-confidence) and weakness,
shamelessness and shyness, love, and cruelty, etc.).

Adolescence is characterized by obvious emotional
instability, sharp mood swings. In the structure of
deviant behavior of teenagers, emotional instability,
aggressiveness, personal and reactive anxiety, fears
of wvarious origins, unstable background, increased
emotional stress occupy a large place.

In adolescence, stormy emotional outbursts are often
replaced by external calmness and a sarcastic attitude
towards others. A tendency to self-analysis often leads
to the occurrence of depressive situations. In teenagers,
purposefulness and perseverance are combined with
impulsivity and instability, increased self-confidence
and determination. During this period, a conscious
attitude towards one's needs and abilities, tendencies and
behavioral motives, experiences and thoughts is formed.
Self-awareness is also expressed emotionally - the
semantic assessment of subjective capabilities, in turn,
acts as a justification of the appropriateness of actions
and actions. The formation of self-awareness during
adolescence determines the emergence and development
of age characteristics.

V. Kondrashenko groups emotional-behavioral
reactions during adolescence as follows (Kondrashenko,
1988, p. 64). Emancipation reaction. Peer grouping
reactions. Passion reaction. Reactions caused by sexual
desires. Reactions related to the formation of self-
consciousness.

characteristics of teenagers are
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Emotional states affect the process of personality
formation and functioning, organization of behavior.
Acting as a regulator of behavior, emotions play an
important adaptive function in organizing a person's
interaction with the external environment and in providing
active forms of his life.

The emotional sphere carries out the activation,
motivation, and affective evaluation of reality, organizes
single forms of behavior that solve simple and complex
adaptation tasks. Emotional response depends on the
level of mental development. In fact, the higher the
intellectual development, the better the person will be
able to distinguish the cause of the inconsistency of the
situation he is facing, and the emotional reactions will be
adjusted accordingly.

Researchers expressed different positions in their
approach to the issues of defining emotions, mechanisms
of influence on behavior, and functions.

S. L. Rubinstein considered that "Mental processes
are not only cognitive, but also affective, emotional-
volitional processes. They express not only knowledge
about events, but also attitude towards them. They reflect
not only the events themselves, but also the importance
for the life and activity of the subject surrounding them."
(Rubinstein, 2009, p. 78) S. L. Rubinstein comes to the
following conclusion, which is of great importance:
"Emotion itself is the unity of the emotional and the
intellectual."

According to S. L. Rubinstein, not only emotion
determines the activity, but it is also determined by the
activity itself (Rubinstein, 2009, p. 143).

L. S. Vygotsky notes that every emotion is either a
call to action or its opposite. While accepting that there
are significant differences between understanding and
emotional states, it would not be correct to affirm their
complete autonomy and independence (Vygotsky, 1984,
p. 76).

A. N. Leontyev's position about the influence of
emotions on activity is that emotions perform an internal
signal function. The characteristic of emotions reflects the
attitude of the subject to its successful implementation in
the activity corresponding to the motive. This relationship
does not arise from reflexes, but from their direct feeling
and impression." A. N. Leontyev also believes that
emotions are the internal regulator of activity, but the
function of behavior regulation is not performed directly
by emotions, but through motives (Leontyev, 1977, p.
142).

Z. Freud reviewed almost every aspect of human
mental and social life. Z. Freud's study of the leading role
of excitement in the content of neuroses, inappropriate and
provoked behavior, consideration of aggressive elements
in human behavior is of special interest. Z. Freud showed
that we are, first of all, not rational creatures, but creatures
driven by great emotional forces, the origin of which is
often unknown. Strong emotional reactions leave strong
injuries in the psyche in childhood (Freud, 2001, p. 93).

F. Perlz looked for the main cause of all neurotic
conditions in the suppression of emotions. According to
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his conclusion, arousal is intensified when the expression
of emotions is narrowed. Even at this time that the
symptoms of frigidity or phobic reaction, which F. Perlz
calls "holes in our personality", develop. This emotional
destabilization leads the mind to drift away from
awareness (Perlz, 1998, p. 73).

Although A. Adler noted the importance of aggression
and tendency to power in his works, he equated aggression
not with hostility, but rather with initiative and the ability
to overcome obstacles. He considers aggression and
power tendencies as manifestations of a common motive
- the goal of achieving superiority or perfection, self-
improvement, and the development of one's abilities and
capabilities (Adler, & Jung, 1997, p. 163).

K. Khorni's research has a great importance in
understanding the nature of the influence of emotions on
behavior. In the works of K. Khorni, it is claimed that a
person constantly struggles with the anxiety that creates a
sense of danger, with the feeling that others do not like and
appreciate him. K. Horney did not deny the importance of
childhood for emotional development, but, in his opinion,
it is not the frustration of libidinous desires, but rather
pathogenic conditions that make children feel insecure,
unloved and unnecessary. K. Khorni saw the cause of
neuroses in the aggregate of children's impressions and
experiences (Xorni, 1939, p. 121).

A. Maslou concentrates his attention on the conditions
necessary for the healthy development of the personality
and determining the self-actualization of people (Maslou,
1997, p. 76).

