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Abstract

The papacy is an institution of great hierarchical authority in the Catholic Church, which is administered by the pope for the
establishment of a college of cardinals with the power to judge, consecrate and initiate. Increased criticism of the papacy, political
and social changes at the turn of the 15th-16th centuries, and the moral crisis of the clergy initiated the Reformation, which
essentially demarcated the spheres of activity of the papacy, which flowed into the minds of the believers. A significant driver of
this accelerated process, as shown in the statistics, was the way of life, management style, and the flight marketing activities of Pope
Alexander VI. The purpose of this article is to discredit the cult of specialness of the popes and the great hierarchy of the Vatican
during the mid- and pre-reformation period.

The relevance of the article is indicated by the appearance and introduction of new scientific sources and historiographical
materials about the situation and the negative influx of the Catholic religious elite not only in Europe, but on other continents . The
subject of the article was the life and activity of two representatives of the Borjia clan - Rodrigo himself and his daughter Lucrezia,
who significantly helped her father’s political and marketing ambitions. This aspect of the problematics of history lessons is lost to
the pontificate of Alexander VI. The person of Pope Alexander Borjia is super talkative. In the minds of the participants, they have
acquired in themselves honors and vadas: intelligence, enlightenment, irresponsible passions, generosity and cruelty, suspicion
and approachability, frankness and approachability. The article evaluates the pope's marketing infusion on political platforms in
Italy, with the help of Lucrezia, selecting names that correspond to the pope's current political ambitions. The authors of the article,
historically and historically, adopted the method of historical psychology in order to give a real and objective assessment of the
thoughts and actions of their characters.

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Introduction.

The Azerbaijani wedding ceremony is an important
part of the culture and traditions of this country. For
centuries, weddings in Azerbaijan have been accompanied
by a variety of rituals, rituals and symbols that have
played an essential role in shaping and maintaining the
socio-cultural identity of the population. Nevertheless,
today the study of the Azerbaijani wedding ceremony and
its traditions is an urgent and important topic for study.

The purpose of our research is to analyze and
describe the main traditions and symbols of the
Azerbaijani wedding ceremony, as well as to identify
their significance and evolution throughout historical
development. To achieve this goal, we used a variety of
research methods, including analysis of literary sources,
field research with the participation of participants in the
wedding ceremony and historical reconstruction.

The definition of the subject of the study is based on
the study of various aspects of the wedding ceremony,
including its main phases, rituals and symbols. We also
consider the socio-cultural, religious and historical
contexts that influence the formation and evolution of the
Azerbaijani wedding ceremony.

This article is an attempt to systematize and
summarize the available knowledge about the traditions
and symbols of the Azerbaijani wedding ceremony
using new approaches and research methods. She also
contributes to a broader understanding of the cultural,
social and historical significance of the wedding
ceremony in Azerbaijan. We hope that the results of this
research will be useful both for the scientific community
and for fans of Azerbaijani culture and traditions.

Analysis of preliminary studies and publications.

The national wedding rituals of Azerbaijanis
have been studied in the works of various researchers,
anthropologists, ethnographers and folklorists, both from
Azerbaijan and from other countries.

One of the most famous researchers of Azerbaijani
wedding rituals is the folklorist Ahmed Aghdamli
(1897-1954). His work "Saj" described the wedding
ceremony of Azerbaijanis in detail, including all its
stages: matchmaking, gift exchange, wedding day rituals,
dinner of the groom's family, etc. Aghdamli's relatively
voluminous scientific work has become an important
source of information about wedding ceremonies and
traditions of Azerbaijanis.

Another well-known researcher of the national
wedding rituals of Azerbaijanis is the Azerbaijani
folklorist R. Zia Mahmudov. Various articles and books
by Mahmudov, such as "The Azerbaijani wedding
ceremony and its components" and "Traditional
Azerbaijani wedding ceremonies", describe in detail the
traditional rituals, clothes, musical instruments and songs
that accompany the wedding ceremony of Azerbaijanis.

In addition, studies of the national wedding
ceremonies of Azerbaijanis have been conducted by other
scientists in ethnography and anthropology. They often

based their research on local traditions, local sources and
interviews with local residents of Azerbaijan.

Research on wedding ceremonies of Azerbaijanis
began in the late XIX - early XX century and continues
to this day. These works made it possible to preserve and
interpret the rich cultural heritage of Azerbaijan in the
field of wedding customs and traditions.

The purpose of this article is to examine the main
traditions and symbols that accompany the Azerbaijani
wedding ceremony.

The article will describe in detail how the Azerbaijani
wedding takes place, what rituals are performed, what
customs are observed. The meaning of symbols such as
the kerchief, which is considered a symbol of purity and
chastity, as well as the ring, which is a symbol of infinity
and unity, will be considered.

The importance of traditions such as matchmaking
and drinking sweet tea, reading the Kelam-i-Kheyrat
prayer at the wedding ceremony and the tradition of
treating guests with special dishes will also be studied.

The purpose of the article is to introduce readers
to the rich cultural heritage of the Azerbaijani wedding,
to show the uniqueness and beauty of these traditions, as
well as to identify their significance and significance for
the local population.

The results of the study.

A wedding is one of the most significant events
in the culture of every nation, and Azerbaijan is no
exception. The Azerbaijani wedding ceremony is a rich
and traditional ritual that reflects the rich heritage and
cultural identity of this country.

One of the most important parts of a wedding in
Azerbaijan is an engagement. An engagement usually
takes place a few months before the wedding, and is the
official announcement of an upcoming marriage. During
the engagement, the parents of both future spouses meet
to discuss the details of the wedding and the mutual terms
of the deal. Traditionally, the groom offers the bride
a ring and gifts that will serve as a symbol of his love
(Gantskaya, 1990, pp. 172-174).

The main symbol of the Azerbaijani wedding is
the wedding kerchief, known as the "kahkul". This is a
patterned silk handkerchief that the bride wears on her
head, then it goes to the groom and so on. The kerchief is
usually richly embroidered and decorated with pearls and
sequins. This traditional element of the wedding dress is
a symbol of the bride's virginity and purity.

Weddings in Azerbaijan are famous for the variety of
dishes on the table. The traditional wedding gastronomic
wealth of Azerbaijan reflects the richness of'its culture and
history. Among the most famous dishes are "pilaf" — rice
cooked with various meat and vegetable ingredients, and
"dolma" — lamb breast, taken out from the inside, filled
with rice and spices. These dishes reflect the influence of
Persian and Turkish cuisine.

A number of traditional rituals are performed during
the wedding. One of the most popular rituals is the
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"circling of fire". The spouses must step over the fire
together, which symbolizes their unity. Another common
rite is the "separation of the grenade." The grenade is
usually cut into pieces and the couple gets one piece of
it. This ceremony symbolizes prosperity and fertility in
marriage.

The Azerbaijani wedding ceremony is not only a
holiday, but also a cultural event that unites families and
communities. This is the time when the whole country
gathers to celebrate and support a new marriage

Being an integral part of Azerbaijani culture, the
process of creating a family consists of step-by-step
rituals, which vary depending on the region of residence,
but preserving national colorfulness.

So, the wedding ceremony begins with "Giz herme".
Giz herme is one of the national wedding ceremonies
traditionally followed by Azerbaijanis. This ceremony
is a marriage ceremony where the newlyweds officially
announce their marriage and celebrate it with relatives and
close friends. Giz herme includes several stages, each of
which has its own symbolic meaning (Abbasova, 2014).

The first stage is a marriage proposal. The groom
and his next of kin arrive at the bride's house, where
they make an official request for the girl's hand. It can
be a formal announcement or a ceremony accompanied
by music and singing. If the girl's parents agree to the
proposal, they agree, and the wedding continues.

The second stage is the nikyah ceremony. Nikyakh is
the official conclusion of a marriage between newlyweds.
The ceremony is usually held in a mosque or at home.
An Imam (religious person) must be present to say
special prayers and conduct the ceremony. After reading
a prayer and exchanging rings, the couples are officially
announced their consent to marriage.The third stage
is the wedding celebration. After the nikyah ceremony,
the newlyweds and their guests go to the wedding party.
There is a lot of dancing and music at the festival, as well
as traditional dishes and drinks. Wedding traditions and
rituals are performed to symbolize happiness, prosperity
and well-being for the young.

Giz herme is an important and wonderful national
rite in Azerbaijan, which emphasizes the importance
of family values and cultural traditions. This ceremony
combines ancient rituals and modern customs, preserving
the wealth and history of the Azerbaijani people.An
Azerbaijani wedding is a special and solemn event,
which is accompanied by a number of national rituals and
traditions. One of these rituals is matchmaking, which
precedes the celebration itself.

Matchmaking in Azerbaijan is a serious and solemn
event, during which representatives of the bride and
groom come together to discuss the terms of the wedding
and officially submit a marriage proposal. This is
especially important for the parties to make sure that the
families of the future spouses agree to this union.

When the groom's relatives and close friends go
to the bride's relatives, they need to come with a gift
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and prepared words to announce their intentions. They
usually bring sweets, fruits, money or other items that are
traditional symbols of prosperity and well-being. A special
role in matchmaking is associated with the "bashlyg",
which is a symbolic payment as compensation for the
loss of the bride's virginity. The bashlyg is paid to the
bride's parents as a symbol of trust and respect for their
daughter. Usually it is money or jewelry that is offered
by the groom's family. The amount of the salary may
vary depending on the status of the bride and groom's
family, as well as on their arrangements and capabilities
(Tahmasib, 2010)

After completing the matchmaking and accepting the
bashlyg, the bride's parents give their gifts to the guests
to express gratitude for their support. Usually it can be
a fruit or candy set, as well as items that can be used in
the future home of a young family. The national wedding
ceremony of Azerbaijanis is distinguished by its deep
symbolism and embodies mutual respect and support
between the families of the bride and groom. It helps to
strengthen family ties and create a warm atmosphere on
the eve of the wedding.The Azerbaijani wedding is one
of the most important and solemn events in the life of
Azerbaijanis. This national wedding ceremony has many
ancient traditions and symbols that reflect the rich culture
and history of this nation. A wedding in Azerbaijan
usually begins with the preparation of the bride. In the
weeks leading up to the wedding, she spends time at her
home with her close friends who help her prepare for this
important day. During this period, the bride must be away
from the eyes of strangers and therefore the windows in
her room are usually closed (Suleymanova, 2010)

On the wedding day, the bride wears a wedding
dress, which is usually an elegant national dress.It is
also decorated with jewelry, usually gold jewelry, which
symbolize wealth and prosperity. Other family members
also dress up in traditional national outfits.

During the wedding, a musical and dance performance
is arranged to maintain the festive atmosphere. Traditional
musical instruments such as tar and kamancha play a
special role in this process. The guests also participate
in dances and songs to express joy and fun (Azerbaijani
folklore, 2005).

After the wedding, the newlyweds' family usually
organizes the ceremony of handing over the wedding gift
from the groom's family to the bride's family. It consists
of a ceremony of exchanging gifts and cash, which is
a traditional way of confirming family ties and mutual
understanding between two families.

After the wedding, the newlyweds go to their new
home, where they usually wait for relatives and guests to
conduct the last stage of the wedding ceremony. Which
includes various rituals and traditions such as decorating
the house, distributing gifts and wishes, and cooking
traditional dishes.

Wedding ceremonies in Azerbaijan, as in many other
cultures, have their own characteristics and differences
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depending on the region. These differences may relate
to aspects such as wedding preparations, ceremony,
traditional customs and rituals, as well as decor and
outfits (Efendiev, 1981).

Let's start with the preparations for the wedding. In
the Republic of Azerbaijan, it is very important to observe
traditions and customs, so the preparation process can
vary greatly in different parts of the country. In some
regions, newlyweds must undergo a series of tests and
tasks to confirm their readiness for marriage. Such tests
may include tasks to acquire new skills, prepare gifts, or
show your physical strength. In other regions, the rites
of gift exchange between the families of the bride and
groom are held at the first stage, which may also differ
depending on the area (Grishaev, 1990).

The wedding ceremony may also have its own
peculiarities in different regions. In some places, large
ceremonies are held, with the participation of many
guests, dancing and music. One of the traditional
ceremonies is the laying of crowns on the heads of the
young, which symbolizes their acceptance of their new
status — spouses. In other regions, modest ceremonies are
held dedicated only to the newlyweds themselves and
their close relatives (Abdullaev, 2005).

Traditional wedding dress may also vary from region
to region. In many places, the bride wears a magnificent
and bright wedding dress, openwork and decorated
with luxurious embroidery and jewelry. However, in
some regions, the bride may wear interesting national
costumes that correspond to the traditions of local culture
(Karabakh: folklore, 2012a).

In the wedding ceremonies of Azerbaijan, it is also
the custom to decorate the wedding place, shopping aisles
and houses of the bride and groom. Different materials
and decorations are used in each region, reflecting local
traditions.

In recent years, a number of changes have taken
place in the national wedding ceremony of Azerbaijanis,
reflecting modern trends and the influence of Western
culture. Here are some major changes:

Mixing traditions: Nowadays, more and more
Azerbaijani couples are trying to mix traditional wedding
ceremonies with elements of Western culture. For
example, fashionable wedding dresses, cakes prepared
according to Western recipes, and even rental of wedding
venues in the style of Western traditions have appeared
(Korneeva, 2009).