The core of E. Erikson's concept is a model
divided into eight stages in human development. Each
stage consists of psychological, biological, and social
components and is based on previous stages. In this
model, important concepts are collected that indicate
that the source of all injuries is in childhood: basic trust
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- basic mistrust, shyness and freedom, doubt - initiative,
guilt - diligence, incompleteness - self-similarity,
deviant actions, intimacy - self-isolation, productivity
- stagnation, self-completion - despair. These concepts
clearly show how important role the emotional field plays
in the formation of personality (Erikson, 1997, p. 214).

H. Sullivan believed that any tension is a potential
opportunity for action, whether perceived or not. One of
the types of stress described by H. Sullivan is a result of
any real events of the surrounding world but is passed
from parent to baby as a result of empathy (Sullivan,
1953, p. 214).

The study of children's behavior in frustration by K.
Levin is of special interest for research. He decided to test
his so-called "differential hypothesis". The essence of this
hypothesis can be formulated as follows: under conditions
of frustration, behavior becomes more dedifferentiated,
less colorful, less flexible (Levin, 2000, p. 112).

It has been established that the main function of
emotions is important for people to understand each other,
to convey their thoughts not only through speech, but also
through body language, making judgments, establishing
favorable relations in joint activities and communication.
From this point of view, emotional states characterize a
person socio-psychologically.

However, this control, which depends on the mental
level, to influence the manifestation of one's emotions,
is not always possible. The socio-psychological
characteristics of adolescents with deviant behavior
are related to the interaction of external conditions and
internal factors, which lead to a violation of socialization.

In order to determine the "level of propensity for
deviance in teenagers", we presented questionnaire
questions to teenagers. The main goal of the study is
to determine the number of adolescents who may have
deviant behavior.

The main purpose of presenting survey is to
determine the frequency of aggressive reactions in
teenagers.

"Can you overcome the urge to harm others from
time to time?" 81.1% answered no to the question and
declared that they are prone to deviant behavior.

Deviant behavior is one of the topical issues of
psychoprophylaxis. The purpose of psychoprophylaxis
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is the elimination of failures and deficiencies in the
system of interpersonal relations. Psychoprophylaxis is
considered one of the main directions of psychological
services for the correction and elimination of healthy but
certain behaviors. This goal can be achieved through a
number of interrelated tasks.

The main tasks of psychoprophylaxis of deviant
behavior in teenagers:
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- Forming relationships according to rules and
social norms;

- Forming a healthy lifestyle;

- Setting positive life activities and goals and
developing appropriate skills;

- Development of social success of a person in the
vital fields of activity;

- Inclusion of the individual in supportive social
groups with positive social goals;

- Development of productive
skills;

- Timely correction of broken interpersonal
relations.

Approbation of research results. The main
provisions of the article are reflected in the author's
theses submitted to scientific conferences in Azerbaijan
and abroad, as well as in scientific articles published in
various journals in Azerbaijan and abroad.

Conclusion. In modern times, all spheres of life are
subject to serious changes, old norms of behavior are
devalued, and this problem has become particularly acute.
The discrepancy between what is expected and what
is real increases the tension and changes the behavior
pattern of society and man. Important changes in norms
take place in the socio-economic situation.

Cultural values are often destroyed, the entire
system of social control is weakened. The importance
of studying these problems is obvious: deviant behavior
is a social and psychological phenomenon. Having
determined the nature and degree of deviant behavior,
it is time to organize the development of a system of
measures differentiated by population groups in the short
term. Moreover, these measures should not only affect
different categories of people directly, but also indirectly,
should be related to the improvement of people's
lifestyle. The main result of the research conducted on the
psychological characteristics of deviant behaviors caused
by negative emotional situations during adolescence is
that if the tendency of young people to deviant behavior
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Abstract

The article deals with pedagogical diagnosis of young children with movement disorders. The problem of developing the
methodological and theoretical foundations of the purposeful impact of correctional work on the body of a child with developmental
abnormalities, taking into account the test results, is also noted.

The need for systematic use of the potential of testing the child's muscle tone at the initial stage of his motor development is
substantiated. Special attention was paid to the interaction of the three components of the tonic state of the muscles of the neck,
upper and lower limbs of healthy children aged 1-3 years and their peers with spastic syndrome of movement disorders. Anatomical
and functional specifics of the tests reveal the prerequisites for further potential opportunities in the correction of the motor sphere
of this contingent of children.

The purpose of our research is the analysis and development of a system of pedagogical testing and detection of motor
development disorders of young children with musculoskeletal disorders.

The study made it possible to draw the following conclusions: 1. The main symptom of muscle spasticity is a chronic
pathological increase in muscle tone. 2. Currently, there are various methods of studying the features of muscle tone in children and
adults, starting from the most elementary visual-palpatory tests and ending with complex medical hardware studies. 3. The basics
of pedagogical testing of the tonic state of the muscles of the upper and lower limbs of young children with spastic syndrome of
movement disorders have been developed. Further prospects for research in this scientific and practical direction lie in the search for
additional opportunities for pedagogical testing in the detection of movement disorders and the use of adaptive physical education
to improve the development of movement qualities, abilities and skills, which creates conditions for further successful socialization.