Changing the role of the bride: Traditionally, the
Azerbaijani bride was quite modest and did not perform
in public (Karabakh: folklore, 2012b). However, recently
brides have increasingly been taking an active part in the
celebration and showing their individuality. They can also
do performances, dance and sing to entertain the wedding
guests. Integration of new technologies: More and more
Azerbaijani weddings use the latest technologies. From
projecting videos and photos onto screens to using drones
to shoot wedding videos from the air. These technologies
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add new dimensions to the wedding experience and
allow you to create impressive and memorable events
(Shchevtsova, 2019).

Changing  musical  preferences:  Previously,
traditional folk melodies and dances were common at
weddings, but now young people increasingly prefer
modern music, including Western hits and popular dance
tracks (Magomedov, 2012)

Simplification of the wedding menu: Azerbaijani
weddings used to be famous for their exquisite and
plentiful menu with a variety of traditional dishes.
However, now more and more Azerbaijanis prefer to
simplify the menu by offering light snacks and a variety
of hot dishes that meet modern tastes.

Changing the duration of the wedding celebration:
In the past, Azerbaijani weddings could last for several
days, with various rituals and traditions. However, now
young couples increasingly prefer to hold a wedding
during one day or on weekends in order to reduce the cost
of the holiday (Aslanov, 2003).

In general, these changes in the national wedding
ceremony of Azerbaijanis reflect the influence of
globalization and modern culture on traditions. Young
couples try to preserve their identity, but at the same time
integrate into European culture.

The wedding elements of the Azerbaijani people are
of particular importance and have a significant impact on
the culture of other peoples living in Azerbaijan. This is
especially noticeable in the cultures of Lezgins, Khinaligs
and Tsakhurs.

Conclusions.

Wedding ceremonies and traditions in Azerbaijan
are an important part of the national culture and have
deep historical roots. During the Azerbaijani wedding
ceremony, one can see a combination of various symbols
and traditions that reflect the richness and versatility of
this culture.

One of the key symbols present in the wedding
ceremony is the khanam. Khanam is the main person of
the wedding, usually a member of the bride's family, the
wife of a matchmaker, or their close relative. She directs
and organizes all the events during the wedding process.
Khanam dresses up in a bright and luxurious costume to
stand out among the guests.Traditionally, an Azerbaijani
wedding consists of several stages, each of which has its
own symbols. During the "request" for the bride's hand,
the groom, along with relatives and close friends, visits
the bride's family to request her hand in marriage.

Another important traditional symbol of the wedding
ceremony is a mirror. It plays the role of a veil and
guiding force that helps the newlyweds start a happy life
together. The mirror is usually decorated with engraving,
may have carved or ornamental stones and details.It is
also customary in Azerbaijan to arrange wedding weaves,
called a "wedding wreath". This is a rite that symbolizes
the unification of two families into one. The families of
the bride and groom weave lace from multicolored silk
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threads, which is then superimposed on the heads of the
newlyweds.

Bread is another important symbol of the wedding
ceremony in Azerbaijan. Bread is a symbol of abundance,
prosperity and well-being. During the wedding, the bride
and groom tear one piece of spiritual bread to symbolize
their willingness to do everything together and support

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Abstract

Relevance. The article is a pioneer research related to the correlation between the ideological conception of “New Russia” and
previous Russian expansionist doctrines directing to the Ukrainian Steppe.

The purpose is to investigate the genetic roots of the “New Russia” conception in the early modern interpretations of the
Muscovite expansion. Metodology. The conceptual strategy of the research bases on the historicism principle, contextual analysis
and comparative methods.

Results. The main novelty of research is to argue that “New Russia” conception which was founded in the 1830-1840 have no
genetic precursors in early modern approach to explain Muscovite claims to the Steppe zone situated near the traditional Ukrainian
lands. Until nineteenth century the Muscovite elites did not interpret the territory of imaginary “New Russia” as a natural part
of “tsar patrimony” and did not use the “patrimony theory”. The ideological arrogation of the region began on the base of other
arguments. on the official documentation level (tsar and Senate acts, diplomatic correspondence) the Muscovites recognized it as a
territory of Zaporozhian Host including the Black Sea littoral. Moreover, In the second half of the eighteenth century the Muscovy
interpret this territory as a Little Russia.

Conclusions. Ideological conception of “New Russia” was an artificial even regarding the Russian intellectual tradition, did
not reflect continuity of the argumentation related to the spatial claims during the early modern age. Having emerged in the 1830-
1840 “New Russia” conception started the new approaches to the imagining of the territory of the contemporary East and South
Ukraine. The results of the research make it possible to revise existing stereotypes concerning the civilizational nature of a number
of historic regions and to disprove a conception regarding the historic motivation of contemporary Russian territorial claims.

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Abstract

The importance of the topic is conditioned by the necessity to investigate some facts of the establishment of commemorative traditions to
honour Taras Shevchenko. The author analyses the content of various sources, including periodical materials that have been published during
the first decades after the death of Taras Shevchenko. The magazine «Kievskaya starina» at the turn of XIX-XX centuries became one of the
periodicals, which covered the initial stage of commemorative practices dedicated to T. Shevchenko quite vividly and fully. A complete and quite
revealing collection of thematic publications including articles and notes, review materials of regional periodicals requires special attention and a
special scientific study.

The purpose of the study is to establish the features of the main forms, methods and ways of Taras Shevchenko commemoration Taras
Shevchenko on Ukrainian lands as part of two empires during the late XIX and early XX centuries based on the materials published on the pages
of the «Kievskaya starina» magazine.

As a results, analyzing thematic materials on the pages of the «Kievskaya starina» magazine, the author singles out the main forms, ways and
methods of Taras Shevchenko commemoration in Ukrainian lands at the turn of two centuries. These can include publications and reprints of Kobzar's
works in periodicals, publication of sources for the reconstruction of the biography of a prominent Ukrainian, memories of his contemporaries,
materials of correspondence with various respondents. Some special ways of T. Shevchenko commemoration in «Kievskaya Starina» were
collection and popularization in printed form of folk tales and legends about the poet. This also includes highlighting the commemoration in the
form of memorial services performed during 1895-1906 in various parts of Ukraine, creative literature and art evenings, concerts, various events
to popularize his works, as well as initiatives to build a monument to Taras Shevchenko, organizing fundraising for this and informing the public
about the state of affairs regarding the implementation of these ideas and projects. The author established that the magazine contains more than 60
publications about T. Shevchenko, which have a commemorative content.

Conclusions allow us to determine the important role of «Kievskaya starina» in the process of recording and spreading information about
commemorative practices in honour of Taras Shevchenko on Ukrainian lands as part of two empires at the end of the XIX and the beginning of
the XX centuries. The importance of the activity of the magazine's editorial board within this direction and, in particular, the participation in the
publication of such materials of its head Volodymyr Naumenko is also established.

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Abstract

The article reveals the activities of Azernashr, the first publisher of children's literature in Azerbaijan during the Soviet era, and
the work done in the publication of children's literature. It is established that Azerneshr was the first publishing house to publish
children's literature during the Soviet period. In addition, the article reflects the decisions and instructions given by the state in order
to further develop the publication of children's literature in chronological order.

Literature has always served certain educational purposes everywhere. From the smallest lullabies and fairy tales of folk
creativity to the greatest epics and novels of classical and modern literature, every artistic work has educational value and importance
to one degree or another. In general, in addition to the socio-political task of fiction, there are fiction works written for children
especially for the purpose of education, and great writers and poets of all countries of the world have written such works.

It is noted in the article that "Azernashr" continued to publish children's literature in our country until September 1938, until
the establishment of the Children's and Youth Literature Publishing House. The printed materials of both publishing houses were
studied here, and samples for the relevant period were presented. The article also discusses the state measures to eliminate the
existing problems in the field of children's literature. It is known that the main goal of the Soviet period was to develop children's
literature, to eliminate the shortcomings in the field of children's literature.

Since children's literature is intended for the formation of a "comprehensive personality rich in self, with high ideals and
aesthetic taste", publishers and intellectuals of the time directed all their efforts to the development of the repertoire of children's
literature by publishing outstanding examples of world classics, as well as the most artistically perfect works of national authors.
they have done a lot in this direction.

In the framework of the above-mentioned issues, general studies were conducted in the article, and opinions were noted
referring to the local literature on the issue.

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Introduction.

Children's and young people's literature is as
unlimited and free as all fiction in terms of subject
matter and creative methods. For children and young
people, works can and should be written on the most
complex and abstract topics, even in every possible way.
However, writers and readers should know the level of
spiritual development, their interests and dreams, and
their perceptual characteristics, and express the topic and
content of their writing with love and sincerity.

If we look at the history, during the Soviet era, the
first publishing house to publish children's literature in
our republic was "Azernashr" (since 1920) (Abasova,
1920, p. 20). It is known that Azerbaijan State Publishing
House was created as a universal publishing house. Thus,
in the early years, since its establishment, the publishing
house mainly published textbooks, children's literature,
fiction and scientific books.

Some work was done in the field of publishing
children's literature in Azerbaijan even in the first decade
of Soviet rule.

Research methods.

Since the publication history of children's books
in Azerbaijan was studied in the article, comparative-
historical and statistical research methods were used.
However, since the article covers the problems of
publishing children's books, here, in addition to being
based on historical-chronological sequence, comparative
typological analyzes were preferred, comparisons were
made with other types and types of literature, especially
fiction, textbooks, and their characteristics were included
in the analysis.

Results.

Inthe 1930s, anumber of other measures were taken in
the republic to strengthen the achievements in the field of
children's literature, to develop it further and to eliminate
the shortcomings. One of these events was the first All-
Azerbaijan Children's Literature conference, which was
convened on January 17, 1931 in the building of the Baku
International Pedagogical College with the participation
of teachers, librarians and readers' representatives (For
Communist Education, 1931, p. 106).

At the conference, three issues on "Current state
of Azerbaijani children's literature", "Staff training for
children's literature" and "Promotion and organization
of children's books" are discussed. The conference
discusses these issues and makes a special decision for
the development of children's literature. The decision
stated that the upbringing and formation of the new
generation is the main issue facing the socialist society.
The exposure of obstacles to the construction of
socialism, the fight against religious remnants, should be
reflected in children's books, which will positively affect
the development of their worldview. Also, in the decision,
the language of the newly published books should be
suitable for the children's level, in order to create and
publish new works on separate topics that contribute to
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their comprehensive development, with the participation
of teachers, librarians, writers' union and other related
institutions, with the participation of "Azernashr" and
"Educational Method Sector". The idea of establishing
"Children's Literature Bureau" was put forward.

In order to ensure the further development of
children's literature, the issue of training new personnel
was also reflected in the decision. In order to fulfill this
task, it should be considered appropriate to create a
section of children's literature under the Union of Writers
of Azerbaijan (Khalilov, 1970, p. 51).

In order to implement the issues required by the
decision, it was indicated in the measures put forward by
the conference that it is necessary to attract young writers
who are engaged in children's literature among the writers,
who participate in the pioneer and Komsomol press with
their artistic works, create a special literary association
under the Writers' Union and give them direction.

The development of children's literature personnel
also had a special place in the events of the conference.
Thus, at Azernashr, providing methodical guidance
to staff to prepare a translator of children's literature,
holding contests on children's literature, awarding authors
who write works, organizing literature clubs for amateur
teachers and students under the guidance of teachers at the
most advanced schools, and writing the best books written
on the basis of the topics given to them. the publication of
good works was suggested. The management of all these
works was entrusted to the method department of the
Public Education Commissariat (Khalilov, 1970, p. 52).

It is clear from the decisions of the conference that
as the literature written and published for children is a
minority, they could not meet the requirements of the time
because they were not suitable for the age characteristics
of children.

This backwardness in the field of fiction did not
escape the attention of the party and the government.
It is not by chance that in the decision of 15 August
1931 "On publishing work" of the Central Committee
of Ukraine (b) P, the expansion and development of the
publication of fiction was put forward as a serious task.
And on April 23, 1932, the Central Committee of the
Ukrainian National Union (b) P MK "adopted a decision
on the reconstruction of literary and art organizations"
(Khalilov, 1970, p. 52).

These historic decisions of the Central Committee
were warmly welcomed all over the country. In order
to develop the publication of fiction in our republic,
the Council of People's Commissars of Azerbaijan
adopted a special decision on the work of "Azernashr"
on April 11, 1931. The decision of the "Literature and
Art" Organizations "On the Reconstruction of Literary
and Art Organizations" was discussed at the meeting of
Baku writers and appropriate measures were taken. At
the meeting, a number of important events were prepared
in the field of the development of Azerbaijani Soviet
literature, including Azerbaijani children's literature. The
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meeting created a special organization committee to lead
the implementation of those events.

The Communist Party of Azerbaijan always led the
publication of fiction and its development ideologically
and politically in the republic. At the end of the first
five-year period, in order to overcome the lag in the field
of publishing fiction in the republic, by the decision of
the Cultural Propaganda Department of the AK (b) P
MK (Central Committee of the Azerbaijan Communist
(Bolshevik) Party) dated April 30, 1932, the state of the
growth of fiction in the Azerbaijan SSR a special brigade
is organized to check and determine their prospects.
The first results of the inspection were discussed at the
meeting of the propaganda department of the AK (b) P
MK on May 7, 1932, and the meeting considered the
activity of "Azernashr" in the field of publishing books
on fiction in general to be unsatisfactory.

In this regard, the fundamental restructuring of
fiction publishing and the organic connection of works
in this field with the issues of building socialism were put
forward as the most important task.

Despite some shortcomings in the activity of
"Azernashr", in 1931-1932, a number of original and
translated children's fiction works were published.
That is, among the examples of Azerbaijani children's
literature in 1931 were A. Valiyev's "Grandmother's
Face", H. Akhundlu's "Maskali adam", and in 1932 M.
Mushfig's "Vurushmalar”, "Bir May", "Cotton", R. Rza's
" Chapay", M. Seyidzadeh's "Glorious Day" (poem)
books are dedicated to children.

Since few new original works were created in these
years, their publication was also a minority.

The gradual development of the publishing and
printing industry in Azerbaijan leads to a significant
expansion of the publication of children's literature.
On the other hand, after the decision of the Central
Committee of the All Union Communist (Bolshevik)
Party of the Central Committee of the Central Committee
of the Communist Party of the Soviet Union (b) on
April 23, 1932, "On the Reconstruction of Literary and
Art Organizations", the Society of Russian Proletarian
Writers was dissolved, and replaced by and the creation
of the Organizational Committee of the Union of
Soviet Writers of Azerbaijan instead of the Society of
Proletarian Writers of Azerbaijan, and in connection with
this, the establishment of the Organization Committee
of the Union of Soviet Writers of Azerbaijan has a great
impact on the development of publishing children's
literature in Azerbaijan. After this event, i.e. in 1933,
the story "Pioneer Leyla" taken from the life of the
pioneer organization by one of the Azerbaijani writers
A. Bagirzade, "Kolkhoz Gizi" by Dadash Islam oglu,
"Journey on a Donkey" and "Selected Stories" taken
from A. Shaig's anecdote "Molla Nasreddin" "Ildirim
and Shura" by Muhammad Zeyanlzadeh for middle-
aged children, "Pahlavan Nazar and Brave Brother" by
A. Kazim, "Barasbi" by Sh. Abbasov, "Towards Oil" by
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M. Seyidzadeh, which introduced school pioneers to oil
extraction and the hard work of workers, 1. Zargarli and
G. Valibeyli's work "Let's learn math" is published by
"Azernashr".

M. Gorky writes his article "On Topics" in connection
with this decision. The great writer pointed out that
children's literature is of great importance in our country
and showed that the books written for children should
expand and shape their worldviews, not only describe
the present and the past, but also give children valuable
knowledge about the future, glorify the development of
achievements in the revolutionary process (Khalilov,
1970, p. 53).

Based on these instructions, Azerbaijani writers and
poets write original children's works in this style, as well
as translate and publish a number of works of Russian
and foreign writers. Among such original works are A.
Shaig's "Playful Gardens", "Children's Poems", "Journey
on a Donkey" (Il edition) and "The Fox Goes on a
Pilgrimage", which is dedicated to the issue of properly
organizing the activities and games of young children. "(II
edition), S.S. Akhundov's "Garaja Gyz", M. Mushfig's
verse tale "Shengul, Shungul, Mangul", which conveys
qualities such as joint struggle against treason and
violence, as well as being vigilant and listening to smart
advice to the readers in a concise, clear and interesting
plot. , A.M. Gafarli's "Octyabryat", R. Rza's "Pioneer's
letter" dedicated to the description of the revolutionary
rise among the workers in capitalist countries (quoted
from Russian), Ali Subhi's "Poems", M.M. Seyidzadeh's
book to love, keep a record of it and take special care of
it "Pinti Hasan" (quoted from S. Marshak's poem "What
Happened to Books" (1932)) and other books can be
mentioned, which conveys the use of.

The 1st Congress of Azerbaijan Soviet Writers,
convened on June 13-17, 1934, also had a positive impact
on the development of children's literature. Thus, after
the decision of the Central Committee of the Union of
Writers of Azerbaijan on April 23, 1932, the congress
concluded the activities of the Organizing Committee
of the Writers' Union of Azerbaijan, defined the future
tasks of literature and discussed the issue of children's
literature along with the issues of craftsmanship and
literary criticism. At the conference, Hajibaba Nazarli
pointed out the slow development of children's literature
in Azerbaijan, saying that "... our children's literature is
far behind. Today, we do not have the necessary literature
to give to children. Many of our writers have graduated
from pedagogical institutes. But they don't write
works for children. They say that if we write children's
literature, then we will confuse and disturb the education
and psychology of children. This is a great negligence"
(Mikayil, 1935; 1936).

At the first congress of Soviet writers convened on
August 17, 1934, S. Marshak gave a speech on "Great
literature for children". At the congress, M. Gorky,
speaking about the ways to develop children's literature,
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saw the novelty in the lives of Soviet children and put it
as an important task to show: "The development of a new
person is clearly noticeable, especially in children. And
they were completely left out of the attention of literature;
as if our writers consider writing about children and for
children to be a deficiency."

On May 14, 1933, the secretariat of the Central
Committee of the Communist (b) Party of Azerbaijan
adopted a decision on "Azernashr". In the decision, the
Propaganda Department of the Central Committee of
the Communist (b) Party of Azerbaijan and A. Trinich
were instructed to reorganize the work of "Azernashr"
and to collect, educate and organize its author staff, and
to turn the publishing house into a center in this work.
Here, one of the changes implemented in the structure
of "Azernashr" was the establishment of the "Children's
and Youth Literature Department" (Abasova, 1920,
p- 34).

Until the establishment of Children's and Youth
Literature = Publishing House ("Ushaggennashr"),
Azerbaijan State Publishing House ("Azernashr")
published children's literature, but could not meet the
demand for literature in the relevant field.

Thus, the tasks put forward by the first congresses of
All-Union Soviet writers and Azerbaijan Soviet writers,
especially the organization of the State publishing house
for children's literature in 1933, the creation of a special
children's literature department at the state publishing
houses of the allied republics, had a great impact on the
publication of children's literature.

The results of this important event could not be
reflected in our republic. At that time, the organization
of the children's literature department at "Azernashr"
was related to this. As a result of the organization of
the department, only in 1935, 200 printed sheets of 65
titles of children's literature were printed. In the same
year, one of the Azerbaijani writers, M. Mushfigin, wrote
the poem "Gaya" dedicated to child neglect in the early
years of Soviet rule and some specific aspects of the fight
against it, as well as important moral and educational
issues, and the hard life of a hardworking peasant who
works from morning to night to avoid starvation, and the
people's struggle against evil forces. and the verse tale
"The Peasant and the Snake" convincingly portraying the
victory of the union was published. This year, original
children's books by M. Seyidzade, H. Alizade and others
were published by Azernashr.

On January 12, 1936, a conference on children's
literature convened by the All Union of Lenin's
Communist Youth Union determined our achievements
and tasks in the field of Soviet children's literature
(Kazim, 1938). In this meeting attended by writers,
teachers, artists, the issues of implementing the tasks set
by the party for children's literature, improving publishing
plans, improving the quality of printed books, the main
tasks of writers and artists in this field and other relevant
issues were discussed.
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Speaking about the great role and importance of
children's literature in the education of a new person
in our country, Comrade A.A. Andreyev, Secretary of
the UIC (b) P MK, pointed out the main reasons for
its lagging behind the current requirements, and noted
that the main aspect that slows down the development
of children's literature is the incomplete organization
of the publication of children's works so far. is to do.
If the children's literature publishing house was better
organized, it would have had a better influence on the
development of Soviet children's literature. The speaker
then said: "Until now, there has been no real owner of
children's literature. It has not been raised to the required
height by the Commissioner of Education and publishers.
Let's hope that now the Komsomol work will be conducted
in a new way." In order to raise children's literature to
a higher level, the speaker continued his speech and
said: "Everything that is good in our country should be
collected and used for children's literature." For this, "it
is necessary to attract our best writers, poets, playwrights
to create children's books of all kinds. At the same time, it
is necessary to work hard on creating a cadre of children's
writers, poets and artists" (Khalilov, 1970, p. 55).

In the meeting, the shortcomings in the field of
children's literature were discussed in detail. One of these
shortcomings was that children's books had not yet been
printed as much as desired. It is said in the consultation:
"Despite the fact that the publication of children's books
has increased year by year, from 10 million copies in
1933 to 20 million copies in 1935, the state of children's
literature cannot be considered satisfactory, if only
because of the fact that children's books are still less is
written and published, they are needed at least 5-10 times
more than what is published." The meeting also criticized
the writing, language, and style of children's books, the
fact that very few books are published for children of
the age of October, and that children's literature does not
cover a number of important aspects of our lives.

It was said in the meeting that children's literature
does not cover the important aspects of our lives: "...
Children should first of all know what our country
has, what its resources are and how it differs from
other countries. We have few such books for children”
(Khalilov, 1970, p. 56).

It is necessary to express in an artistic form what kind
of country our country is and what it has become, what it
did not have in the past and what it has now... Our writers
have not yet created interesting and simply written
biographies of the great men of science and literature.
All of these are extremely necessary for the socialist
upbringing of children through fiction" (Khalilov, 1970,
p. 56).

Finally, at the meeting, it was noted that children's
literature is lagging behind in terms of its artistic and
technical design. In this regard, it was said in the materials
of the consultation: "The technical and artistic design of
the book, printing and pictures are extremely important
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for children and teenagers. Most of the time this solves
the problem. Whether a child will read a book or not
can be determined largely by the layout of the book.
Children's literature is still at a very low technical level,
and the blame for this lies entirely with the publishers,
who approach their work in a bureaucratic manner. Often,
the print quality is bad, the paper is bad, and the pictures
are bad. Sometimes they give children all kinds of
doodles, and they think that all of them will go to work"
(Khalilov, 1970, p. 56).

Guided by the decisions and instructions of the party
and our state, the Republic of Azerbaijan is starting to
develop its publication in the direction indicated in
the documents of the council in order to eliminate the
shortcomings left in the field of children's literature.
Thanks to this, a number of original and translated
children's literature was published in 1936/37. In
1936, "Gambay" by one of the Azerbaijani writers and
poets Hummet Alizade, "Battle Paths" by A. Farig for
middle-aged children, "My Friends" by B. Murshud,
"Mubarizelar" by Dadash Islam oglu, "Bitter Memories"
by Umid Asgaraliyev, as well as repeatedly A. Shaig's
"Playing Gardens" and "The Fox Goes on a Pilgrimage"
and others have been published for young children. In
1937, Mir Jalal's "The Watermelon Thief", Sh. Abbasov's
"26 Commissioners", A. Akbar's "Little Sculptor", Abdul
Kazim's "Watchful Children", Mustafa Chobanzade's
"Pioneer and Schoolboy Learn Automodeling", M.F.
Akhundov's middle and older for children: "Deceived
kavakib story Yusif shah", A. Shaig's "The letter did not
arrive", M. Seyidzade's "Who is strong" and "Nargiz",
which inform preschool and young children about natural
phenomena, M. Dilbazi's rich nature of our homeland,
pioneer and schoolchildren's work, noble dreams, passion
for socially useful work, etc. book of poems "First
Spring", N. Rafibeyli's "Gochaq Karim", B. Gasimzade's
poem "Murad" describing the difficult life of children
before the revolution and their cheerful and happy life
after the establishment of Soviet power in Azerbaijan, the
book "Songs" and other works are the best books printed
for reading.

For example, instead of the 70 books planned for
1937, Azernashr published 17 books, and 27 books were
published in January-August 1938. Among these books,
which were not so good in quality, the works of classical
writers were a minority (Pisman, 1940).

"Azernashr" continued the publication of children's
literature in our country until September 1938, that is,
until the Children's and Youth's Literature Publishing
House ("Ushakgenshr") was established.

If we look at the publication of children's literature
during the second five-year period, we can see that there
are many positive aspects.

One of the positive aspects of Azerbaijani children's
literature published in this period was the use of folk
literature and folklore. In the past, A. Shaig's works such
as "Tik-Tik Khanim", "The Fox Goes on a Pilgrimage",
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and "Good Arka" were children's favorite books created
by using folk tales. "Shangul, Sungul, Mangul" by M.
Mushfig, "Peasant and snake", "Golden bird", "Frost",
"Nargiz" by M. Seyidzade, "Gulbala" by H. Alizade,
"Molla Mamish and chest" by S. Valiyev, A. Shaig's
"Gochpolad", "Eloglu", N. Rafibeyli's "Peasant and Wolf
Tale" and others are beautiful children's works created by
using folklore. During this period, it was also required
to collect and study our folklore and develop ways of
using it scientifically and theoretically. Because, as the
folk poet S. Vurgun said, "The most beautiful sources for
creating romantic works for our children are our fairy
tales and legends" (Khalilov, 1970, p. 57).

One of the great achievements of Azerbaijani Soviet
children's literature in the mentioned period was to enrich
it by translating works of classics of Russian, USSR and
world literature. Although this work was not raised to the
full height in the true sense of the word at that time, it
was already written by A.S. Pushkin, A.l. Krylov, L.N.
Tolstoy, M.Y. Lermantov, A.P. Chekhov, V. Hugo, Mark
Twain, Schiller, Swift, Jules Veri, Aldridge and others.
The translation of his works and delivery to his young
readers should be regarded as an important event.

As for the quality issue, despite the fact that there were
many defects in the language, formatting, pictures, and
font of the children's books, there was an immeasurable
improvement compared to the books printed in the pre-
revolution period, which had no scientific and technical
basis, and in the first ten years of the Soviet rule in our
republic. Especially from the middle of the decade, pre-
discussion of the original children's literature works
to be published in the Azerbaijan Scientific-Research
Pedagogical Institute has greatly improved the publication
of children's literature. Also, the involvement of a number
of new translators in the literary translation field has had a
certain impact on the quality of the works.

In addition to the positive aspects of children's
literature, of course, there are also some shortcomings.
Most of the books published in these years talk about
animals, and the man who is the decoration of life and
his admirable works are not covered much. The child saw
little of himself and his friends, teacher, family, school
and other issues in the book he was reading.

On the pages of the press, our writers and poets
are criticized for not trying to write about the leaders
of the revolution, the heroes of the civil war, the heroes
of our people like Babek, Koroglu, Nabi, their sons like
Nizami, Fuzuli, Vagif, M.F.Akhundov, Sabir, and about
the pioneers.

One of the shortcomings is that little attention is paid
to the translation and publication of children's literature
by the peoples of the world. At that time, there were not a
few examples of beautiful children's literature of Ukraine,
Georgia and other national republics and regions. On
January 19, 1936, at the first children's literature meeting
at the Central Committee of the UIC (b) P, Andreyev
rightly said: "... to collect everything that is good for
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children in world literature and make them the property
of our council children. needed".

Of course, in the following years, special measures
were taken to eliminate the shortcomings in the field of
children's literature during the second five-year period.

In the 1930s, attention and care was paid to the
publication of children's and youth literature in the
republic. So, already in 1933, in the department of
children's literature organized under Azernashr, some
work was done in the field of publishing literature for
children and young people. In 1935, the department
published children's literature in the amount of 200 printed
sheets in 65 titles. However, considering how big a role
books play in the education of the young generation, it
is worth noting that this mentioned fact is quite small.
Therefore, the conditions demanded the establishment
of a separate independent publishing house in order to
meet the demand for books of children and young people.
Because children and young people studied in various
educational institutions and were interested in learning
scientific and technical innovations. Therefore, the books
printed for children and young people should be colorful
and diverse. Taking into account the situation, EC (b)
considers it important to organize a special publishing
house to print children's and youth literature of P MK.
Ne 4465 dated August 9, 1938 of the Council of People's
Commissars of the Azerbaijan SSR and the Central
Committee of the Azerbaijan Lenin Communist Youth
Union (Azer.LKGI) on the organization of Children's and
Young People's Literature Publishing House - ("Children's
Literature") under the MK In order to improve the
publishing of children's and youth literature, the Council
of People's Commissars of the Azerbaijan SSR and the
Azerbaijan Communist Party (b) P MK receive: 1. From
August 1, 1938, children's and youth literature under the
Azerbaijan LKGI MK The publishing house should be
organized ("Ushakganeshr").

Thus, the creation of the publishing house of the
Children and Youth Literature Publishing House is greeted
with great enthusiasm by all the youth of Azerbaijan.

Many writers, poets and artists of Azerbaijan state
that they are ready to work on creating original works for
children and young people (Kazim, 1938).

On the eve of the Great Patriotic War, the publishing
house published a lot of literature aimed at children and
young people. As in the entire publishing system, the
most important factor in the publication and formation
of books in "Ushakganeshr" is the establishment of the
material and technical base of the publishing house at the
level of the requirements of the time. Unfortunately, the
publication of books based on Latin script in the 1930s
and Russian script (Cyrillic) since 1939 required the
renewal of printing equipment in a certain sense.

The article "The quality of children's fiction should
be raised" is published in the "Literature" newspaper,
G. Pisma, secretary of the Central Committee of the
Azerbaijan LKGI. Here, G. Pisman talks about the
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current problems of children's literature, discusses the
quality issues of children's literature (Pisman, 1940).
At the same time, in 1940, an important article entitled
"Strict attention to children's literature" was published
in the "Literature" newspaper. Here, the shortcomings in
the field of children's literature are noted, and a call was
made for the development of children's literature (Serious
attention, 1940).

Of course, the correct interpretation of the existing
problems required a lack of attention to this area.

Belinsky once said: "Education is a big job. He
decides the fate of a person." It really is. Especially the
issue of education in the field of literature and art — the
issue of artistic education of children occupies one of
the important places. Any positive character skillfully
created in the work has a great impact on the young
reader and deepens his attitude towards life and people.
In this respect, that is, in terms of creating works that call
children to be brave, selfless, honest, independent and
hardworking, and inspire them for future struggles, our
writers have always faced great and serious tasks.

Before and after the Great Patriotic War, our
literature contained a number of outstanding children's
works - dramas, stories, narratives, poems, songs, etc.
enriched with, some of which have gained great success
among children. In these years, among the old writers,
M.S. Ordubadi's story "Lieutenant Ivanov's Nursery",
A. Shaig's verse tales, "Araz", the poems "El oghlu",
"Vatan", the story "Vazifa", S. Vurgun, S. Rustam, M.
Rahim, M. Seyidzade, M. Dilbazi, A. Jamil, R. Nigar and
other writers' plays, poems, poems and songs for children
played a great role in the lives of children and young
people.

During the years of the Great Patriotic War, the
printing industry suffered heavy blows in Azerbaijan, as
well as in other areas. The significant reduction of paper
and other printing equipment, the mobilization of authors,
editors, printers and other specialists to the front started to
have a negative effect on the total volume of book printing
in all publishing houses, including "Ushaggennashr".
The level of artistic design of the books has decreased
significantly, and the format has become smaller.
Despite the difficulties of these years, "Ushaggennashr"
published books on various topics (courage, patriotism,
heroism, etc.), "Military library of Komsomol", "Heroes
of the Great Patriotic War", "Military library of school",
"Ready for defense", etc. . also printed books with series.
In general, first of all, serious attention was paid to the
ideological and political content of the books published
in "Ushakganeshr".

The Great Patriotic War had its influence on the field
of children's and youth literature as well as on every
field of literature and art. In this period, the issue of
writing works for children became more important. In
connection with this, a number of new, honorable and
responsible tasks fell upon children's writers. They felt
with all their being and more deeply that in order to meet

the legitimate demands of young readers, it is necessary
to create complete, mature works about our people, our
country, our front and rear heroes, countless children who
have gained fame with their bravery. Undoubtedly, this
task cannot be accomplished by simply narrating various
battle scenes to young readers. The works written and
created for children should instill in them the feeling
of true patriotism and fully satisfy their artistic taste.
Young readers, in any work written for them, should
see the strong moral power of the peoples participating
in the war, including the people of Azerbaijan, in its full
meaning, and should be more familiar with the work done
by selfless people.

Conclusions.

As a result of the conducted research, it is known
that along with this achieved achievement, gaps and
shortcomings in the field of children's literature were
often discussed by the intellectuals of the time in the
pages of the periodical press, and the lack of work done
was highlighted. For example, Z. Abdiirrahmanoglu
"About the big flaws of small works" (Abdiirrahmanoglu,
1939); A. Shaik "Let's write works that please children"
(Shaik, 1940); M. Rzaguluzade "Literature for children
and about children" (Rzaguluzade, 1944); "Children's and
youth literature" (1944); M. Kamran "Children's images
in our literature" (Kamran, 1947); A. Abulhasan "About
children's literature" (Abulhasan, 1950); G. Musayev
"Some issues of our children's literature" (Musayev,
1954); H. Gasimzade "Children's publication in 1954"
(Gasimzadeh, 1954); A. Bagyrzade "Let's write valuable
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Abstract

Relevance. Orthodox theology of the early XXI century is undergoing changes and giving rise to new forms associated with
the global transformations of our time.

The purpose of the study is to comprehend the project of postmetaphysical theology by John Panteleimon Manoussakis,
which continues the line of research on modern postphenomenology represented by the projects of E. Levinas, M. Merleau-Ponty,
M. Henri, J.-L. Marion, and R. Kearney.

As a result of the study, it was found that in Manoussakis's theo-aesthetics affirms the possibility of a non-metaphysical
philosophical and theological language about God. The creation of such an opinion based on postphenomenology requires the
overcoming of the self of the subject, which must be opened to the encounter with the radically Other. J. Manusakis promotes the
project of the «fourth reduction», which is largely developed within the framework of post-Levinasian thought, which translates
the «Prosopic reductiony into an eschatological dimension. J. Manussakis applies the method of the «fourth reduction» in relation
to «sight» as the first type of sensory experience. Here, the icon becomes a «place» for unfolding a reverse perspective, in which
it is possible to «get» the experience of divine appeal and conversion to ourselves. In addition, J. Manussakis makes hearing,
which is the most counter-intentional sensation, important for phenomenological understanding. The center of counter-intentional
phenomenology is the «hymn» as a special state in which the main goal is to «give a voice» to the one who is sung, to experience
the one to whom the hymn is dedicated - God. The hymn, like the icon, is not just an «instrument» for knowing or defining God,
but introducing oneself to the state of «being knowny, in which the believer wishes to become a place where God can «come». The
third feeling in which rapprochement with the Other takes place is touch, and first of all, caress becomes evidence of the recognition
of the Other, its depth and transcendence.

Conclusions. It is the sensory or physical dimension of the presence of Christ that becomes the basis for both the experience
of spiritual elevation and the gathering of believers in the single Body of Christ through the Liturgy, in which the blood and flesh
of Christ are present. The described method of theology of J. Manussakis can be characterized as postmodern mysterious mystical-
sensualistic empiricism.

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Abstract

been proven. Radically pessimistic approaches that generally deny social progress are refuted. An integral criterion of progress
is proposed - the level of humanization of society, that is, the position of the personality in it, with an indicator of average life
expectancy.

The regularities of the interaction of scientific-technical and social progress have been revealed: the revolutionization of
spheres of human activity by scientific-technical progress and its stimulation of social progress, as well as acceleration of the
pace of society's development; the ambivalent influence of technige and science on general social progress, etc. The polyaspect
connection of outlines of general social progress and sustainable development of society at the current stage is shown.

Conclusions. The determining factor of the sustainable development of society is the balance of scientific-technical and social
progress - both interpenetrating and essentially integrated components of sociogenesis.

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Abstract

The relevance of the analysis of the economic aspect of the socio-philosophical views of Friedrich Nietzsche lies in the
possibility of expanding modern ideas about the peculiarities of the functioning of society as a whole and at certain stages of its
historical development.

The results are presented in the analysis of some socio-philosophical ideas of Friedrich Nietzsche, which are related to issues,
and connected to the material and economic sphere of society. Emphasis is placed on the fact, that Friedrich Nietzsche himself
preferred to consider material and economic issues from a value point of view. Therefore, it is the axiological problematic, that
connects the material and Nietzsche's economic views of with his general philosophical concept. The article also analyses the ratio
of rational and irrational elements as important for understanding the Nietzschean style of philosophizing.

The purpose of this article is: Analysis of the issue of distribution of material goods as an element of Nietzsche's socio-
philosophical views in the context of axiological and epistemological problems.

In the context of the goals and objectives of this work, the main research methods are axiological, extrapolation, comparative
and problem-subject methods.

The main conclusion of the work is that Friedrich Nietzsche, solving issues related to the material life of society, tries to do so
based not only on an irrational approach, which is the basis of his general philosophical concept. It is revealed that the philosopher
recognizes the importance of reason and objective factors in the economic sphere of society. Such a double position of Nietzsche
can be interpreted as a positive step in the development of Western philosophy towards the formation of a non-classical and post-
classical philosophical paradigm.

It is proved that Friedrich Nietzsche's desire to subordinate material and economic relations to spiritual and valuable principles
of human existence should be considered a positive and productive idea.

The influence of Nietzsche's philosophy in its positive aspects on the development of modern socio-philosophical knowledge is
evaluated. Namely, it is stated that some Nietzsche's judgments can contribute to the development and deepening of the humanistic
approach to the understanding of contemporary social problems.

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Abstract

Actuality of theme. The turn of the XIX-XX centuries. was marked by the crisis of the scientific knowledge paradigm available
at that time, which some philosophers perceived as the "bankruptcy of science", which influenced the emergence of skeptical
attitudes in scientific circles. If at the beginning of the 19th century experimental science actively produced unique results and made
epoch-making discoveries that changed the perception of the world, society and man, then already at the end of the same century
doubts arose about the omnipotence of science. The apparent redundancy of the obtained empirical data caused an unprecedented
branching of directions and disciplines, which once again emphasized the inability of scientific knowledge to comprehensively
describe the world in which man lives. At the same time, the question of such a science, which would unite the rest of the sciences,
providing them with a conceptual justification, became relevant once again.

The aim of the article. On the example of the work of two Ukrainian philosophers - B.O. Kistiakivskyi and G.I. Chelpanov,
to reveal the main trends of changing the topic of scientific discourse and clarify the problematic connections between the natural
sciences and the spiritual sciences and attempts to emancipate special branches of science.

Research results. In the process of reconstruction of the ratio of philosophical and scientific knowledge in the presentation of
G.I. Chelpanova and B.O. Kistiakivskyi, used primary sources of scientists and works of Ukrainian researchers. In the course of the
analysis, the specifics of their approaches to philosophical and scientific knowledge are revealed, where we see the involvement of
Western European and American experience by scientists.

Conclusions. As a result of the conducted research, we come to the conclusion that in the views of B.O. Kistyakivskyi's belief
in the need to distinguish between social philosophy and social sciences can be traced, and in the philosophical teaching of G.I.
Chelpanova — theories of cognition and psychology. The common motive of the philosophizing of both authors was an emphasis on
the importance of developing and implementing scientific methodology.

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Abstract

a legal state and civil society, the strengthening of economic and cultural integration of Azerbaijan with the world community, the
issue of philosophical interpretation and generalization of all these events has come to the fore. From this point of view, the issue
of writing articles on the science of philosophy and showing solutions to existing problems in this field is of great importance in
terms of forming a correct and complete worldview in young people. Philosophy is a system of theoretical knowledge. He solves
worldview issues in a consistent, deliberate manner, relying on solid evidence. Therefore, only by studying philosophy, people
can eliminate the superficiality and errors in their spontaneously formed ideas about the world, and get thoughtful, systematic and
accurate information about the world. At one time, Descartes showed that "only philosophy distinguishes us from savages and
barbarians. The level of citizenship and education of any nation depends on its good philosophizing" (Pashayev, 1999). Philosophy
literally means life. Therefore, true philosophical thinking is incompatible with abstract schemes and stereotypes. It is not by chance

that it is called "spiritual substance of the era", "self-awareness of the era".

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Introduction.

The word "philosophy" was used for the first time by
the Greek thinker Pythagoras (6th century BC) and called
himself a philosopher. Etymologically, "philosophy" is
derived from the combination of the Greek words "phileo"
- "love" and "sopia" - "wisdom", and its meaning is "to love
wisdom" (Hajiyev, 2012). Apparently, the word wisdom
gives the key to understanding the meaning of philosophy.
The famous Azerbaijani philosopher and scientist
Nasreddin Tusi explains the meaning of wisdom in his
famous work "Ethical - Nasiri": "Among the enlightened,
doing everything as it is is called wisdom; as a result of
this, a person's spirituality should improve as much as
possible and rise to the desired level". Pirani people who
love wisdom, know it and preach it, are usually called
wise (Imanov, 2010). The formation of philosophy is
directly related to wisdom. The majestic image of Athena,
the goddess of wisdom of the ancient Greeks, was the
image of an awesome owl (Nazarova, 2014).

Research methods of the article.

The article includes analysis and synthesis, systematic
approach, statistics, etc. such scientific methods are taken
as a basis. The comparative statistical method was used
in the research process.

Results.

The study of document-information resources on
philosophy is the most important condition for evaluating
the current situation, trends and development prospects
in this field. The scientific information obtained with the
help of the conducted research is successfully applied in
various assessment processes, which in turn allows to
accurately determine the development of the scientific
direction in philosophy. Studying the flow of documents
in the field of philosophy has had a positive effect on the
elimination of problems in this field in the future.

During the investigation of the works of local and
foreign authors, we found out that philosophical topics
are closely related to people's real life. In this sense, the
importance of philosophy is expressed in the following:

e it creates an emotional-volitional mood that is
important for practical activity;

The creation of primary document-informational
resources on philosophy in Azerbaijan is connected
with the name of Abulhasan Bahmanyar al-Azerbaijani
(993-1066). He had a number of valuable works ("Book
of Education", "Book of Ornaments on Logic", "Book
of Beauty and Happiness", "Treatise on the Subject
of Metaphysics", "Floors of Existence"). "Education
book" has a special place among them. It was one of the
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important sources for studying logic, metaphysics and
nature during the Middle Ages (Mammadov, 2006).

From the beginning of the 14th century to the 2nd half
of the 19th century, the themes that exist in Azerbaijani
literature can be considered either lyrical or mystical-
philosophical. The Shia theme in Azerbaijani literature
was mystical-philosophical in the early days, benefiting
from the wide range of themes of various Shia sects and
Sufi associations. In the poems of the Azerbaijani poet
Habibi, who lived at the end of the 15th century and
the beginning of the 16th century, the contents related
to hurufism found their place. He wrote philosophical
poems on the themes of love and Sufism with clear and
vivid metaphors (Allahyarova, 2005).

As aresult of the establishment of the Safavid empire
at the beginning of the 16th century and the recapture of
Shirvan and Iranian Azerbaijan by Shah I Abbas after
the short-term Ottoman rule at the beginning of the
17th century, Sunni Persian, Azerbaijani and Kurdish
scientists moved to the Ottoman Empire (Bagirov, 2009).
This event led to the increase of interest in philosophical
sciences in the Ottoman Empire and the development of
document-information resources in this field during this
period. These scholars who escaped from the Safavid
Empire brought with them new scientific works in the
field of logical sciences to the Ottoman Empire and gained
fame as skilled teachers (Philosophy, 1999). Shamseddin
Samarkandi's work "Al-Risala fi adab al-baht" was studied
together with the commentary of Masud Shirvani in the
Ottoman Empire. One of the works of the famous scholar
of his time Mammad Amin Sadruddin Shirvanizadeh was
Mammad Farnari's treatise dedicated to the interpretation
of Asiruddin Abhari's "Isaguji", which is considered one
of the fundamental documents related to philosophy at
that time (Philosophy, 1997).

In the 19th century, with the accession of Azerbaijan
to Russia, the ideology of enlightenment was born, which
wanted the country to be westernized. Enlighteners
criticized the country's lagging behind Europe and
religious ignorance (Taghiyev, 2012). Although the
Azerbaijani scientist Abbasgulu Agha Bakikhanov
thought that people would get rid of being left behind
through science and learning, he believed in harmony
between science and religion. In "Education of Morals"
he discussed Islamic teachings and compared them with
Greek philosophy and Western values. Bakikhanov's
"Book of Advice" has many similarities with the work
"Kutadgu-bilik" from the Karakhanid era in terms of
its message. Mirza Fatali Akhundov expressed his
philosophical views in his works such as "Letters with
Kemaluddov", "On the topic of Mollayi-Rumin and
his classification"”, "The answer to the doctor-English
Yuma", "About one word". He criticized the foundations
of Islam, the despotic feudal state, and the aristocratic
class ruling in Iran in his "Letters of Kemaluddev". In
the 19th century, the legacy of the Islamic ideologist
Jamaleddin Afghani played an important role in social
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and philosophical thought in Azerbaijan (Farhadoglu,
2000).

The modern era.

Ali Bey Huseynzade, one of the founders of the
philosophy of the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic, which
existed in 1918-1920, was persecuted for the concepts of
"National Azerbaijan", "Renaissance on the scale of the
Islamic region" and "Turan". He considered the synthesis
of Eastern and Western culture to be important in the
development of the Turkish people, and promoted the
necessity of Turkism, Islamism, and Europeanization.
Muhammad Amin Rasulzadeh, one of the founders of the
Azerbaijan Democratic Republic, is one of the founders
of the national independent Azerbaijan idea and state
concept. In 1920, after the occupation of Azerbaijan
by the Red Army, the Department of Dialectical and
Historical Materialism was opened, where Marxism was
studied and taught. During this period, philosophy was
institutionalized under the auspices of the Azerbaijan
National Academy of Sciences, the works of Western
philosophy were translated into Azerbaijani, the study
and systematization of Azerbaijani philosophy was
ensured, and the philosophical views of René Descartes,
Benedict Spinoza, Thomas Hobbes, John Locke, and
Georg Wilhelm Friedrich Hegel were studied. Eddin
Shakirzade's work dedicated to the Ancient Greek
philosopher Epicurus was famous. During this period,
research was conducted on the philosophical views of
prominent thinkers of Azerbaijan, such as Imadaddin
Nasimi and Muhammad Fuzuli. In the last years of the
USSR, the ideology of Turkism, competing with pan-
Iranism, gained popularity. In addition, Zakir Mammadov
(1936-2008) had a great role in the systematization and
research of Azerbaijani philosophy (Shukurov, 2008).

The works of the following philosophers were
also important in the creation of document-information
resources on philosophy in Azerbaijan. Among them, we
can mention: Heydar Najaf oglu Huseynov, Jamil Teymur
oglu Ahmadli, Hamid Rza oglu Imanov, Firudin Gasim
oglu Kocharli, Salahaddin Sadreddin oglu Khalilov, Aziz
Bashir oglu Mammadov, Fuad Feyzulla oglu Gasimzade.

Heydar Najaf oghlu Huseynov's first philosophical
work entitled "Dialectical Materialism", written together
with Ahmadaga Kazimov and published in 1935, was
the first successful step taken by the future philosopher
in science. H. Huseynov's book "From the History of
Social and Philosophical Thought of the 19th Century
Azerbaijan", which occupies an important place in his
work, was written in Russian. For this fundamental work,
he was awarded the Stalin Prize in 1950.

"Problems of Scientific and Philosophical
Understanding" by Jamil Teymur oghlu Ahmadli,
"Basics of Philosophy" by Hamid Rza oghlu Imanov. F.
Kocherlin's studies were published in separate books and
monographs, and were included in the book "History of
Philosophy in the USSR" published in Moscow.

Salahaddin Sadreddin oglu Khalilov's "Israqiism
and modern philosophical teachings”, "Education,
training, education", "Dialogue between civilizations",
Aziz Bashir oglu Mammadov's "Philosophical view
of modern physics", "New interdisciplinary direction:
(Synergetics)", "Dialectical cognition" and general
scientific methods of scientific research", his works are
worthy of appreciation (Azerbaijan National Academy of
Science, 2024).

Fuad Feyzulla oglu Gasimzadeh, one of the research
scientists in this field, published 30 books and more
than 500 scientific articles during his scientific career.
F. Gasimzadeh's main field of research was Azerbaijani
philosophical and social thought, social philosophy,
ontology and cognitive theory, aesthetics. In 1968,
his monograph "Caravan of Sorrow" or "Light in the
Darkness" was published, and in 1970 his work "Sports,
Beauty and Aesthetics" was published (Rustamov, 2007).

In Zakir Mammadov's book "Azerbaijani Philosophy
History", he broadly commented on the intervening
periods, starting from "Azerbaijani Philosophical Thought
in the Ancient and Early Middle Ages" and including
"XIX Century Azerbaijani Philosophy" (Mammadov,
2000).

Western and Eastern philosophy is one of the main

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resources compiled in this field in modern times. In
principle, it can be argued that the philosophy of the
West and the East are fundamentally different from
each other, and that the process of the clash of cultures
and civilizations is underway. Apparently, these are
true thoughts, but not the complete truth. It should be
noted that in our philosophical opinion, it is generally
recognized that Western thought should be studied and
known in order for the competition and exchange of ideas
to lead to the development of new ideas, currents and
trends (Azerbaijan National Academy of Science, 2024).

In order to give a broad explanation of the issue in the
article, we consider it more appropriate to explain on the
basis of the example of document-informational resources
on philosophy in the fund of two libraries (National
Library of Azerbaijan named after M. F. Akhundov and
Library of the Office of the President of the Republic of
Azerbaijan) (Mammadov, 2000).

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Abstract

The purpose of the article is a comprehensive study of the definitions of "humanitarian diplomacy" and a quantitative and qualitative
analysis of the scientific views outlined from the scientometric data base in order to determine thematic clusters and connections by key
words.

Relevance. Humanitarian diplomacy has often conflicting interpretations based on different contexts and goals. In the conditions of
modern global challenges, the understanding of various aspects of humanitarian diplomacy is of great importance for the development of
effective strategies of international cooperation, response to humanitarian crises, and definition of the range of subjects.

Results. The article identifies two main approaches to understanding humanitarian diplomacy. First, humanitarian diplomacy is
considered as a tool for achieving foreign policy goals and national interests, which is the result of the classical understanding of the
concept of diplomacy. This approach emphasizes state strategy and international relations, where diplomacy acts as a tool for managing
foreign policy and protecting national interests. Second, humanitarian diplomacy is considered as a communicative act, which is designed
to stimulate humanitarian actions. This approach defines humanitarian diplomacy as a way to promote humanitarian goals, promote the
protection of human rights, and address global problems such as poverty, hunger, conflict, and other human suffering. The difference
in these approaches is also reflected in the goals of the subjects of humanitarian diplomacy: a diplomat (an official representative of
the state) protects national interests, while delegates of non-governmental organizations represent the interests of vulnerable categories
of the population and work for the benefit of humanity. In addition, the article analyzes the interrelationships of key terms in scientific
articles, which allows identifying subject clusters and determining the main directions of research in the field of international relations and
humanitarian diplomacy.

Conclusions. The article provide better understanding of two important aspects of the spectrum of humanitarian diplomacy: the
effectiveness of humanitarian actions in the context of global challenges, and the role in building the country's image and the achievement of
national interests. The obtained results emphasize the importance of diplomatic efforts of state and non-state actors in solving humanitarian
problems and indicate potential directions for further research in this area.

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Abstract

Elections are the most common way for citizens to participate in the political life of the country. The electoral
process is an integral part of the socio-political life of any democratic state. The main purpose of elections is to
legitimize power. With their help, the people empower their representatives to exercise their sovereign rights. Having
received legal status as a result of elections, a representative body or official shall exercise the powers provided for
by the Constitution or other legislative act. The main task of any electoral system of a democratic state is to ensure
the representation of the will of the people and the effective functioning of the entire political system and authorities,
regardless of its level. There is no doubt that democracy today is a democracy of parties and that in order to become
such for an electoral system, it must turn to a multi-party system. Only in such a context does it make sense to talk
about free and alternative elections. On the contrary, a one-party system is unacceptable, even as a theoretical choice
in the context of discussing the legal aspects of the electoral process. The problem of choosing an electoral system is
usually one of the key issues in the political life of a country, acquiring particular urgency in certain periods. There
have been cases when the issue of the country's future electoral system was decided directly by citizens through
popular vote. The study and analysis of foreign experience in the field of the electoral process seems relevant and
scientifically significant. The problem of transparency of the electoral process as a key element of democracy occupies
one of the central places in relations related to the conduct of elections. The article discusses the features and principles
of functioning of the electoral systems of the leading countries of the world, such as the USA, France and Japan.

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Introduction.

In the modern world, the state is a complex
institutional system, consisting of different subsystems,
one of which is the electoral system. Maximum
involvement of the population in electoral activities is
the key to stability and order in public life. Each state
creates its own electoral model, based on its traditions
and mentality of the people.

The concept of an electoral system in science is quite
controversial. However, summarizing the most common
points of view, we can point out that the concept of an
electoral system is interpreted in two senses — broad
and narrow. In a broad sense, the electoral system is a
set of social relations for the organization and conduct of
elections in a particular state. In this sense, the electoral
system is an object of regulation of electoral law.

In a narrow sense, an eclectoral system is a way of
determining the results of elections and the elected
candidates.

The modern electoral system is characterized by a set
of rules and norms on the basis of which the relationship
between the legislative and executive branches of
government is determined and their legitimacy is
achieved.

Summarizing the existing definitions, researchers
studying the features of existing electoral systems
understand the electoral system as: a) a set of legal norms;
b) many social connections that arise in the process of
organizing and holding elections.

The basis for the purposeful functioning of the
electoral system is the system’s satisfaction of people’s
needs and interests, which strengthens its support
by society. In the opposite situation, support for the
system weakens and crisis phenomena increase in it. An
important property of the system is its ability to carry out
transformations in society and at the same time maintain
stability. In a number of countries, the electoral system
as a political institution is characterized by stability and
stability, as a result of which it was “mothballed” and
remained an attribute of bygone systems in the modern
world (Gaichenya, 2019).

At this point in time, the following main types of
electoral systems exist:

* Proportional;

» Majoritarian;

* Mixed.

Main part.

A proportional electoral system is a type of electoral
system in which the voting results are determined by the
principle of allocating seats in proportion to the number of
votes received by each party. Voting takes place according
to party lists. Under a proportional system, elections are
held only on a party basis: voting is based on party lists,
and the population votes not for specific candidates, but
for a political party. Thus, the most important condition
for the functioning of the proportional system is the
presence of political parties in the state. Parties are the
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only legitimate entities that have the right to nominate
their representatives to legislative areas of government.
It is the parties that form lists of candidates and offer
them to voters in order to gain their support in elections.
Thus, such a system makes the electoral process partisan
and ideological (Kinzerskaya, 2019). The proportional
election system is used in Austria, Belgium, Spain, Italy,
Switzerland, Sweden, Estonia, etc.

The majoritarian system is a method of determining
voting results in which a statutory majority of votes is
required to obtain a mandate. The majoritarian electoral
system can be of two types: relative majority and absolute
majority.

- The majority system of relative majority assumes
that the candidate who received more votes than each
of his opponents individually is considered elected.
This system makes it possible to determine the winner
already in the first round, but often the chosen candidate
is the one who, in absolute terms, received a very small
percentage of the votes. This system is currently used in
the UK, Japan, the USA in the elections of members of
Congress, etc.

- The absolute majority majority system assumes
that in order to be elected, a candidate must receive
an absolute majority of the votes cast in the electoral
district (50% + 1 vote). The advantage of this system is
the simplicity of determining the winning candidate, the
disadvantage is the low representativeness of votes. In
theory, over 49% of the votes could be lost. This system,
in particular, is used in elections of deputies at all levels
in France, as well as in presidential elections in most
countries, including Russia, Ukraine, Finland, Poland,
the Czech Republic, Lithuania, etc.

A mixed electoral system is a system in which
a certain proportion of seats are allocated under a
majoritarian system, and the rest are allocated under
a proportional system. For example, 50% according to
proportional and 50% according to majority. Two ballots
are issued, in one of them we vote for a specific candidate,
in the other we vote for a specific party. In this case, there
is a percentage barrier. This system is used in Australia,
New Zealand, etc.

Each electoral system has its own characteristics,
which are reflected in the so-called Duverger's law.
French political scientist Maurice Duverger, in his work
“Political Parties,” identified and substantiated these
features of the influence of electoral systems on the
configuration of the party system. (Duverger, 1964).

Let us consider the features of the electoral systems
of the leading countries of the world.

Features of the US Electoral System.

The United States of America today is a generally
recognized world leader, capable of significantly
influencing international relations and processes
occurring in the world. The main criteria for the successful
development of the United States are considered to
be unwavering adherence to liberal, economic and
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democratic principles, which form the basis for the
successful development of the United States.

The history of the origin and formation of the
democratic regime in the United States of America
goes back to the 18th century, when the Declaration of
Independence was signed and the US Constitution was
adopted. This was the first attempt in human history to
introduce democratic principles throughout the entire
country, and not just a single city-state. This fact makes it
possible to build a historically first, unique national model
of a democratic political regime (Karpovich, 2015).

Historically, the entire American political system was
built around the main principle: any power must have a
counterbalance. Therefore, at one time in the USA, in
an unclassified society, all the best from Roman and
British law was applied. A separation of powers has been
implemented: the parliament forms laws and the budget,
the presidential administration implements them, and
the court can declare the actions of these two branches
of government illegal. The American system is all about
guaranteeing property rights and the rule of law. At the
same time, equality before the law, declared in form, is
in practice filled with content reflecting the dominance
of capital in American society. (Damaskin, 2017, p.178).

The United States of America is a presidential federal
republic. The President of the country holds the executive
power of the federal government, enforcing the laws in
accordance with the political structure of the United
States. He is also the Commander in Chief of the US
Armed Forces.

The Congress of the United States of America is the
legislative body of the country, which has legislative
power. Congress is a bicameral body consisting of:

* House of Representatives: 435 representatives
elected every two years;

* The Senate Chamber consists of 100 senators whose
terms of office are six years.

Today, each of the 50 US states has its own powers:
they are endowed with the right to develop and adopt their
own Constitution, have their own legislative assemblies;
Governors, and in most states, Chief Justices, are also
elected officials. In the United States, the institution
of referendums is quite actively practiced. They are
held periodically and on a variety of issues: political
discrimination, taxation, the situation with immigrants,
etc. A significant part of the problems and issues of local
importance are resolved precisely with the help of such
an instrument as a referendum (Damaskin, 2017, p. 178).

According to the US Constitution, the president must
be at least 35 years old, a US citizen by birth, and have
lived in this country for at least 14 years (Constitution of
the United States of America, 1787, p. 12-25, article 2).

The mandate of the President of the United States
also meets the following criteria:

* The President's term of office is four years.

* The President's term officially begins on January
20, after Election Day.

* The President can be re-elected only once, for a
total of two consecutive terms.

* In the event of the death or resignation of the
President, his Vice President is responsible for termination
of office.

The Vice President must meet the same criteria.
According to the 12th Amendment to the US Constitution,
a person who has served two terms as president cannot be
vice president.

A candidate for the US House of Representatives may
be a US citizen who is at least 25 years of age, has been
a citizen for at least seven years, and is a legal resident of
the state he intends to represent in Congress. A candidate
for the Senate can be a U.S. citizen who is at least 30
years old, has been a citizen for at least nine years, and
is a legal resident of the state he intends to represent in
Congress.U.S. Senators are elected to six-year terms
on a special schedule to re-elect one-third (or one-third
plus one) of the 100 Senate seats every two years. If a
senator dies or becomes incapacitated while serving, a
special election may be held in an odd-numbered year or
in the next even-numbered year. A newly elected senator
remains in office until the end of the originally elected
senator's term. In some states, the governor appoints a
new senator to serve for the remainder of the original
term (ShareAmerica, 2024).

Since 1789, a two-stage system of presidential
elections has been a legal form. The first stage, which runs
from February 1 to June 31, involves primary elections
for presidential and vice-presidential candidates, called
the “Primaries.” It is organized and financed by the
government. ‘“Primaries” runs throughout the whole day.
The caucuses take several hours. Their payment is made
from party funds. The people elect one representative
each from the Democratic and Republican parties, who
will fight for the presidency.

Each party decides on a single presidential candidate.
This is a criterion for the country's electoral system. There
are 2 types of primaries:

1. Closed, in which only party members have the
right to vote for the presidential candidate.

2. Open, everyone has the right to vote.

The American voting system is distinguished by the
absence of central party bodies in the country and unified
leadership of party organizations. Each state has its own
Republicans and Democrats. Voting is not regulated
from above by state legislation. Each state does them

differently.
The second stage involves holding national
conventions or conventions of Republicans and

Democrats, at which party leaders must approve
candidates from each party (1 person) to participate in
the presidential election campaign.

At the third - main stage - Americans (citizens of
the country) vote for electors from the states, who are
given the right to choose the president of the country and
candidates for this post.

At the fourth stage, the work will be done by
electors, a College of 538 people. Each state has a certain
number of electors, depending on the number of voters.
The number of electoral votes per state depends on the
number of its voters.

How votes are distributed after states have cast them
for electors and presidential candidates. How will they be
distributed? With the exception of two states (Maine and
Nebraska), the principle is “winner takes all.” Its essence
is as follows:

1. The President and Vice President receiving the
largest number of votes in a State shall receive all the
electoral votes of that State. The state's Democratic votes
give Democratic electors the right to choose the president.

2. The work of the Collegium is governed by the
principle of objective and independent selection of the
President.

There are positive aspects to the US presidential
election system. These include:

1. Construction of a presidential election system
based on the Constitution and laws.

2. Geography of electoral districts.

3. The system has a democratic principle of elections,
when decisions are made by the majority.

It has certain disadvantages:

1. The main one is budget financing of both parties.

2. Given the leading position of the two main
parties, other political forces in the country do not have
budgetary funding and cannot get even 5% of the votes
in the elections.

3. There is the use of classical methods of falsification
in the voting process (stuffing ballots).

4. Servicing elections by private companies leads to
bribery by their opponents.

5. In the United States, a negative program has been
created to determine the work of the entire electoral
system. Since the 19th century, the technology of
gerrymandering or crossing out electoral districts has
been used. The system determines citizens who will vote
for candidates based on personal preferences:

* political;

« cthnic;

* territorial.

Features of the French Electoral System.

France, one ofthe oldest democracies, has experienced
dozens of significant changes in the legislative regulation
of elections since 1871. It is a unitary state with a
presidential-parliamentary form of government. The
Constitution and legislation of the French Republic
regulate in sufficient detail the process of forming elected
bodies. The French electoral system includes several
types of elections: European, presidential, legislative,
regional, municipal.

Legislative elections in France are held to select
members of the National Assembly, the lower house of
parliament. They take place every five years and are the
main way of forming the legislative branch in the country.
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In parliamentary elections, French citizens vote
for candidates nominated by political parties. In each
constituency, one deputy is eclected to represent the
interests of his constituency in the National Assembly.

Presidential elections in France are held every five
years to choose the country's president. The President of
France is the head of state and has significant powers in
the field of domestic and foreign policy.

In presidential elections, French citizens vote for
candidates nominated by political parties or independent
candidates. The president is elected in two rounds of
voting. If no candidate receives a majority of votes in the
first round, then a second round takes place, in which the
two candidates with the most votes compete. It should
be noted that until 2000, the presidential term was seven
years; after the next referendum it was shortened, and
legislative restrictions were introduced on the number of
consecutive presidential terms - up to two. In the entire
history of elections in France, not a single presidential
candidate was elected in the first round, that is, did not
receive more than 50% of the votes in the first round. It
is important to note that the phenomenon of the second
round in France and its use at many levels of elections
narrows the electoral choice for voters in addition to the
use of a majoritarian system at the entire national level
and parts of regional elections in France.

Municipal elections in France are held to elect
mayors and members of municipal councils in cities and
communes. They take place every six years and allow
citizens to participate in the governance of their local
communities.

In municipal elections, French citizens vote for
candidates nominated by political parties or independent
candidates. Elections are held according to a proportional
system, where the number of seats in the municipal
council is distributed in accordance with the voting
results.

European elections in France are held every five years
to elect members of the European Parliament. France
is a member of the European Union and participates in
shaping European Union legislation and policies.

In European elections, French citizens vote for
candidates nominated by political parties or independent
candidates. Members of the European Parliament are
elected using a proportional system, where the number
of seats is allocated according to the results of the vote.

Thus, in France, various types of elections are held
that allow citizens to participate in the formation of
legislative and executive powers, as well as in governing
local communities and influencing the policies of the
European Union.

The French electoral system is based on several key
principles that ensure fair and representative elections.
Here are the basic principles of the French electoral
system: universal right, secret ballot, proportional
representation, two-round system, freedom of political
parties.
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All citizens have active voting rights if they are
over 18 years of age. It is only necessary to overcome
the qualifications of settled life and legal capacity. The
age requirement also varies depending on the type of
election: cantonal, regional and municipal elections - 18
years, legislative and presidential elections - 23 years,
Senate elections - 24 years. (Welcome to France, 2024).

France was one of the last countries in the world
to grant voting rights to citizens aged 18 only in 1974;
before that, the threshold existed at 21 years. In order for
a French citizen to be included in the electoral list, it is
necessary either to live in the commune for at least six
months, or to have paid taxes in it.

Despite a number of difficulties and criticism from
opponents, the electoral system of the French Republic
aims to maintain political pluralism at the national
and, to a greater extent, at the local levels. To reach a
higher, national level, small parties need to more actively
consolidate, unite into unions, groups of parties with
the development of a common unified internal political,
socio-economic, etc. courses .

In general, the French electoral system is an important
instrument in the country's political life and contributes to
the expression of the will of the people.

Features of the Japanese Electoral System.

Japan is a country consisting of numerous islands
located off the eastern coast of the Asian continent.

The main achievements of democracy in post-war
Japan were the result of major reforms that allowed it to
quickly and successfully draw closer to Western countries.

Japan is a constitutional monarchy where the power
of the emperor is very limited. The Emperor of Japan
is the formal head of the country and is defined by the
constitution as "the symbol of the state and the unity
of the people." Power lies primarily in the hands of the
Prime Minister of Japan and other elected members of
parliament, while supreme power rests with the people
of Japan. In fact, the Emperor of Japan acts as the head
of the country in diplomatic affairs. Article 2 of the
Japanese Constitution states that “The Imperial Throne is
dynastic and is inherited in accordance with the Law of
the Imperial Family adopted by the Diet” (Constitution
of Japan, 1947)

Thelegislative body of Japan is the national legislature
in the form of a bicameral parliament. The Japanese
Parliament consists of the House of Representatives
(consisting of 480 deputies, who are elected by direct
popular vote every 4 years or in case of dissolution) and
the House of Councilors (consisting of 242 deputies, who
are elected by the people for a term of 6 years).

Accordingto the Japanese Constitution, parliamentary
elections are held on the basis of universal, equal and
direct suffrage by secret ballot. Universal suffrage, the
approval of which in Japan took almost a hundred years
of complex and multi-stage path, is now the central and
indisputable principle of the formation of the highest
legislative body of power. All Japanese citizens who have
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reached the age of 20 and have lived in the area for at
least 3 months have active voting rights. As for passive
suffrage, a Japanese citizen can become a member of
the House of Representatives from the age of 25, and
the House of Councilors from the age of 30. There is no
discrimination based on gender, origin, occupation, etc.
not allowed. (Tipton, 2002).

Article 15 of the Constitution states; “The people
have the inherent right to elect and remove public
officials from office. All public officials are the servants
of the whole community and not of any one section. In
the election of public officials, universal adult suffrage
is guaranteed. During any elections, the secrecy of
voting must not be violated. The voter is not responsible,
either publicly or privately, for the choice he makes”
(Constitution of Japan, 1947).

The Prime Minister of Japan is the head of
government. The candidate for this position is appointed
by the Diet from among its members and approved by
the Emperor of Japan. In addition, the Prime Minister
of Japan must have the confidence of the House of
Representatives in order to retain his position.

Conclusions.

Elections and the election procedure always attract the
attention of society, since the result of the vote should reflect
the true will of the voters, while sometimes there may be
doubts about this. Therefore, electoral relations, which are
also associated with intense competition among candidates,
belong to very conflicting areas. It is in the interests of the
state to ensure transparency in the formation of voter lists,
voting and vote counting procedures - because only under
these conditions will the legitimacy of the elected political
force not be in doubt among society.

It should be noted that the results of elections in
many countries are influenced by the personality of the
candidates, the content of their slogans, the issues raised,
as well as their commitment to a particular party.

The positive and negative aspects of any of the
electoral systems considered are relative. Therefore, it
is quite difficult to identify an ideal model even when
conducting a fundamental analysis of key features and
legislative decisions. Nevertheless, it is necessary to
realize that it is important to approach any reforms of the
electoral system in such a way as to adapt it as best as
possible to the realities of the socio-political life of the
country. The formation of the Azerbaijani electoral system
is also influenced by international electoral standards and
the practice of foreign countries, which make it possible
to assess how Azerbaijani elections comply with the
principles of democracy, as well as to develop proposals
for the effective improvement of electoral procedures.
Borrowing the positive best practices of electoral
technologies from the leading countries of the world in
relation to Azerbaijan and the socio-political realities of
Azerbaijani society can contribute to the construction of
a more flexible and at the same time responsive to the
trends of the current time modern electoral system.

However, the diaspora may also face some
challenges, such as preserving Azerbaijani identity in
conditions of assimilation, combating prejudice and
discrimination, and participating in politics and public
life of the country of residence.

Finally, based on the data obtained, a comparative
analysis of the strategic directions of the Azerbaijani
diaspora in various countries of the world was carried
out, general trends and features were highlighted, and
recommendations were proposed for improving and
efficiency of their activities.

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Abstract

The article analyses the prerequisites for the emergence of illiberal democracies, which at this stage also poses a threat to the
international order. The purpose is to determine the impact of the global factor on the emergence and strengthening of illiberal
democracies and to predict possible scenarios. Research methods: systematic, dialectical, comparative.

Results of the study: four main factors of the emergence of illiberal democracies are identified and analysed, including
economic, ideological, informational and global. It is shown that the economic factor of giving up certain freedoms is due to the
higher efficiency of authoritarian methods of governance. The ideological factor is manifested in the rise of populism, since the
rise to power of populists creates favourable conditions for strengthening authoritarian tendencies, weakening the constitutional
protection of citizens' rights and freedoms, etc. The growth of populism is also due to changes in the value orientations of voters,
who are more likely to support authoritarian values and are increasingly disillusioned with democracy. The information factor
is manifested in the high vulnerability of democracies to manipulation of citizens' minds through the use of information and
communication technologies. It is noted that the use of artificial intelligence capabilities to disseminate false information, especially
during an election campaign, is particularly dangerous.

Conclusion: under the influence of the global factor, the trend towards the emergence of new illiberal democracies will increase.
The prolongation of the Russian-Ukrainian war will mean the absence of fair punishment for violations of international law;
slowdown in economic development or deterioration of the economic situation, which will contribute to the growth of popularity of
populists and illiberal politicians; deepening of the split between democratic and authoritarian countries in the international arena,
and the formation of two antagonistic poles of world politics.

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Abstract

The relevance of the article is determined, on the one hand, by the importance of higher education for the sustainable
development of the country and, on the other hand, by the new challenges to the functioning of higher education institutions
in connection with the full-scale invasion of the russian federation in Ukraine. At the same time, the article focuses on the
special importance of higher education for gaining technological advantage during the war, as well as for the post-war
reconstruction of the country and for deterring potential aggression in the future.

The purpose of the article is to find out how the peculiarities of the higher education in Ukraine, in particular the
prevailing use of distance learning, influence the long-term development of the state.

The obtained scientific results indicate that higher educational institutions resort to distance learning not only and not
so much for reasons of safety for teachers and students, but due to the fact that distance learning requires less, compared to
classroom, material and organizational resources. The author also substantiates that the consequences of the excessive use
of distance learning in Ukraine after the full-scale invasion have their own peculiarities. In particular, it acts as an additional
stimulating factor for the migration of Ukrainian students and school graduates to study abroad. In addition, the abuse of
distance learning negatively affects the psychological state of the participants of educational process in higher education
institutions and limits the opportunities for social cohesion of young people and national resilience during the war. The
article also provides examples of situational techniques for organizing classroom lessons in higher educational institutions
in the conditions that take place in Ukraine today.

On the basis of the famous works of the Spanish philosopher Ortegui-y-Gasset, who is considered the first in terms of talent
and significance among the Spanish philosophers of the 20th century, the dangers entailed by the massification, and in fact the
"primitization" of society, are traced.

The purpose of the article is to investigate the creative legacy of the famous Spanish philosopher Ortega-y-Gasset and to find
in some of his works answers to the question why such dangerous swings away from democracy occur from time to time and how
a talented and experienced thinker answered this, can we apply his conclusions.

Results. Today, the topic is very important in the conditions of the already "hot" phase of the war between democracy and
dictatorship, modernized forms of fascism. To the question of why this is happening, the author decided to seek answers from
Jose Ortega-y-Gasset, who believed that the crises of European society, namely the appeals of the philosopher addressed to him,
are raging because of the so-called "mass people", who came to the fore in large numbers roles in society. The political elite, the
aristocracy, which is supposed to oppose this, and even more, to lead society (not to conquer state power, but to influence it), has lost
its qualities. The processes take place especially noticeably in culture, which, being political, according to the American scientist
G. Almond, is a cementing subsystem.

The Spanish philosopher concludes that society can be saved and "medicine" is not so expensive. Broad aristocracy and internal
perfection of society should become the ideal, reality, and goal. Ortega-y-Gasset calls on intellectuals to return to participation in
public life in order to use a new ideology to form new principles of human relations capable of leading the West out of a crisis
situation.

Conclusions. It is possible to prevent the country from slipping into a mass society and dictatorship, which will arise on such
a basis, through the formation of a truly political aristocratic elite. As the society becomes aristocratic, it will improve more and
more, and the danger of dictatorship and its terrible consequences, which many thinkers of the past wrote about, will be warned,
and in the case of their real existence, solved.

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Abstract

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Abstract

Relevance. The full-scale military invasion of Russia into Ukraine, which began on February 24, 2022, led to significant changes in the
functioning of all social institutions and caused multiple calamities. The crisis caused by the war greatly affected the education system as well.
The continuous functioning of the Ukrainian education system requires an in-depth understanding in the framework of the institutional resilience.

Goal. The aim of the article is to determine the principles of resilience of the educational system in the conditions of global social upheavals
(on the example of Kharkiv schools in the ongoing Russian-Ukrainian war).

Results. Educational resilience is characterized as the ability of educational systems and participants in the educational process to withstand
shocks and stresses, adapt to and recover from them. Indicators of educational resilience are identified. The results of the research conducted by
the authors are presented (November 2022 - January 2023; focused group interviews with parents of schoolchildren from the regions of Ukraine
most affected by the war (Kharkiv, Donetsk, Luhansk regions); in-depth interviews with representatives of the teaching staff of Kharkiv schools).

Conclusions. Following principles of institutional resilience are formulated: resilient educational institutions quickly make decisions;
have strong authoritative leaders; have a pedagogical staff, relationships in which are built on mutual respect, trust, and help; able to organize
communication processes despite circumstances and difficulties; able to foresee possible difficulties; have an established system of "teacher-
student-parent" interaction; have an established system of internal support for participants in the educational process; make realistic plans and trust
in their ability to implement them; believe in the future and see it in a positive way; have a stable; have a stable value system.

Abstract

The relevance of the article is explained by the existing scientific need to clarify the content and essence of the concept of
environmental consciousness, which is one of the fundamental concepts in environmental sociology. It is known that in Ukrainian
sociological science, the concept of ecological consciousness is widely used, which in its content is not absolutely identical to
environmental consciousness. Therefore, there is a need to justify the term "environmental consciousness" to avoid scientific
dissonance in its understanding among foreign and Ukrainian sociologists.

The purpose of the article is to clarify the origins, content, essence, structure, dimensions, and types of environmental
consciousness as a basic category of environmental sociology.

Results. The study defines environmental consciousness as a system of views, beliefs, perceptions, convictions, values, and
knowledge. The author proves that environmental consciousness is a broader concept than ecological consciousness. Justification
is made that the essence of environmental consciousness is revealed through the contradiction between the current level of
understanding by individuals (social groups) of their active attitude towards natural resources and their use in everyday life, as
well as value-normative imperatives of attitudes towards nature. Various dimensions of environmental consciousness are also
investigated, including affective, cognitive, dispositional, and active dimensions, and typologization is carried out: in addition to
the well-known types of environmental consciousness in sociology such as altruistic, pragmatic, and neutral, the author adds and
justifies an integrative type.

Conclusions. The article analyzes scientific interpretations of the content, types, structure, and dimensions of environmental
consciousness. Further research on the level of environmental consciousness among Ukrainians in the context of global risks is a
promising direction that will help better understand the features of its formation and develop effective strategies for sustainable
development.

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Abstract

The Republic of Azerbaijan responds to international challenges in the field of education and continues measures
to increase the quality of the content in education, which serves to form vital competencies in students. One of them
is the "Reserve textbook" project. In the framework of this project, international experience is studied and a new
generation of textbooks is prepared. Among these textbooks, the integrated 5th and 6th grade science textbooks are
new for our country. The term science has been adapted to the Azerbaijani language as "nature".

In the VI class "Science" textbook, learning materials are presented in the inquiry-based SE model.

It should be noted that any stage of the lesson built on the basis of this model creates favorable conditions
for the formation of scientific literacy skills in students. In the article, the possibilities of using situational tasks in
the formation of scientific literacy in the first stage of this lesson model called "Engage" were investigated. In the
process of monitoring the implementation of the textbook "Science 6" in the pilot classes, a short-term written survey
consisting of open-type situational tasks was conducted among 241 students at the stage of engaging the lesson. The
statistical analysis of the results of the survey revealed that at this stage of the lesson, it is possible to determine the
extent of initial knowledge and misconceptions by presenting students with familiar situations from everyday life and
natural phenomena while arousing their interest in the subject. In addition, an online survey was conducted among
teachers teaching science in pilot classes regarding the effectiveness of science teaching and skill formation, and 81
teachers participated in this survey. As an example, the article provides an analysis of two situational tasks and the
results of a survey among teachers.

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Introduction.

In order to make the Republic of Azerbaijan a
stronger and more stable state, it is implementing reforms
that meet global challenges in the field of education as
well as in many other fields.

One of these innovations is the development of new-
generation textbooks that serve to accelerate integration
into international education systems and develop
knowledge and skills related to science and technology.
During the preparation of new generation textbooks,
cooperation with international and prestigious publishing
houses is carried out, and framework documents of
international research programs on the assessment of
student achievements are analyzed in terms of content and
structure. Prepared textbook sets (textbook, workbook,
and methodical materials) are tested in selected pilot
schools for 1-2 years, depending on classes and subjects,
before being widely used. The goal here is to further
improve the textbook set during the trial period due to
monitoring and feedback from teachers and the public.
Also, the textbooks in the trial period are shared on the
official website, which is open to everyone, where any
person can get acquainted with the textbook and write his
comments and suggestions. The prepared new-generation
textbooks include the Nature 5 and Nature 6 textbook
sets.

Formulation of the problem.

The content of Nature 5 and 6 textbooks is based
on the 5E model, which has been applied in textbooks
of applied subjects (physics, biology, chemistry, and
geography) since 2013 in grades 6-9 of the secondary
level of general education in our Republic (Murguzov,
& Abdurazagov, 2013a; 2013b). This lesson model is a
constructive learning theory and consists of organizing
training in five consecutive stages (Islamzadeh, 2022, p.
4-5). These are:

1. Engage

2. Explore

3. Explain

4. Elaborate

5. Evaluation (Evaluate) (Bybee, & Landes, 1990).

If we accept that constructivist theory is the best
way to describe the learning process, then it is necessary
to create learning environments that directly introduce
the material being studied to advance students' learning
because students experience the world directly. This
confirms the idea that constructivist learning takes place
in an appropriate constructivist learning environment
(Kibici, 2022). Different teaching methods, such as
4E, SE, and 7E, are used in science teaching to create
a constructivist learning environment. The most
appreciated and used of these methods is the 5E training
method. The constructivist approach was first proposed
by Atkin and Karlplus in the 1960s and elaborated in
1997 (Polgampala, Shen, & Huang, 2016).

In the attraction stage, students are presented with
qualitative situational questions related to domestic,
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natural, or technological processes, and the key words
of the answers given in the form of hypotheses are
recorded without giving an attitude. The purpose here is
to establish possible connections between the educational
results of the subject studied on the basis of the students'
previous knowledge, to arouse interest in the solution
of the new educational problem formed in the students,
and to provoke them to do research. Such an approach is
expected in the nature textbook, not only in the topics but
also at the beginning of the each chapter. (Islamzadeh,
2022, p. 4-5).

In the engagement phase, diagnostic assessment
of students is also carried out through situational tasks.
Thus, as a result of the discussion of situations selected
on the basis of the principle of intra-subject and inter-
subject integration, the knowledge gained by students
is evaluated, and their possible misconceptions are
determined. Note that this stage is not intended for the
teacher to lecture, define, or explain terms (Duran, &
Duran, 2004).

Methods.

Research-based teaching methods have an effective
role in the formation of scientific literacy. Research-
based learning allows students to think creatively and
critically by presenting situations they may encounter in
everyday life to students at different stages of the lesson
and creating discussions based on questions.

Main part. What is scientific literacy?

The concept of scientific literacy was first developed
by Paul De Hbart in the 1950s of the 20th century: "One
of the main problems of education is to fill the gaps
between the richness of achievements in science and the
competence of scientific literacy" (Hurd, 1958; Aghajanli,
2023). Scientific literacy as a concept has been one of the
most relevant issues studied by educational researchers
in the international sphere since it was introduced into
the world of science. Scientific literacy competence
requires students to have a certain level of understanding
in order to create reliable knowledge about the purpose of
scientific research and nature (Aghajanli, 2023; Ziman,
1978). One of the main requirements of the modern era
is to train individuals who follow rapid development
and have a productive role in social and technological
issues. The formation of knowledge and skills on the
basics of science and technology and scientific literacy
competence in such persons is one of the main factors
that create a foundation for the development of countries
and societies. The formation of scientific literacy has
become the main goal of many educational systems and
national curricula. (Roberts, & Bybee, 2014). There is
a considerable amount of international research on the
formation, development, and assessment of students'
scientific literacy competence. The concept of scientific
literacy is a widely recognized concept of education
and has become the main goal of education (Aghajanli,
2023; De Boer, 2011; Hodson, 2011). In the studies of
prestigious international evaluation programs on the
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evaluation of student achievements, the weak indicators
of scientific literacy of our students are one of the main
issues that make the problem of the formation of this
competence relevant.

The framework document for science in the PISA
research program states that scientific literacy plays an
important role as a basic structure for the assessment of
acquired knowledge and skills in the fundamentals of the
natural sciences. This framework document outlines the
content, domain of knowledge, and type of competency
reflected in the structure of instruments used to measure
scientific literacy.

PISA studies test students' reading, math, and science
literacy skills. These are:

*  explain events scientifically;

»  evaluate and design scientific research;

e interpret data and evidence scientifically
(OECD, 2019).

Development of students'
through situational tasks.

It is known that the assessment of students' scientific
literacy is based on the international PISA program.
Scientific literacy is defined as several competencies in
the program's science framework document. One of those
competencies is "explaining events scientifically". Here,
the solution and evaluation of the problems presented
on the basis of the integration of natural, technological,
social, and household phenomena are envisaged. These
problems are presented to the students in the form of both
closed and open-ended tasks, and they are required to
express the following attitude:

* apply relevant academic
knowledge;

* to make appropriate scientific forecasts, to
justify their necessity, and to determine solutions.

Such an approach can be seen in some qualitative
tasks presented by PISA:

Why does water evaporate faster on a hot day?

How can the introduction of a new creature into the
habitat disrupt this environment?

Give examples of the cases you come across in
everyday life where gases can be compressed and liquids
cannot be compressed, etc.

In order to solve such simple, open-ended problems,
it is necessary to imagine some events, build a description
of some, and predict others. For the implementation of
this process, the student is required to use academic
scientific models (PISA, 2023).

In order to study the students' ability to apply the
acquired declarative knowledge to the explanation of
familiar situations related to life and the implementation
of simple activities they perform in class, we organized a
pedagogical experiment during monitoring. A total of 267
students from six schools were involved in the experiment.
Of these, 129 students were experimental class students,
and 138 students were control class students. The classes
were selected in such a way that the same subject teacher

and scientific
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taught both the experimental and control classes in the
respective schools.

During this experiment, —the students of the
experimental and control classes were presented with
the same tasks on the topics taught to them until that
period. The statistical analysis of two tasks with situation
content from those tasks is given below. Two open-ended
questions were asked in both tasks. The maximum score
for the first task was 3, and for the second task it was 6.

Table 1. shows the general average of students from
each school on tasks. It can be seen from the table that the
general average indicators of all pilot class students are
ahead of the indicators of control class students.

The 5E teaching method was used during the
preparation of the 5th and 6th grade nature textbook sets.
In the 5th grade, all 5 steps followed in the 5E teaching
method were used in the teaching of a chapter rather than
in the teaching of a each topic. In the 6th grade, all these
five stages were used in the teaching of each topic. Each
lesson was divided into five stages.

Physics, biology and life science were taught instead
of natural science in the 6th grade control classes. When
analyzing the textbooks of these subjects, it can be seen
that the SE stages are used in the textbooks. Based on the
obtained results, the control shows that these stages are
not properly and effectively organized in the textbooks.

An online survey was conducted among 130 teachers
who taught this subject for the first time in pilot schools,
whether the implementation of the textbook and workbook
on science was effective. 81 teachers participated in the
survey. We asked about the effectiveness of the textbook
and workbook in the formation and development of the
mentioned skills. In the assessment, between 1 and 5, 1
means least and 5 means the most effective. According to
the results of the survey, more than half of the teachers
said that the textbook set is highly effective in forming
research and collaboration skills. More than thirty
teachers said that the textbook set is highly effective in
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forming the skills of "application" and "communication"
of what they have learned. According to teachers, the
number of teachers who say that they are highly effective

in developing the skills of "critical thinking/problem
solving" and "being able to explain things scientifically"
is less than other skills.

The fact that the textbook is effective in the formation
and development of these skills also shows that it has
an important role in the formation of scientific literacy
competence.

Structure and content of the engagement phase in
the textbook.

Unlike other stages of the lesson, no explanation or
evaluation is provided in the stage of emgagement, if it
is properly organized, it ensures an effective transition to
other stages. Therefore, the correct construction of the
first stage is very important for the effective passing of
the lesson as a whole. At this stage, providing students
with daily familiar situations is a necessary element that
was unanimously accepted as mentioned above.

The phase of interest can be given in two different
places in the textbook, at the introduction of each chapter
and each topic.

The following requirements can be defined for the
situation given on the first page of the chapter:

- The situation should cover the main topic or topics
that attract attention to the whole chapter;

- It should cover the historical facts or modern
achievements of the science or discipline;

- It should be in a global or national context;

- A picture, text and a few appropriate questions
should be given reflecting the situation;

- The section should be concise and clear.

Situational requirements given in the engagement
section of the 5E instructional manual:

- It should be related to everyday life;

- It should be in national and individual context;

- The text of the situation should be short and clear;

- It should be able to ensure an effective transition to
the next stage;

- It should create more interest in the subject to be
studied;

- Asking questions should require reasoning in
answering;

- It should allow teachers to identify students' prior
knowledge and misconceptions about the subject.

Giving situational tasks related to daily life in other
stages of the lesson, not only engaging, plays an effective
role in the formation of students' skills. Therefore, in
the survey we conducted among teachers, we asked
to what extent they were satisfied with the amount of
sitiasuya tasks in the textbook. As can be seen from the
diagram, when evaluating 5th grade textbooks, teachers
mostly chose 4 and 5, which indicates that there are
enough situational tasks, although not to a high degree.
In the 6th grade, teachers mostly chose 3, 4 and 5 when
evaluating. According to the opinions of the teachers,
it can be said that in the textbook of the 6th grade,
the situation tasks were given less attention to the 5th
grade.

In the 6th grade
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We asked to what extent the students were able
to apply their knowledge in solving the situational
tasks given in the textbook. The answers given by the
teachers in question 3 show that they were able to apply
the knowledge gained by students in the 5th grade to
the solution of situational tasks at an average and high
level, and in the 6th grade more at an average level
As can be seen from the teachers' answers to the Ist
question, the textbook set is moderately, if not highly,

effective in forming the ability to apply what they have
learned as many skills. There can be various reasons
why students have difficulty in solving situational
tasks, such as difficulty in understanding what they
read, and their tendency to memorize because they
are used to the test method . These mentioned reasons
create fundamental obstacles for students to freely and
creatively express their opinions on the problems and
propose solutions.

The role and importance of situational tasks at the
stage of interest.

The situation in the stage of curiosity given in the
introduction of the topic should be related to everyday
life. It is important to understand what is meant by daily
life. Daily life in the teaching of natural science does
not mean everyday activities at school. Everyday life
in nature classrooms is more of something outside the
classroom. Science needs to be connected to someone's
everyday life in the real world, a world without school
(Andrée, 2005).

When students are presented with familiar situations
in the engagement stage, they are very interested, and
because they do not think about the regularity between
the events in the situation in advance, or in some cases,
they cannot find an answer, the current situation focuses
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
